On Armenian Independence Day,
the ANCC presses Ottawa to
establish an embassy in Yerevan

Today [September 21], the
Armenian National Committee
of Canada (ANCC) is joining Ar-
menians in Canada and around
the world in celebrating the 30th
anniversary of the independence
of the Republic of Armenia.

On September 21, 1991 —
after seventy years of Soviet
dominance, Armenia regained
its independence and rebuilt a
modern-day republic, against a
backdrop of enormous socio-eco-
nomic and security challenges.

“While we are proud of the
great strides achieved by the
Republic of Armenia over the
course of the last three decades,
we remain deeply concerned by
the ongoing security challenges
faced by the Armenian people
and the never-ending aggres-
sion of Turkey and Azerbaijan,”
said Hrag Tarakdjian, Co-Presi-
dent of the ANCC.

Years of stalled nego-
tiations, unchecked Turkish-
Azerbaijani warmongering and
harrowing indifference from
the international community
resulted in last year’s Turkish-
backed Azerbaijani aggression
against the Republics of Arme-
nia and Artsakh, ending in an
egregious ceasefire announce-
ment that left Armenia and Art-
sakh facing renewed diplomatic

and security challenges.

Despite the gradual ad-
vancement of bilateral relations
between Canada and Armenia
since 1991, Canada remains the
only G7 country that does not
maintain a permanent diplo-
matic mission in Yerevan, signif-
icantly limiting Canada’s efforts
to substantially help Armenia
address its challenges and con-
solidate its democratic progress.

This absence was particu-
larly pronounced during last
year’s 44-day war in Artsakh,
where the Canadian manufac-
tured WESCAM avionics were
found to be used on illegally
supplied Turkish drones.

“The fact that Canada was ef-
fectively absent from the region
significantly limited Ottawa’s
diplomatic efforts, while clouding
the judgement of certain decision
makers who issued the reckless
exemptions for the WESCAM avi-
onics,” said Shahen Mirakian, Co-
President of the ANCC.

The war and its aftermath,
coupled with many other region-
al challenges and opportunities
are potent signals that it is high
time for Canada to finally estab-
lish an embassy in Yerevan and
commit to strengthening Ot-
tawa’s role in the South Caucasus.

Armenia marks anniversary
of the Artsakh War

YEREVAN—On the one-year
anniversary of the start of the
devastating 2020 Artsakh War,
Armenian officials declared
that the conflict remains unre-
solved while the status of Art-
sakh is not settled.

The republics of Armenia
and Artsakh observed a mo-
ment of silence at 11:00AM local
time in honor of their war dead.

At least 3,700 Armenian
soldiers and 80 civilians were
killed during the 44-day war, ig-
nited after Azerbaijan launched
a wide scale military offensive
along the line of contact with
Artsakh. The fate of at least 243
soldiers and 20 civilians is still
unknown. An estimated 200
Armenian prisoners of war and
civilian captives remain impris-
oned in Azerbaijan.

A trilateral ceasefire agree-
ment signed by Armenian PM
Nikol Pashinyan, Azerbaijani
President Ilham Aliyev and Rus-
sian President Vladimir Putin
ended military hostilities on No-
vember 9, 2020 and ceded large
expanses of territory, including
four districts outlying Artsakh
and the town of Shushi, to Azer-
baijan. In the following weeks,
Baku also regained control over
three other districts outlying
Artsakh, displacing thousands
of Armenians from their homes.
Russia has deployed 2,000 peace-
keepers to Armenian-governed
Artsakh and the Lachin corridor
connecting the territory to Ar-

menia.

The Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Republic of Art-
sakh asserted that it would not
accept a long-term settlement
of the conflict that entails any
kind of status within Azerbaijan
in a September 27 statement.

“The foreign policy priori-
ties of Artsakh continue to be
the international recognition of
the independence of the Repub-
lic of Artsakh, preservation of
its status as a geopolitical sub-
ject, de-occupation of the terri-
tories of Artsakh, ensuring the
continuation of the negotiation
process with the full-fledged
participation of Artsakh within
the framework of the OSCE Minsk
Group [and] development of rela-
tions with various countries and
structures,” the statement reads.

The Armenian Foreign
Ministry also called for the re-
sumption of the peace process
under the auspices of the OSCE
Minsk Group.

“The comprehensive and
lasting settlement of the Nago-
rno-Karabagh (Artsakh) con-
flict presume the determination
of the status of Artsakh taking
into account the realization of
the inalienable right to self-de-
termination, ensuring of the se-
curity of the people of Artsakh,
safe and dignified return of the
displaced population to their
settlements throughout Nago-

ARS’'s humanitarian assistance
in Artsakh and Armenia

September 27,2020 marks the start of the at-
tack on Artsakh by the Azeri government along
with its allies and hired guns. We stand with all
the soldiers who fought valiantly to defend our
homeland. We stand in solidarity with all those
who gave their lives, and we stand by their fami-
lies who are still coping with their loss. We stand
with and support those who were injured while
protecting our borders. We stand with all those
who lost their homes.

