Apologetics 1

Who Is God?
Is God Real?
What is the Case for the Existence of God?

To answer these correlated questions, how about we start with
another philosophical classical question: why is there something
rather than nothing? Or, to put it simply, why is there anything at
all? Why a Universe? Why us, human beings?

It boils down to cause and meaning.

Cause

The Kalam argument goes like this: anything that begins to exist,
has a cause. The Universe began to exist. The Universe has a cause.
Modern science supports the notion that the Universe has a begin-
ning; it is not eternal, and therefore, it must have a cause. Though
the "Big Bang" could be the initiation of the universe, it is not the
initiator. There must be something or someone behind that initial
big blast.

The medieval theologian Thomas Aquinas argues that there has to
be an "un-caused Cause"; in other words, an un-created Creator of
everything.

That "un-caused Cause" cannot be affected by time and space,
since, as the initiator and the creator of everything, it has to be
more powerful and more intelligent than the creation itself. Hence,
it has to be above and beyond time and space; and for that it has to
be eternal and immaterial. Thus, we arrive at the notion of God.
"Who created God then?" could be the follow-up question. God, by
definition, being transcendental, eternal, and immaterial cannot be
created. He simply IS.

Meaning

Why bother create us if we were not supposed to understand God?
Plato, the classical Greek philosopher puts it this way: if the crea-
ture could fully understand the creator, then the creature would be
the creator itself, which, of course, would be absurd and impossi-
ble.

In fact, God has revealed himself to us as much as it is necessary
for us to know about him and develop a relationship with him. He
has revealed himself in the most tangible way, in the manifestation
of Jesus Christ himself.

As for the not-so-understandable part of God, well, that should not
drive us away from God, but rather it should humble us, it should
amaze us, fill us with awe and wonder, and drive us to worship him.
Think about it.

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St. Stephen the Protomartyr and Deacon

Every year the Armenian Apostolic
Church commemorates St. Stephen in the month
of December. Perhaps you have heard about St.
Stephen through a friend or a relative. St. Ste-
phen is commonly referred to as the ‘protomar-
tyr’ or ‘protodeacon’, but why is this? We read in
chapter six of the Book of Acts that the Apostles
laid their hands on seven disciples, of which Ste-
phen was the first. The account describes Stephen
as one who is “full of God’s grace and power,
performing great wonders and signs among the
people” (Acts 6:8). St. Stephen was also a wise
and courageous preacher. Those who were envi-
ous of him accused him of speaking blasphemous
words against God and Moses. As a result, he
was brought before the Sanhedrin; the supreme
tribunal of the Jews. Before the Sanhedrin, Ste-
phen recounts the Exodus story (second book in
the Old Testament) and names Moses as a pre-
figurative of Jesus, the awaited messiah of the
Israelites. However, the Sanhedrin were enraged
by Stephen’s appeal and rushed him out of the
city of Jerusalem where he was stoned to death.

In Acts 7:58 we read about an in-
dividual who keeps the garments of those
throwing the stones. His name is Saul who lat-
er received the Lord’s revelation on his way
to Damascus (Acts 9) and was renamed Paul,
the apostle who spread the teachings of Je-
sus to the first-century world and wrote sever-
al of the letters we read in the New Testament.

In Greek, the prefix ‘proto’ means ‘first’.
As St. Stephen was the first to receive the laying
on of hands by the apostles, this is where we de-
rive the title of St. Stephen as ‘protodeacon’. St.
Stephen was also the first martyr of the Chris-
tian faith, hence the reason he is referred to as
the protomartyr. An interesting parallel to note
is that the first Christian Armenian martyr was
a female by the name of St. Santukhd (AD 38-
68), the daughter of King Sanadruk. The word
‘deacon’ is derived from the Greek diakonos,
meaning ‘one who serves’ The first deacons of
the universal church had the responsibility of
caring for widows, orphans and the poor. They
were also responsible for spreading the Word
of God. St. Stephen was one of the 72 disciples
mentioned in the Gospel according to Luke, chap-
ter 10, that were sent out by Jesus to evangelize.