Last year brought extreme grief to our na-
tion, and that grief continues to this day with
the signing of any agreements with ancient ag-
gressors who continue to threaten the existence
of the Armenian people, nation and its diaspora.

True to its humanitarian objectives, the
Armenian Relief Society (ARS) activated its
entire membership from the first day of the
Artsakh War by providing immediate relief
efforts and assisting the civilian population
affected by the 44-day war.

The 30-year active presence of the ARS in
Armenia and Artsakh, with projects realized in
anumber of fields, proves the Society’s devoted
commitment to the welfare and progress of our
homeland. Today, faced with sad realities, de-
spite all the post-war trauma and emotional and
physical pitfalls, the ARS is still running its re-
lief efforts in wounded Artsakh. Throughout the
tragedies of the Artsakh War and its aftermath,
our Society stood by the Armenian servicemen
and volunteers, their children and families, and
all who were suddenly deprived of their ances-
tral homes and needed immediate assistance.

With the collective and constant efforts
of the ARS Central Executive Board (CEB),
regional executive boards, the executives of
entities and chapters, as well as worldwide
donors and supporters, it became possible to
reach and help wounded soldiers, the families
of fallen heroes, the children and the families
who had lost their homes and lands. Alongside
programs realized over the past months, to-
day, the ARS is planning a new program to as-
sist the families of Armenian POWs and those
missing in action. The humanitarian activities
accomplished by the ARS in Armenia and Art-
sakh since September 27, 2020 are as follows:

With the joint efforts of ARS/Canada, ARS/
Eastern and Western USA, CBA/France, ARS/
Belgium, ABC/Greece, and their Armenian com-
munities, $3,297,500AMD worth of items were
shipped to Armenia and Artsakh to be distrib-
uted among displaced families and individuals
who had taken refuge in Armenia and cities of
unoccupied Artsakh. Items included medication,
coats, clothes, footwear, bedding items, food,
medical equipment, sleeping bags, utility shoul-
der bags, wheelchairs and walkers, baby food,
powder milk and other everyday necessities.

Expanding its annual Yuletide (Amanor)
Program, the ARS Executive Board launched the
“Special Amanor” program which was aimed at

bringing some holiday cheer to the children of
displaced residents of Artsakh. The local ARS en-
tities distributed gifts to 4,034 children both in
Armenia and Artsakh. Children received coats,
toys, educational games and stationery.

Considering the status of the displaced fam-
ilies as a result of the 44-day war, the CEB initi-
ated the “Stand with an Artsakh Family” relief
project. The goal of this project was to provide
financial assistance to one thousand displaced
families from Artsakh. Each family received a to-
tal of $1,000USD over the course of four months.
With the generous donations of ARS supporters
and entities, in total, $1,000,000 ($381,500 in Ar-
menia and $618,500 in Artsakh) was distributed
during the four phases of the project.

When war broke out, teachers, principals
and staff members of the ARS “Soseh” kinder-
gartens fled to various cities of Armenia, often
leaving behind their sons and husbands. Consid-
ering the uncertainty of the war and the high
cost of living in Armenia, the ARS decided to
provide a single allocation of $300USD to all. In
total, $24,596 was allotted to this purpose.

ARS/Armenia allocated $5,123USD for one
month of meals for a shelter in Zvartnots host-
ing 165 refugees.

The ARS has been a loyal supporter of the
Military Disability Rehabilitation Centre at the
Heratsi Hospital, securing specialized equipment
to provide professional treatment to the wound-
ed. To date, we have secured an anesthesia ma-
chine, an orthopedic surgical table, Arthrex ar-
throscopy tower and a ventilator. The ARS has
donated a total of $184,000USD to the Centre.

During the early days of the Artsakh War,
a total of $52,400 was provided to 74 families of
fallen and wounded soldiers.

The ARS has been sponsoring young chil-
dren in Armenia and Artsakh since 1992. Imme-
diately after the breakout of the war, the CEB
revamped its orphan sponsorship program and
renamed it the “Children of Fallen Heroes” to
financially assist the children of fallen heroes,
both in Armenia and Artsakh. For $330 a year,
sponsors can make an impact by transforming
the life of a child whose father sacrificed his
life while defending our country. Donors must
agree to sponsor children until the age of 18.

It is within the broad scope of the ARS
objectives to assist the families of Armenian
POWSs and of those missing in action. Planning
ahead, we are putting our efforts toward help-
ing those families by providing them with care
packages and other everyday necessities.