Accordingly, the Feast of St. Stephen,
typically celebrated in the last week of December,
is a special day for all of the deacons that serve
in our parishes. Traditionally, the Armenian Ap-
ostolic Church ordains acolytes to the diaconate
on this feast day. It is customary for deacons to
wear crowns during the liturgy, in the festive spirit
of the joyful occasion. In some parishes, a pair
of deacons will do the incense during the liturgy
simultaneously and tie their stoles (shoulder sash)
cross-wise as an indication of their function and
to highlight the celebratory nature of the badarak.

Today, the diaconate plays an important
role in assisting our pastors within our parishes.
Aside from serving in liturgical services, they also
assist with various administrative duties. The role
of the diaconate outside of the church’s walls has
always been an imperative of the clerical office. This
feast may serve as a reminder to all deacons serv-
ing within our parishes that our communities seek
the comfort of the church beyond its walls. Dea-
cons serve as an extension of the clergy, and thus
today’s imperative is a diaconate that strives to live
out its role through active servitude unto others.

Let’s pray together:

We give you thanks,

O Lord of glory,

for the example of the first martyr
who looked up to heaven and prayed
for his persecutors to Your Son Jesus Christ,
who stands at Your right hand,
where

He lives and reigns with You and
the Holy Spirit, One God,

in glory everlasting.

Worldwide ARF bodies hold

The meeting reviewed re-
ports on the political, organiza-
tional, public relations, Hay Tahd,
youth units and ARF-affiliated or-
ganizations of the Republic of Ar-
menia, Artsakh and the Diaspora.

Along with reviewing the
reports, the conference exam-
ined the issues faced by the
Armenian Revolutionary Fed-
eration on both internal and
external fronts, noting that in
order to overcome the current
difficult situation created by
the policies of the authorities of
our country, a complete change
of the regime is imperative.

The 12-month humanitar-
ian program will protect and
restore the homes of people liv-
ing in Armenia’s border com-
munities and provide economic
resources to build resilience
against crises. The program fo-
cuses on 15 border settlements
affected by the conflict, the en-
larged communities of Vardenis
(Gegharkunik), Sisian (Syunik)
and Jermuk (Vayots Dzor), the
needs of more than 1,000 house-
holds of which will be directly
responded to,” the message says.

OTTAWA—Global Affairs Canada an-
nounced on November 25 that it officially
opened a consulate in Yerevan, Armenia,
headed by Honorary Consul Vardges Avagyan.
Canada’s Ambassador to the Republic of Ar-
menia, Alison LeClaire, made the announce-
ment in Yerevan, where Canada is marking
the 30th anniversary of the establishment of
diplomatic relations between Canada and Ar-
menia through various events.

The new consulate will be open to the
public as of December 15, 2022. It will offer es-
sential consular services to Canadians living,
studying, working and travelling in Armenia,
including emergency consular assistance and
passport and citizenship services This is a key
step forward in Canada and Armenia’s dip-
lomatic relationship, and in opening an em-
bassy in Armenia, a commitment announced

Earlier this year, the Minister of Foreign
Affairs Mélanie Joly announced that Can-
ada would further develop its relations with
Armenia by opening an embassy in Yerevan,
which will facilitate political and commercial
ties between Canada and Armenia. “This year,
we are proud to celebrate 30 years of diplo-
matic relations between Canada and Armenia.
The opening of the consulate and the work
of Canada’s new honorary consul will be key
in strengthening Canada-Armenia ties.”

Azerbaijan denounces French statement of solidarity

BAKOU, YEREVAN—Azer-
baijani authorities claimed last
week that “anti-Azerbaijan”
text was removed from a reso-
lution expressing solidarity
with Armenia adopted at a pan-
French summit on November 18.

Armenia attended the two-
day summit of the Internation-
al Organization of La Franco-
phonie, a multilateral institu-
tion that promotes cooperation
between French-speaking coun-
tries, in Djerba, Tunisia between
November 18-19. Armenia has
been a member state of the or-
ganization since 2012 and host-
ed its previous summit in Yere-
van in 2018. Azerbaijan is not a
member of La Francophonie.