We thank our supporters, donors and all
our ARS entities, whose moral and material
contributions have made it possible for us to
achieve the successful culmination of ARS
Emergency Assistance Programs both in Ar-
menia and Artsakh.

True to our motto “With the People, for
the People,” ARS activities continue with the
same zeal and commitment.

Aram Manoukian’s bust unveiled in Yerevan's
ARF Aram Manoukian Youth Centre

YEREVAN—The bronze bust

of Aram Manoukian, one of the
founders of the Republic of Ar-
menia, was unveiled on Septem-
ber 30 at the Armenian Revolu-
tionary Federation (ARF) Aram
Manoukian Youth Centre of Ye-
revan. The sculpture, which is
the work of Canadian-Armenian
artist and community activist
Hagop Janbazian, was placed in
the lobby of the Aram Manouki-
an Center, through which hun-
dreds of youths enter every day.

“Were it not for Aram Ma-
noukian and his contemporaries,
we would not have the First Re-
public, we would not have Soviet
Armenia, and we would not have
today’s independent republic,”
ARF Bureau member Arsen Ham-

bardzumyan said in his remarks.

In his address, Janbazian
thanked the ARF Bureau for the
opportunity and highlighted
the importance of honouring
Manoukian’s legacy. “The young
people who enter this building
will bow not in front of this bust,
which is, after all just a bronze
statue, but in front of Aram’s ev-
erlasting memory. They have in-
herited his eternal torch and will
continue to carry on his legacy,”
said the sculptor.

In his remarks, art critic
Movses Hergelian (Tsirani), called
Manoukian the ‘hero of the he-
roes’ because he was able to unite
the nation. Commenting on the
artwork, Tsirani said, “By looking
into this statue’s eyes, it is evident

that Janbazian has captured the
moment when Manoukian com-
mands us to be united and, at the
same time, obliges us to be com-
mitted to his message. We are
accountable to him because he
established Armenian statehood.
Without Aram Manoukian, there
would be no Armenian state.”
Janbazian’s bust of Manouki-
an is also displayed at the Sarda-
rapat Ethnography and Libera-
tion Movement History Museum
at the Sardarapat Memorial com-
plex. Janbazian is the author of
several monuments, sculptures
and other pieces of art in Arme-
nia and across the world, espe-
cially in Armenian communities
throughout the Diaspora.

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FEDERAL GOVERNMENT TO REQUIRE
VACCINATIONS FOR ALL FEDERAL PUBLIC
SERVANTS, AIR AND TRAIN PASSENGERS

In a recent announcement made by Transportation Min-
ister Omar Alghabra, he states that the federal government
will be soon requiring all public servants to be vaccinated.
This upcoming mandate will also be implemented by the
Crown corporations and other federally regulated business in
the following weeks.

Transportation minister Alghabra said that even though
Canada’s vaccination rate is one of the highest in the world,
currently sitting at around 81 per cent of all Canadians eli-
gible have at least one dose, “the country must do better, we
need to reach as many Canadians as we possibly can.”

The Public Service Alliance of Canada, which currently rep-
resents more than 200,000 workers, that work in primarily fed-
erally regulated sectors, said that they welcomed the announce-
ment from the federal government and insisted that it will help
them in their efforts to keep their workers and the public safe.
PSAC President Chris Aylward said in a statement, “PSAC sup-
ports measures to increase vaccination rates, including vaccina-
tion requirements for federal public service workers to protect
our members, their colleagues and our communities.”

Starting as soon as October, vaccines will also be man-
datory for some federally regulated industries such as air-
lines and railways. “Vaccine requirements in the transporta-
tion sector will help protect the safety of employees, their
families, passengers, their communities and all Canadians.
And more broadly, it will hasten Canada’s recovery from the
COVID-19 pandemic,” said Transportation minister Alghabra

ONTARIO HELPING PROTECT COMMUNITIES
AGAINST RACISM AND HATE

In a recent press release made by the provincial govern-
ment of Ontario, they have announced that they will be help-
ing protect vulnerable communities against racism and hate.
The province announced a new $1.6 million Anti-Hate Grant
Program is being put together to help these communities. All
eligible organizations, including community-based organiza-
tions and not for profit organizations will be able to start ap-
plying for grants as of now, but their applications should be
submitted no later than November 15, 2021.

The grants that all the eligible organizations can apply
for are $40,000 that will be given out over a two-year period
for all independent projects that will help communities with
fight against and the education against racism and hate. Gov-
ernment partnerships between two or more organizations
will have access to a grant of $100,000 over a two-year period.

The new Ministry of Citizenship and Multiculturalism
said that our government has been strengthening its commit-
ment to Ontario’s Anti-Racism Strategy and making progress
with its mandate of the Anti-Racism Directorate (ARD).