La Francophonie member
states adopted two declarations
at the summit, including a reso-
lution titled “Crisis Situation,
Their Overcoming and Strength-
ening of Peace.” Armenian For-
eign Minister Ararat Mirzoyan,
who attended the summit, said
that, through several paragraphs
about Armenia included in the
resolution, “La Francophonie
member states and governments
have expressed their solidarity
with Armenia, making the main
issues as their own, which deter-
mine the peaceful settlement of
the sides to the conflict.”

Azerbaijani President Il-
ham Aliyev said that the origin-
al text of the resolution includ-
ed additional “anti-Azerbaijani”
statements that were removed
“as a result of the efforts of our
friends in the Francophonie or-
ganization.”

“We know them well, and
they are our friends in the true
sense of the word,” Aliyev said
during a speech in Baku on Nov-
ember 21.

Aliyev called the original
draft an “ugly provocation”
planned against Azerbaijan
by France. He further mocked
Armenia and France, stating,
“They could call each other
brothers, but for some reason,
they say they are sisters.”

Spokesperson for the Ar-
menian Foreign Ministry Vahan
Hunanyan denied Aliyev’s claim
that the original text of the draft
resolution had been altered.

According to a copy of the
resolution on crisis situations
obtained by RFE/RLs Armenian
Service, the more than 50 coun-
tries expressed their solidarity
with Armenia and their concern
about the recent military es-
calation between Armenia and

with Armenia

Azerbaijan, especially the viola-
tions of international law, ter-
ritorial integrity and humani-
tarian law.

More than 300 people were
killed on both sides after Azer-
baijan launched a large-scale
attack along Armenia’s border
between September 13-14. Azer-
baijani soldiers have captured
critical mountainous heights
within Armenia and displaced
civilian residents of border
communities including Nerkin
Hand in the Syunik province as
aresult of the two-day war.

Albania, Romania and Mol-
dova conveyed reservations
about the paragraphs regarding
Armenia, RFE/RL said.

Foreign Minister Mirzoyan
said during the summit that the
Albanian delegation requested
to reconsider the paragraphs
regarding Armenia. Mirzoyan
countered the paragraphs are
“very balanced and represent the
result of compromises into which
Armenia has put great effort.”

The Foreign Ministry of
Azerbaijan called La Franco-
phonie a “political tool of
France to put pressure on other
countries” in a November 19
statement responding to the La
Francophonie resolution.

The text about Armenia
provides “a possibility of in-
citement of the political propa-
ganda tools of Armenia,” ac-
cording to the Azerbaijani For-
eign Ministry. The Ministry said
the paragraphs were included
as a result of “additional polit-
ical pressures and deterrence
steps” by France.

Armenian Prime Minister
Nikol Pashinyan also attended
the summit. He met with French
President Emmanuel Macron
and discussed the outcome of
their quadrilateral meeting with
European Council President
Charles Michel and President
Aliyev in Prague last month.
Pashinyan “stressed the need to
eliminate the consequences of
Azerbaijani aggression, and of
immediate withdrawal of Azer-
baijani units from the sovereign
territory of Armenia” during
their conversation.

During the October 6
meeting in Prague, the leaders
agreed to send an EU observer
mission to the Armenian side of
the Armenia-Azerbaijan border
for a maximum period of two
months. The mission began in
mid-October.

“Faced with new threats,

we expect the international
community to make a fair as-
sessment of the situation our
country has appeared in today,
condemning the occupation of
some parts of the Armenian
territory and demanding the
return of Azerbaijani forces to
their initial positions,” Pashin-
yan said during a speech at the
summit on November 19.

French-Armenian journal-
ist Tigrane Yegavian said that
Armenians need to differentiate
between friendship and diplo-
macy in pursuing relations with
France. Yegavian said that Ar-
menians emphasize cultural and
emotional ties with France as the
basis of friendship between the
two countries. Instead, Armenia
should strengthen its military
relationship through France by
seeking opportunities for arms
sales from French companies,
Yegavian said.

“We should not live on myths
and wait for a saviour,” Yegavian
said during an interview with
CivilNet on November 21. “France
will not be a saviour. Macron is
not a saviour who will come to
Armenia on a white horse.”

Anti-French statements
from Azerbaijani authorities
have escalated recently in re-
sponse to France’s public sup-
port of Armenia.