“Recent events, such as the horrific Islamophobic attack
in London, and the rise in anti-Asian hate and antisemitism
continue to remind us that racism cannot simply be relegated
to Canada’s history books,” said Parm Gill, Minister of Citizen-
ship and Multiculturalism and Minister Responsible for Anti-
Racism. “By empowering those on the frontlines of tackling
hate in our communities, we can make significant progress in
stamping out hate in all its forms.”

MINIMUM WAGE IN ONTARIO IS ABOUT TO GO UP
& THIS IS HOW IT COULD AFFECT YOUR JOB

In a recent announcement made the provincial government
of Ontario, workers should be excited to see that in the coming
months the minimum wage in the province will be increasing
from $14.25 to $14.35 per hour. This 10-cent minimum wage in-
crease will also be applied to the student minimum wage as well
as liquor servers’ minimum wage and homeworkers wages.

The minimum hourly wage for students will be in in-
creasing from $13.40 to $13.50. This increase will be applied to
any worker who is under the age of 18 and works 28 hours or
fewer a week, while simultaneously going to school, including
if they’re working during summer holidays or school break.

Liquor workers will be seeing an increase in their hourly
minimum wage go from $12.45 to $12.55, this increase will
be applied to all employees who serve alcohol and regularly
receive tips. Homeworkers on the other hand will also be re-
ceiving an increase to their minimum wage, that will be go-
ing from $15.70 to $15.80 per hour. The Ontario Ministry of
Labour categorizes homeworkers as “employees who do paid
work in their own homes.”

Hunting and fishing guides including wilderness guides
will also be seeing an increase in their hourly wage. For those
that are working less than five hours straight per day will see
an increase to their hourly wage from $71.30 to $71.75. The
rate for working five or more hours in a day will get raise by
95 cents to $143.55.

Neurobiologist Ardem Patapoutian
shares 2021 Nobel Prize in Medicine

STOCKHOLM—The Nobel
Prize in Physiology or Medicine
2021 was awarded jointly to Da-
vid Julius and Ardem Patapoutian
“for their discoveries of receptors
for temperature and touch.”

The Nobel Prize in Physiol-
ogy or Medicine was awarded
jointly on October 4 to David Ju-
lius and Ardem Patapoutian “for
their discoveries of receptors
for temperature and touch.”

Their work sheds light
on how to reduce chronic and
acute pain associated with a
range of diseases, trauma and
their treatments.

“Our ability to sense heat,
cold and touch is essential for
survival and underpins our in-
teraction with the world around
us,” the Nobel committee said in a
news release. “In our daily lives we
take these sensations for granted,
but how are nerve impulses ini-
tiated so that temperature and
pressure can be perceived?”

The pair made break-
through discoveries that began
intense research activities that
in turn led to a rapid increase in

our understanding of how our
nervous system senses heat, cold
and mechanical stimuli. The lau-
reates identified critical missing
links in our understanding of
the complex interplay between
our senses and the environment.

Specifically, Mr. Julius uti-
lized capsaicin, a pungent com-
pound from chili peppers that
induces a burning sensation, to
identify a sensor in the nerve
endings of the skin that re-
sponds to heat.

Mr. Patapoutian used pres-
sure-sensitive cells to discover
a novel class of sensors that re-
spond to mechanical stimuli in
the skin and internal organs.

The Nobel committee said
the two scientists helped an-
swer one of the most profound
questions about the human
condition: How do we sense our
environment?

“The mechanisms underly-
ing our senses have triggered our
curiosity for thousands of years,
for example, how light is detected
by the eyes, how sound waves af-
fect our inner ears, and how dif-

ferent chemical compounds in-
teract with receptors in our nose
and mouth generating smell and
taste,” the committee wrote.

Molecular biologist and
neuroscientist Patapoutian
was born in Lebanon. He at-
tended the American Univer-
sity of Beirut before emigrating
to the United States in 1986. He
received a bachelor’s degree in
cell and developmental biology
from the University of Califor-
nia, Los Angeles in 1990 and a
Ph.D. in biology from the Cali-
fornia Institute of Technology
in 1996. As a postdoctoral fel-
low, Patapoutian worked with
Louis F. Reichardt at the Uni-
versity of California, San Fran-
cisco. In 2000, he became an as-
sistant professor at the Scripps
Research Institute. Between
2000 and 2014 he had an addi-
tional research position for the
Novartis Research Foundation.
Since 2014 Patapoutian has been
an investigator for the Howard
Hughes Medical Institute.

rno-Karabagh [and] preserva-
tion of Armenian cultural and
religious heritage in the ter-
ritories fallen under the Azer-
baijani control,” a statement re-
leased by the Foreign Ministry
on September 27 reads.