On November 15, the French
Senate adopted a near unani-
mous resolution demanding the
“immediate and unconditional
withdrawal, to their initial pos-
itions, of the Azeri forces and
their allies from the sovereign
territory of Armenia and the
Lachin corridor.” The Senate
also called on the French gov-
ernment and other European
countries to consider sanctions
against Azerbaijan, including
the “seizure of the assets of
Azerbaijani leaders and an em-
bargo on imports of gas and oil
from Azerbaijan.”

The resolution, which is non-
binding, references the large-
scale attacks launched by Azer-
baijan along Armenia’s eastern
border from September 13-14,
Following the attacks, Azerbai-
jani soldiers captured territory
within Armenia’s international
borders. The resolution also men-
tions attacks along the Lachin
corridor connecting Armenia
and Artsakh in early August.

The French Senate also
called on the French govern-

Azerbaijan’s Russian gas deal raises uncomfortable
questions for Europe

A highly touted deal between Baku and Brussels was meant to wean Europe off Russian gas. But is
Azerbaijan now importing Russian gas itself in order to meet its obligations to Europe?

Azerbaijan has begun im-
porting gas from Russia under a
deal which should enable Baku
to meet its own domestic de-
mand but which raises serious
questions over its recent agree-
ment to boost exports to Europe.

Russia’s state gas produ-
cer and exporter Gazprom an-
nounced on November 18 that it
had begun supplying gas to Azer-
baijan’s state gas company SOCAR
on November 15 and would sup-
ply a total of up to a billion cubic
meters through March 2023.

Neither Azerbaijan’s Energy
Ministry nor SOCAR replied to
questions from Eurasianet seeking
confirmation of the agreement, de-
tails of which remain unclear.

In a statement to Azerbai-
jani news agency APA, SOCAR
said that it had long cooperated
with Gazprom and that the two
companies “are trying to opti-
mize their infrastructure by or-
ganizing the mutual exchange
of gas flows.”

The deal was signed just
ahead of the mid-winter peak
demand period, as Azerbaijan
will be seeking to maintain sup-
plies to its domestic gas cus-
tomers while also meeting its
export commitments to Georgia
and Turkey, as well as its recent-
ly expanded trade with Europe.

Exports to Europe through
the Southern Gas Corridor had
been scheduled to reach 10 bil-
lion cubic meters this year, but
under a new memorandum of
understanding with the Euro-
pean Union signed in July, Baku
agreed to increase exports to 12
billion cubic meters.

That increase was intend-
ed to help Brussels offset the
loss of supplies of Russian gas,
which have been cut by Moscow
in retaliation for EU sanctions
imposed following Russia’s inva-
sion of Ukraine.

While the deal has been
highly touted both in Brussels
and Baku, it was never made
clear where exactly the extra
gas would come from.

Problems with the com-
mitment emerged as early as
September, when Azerbaijan
Energy Minister Parviz Shah-
bazov announced that Azerbai-
jan would export only 11.5 bil-
lion cubic meters to Europe this
year, giving no hint as to why
the export target had shrunk.

Even where this more mod-
est extra volume will come from

remains unclear.

A source close to the con-
sortium which owns Azerbai-
jan’s giant Shah Deniz gas field,
which currently supplies all
of the gas Azerbaijan exports,
confirmed to Eurasianet that no
new export contracts have been
concluded and the field is cur-
rently only contracted to sup-
ply the 10 billion cubic meters
previously agreed.

Now, the news that Azerbai-
jan will import gas from Russia
this winter suggests that Baku
intends to use the Russian gas to
supply its domestic market in or-
der to free up gas and enable it to
meet its commitment to Brussels.

The sanctions imposed by
the European Union against
Russia don’t apply to Azerbaijan,
which remains free to import as
much Russian gas as it wants.

But the new deal contra-
venes the political intention of
the July agreement, which was
agreed specifically to boost the
volumes of Azerbaijan gas flow-
ing to Europe so as to help the
EU reduce its dependence on
Russian gas.

LONGER-TERM
IMPLICATIONS

The fact that part of those im-
ports from Azerbaijan are being
facilitated with help from Moscow
suggests that Brussels’s efforts at
diversification may be in vain, and
not just in the short term.