In contrast to the insistence
by Armenian officials that the
Artsakh conflict is not resolved,
Aliyev reiterated his stance that
the conflict has ended during his
public address marking the an-
niversary of the start of the war,
celebrated as the Day of Remem-
brance in Azerbaijan.

“Azerbaijan has restored its
territorial integrity. We have
resolved the war by military
and political means,” he said.
“The Nagorno-Karabagh con-
flict has been consigned to his-
tory. There is no administrative
territory called ‘Nagorno-Kara-
bagh’ in Azerbaijan.”

In spite of Aliyev’s claims,
international mediators have
expressed their preparedness
to facilitate a long-term settle-
ment of the conflict.

“Active efforts and practical
steps are being taken to preserve
regional stability and security,
overcome the consequences of
large-scale clashes last autumn,
including assistance in restoring
civilian infrastructure, return-
ing refugees and finally resolv-
ing the issue of the release of

Armenian prisoners,” the Rus-
sian embassy in Yerevan wrote
on September 27. “Russia will
continue its mediation efforts
both in its national capacity and
within the framework of the
OSCE Minsk Group to find a long-
term settlement of the Nagorno-
Karabagh conflict.”

Russian Foreign Minis-
ter Sergey Lavrov told report-
ers that while the ceasefire has
ended hostilities and established
regional stability, significant
problems remain. According to
Lavrov, the OSCE Minsk Group
co-chairs from Russia, the Unit-
ed States and France agreed to
resume their trips to Artsakh
and consult with Armenian and
Azerbaijani representatives dur-
ing their latest meeting.

Igor Khovaev, Andrew
Schofer and Stephane Viscont
met separately with Armenian
Foreign Minister Ararat Mir-
zoyan and Azerbaijani Foreign
Minister Jeyhun Bayramov on
September 24 on the sidelines
of the 76th session of the United
Nations General Assembly in
New York City. The co-chairs
also hosted both foreign minis-
ters at a joint meeting, the first
face-to-face meeting between
the top diplomats since the an-
nouncement of the ceasefire.

The co-chairs welcomed
the meeting as a “sign of the

resolve of the two countries to
reengage in the peace process
through direct dialogue aimed
at contributing to security, sta-
bility, and prosperity in the re-
gion.” The statement released
by the Minsk Group does not
mention whether any mutual
understandings were reached
regarding the “wide range of
outstanding unresolved issues
between Armenia and Azerbai-
jan.” It also does not mention
any planned trips to Artsakh.

The US Ambassador to Ar-
menia has stated multiple times
that the United States does not
consider the status of Artsakh
resolved. On September 27,
Lynne M. Tracy visited Yerab-
lur Military Pantheon, and the
embassy released a statement
extending its “deepest condo-
lences to the families of those
killed and injured last year and
in the many years of the Nago-
rno-Karabagh conflict.”

High-ranking Armenian of-
ficials including Pashinyan also
visited Yerablur on September
27. The Armenia Alliance, parlia-
ment’s largest opposition faction,
organized a procession to Yerab-
lur the previous evening that was
attended by thousands of people.

Artsakh President Arayik
Harutyunyan attended a requi-
em service at the Holy Mother
of God Cathedral in Stepanakert
and laid flowers at the Step-
anakert military cemetery.

LArménie n'en fait pas assez
selon le Conseil de I'Europe

STRASBOURG — Une branche anticor-
ruption du Conseil de ’Europe a qualifié de
largement «insatisfaisante» la réponse des
autorités arméniennes aux mesures politiques
quelle a recommandées il y a cinq ans.

Le Groupe d’Etats contre la corruption
(GRECO), basé a Strasbourg, a décrit la corrup-
tion comme un «probléme important pour la
société arménienne» et a formulé 18 recom-
mandations spécifiques apres avoir envoyé
une délégation d’enquéte en Arménie en 2015.
Elles concernaient principalement I'indépen-
dance des juges et des procureurs ainsi que
les pratiques de corruption entre eux et les
membres du parlement arménien.

Le GRECO a depuis publié quatre rapports
intérimaires sur les réponses des autorités
arméniennes actuelles et précédentes a ces
propositions.

Le dernier rapport rendu public le 30 sep-
tembre indique que seules sept recommanda-
tions ont été mises en ceuvre de maniére «sa-
tisfaisante» a ce jour. Le GRECO a notamment
déploré un manque persistant de transpa-
rence dans le processus législatif en Arménie.

1l a fait valoir qu’au cours des 18 derniers
mois, le parlement arménien, contrdlé par le
gouvernement, a adopté 27 % des lois dans le
cadre de ce que l'on appelle les «procédures
d’urgence», qui impliquent de brefs débats
parlementaires, sans qu’aucune discussion
publique ne les précede. 1l indique également
que les autorités d’Erevan n’ont toujours pas
adopté de code d’éthique pour les membres de
I’Assemblée nationale.