Under the deal signed in
July, Baku also agreed to double
exports through the Southern
Gas Corridor to 20 billion cubic
meters a year by 2027 — the
maximum that the existing
pipeline network can carry.

That increase will be ex-
pensive and will take time to
realize, requiring both the
addition of new compressors to
the existing pipelines as well as
huge investments in Azerbai-
jan’s gas fields to produce the
necessary gas.

As yet, no investment deci-
sion has been taken to expand
the three pipelines which make
up the Southern Gas Corridor
that transports Azerbaijani gas
to Europe, while questions re-
main over where the additional
10 billion cubic meters per year
of gas will come from.

BP confirmed earlier this
year that the giant Shah Deniz
gas field which it operates is
incapable of supplying all the

additional 10 billion cubic me-
ters required.

Azerbaijan does have some
other small gas fields, but produc-
tion from those is not expected
to be sufficient to meet Baku’s
undertaking to Brussels, either,
raising the prospect that gas
would have to be sourced from
other countries in the region.

This revived long-standing
hopes that Azerbaijan could
transit gas from its neighbour
across the Caspian, Turkmen-
istan, which boasts the sixth-lar-
gest gas reserves on the planet.

Relations between Baku
and Ashgabat have improved
considerably over recent years,
culminating in a groundbreak-
ing three-way gas swap agree-
ment with Iran in December
2021, under which Turkmen-
istan pledged to supply between
1.5 and 2 billion cubic meters of
gas a year to northeastern Iran
and a similar amount of gas
would be supplied from north-
western Iran to Azerbaijan.

Widely hailed as a rare and
remarkable example of regional
cooperation, that agreement
had been viewed as a possible
short-term source of extra gas
for Europe.

However, the current status
of the deal is unclear. Azerbai-
jan’s unexpected need to import
Russian gas raises the suspicion
that that agreement may have
fallen foul of deteriorating rela-
tions between Baku and Tehran.

Other options for delivering
Turkmen gas to Europe exist;
Turkish officials confirmed in
July that Ankara was looking
at three options for transiting
Turkmen gas delivered from
Azerbaijan via the Southern Gas
Corridor to Europe.

One of those options is be-
lieved to be a U.S.-backed pro-
ject to pipe gas currently flared
from some of Turkmenistan’s
Caspian oil fields onshore from
where it could be exported.

But with no news of any
progress on any of the possible
options, the possibility is grow-
ing that — like its commitment
to deliver 12 billion cubic me-
ters of gas to Europe this year
— Azerbaijan may also be un-
able to deliver on its promise
to double exports to 20 billion
cubic meters by 2027.

ment and other European coun-
tries to consider the “seizure of
the assets of Azerbaijani leaders
and an embargo on imports of
gas and oil from Azerbaijan.”
The resolution “reaffirms
the need to recognize the Repub-
lic of Nagorno-Karabagh and to
make this recognition an instru-
ment of negotiations with a view
to establishing a lasting peace,”
considering that “the security
and freedoms of the Armenian
populations living in Nagorno-
Karabagh are not guaranteed by
the Republic of Azerbaijan.” The

French Senate previously adopt-
ed a resolution following the end
of the 2020 Artsakh War calling
on the French government to
recognize Artsakh.

The Azerbaijani Foreign
Ministry said that the resolu-
tion “clearly demonstrates the
biased and one-sided political
position of France.”

“The resolution is complete-
ly far from the truth, contains
false and slanderous provisions,
and serves to undermine the
process of normalization of re-
lations between Azerbaijan and

Armenia, having the character
of open provocation,” the Azer-
baijani Foreign Ministry said.

The resolution was wel-
comed by the Artsakh Foreign
Ministry as an “important step
in political, legal and moral
terms, since Azerbaijan’s expan-
sionist and belligerent policy is a
serious challenge and threat not
only to the Armenian people and
Armenian statehood, but also to
regional stability and the entire
civilized world.”

“We express our gratitude
to our friends in France for dis-
playing an unambiguous and
principled stance,” the Artsakh
Foreign Ministry said.