Le rapport du GRECO note également que
le ministére arménien de la Justice est tou-
jours habilité a engager des procédures dis-
ciplinaires contre les juges. Cela n’est «pas

compatible avec I'indépendance de la justice»,
indique le rapport.

«Des mécanismes d’appel appropriés ont
été prévus pour les décisions relatives au re-
crutement et a la promotion des juges, mais
pas pour les décisions de licenciement», ajoute
le rapport.

Le GRECO a également mis en doute 'effi-
cacité des pouvoirs accrus accordés a la Com-
mission de prévention de la corruption (CPC),
un organe de I'Etat qui examine les déclara-
tions de revenus déposées par les juges et
autres hauts fonctionnaires de I’Etat ainsi que
par les membres de leur famille.

«Les mesures prises pour renforcer I'indé-
pendance opérationnelle de la CPC n’ont pas
encore pris effet et ses ressources doivent étre
mises en adéquation avec son mandat et ses
pouvoirs considérablement accrusy, indique
le rapport.

Le Premier ministre Nikol Pashinian a
affirmé a plusieurs reprises avoir éliminé la
«corruption systémique» en Arménie depuis
son arrivée au pouvoir en 2018.

Au cours des trois derniéres années, les
autorités chargées de I'application des lois ont
lancé des dizaines d’enquétes de corruption
tres médiatisées visant principalement d’an-
ciens hauts fonctionnaires de ’Etat, dont les ex-
présidents Robert Kocharian et Serzh Sarkisian.

Kocharian et Sarkisian sont désormais a
la téte d’importantes alliances d’opposition.
Leurs partisans, ainsi que d’autres détracteurs
de M. Pashinian, affirment que la plupart de
ces affaires de corruption reposent sur des
accusations douteuses et visent a renforcer
la popularité du Premier ministre, plutét qu’a
faire respecter I’Etat de droit.

Un géant minier change de main

EREVAN—Une société russe
a acheté une participation majo-
ritaire dans la plus grande entre-
prise miniére d’Arménie et en a
immédiatement cédé une partie
au gouvernement arménien.

Le groupe GeoProMining et
le gouvernement ont annoncé
ces transactions dans un com-
muniqué commun publié le ler
octobre, plus de deux mois apres
que les forces de 'ordre ont fait
irruption dans les bureaux du
Zangezur Copper-Molybdenum
Combine (ZCMC) dans le cadre
d’une opération de répression
promise par le Premier ministre
Nikol Pashinian.

Le communiqué indique
qu'une filiale de GeoProMining
a acquis 60% de ZCMC jeudi et a
ensuite «accordé» un quart de
cette participation au gouver-
nement arménien.

«Les 25 % d’actions accor-
dées constituent 15 % des capi-
taux propres de ZCMC qui ap-
partiendront par conséquent a
la République d’Arménie», pré-
cise le communiqué.

«Nous avons |’intention
d’étendre la coopération avec
le gouvernement arménieny,
aurait déclaré le propriétaire de
GeoProMining, le milliardaire
russe Roman Trotsenko.

La déclaration n’a pas don-
né de raison claire pour le don
somptueux de Trotsenko au
gouvernement. Elle ne précise
pas non plus a qui la société
russe a acheté la majorité des
parts de ZCMC.

Le géant minier arménien,
qui emploie quelque 4 000 per-
sonnes, est basé a Kadjaran,
une petite ville du sud-est de la

province de Syunik. Un groupe
métallurgique allemand, Croni-
met, a officiellement détenu 75 %
de ses actions pendant de nom-
breuses années. Le reste de la
société appartenait a deux obs-
cures entreprises arméniennes.

La structure de propriété
de ZCMC a considérablement
changé mais est restée opaque
aprés que Cronimet aurait
vendu sa participation majori-
taire en 2019. Un ancien haut
fonctionnaire du gouverne-
ment russe, Mikhail Zurabov,
est devenu I'un de ses nouveaux
actionnaires minoritaires.

ZCMC était censé étre
contrdlé jusqu'a récemment par
un groupe d’individus en dé-
saccord avec le gouvernement
de Pashinian. L'un d’entre eux,
'ancien gouverneur de Syunik,
Vahe Hakobian, est un membre
important de la principale al-
liance d’opposition Hayastan,
dirigée par I'ancien président
Robert Kocharian.

Contacté par le service
arménien de RFE/RL, M. Hako-
bian a refusé de commenter le
changement de propriétaire de
la société.