Pas de «paix» et de «prospérité»
par le génocide

NEW YORK—L’ Institut
Lemkin a exprimé sa solidarité
et son soutien au peuple de la
République d’Artsakh, qui s’est
rendu a Stepanakert le 30 oc-
tobre en nombre historique
pour se rassembler pour 'auto-
détermination.

L'opposition arménienne s’inquiéte de la
destruction de documents classifiés

EREVAN—Les élus de 'opposition ont dé-
noncé le gouvernement arménien pour avoir
fait passer en toute hate au Parlement un pro-
jet de loi qui pourrait permettre aux services
de sécurité de détruire plus facilement des
documents classifiés.

Le projet de loi impliquait des amende-
ments pertinents a une loi arménienne régle-
mentant le travail du Service national de sé-
curité (NSS), I’ancienne branche arménienne
du KGB soviétique. La majorité pro-gouverne-
mentale de ’Assemblée nationale I’a adopté en
premiére et deuxiéme lectures le 24 novembre,
apres un débat animé.

Les amendements stipulent que les docu-
ments d’archives contenant des informations
sensibles sur les agents de sécurité, leurs in-
formateurs secrets et leurs opérations peuvent
étre déclassifiés ou détruits «d’une maniére
définie par la loi ou d’autres actes juridiques».

Les députés du Parlement représentant
la principale alliance d’opposition Hayastan
ont exprimé de sérieuses inquiétudes quant
a cette mesure, affirmant que les autorités
pourraient avoir I'intention de cacher d’éven-
tuelles preuves de leurs actions illicites. Ils ont
déclaré que le NSS doit étre autorisé a détruire
de tels documents uniquement apres les avoir

déclassifiés.

«On craint qu’ils ne soient en mesure de
mener certaines actions et de cacher des in-
formations au public», a insisté vendredi I'un
de ces législateurs, Gegham Manukian.

Andranik Simonian, chef adjoint du NSS, a
tenté d’apaiser les inquiétudes de I'opposition
lors du débat parlementaire. 1l a déclaré que
son service de sécurité est depuis longtemps
autorisé a détruire des documents classifiés et
que les autorités veulent seulement réglemen-
ter ce pouvoir.

M. Simonian a également déclaré que la
divulgation de secrets d’Etat périmés pour-
rait nuire a la sécurité nationale de '’Arménie.
«Par conséquent, ces documents sont détruits
sans étre déclassifiés», a-t-il déclaré.

La Syrie, un «laboratoire de drones»

AMSTERDAM—La Syrie a ser-
vi de «laboratoire de drones» pour
les parties ayant pris part a ses
onze années de conflit, durant les-
quelles des drones ont été testés
et déployés plus tard en Ukraine,
a affirmé une ONG. Au moins 39
types de drones militaires de six
pays ont été utilisés en Syrie, in-
dique 'ONG néerlandaise PAX for
peace dans un rapport publié le
22 novembre, La Russie, les Etats-
Unis, I'Iran, la Turquie, Israél et le
régime syrien ont tous eu recours
a des drones lors d’opérations
militaires en Syrie. «La Syrie a été
un»laboratoire«de drones, dans
lequel des pays et groupes armés
non étatiques ont testé diffé-
rents nouveaux types de drones,
avance 'ONG. «Au cours de la der-
niére décennie, les drones amélio-
rés dans le ciel syrien ont montré
a plusieurs reprises comment les

acteurs militaires (...) ont amélioré
leurs connaissances» dans ce do-
maine, ajoute le rapport.

Des drones kamikazes ira-
niens, russes et américains uti-
lisés en Syrie ont été déployés
«a plus grande échelle» dans la
guerre en Ukraine. Depuis 2016,
la Turquie utilise des drones dans
le nord de la Syrie lors d’opéra-
tions militaires qui 'ont aidée
a s'emparer d’une vaste bande
de territoires frontaliers. Plus
de 60 frappes de drones turcs
ont touché des zones tenues par
les Kurdes entre janvier et sep-
tembre 2022, selon le rapport.