En campagne pour les élec-
tions parlementaires du 20 juin,
M. Pashinian s'est engagé a sévir
contre les «actionnaires corrom-
pus» de ZCMC et a faire en sorte
que leurs actions soient «resti-
tuées au peuple». Il a accusé la di-
rection de ZCMC d’avoir interdit
aux travailleurs d’assister a son
meeting de campagne a Kajaran,

«Le Zangezur Copper-Mo-
lybdenum Combine, vous avez
franchi la ligne rouge, ce qui
signifie que ce marteau bleu va

d’abord vous fracasser la téte», a
déclaré le Premier ministre lors
de ce rassemblement. «Quoi que
vous disiez, votre sort est scellé,
vous n‘avez qu’a attendre tran-
quillement votre verdict».

En juillet, des agents mas-
qués du Service national de
sécurité arménien (NSS) ont
fouillé a plusieurs reprises les
bureaux de ZCMC et arrété
les dirigeants de la société. Au
moins ['un d’entre eux est tou-
jours en état d’arrestation.

Les maires de Kajaran et
de deux autres communautés
syuniques affiliées a Hayastan
ont également été arrétés. Ils
font l'objet de différentes accu-
sations qu’ils rejettent, ainsi
que le bloc d’opposition, comme
étant politiquement motivées.

En juillet également, le Par-
lement arménien a approuvé une
proposition du gouvernement
visant a imposer une nouvelle
taxe de 15 % sur les exportations
de cuivre et d’autres métaux.
Les responsables gouvernemen-
taux ont nié que cette mesure ait
pour principal objectif de nuire
aux propriétaires de la ZCMC.

La ZCMC est depuis long-
temps 'une des trois premiéres
entreprises contribuables d’Ar-
ménie. Lannée derniére, le gou-
vernement a percu aupres d’elle
41,7 milliards de drams (86 mil-
lions de dollars) en taxes diverses.

GeoProMining possédait
déja deux autres sociétés mi-
niéres arméniennes avant cette
derniére acquisition. L'une
d’elles exploite une mine d’or
massive située dans la province
orientale de Gegharkunik.

Les américains David Julius et Ardem
Patapoutian lauréats du Nobel

STOCKHOLM—Le Nobel de
médecine 2021 a été attribué le
4 octobre a ’Américain David
Julius et & I’Américain d’ori-
gine libano-arménienne Ardem
Patapoutian, pour leurs décou-
vertes sur la fagon dont le sys-
téme nerveux ressent la tempé-
rature et le toucher.

Leurs «découvertes révo-
lutionnaires» ont «permis de
comprendre comment la cha-
leur, le froid et la force méca-
nique peuvent initier les impul-
sions nerveuses qui nous per-
mettent de percevoir et de nous
adapter au monde», a indiqué le
jury Nobel a Stockholm.

David Julius, 65 ans, profes-
seur a I'Université de Californie,
a utilisé la capsaicine, un com-
posant actif du piment qui pro-
voque une sensation de briilure,
pour identifier un capteur dans
les terminaisons nerveuses de
la peau qui réagit a la chaleur.

Ardem Patapoutian, pro-
fesseur au Scripps Research en
Californie né en 1967, a lui uti-
lisé des cellules sensibles a la

pression pour découvrir une
nouvelle classe de capteurs qui
répondent aux stimuli méca-
niques dans la peau et les or-
ganes internes.

Outre les vaccins 2 ARN
messager, des experts de 'adhé-
sion des cellules, des nouvelles
voies pour des traitements en
rhumatologie, des champions
de I’épigénétique ou de la ré-
sistance aux antibiotiques au-
raient pu recueillir les lauriers
pour le 120e anniversaire des
prix, selon les experts des prix
scientifiques sondés par I’AFP.

L'an dernier, en pleine pan-
démie, le prix 2020 était allé a des
virologues, trois découvreurs de
la redoutable hépatite C.

La saison des Nobel se pour-
suit a Stockholm avec successi-
vement la physique, la chimie,
avant les tres attendus prix de
littérature le 7 et de la paix le
8 octobre, cette derniére étant
la seule récompense décernée a
Oslo. Le prix d’économie clot le
millésime le 11.

64 076 citoyens d’Arménie ne sont
pas revenus en 8 mois

EREVAN—Le journal ar-
ménien «Joghovourt» affirme
quentre janvier et ao(it 64 076
citoyens partis d’Arménie ne
sont toujours pas revenus. Une
affirmation suite aux chiffres
publiés par ’aéroport interna-
tional Zvartnots d’Erévan qui
fait étant entre janvier et aofit
de 701 750 départs et 653 697 ar-
rivées, donc 48 053 citoyens ar-

méniens ne sont pas revenus. De
I’aéroport international Chirak
de Gumri sur les 8 premiers
mois de 'année 42 141 départs
furent enregistrés et 26 118 re-
tours. Ainsi 16 023 citoyens ne
seraient pas revenus. Le total
des deux aéroports donne le
chiffre de 64 076 citoyens ab-
sents de ’Arménie.