Le drone Bayraktar TB-2
déployé en Syrie est devenu «le
drone de combat le plus connu
de Turquie, jouant un réle clé
dans les conflits en Libye, au
Haut-Karabagh, en Ethiopie et
plus récemment en Ukraine»,

affirme PAX for peace. La guerre
s'est avérée étre «l'ultime labo-
ratoire de véhicules aériens sans
humains a bord (UAV)» pour la
Russie, lui permettant d’évaluer
les drones de ses partenaires et
de tester ses propres drones et
armes de combat.
Lintervention de la Russie
en soutien au régime syrien a été
cruciale a ’heure ou celui-ci per-
dait de vastes étendues de terri-
toire. «La Russie (...) a considéra-
blement influencé le cours de la
guerre» grace aux dronesy, selon
PAX for peace. Llran a également
fourni des drones a des milices
irakiennes alliées et au puissant
Hezbollah libanais, qui disposait
déja de capacités avancées, mais a
consolidé son expérience en com-
battant aux c6tés de I'lran et de la
Russie en Syrie, selon le rapport.

Rien de nouveau dans les relations entre I’Arménie et
I’Azerbaidjan. Le président lham Aliev ne démord pas, la paix
doit se faire a ses conditions et pas question de céder sur quoi
que ce soit.

En cartographie, ce sont les siennes qui font force de loi.
Celles présentées par ’Arménie, reposant sur les deux répu-
bliques démocratiques — arménienne et azerbaidjanaise de
1918-1920, — ne conviennent au dictateur. Il préfere, et de loin,
la carte redessinée par les bolcheviks au début des années
vingt, d’autant que la RSS d’Azerbaidjan héritait non seulement
du Nakhitchevan mais également du Haut-Karabagh.

Partant de ce principe, il s'est permis de conquérir manu-
militari 145 km? du territoire souverain de I’Arménie, faisant
des dizaines de morts civils et militaires coté arménien, et d’y
installer des fortifications militaires. Ce qui ne 'empéche pas de
discuter de la délimitation/démarcation de la frontiére Armé-
nie-Azerbaidjan en toute tranquillité, comme si de rien n’était.

Il met aussi en avant qu’il y ait des militaires arméniens
au Haut-Karabagh, confondant alléegrement les militaires de
I’Arménie, qui étaient présents jusquau mois d’ao(it 2022 et
retirés depuis, et les forces d’autodéfense des arméniens du
Haut-Karabagh, organisées par et sous ’autorité du gouver-
nement de la république autoproclamée d’Artsakh. Forces
d’autodéfense qui permettent de sécuriser la population du
Haut-Karabagh, vu que ce ne sont pas les 2.000 soldats de la
paix russes qui pourront arréter a eux seuls une agression de
grande envergure du potentat azéri.

Reste le point le plus important pour le va-t-en-guerre.
Rejoindre par voie terrestre son grand frere turc en traver-
sant le Syunik (sud de ’Arménie). Le Nakhitchevan est relié a
la Turquie par une petite langue de terre. Probléme, ’Armé-
nie n'est pas disposée a lui céder un ‘corridor’ comme celui de
‘Latchine’ qui permet de relier ’Arménie au Haut-Karabagh.

Laccord trilatéral de cessez-le-feu, signé a Moscou le 9
novembre 2020, prévoit effectivement une liaison routiere, et
non un corridor sécurisé, pour relier I’Azerbaidjan au Nakhit-
chevan. Une liaison appartenant a ’Arménie et gérée par elle
conformément aux lois internationales de traversée d’'un
pays tiers.

Pour atteindre son but le plus rapidement possible, il
pousse I’Arménie a signer un traité de paix d’ici a la fin de
cette année. Traité qu'il a proposé au lendemain de sa guerre
victorieuse de 44 jours. Question: Comment signer un tel trai-
té alors que les frontiéres n'ont pas été clairement délimitées
et encore moins démarquées? Comment signer un tel traité
alors que le devenir de la population arménienne n’a pas été
clarifié?