La dette publique de I'Arménie a atteint $8,869 milliards

EREVAN—La dette publique
de '’Arménie s’élevait a 4 394,5
milliards de drams (8,869 mil-
liards de dollars) le 30 juin 2021,
apres avoir augmenté de 229,2
milliards de drams (900,6 mil-
lions de dollars) par rapport
a la méme période de 'année
derniére, selon un rapport sur
I’exécution du budget du gou-
vernement au premier semestre
2021, distribué au parlement.

Selon le rapport, la croissance
publique est due a une hausse de
6,1% de la dette publique, tan-
dis que la dette extérieure de la
Banque centrale a baissé de 3,5%.

Par rapport a la méme pé-

riode en 2020, les indicateurs de
la dette publique ont augmenté
de maniére disproportionnée
de 18% et 14,9%, en raison de la
différence de taux de change de
la monnaie nationale, le dram,
par rapport au dollar américain
a la fin du premier semestre
2020 et 2021, qui a augmenté de
2,7%, passant de 482,44 drams
pour un dollar américain a
495,37 drams.

La dette du gouvernement
arménien s’élevait a 4 161 600
milliards de drams ($8,4009 mil-
liards) et la dette extérieure de
la Banque centrale a 231,9 mil-
liards de drams ($468,1 millions).

La dette publique exté-
rieure de '’Arménie a augmenté
de $618,2 millions (10,2 %), tandis
que sa part dans la dette publique
extérieure globale est passée de
76 % a 75,3 %. La dette extérieure
du gouvernement a également
augmenté de $610,1 millions, et
la dette extérieure de la Banque
centrale de $8,1 millions.

La dette publique intérieure
au 30 juin 2021 par rapport aux
indicateurs de 'année derniére,
a augmenté de 87,9 milliards de
drams (8,8%), tandis que sa part
dans la dette publique globale est
passée de 24% a 24,7%.

L'ancien président géorgien Saakashvili arrété

TBILISSI—L’ancien pré-
sident géorgien Mikheil Saa-
kashvili a été arrété le ler
octobre, veille des élections
municipales en Géorgie et placé
en détention provisoire. Il a en-
tamé une gréve de la faim.

«Nos forces de l'ordre dis-
posaient d’informations préli-
minaires sur son déplacement
de I'Ukraine vers la Géorgie», a
déclaré Premier ministre géor-
gien Irakli Garibashvili, sans
préciser ol 'ancien président a
été attrapé. Il n’était pas diffi-
cile de savoir que I'ex-président
géorgien planifiait son retour.

Mikheil Saakachvili avait
annoncé le ler octobre étre de
retour dans sa patrie, qu'il avait
quittée en 2013. Le gouverne-
ment |'avait averti qu’il serait
immédiatement interpellé s’il
revenait, étant recherché pour
«abus de pouvoir», une affaire
qu’il juge politique et pour

laquelle il a été condamné par
contumace a six ans de prison
en 2018. Avant d’étre arrété,
I’ancien président avait publié
un message sur sa page Face-
book, prédisant son arresta-
tion. «Tres probablement, je vais
étre arrété bientdt a Thilissi,
mais je veux dire que vous ne
devez avoir peur de rien, allez
aux élections demain. Donnez
votre voix, et le 3 octobre, nous
célébrerons tous la victoire. Je
suis venu pour vous aider, nous
n’avions pas d’autre choix. Je
n’ai peur de rien, je vous invite
a ne pas avoir peur non plus»,
avait déclaré Saakashvili avant
d’étre arrété.

M. Garibashvili a noté que
les forces de l'ordre «ont mené
I’opération a un haut niveau».
Selon les médias géorgiens, Saa-
kashvili a été conduit dans la
prison de Rustavi.

Mikheil Saakachvili est un

habitué des coups d’éclat. En
2017, il était illégalement entré,
a pied, en Ukraine — ou il avait
également des problemes judi-
ciaires — entouré d’une foule de
partisans, une scéne rocambo-
lesque. Président de 2004 a 2013,
il avait également appelé avant
son arrestation ses partisans a
se réunir et a marcher vers la
capitale Tbilissi «pour protéger
les résultats du vote».

Son retour en Géorgie,
«accroit les tensions avant les
élections de samedi», a jugé la
présidente géorgienne Salomé
Zourabichvili, dans une allocu-
tion télévisée. U'Ukraine, pays
d’adoption de Mikheil Saaka-
chvili ot il dirige une instance
chargée de promouvoir les
réformes, s’est dite «inquiete»
de son sort par la voix du porte-
parole de la présidence, Serguii
Nykyforov.