Quelqu'un qui veut faire la paix avec son voisin ne le har-
cele pas nuit et jour par des tirs d’armes a feu;

Quelqu’un qui veut faire la paix avec son voisin ne détruit
pas son patrimoine culturel et religieux;

Quelqu’un qui veut faire la paix avec son voisin ne le dé-
nigre pas systématiquement devant la communauté interna-
tionale;

Quelqu’un qui veut faire la paix avec son voisin n’en-
seigne pas a sa jeunesse la haine de ce voisin;

Et enfin, quelqu’'un qui veut faire la paix avec son voisin
commerice par respecter sa parole et les engagements qu’il a
pris lors de réunions officielles devant et avec des tiers.

On comprend la forte hésitation du premier ministre
Nigol Pachinian pour signer la paix, d’autant que le compor-
tement d’Ilham Aliev, en paroles et surtout en actes, ne laisse
présager rien de bon, ni pour ’Arménie, ni pour le Haut-Ka-
rabagh.

Il n’est pas nécessaire de remonter tres loin. La semaine
derniére, les propos tenus par le dictateur devant la déléga-
tion, composée de responsables de I'Union européenne et
d’un certain nombre d’Etats membres du Partenariat orien-
tal, sont significatifs. Encore faut-il séparer le bon grain de
I'ivraie de ses paroles patelines.

Bagdad veut redéployer ses forces aux frontiéres

BAGDAD — Bagdad a an-
noncé le 23 novembre que les
autorités fédérales travaillaient
a un «redéploiement des gardes
frontieres irakiens» le long de
la frontiére avec I'Iran et la Tur-
quie, apres des bombardements
répétés des deux pays contre
des groupes armés d’opposition
kurdes iraniens et turcs au Kur-
distan irakien.

L'annonce semble adres-
sée en particulier a I'Iran, pays
influent en Irak qui a mené ces
derniers jours plusieurs bom-
bardements contre I'opposition
kurde iranienne établie dans
le nord de I'lrak. Téhéran avait
d’ailleurs réclamé un tel dé-
ploiement frontalier.

Actuellement, les zones
frontalieres du Kurdistan ira-
kien sont tenues par les forces
militaires de la région auto-
nome (Peshmerga), mais sous
la direction du ministere de la
Défense de Bagdad.

ATl'issue d’une réunion gou-
vernementale sécuritaire, pré-
sidée par le Premier ministre
Mohamed Chia al-Soudani, les
autorités ont décidé de «mettre

iranienne et turque

en place un plan de redéploie-
ment des gardes frontiéres ira-
kiens (...) tout le long de la fron-
tiere avec I'Iran et la Turquie»,
selon un communiqué officiel.

Ce plan sera congu «en
coordination avec le gouverne-
ment de la région du Kurdistan
et le ministeére des Peshmerga»,
souligne le communiqué, pré-
cisant que le chef d’état-major
des forces kurdes était présent a
la réunion du 23 novembre.

Mardi, une délégation des
Peshmerga s’était entretenue
avec des représentants des mi-
nistéres de I'Intérieur et de la
Défense. Les deux camps se sont
mis d’accord «sur une stratégie
visant a renforcer la sécurité aux
frontiéres», selon un communi-
qué du Kurdistan autonome.

«Le gouvernement régional
du Kurdistan dépéchera des ren-
forts Peshmerga a la frontiére»,
a assuré a I’AFP Lawk Ghafuri,
en charge des contacts avec les
médias étrangers au Kurdistan.

Dans les jours précédents,
des tirs de missiles et des
frappes de drones kamikazes
effectués par les Gardiens de la

Révolution, 'armée idéologique
de I'Iran, ont une fois encore
ciblé les bases de plusieurs fac-
tions de 'opposition iranienne.

Téhéran accuse ces groupes
de mener des attaques sur son
territoire en s’infiltrant a partir
de I'Trak, mais surtout d’encou-
rager les manifestations qui se-
couent I'Iran depuis la mort le
16 septembre de la jeune Kurde
iranienne Mahsa Amini.

«Nous espérons que le gou-
vernement irakien empéchera
les activités des groupes sépara-
tistes et terroristes contre la sé-
curité de I'Iran (...) en déployant
des gardes a la frontiere com-
mune, afin que I'Iran n’ait pas a
prendre des mesures dissuasives
pour repousser les menacesy,
avertissait lundi le porte-parole
de la diplomatie iranienne a Té-
héran Nasser Kanani.
