WHY DOESN’'T GOD SHOW HIMSELF?

This question might sound like a justification for unbelief and it
can even be expanded to say: how can one believe in a God that cannot be
seen, heard, touched, or communicated with?

Believers, on the other hand, may ask the same question not out
of doubt, but with a yearning to see the God they believe in and love and
worship wholeheartedly. Moses had such a yearning we read about in the
book of Exodus (33:18-23); he wanted to see God face to face.

God’s imminence and transcendence are topics for systematic
theologians to tackle. But we don»t need to get into that. What we need to
understand, though, is the essence and the nature of God.

«God is spirit” (John 4:24) Jesus says, “who lives in unapproach-
able light, whom no one has seen or can see” (1 Timothy 6:16) adds the
Apostle Paul. God’s answer to Moses was: “No one may see me and live.”
(Exodus 33:20).

And yet, God has made an exception in human history, which is
the incarnation of Jesus, and which raises the relationship between God
and humans to a new and unprecedented level of intimacy.

John enthusiastically writes about his experience with the incarnate Christ,
you can almost feel his excitement in his words when he writes the fol-
lowing: “That which was from the beginning, which we have heard, which
we have seen with our eyes, which we have looked at and our hands have
touched—this we proclaim concerning the Word of life. The life ap-
peared; we have seen it and testify to it, and we proclaim to you the eter-
nal life, which was with the Father and has appeared to us. We proclaim
to you what we have seen and heard, so that you also may have fellowship
with us. And our fellowship is with the Father and with his Son, Jesus
Christ. We write this to make our joy complete.” (1 John 1:1-4; emphasis by
me). John wants to share his joy in Christ with everyone.

God made himself visible in the manifestation of the incarnate Je-
sus. Yes, God became one of us and took upon himself our human nature.
And in fact, the apostle Paul, talking about Jesus, states, in unambiguous
terms, the following: «Christ is the visible image of the invisible God.” (Co-
lossians 1:15) and “In Christ lives all the fullness of God in a human body.”
(Colossians 2:9). Jesus himself stated that “Anyone who has seen me has
seen the Father [God]!” (John 14:9). The author of the epistle to the He-
brews writes: “God has communicated with us in a variety of ways: Long
ago God spoke many times and in many ways to our ancestors through
the prophets. And now in these final days, he has spoken to us through
his Son.” (Hebrews 1:1-2a).

Another way God reveals himself is through the creation itself.
Here’s what Psalm 19 reads: “The heavens proclaim the glory of God. The
skies display his craftsmanship.” (Psalm 19:1).

When we think about the universe, we see it as an infinite re-
source for scientific exploration. And yet, in the epistle to the Romans,
apostle Paul describes the whole creation as a witness to God: “Since
the creation of the world God’s invisible qualities—his eternal power and
divine nature—have been clearly seen” (Romans 1:20a). The universe
reveals God’s majesty and power, and invites us, motivates and inspires us
to worship our heavenly Father.

Finally, God reveals himself to believers through the inner witness
of the Holy Spirit. This is something experiential and personal. But it has
its outward signs and its fruits we see in the lives of those, who have been
touched by the Spirit of Christ and have become a new creation.

God can reveal himself in any way, shape or form. God can part
seas or raise the dead from the grave, but would that be enough evidence
for people to believe in Him? | doubt it. Most of the people who witnessed
Jesus» miracles acrimoniously and ungratefully rejected him. One thing
must be clear to us, God is not interested in impressing us with signs and
wonders, but rather in establishing a real and genuine relationship with
us. And since He is spirit who took on himself flesh and shared our hu-
man nature, in order that we might be able to share in His divine spiritual
nature and communicate with him «in spirit and in truth» (John 4:24).

God in Christ has revealed himself once and for everyone. If you
cant feel Godbs presence, if God seems distant and absent from your life,
hess just a prayer away.

«Seek and you shall find» (Matthew 7:7), for “the Lord is close to
all who call on Him, yes, to all who call on Him in truth.” (Psalm 145:18).

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Chrlstmas The Unlty of Nat|V|ty and Baptlsm
in the Armenian Church

On January 6, the Armenian Apostolic Church celebrates the great mystery
of the unity of the Nativity of the Infant Jesus and the Baptism of the Adult Christ.

The Feast is called Theophany which means “the Revelation of God”, in Armenian
“Asdvadzahaydnootyoon”. The feast-day is preceded by 50 days of preparation, called
Hisnag, which is like Lent before Easter. It is a time for us to look inward, to prepare
ourselves to receive the newborn King and the revealed Messiah. Theophany in our
tradition is an 8-day festival. The number 8 represents infinity, and the great mystery
of that Nativity and Baptism are not only historic events but are eternal, being cele-
brated today in our hearts. The great joy of Theophany is extended for 40 more days
to the feast of the Coming of Jesus Christ into the Temple “Dearnuntarrach”.

January 6 is the most ancient date of the feast-day, and until the fourth century, it was
the only day upon which the mysteries of the Nativity and the Baptism were celebrated
in union. In the West, however, there was a movement to separate the feast into two
pieces, placing the Nativity on 25 December while keeping the Baptism on 6 January;
the new name for 6 January in the West is Epiphany. Nevertheless, in Armenia, the
day was not separated because in our theology, we believe that perfect God became
perfect human being through the birth in Bethlehem, and that the perfect human was
revealed as perfect God to the world in the Jordan River at His baptism.

We have a beautiful custom to commence the celebration. As the first star
appears in the evening sky on 5 January, we immediately recall that the Magi were led
by the star to discover the place where the Jesus would be born. We light the lamps
and lights in our parish churches to welcome the newborn King, and so we call the
celebration “Jrakalooyts”. As a Vigil in preparation for the feast, we read all of the
passages found in the Old Testament which prophesy the mysteries of the birth, the
baptism, and the manifold revelation of God. The “Soorp Badarak” is then offered,
and there are many pious people who observe a dietary fast and abstinence for the
entire day so that they might imitate the empty manger (feeding trough) into which
the Savior of the world is received.

On 6 January, all of the New Testament passages about the great mystery
are proclaimed. The annunciation by the Angel of the Lord to the shepherds who
were keeping watch over their flocks is incorporated into the beloved hymn “Park i
partzoons Asdoodzoh” “Glory to God in the highest”. The “Soorp Badarak” is offered
to emphasize that God has descended from heaven, has taken the perfect body of
mankind, is born of the spotless virgin Mary, and is come to set the course for our
liberation from evil, our redemption from our sins, and the salvation of our souls.

In Luke 3:23 we are told that the adult Jesus was baptized on His 30th
birthday, and so the Armenian Church celebrates the birth in the morning and the
same-day baptism in the afternoon. There is a special commemoration of the mystery
of the Baptism. The Holy Cross, which represents all of the earthly mission of Jesus
Christ, is placed into the water just as Jesus Himself entered into the waters of the
Jordan River. The Holy Oil, called “Soorp Miuron”, is then poured upon the water,
just as the Holy Spirit descended from the opened heavens upon the newly baptized
Jesus, and we hear the great words of the Father “This is my Son in whom | am well
pleased.”

The Armenians first participate by receiving Holy Communion, which is
to say that we accept the Word which has become perfect body (John 1:14) into our
bodies. Then, the Armenians accept the baptismal waters, anointed with the Grace of
the Holy Spirit in the form of the hallowing Holy Miuron. Having received both Holy
Communion and Holy Water, we then greet one another by proclaiming the Truth:
Christ is born and revealed! Blessed is the Revelation of Christ!

We encourage all of our faithful to take the time to read the glorious pas-
sages from the Holy Bible in spiritual preparation for the united feast of the Nativity
and Baptism. Here is a list of the Holy Scriptures which the Armenian Apostolic
Church reads to understand and to celebrate the feast:

Hopefully, our pray-
ers to God will open a door of
salvation,” he concluded.

Armenian Relief Society is always
with Artsakh

WATERTOWN—On Decem-
ber 2, 2022, Armenian Relief
Society (ARS) Central Executive
chairperson Nyree Derderian,
board member Hamesd
Beugekian and ARS of Armenia
chairperson Maro Kechichian
visited Artsakh, where they had
a series of meetings and visita-
tions. ARS Artsakh chairperson
Lilit Martirosyan joined the
delegation in Stepanakert.

On the same day, the ARS
delegation met with members
of the Armenian Revolutionary
Federation (ARF) Central Com-
mittee of Artsakh, during which
the task of strengthening the Re-
public of Artsakh and standing
in unison with the brave people
of Artsakh were discussed.

Later that afternoon, the
ARS delegation was joined by Ar-
thur Mosseyan for a constructive
meeting with Ruben Vardanyan,
Minister of State of the Republic
of Artsakh. Vardanyan inquired
about the humanitarian efforts
carried out by the ARS in Artsakh.
He welcomed the ARS initiative
of Solar Artsakh and the instal-
lation of 101 solar water heaters
in various villages. They also dis-
cussed the “Soseh” Kindergart-
ens, Children of Fallen Heroes and
educational programs. Narine
Agabalian and Hagop Ipdjian, as-
sistants to the state minister for
nonprofits, were also present at
this critical meeting.

In the evening, an intim-
ate meeting was held with the
ARS Artsakh Executive Board.
Expanding the outreach of hu-
manitarian aid to Armenians in
Artsakh was again emphasized.

On December 3, Armen Kha-
chatryan from “Shtigen” energy
systems reported the success
and difficulties of installing the
first phase of solar water heat-
ers. Furthermore, discussions
were held about the start date of
more installations of solar water
heaters as well as solar panels on
the four remaining “Soseh” Kin-
dergartens.

Later in the day, Derderian
was interviewed by Aparaj and
Artsakh State radio about the

ARS humanitarian efforts.

A working meeting was
held later in the evening, where
ARS Artsakh and the ARS dele-
gation discussed the activities
and programs of the entity.

On December 4, the dele-
gation, accompanied by Mart-
irosyan, board member Tatevik
Aghajanyan and Svetlana Pogho-
syan visited the villages of Nnki,
Machklashen and Khnushinak
in the region of Martuni. They
examined the installed solar
water heaters and spoke to vil-
lagers and community leaders
before returning to Stepanakert.

On December 5, the delega-
tion visited the “Soseh” Kinder-
garten in Stepanakert and held
a meeting with principal Nelly
Ghulyan. Students presented a
unique artistic program with
inspiring and emotional dance
and vocal performances by the
kindergartners.

The determination of Artsakh’s
Armenians to continue to struggle
for their rights and their determin-
ation to live on their native land
leaves us confident that Artsakh
has and will always be Armenian.

The ARS vows to continue
its efforts in Artsakh and stand
in unison with the people of
Artsakh.

Toronto-Armenians gather to protest against
Azerbaijan'’s illegal blockade of Artsakh

TORONTO — A group of demonstrators
gathered on December 23 at Nathan Phillips
Square to demand the immediate withdrawal
of Azerbaijani citizens from blocking the only
corridor that connects Artsakh (Nagorno
Karabagh) to the outside world. The demon-
strators also called on the Government of Can-
ada to voice their outrage at the human rights
violations and genocidal aggression of the
Azerbaijani regime. The protest was organized
by the Armenian Youth Federation of Canada.

On the morning of December 12, a group
of Azerbaijanis, disguised as concerned “en-
vironmentalists” and backed by the central
Baku regime, blocked the Lachin corridor, the
only route connecting the Republic of Artsakh
(Nagorno-Karabagh) to Armenia and the out-
side world. The road continues to remain closed
to all traffic, beseiging the people of Artsakh
and depriving them of receiving humanitarian
aid or basic necessities. This blockade has put
human life at serious risk. Currently, 1100 cit-
izens are displaced in neighbouring Armenia,
local markets are facing food and goods short-
ages, and hospitals are unable to effectively
treat patients as medical supplies run low.

In her opening remarks to the attendees,
Narod Kelebozian, member of the Armen-
ian Youth Federation of Canada (AYF), stated
the following: “This is yet another example of
the consequences of the relative silence of the
international community, and why it is impera-
tive for the rest of the world to adopt a unified
stance to condemn Azerbaijan and hold them

accountable for their genocidal aggression.”

Genocide Watch, on September 23, de-
clared Azerbaijan’s aggression and war crimes
in Artsakh a Genocide Warning. Given Can-
ada’s long tradition of international involve-
ment and high value on humanitarian inter-
vention, the demonstrators called upon the
government to voice a unilateral and urgent
condemnation against the unprovoked aggres-
sion by Azerbaijan to prevent a second geno-
cide of the Armenian people. “Canada was
once an ardent champion of the R2P [Right to
Protect] doctrine. What our friends and family
are going through in Artsakh makes this doc-
trine very applicable. Canada must use all dip-
lomatic tools to apply multilateral pressure on
Azerbaijan to abide by its commitment to the
ceasefire and the norms of international law,”
said one of the protesters.

The demonstrators then marched through
the streets of Toronto demanding for the Azer-
baijani government to immediately lift the
blockade, the recognition of the Republic of
Artsakh, and Canada to take a more active role
in combating Azerbaijani aggression.

“The international community constantly
calling on both sides to come to a peaceful reso-
lution will not safeguard the future of Artsakh.
We cannot find peace with a state that has
exhibited terrorist behaviour, time and time
again. The only way to uphold the indigenous
Armenian population’s fundamental human
rights is through the recognition of the Repub-
lic of Artsakh,” said another protester.

Artsakh blockade drags on

STEPANAKERT—Artsakh
entered the new year under
blockade, as Azerbaijan has kept
the Lachin Corridor closed for
over three weeks.

The Lachin Corridor, the
sole route connecting Artsakh
with Armenia and the rest of the
world, has been closed since De-
cember 12. The corridor, called
the “road of life” by locals, is typ-
ically used to transport 400 tons
of food and medicine to Artaskh
from Armenia every day, accord-
ing to Artsakh authorities. Art-
sakh now faces acute shortages
of basic necessities.

Grocery stores have almost
entirely run out of sugar, salt,
wheat, vegetables and fruit as
of December 28, according to
Artsakh media. Stores are fa-

cing shortages of rice, oil, eggs,
cheese and flour.

“The humanitarian
crisis in Nagorno-Karabagh
is worsening day by day,” the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
Armenia said in a January 3
statement. “120,000 people be-
came de facto prisoners.”

The Lachin Corridor was
shut down by a group of gov-
ernment-sponsored Azerbai-
jani protesters posing as en-
vironmental activists. They
have pitched tents along the
Stepanakert-Goris highway to
demand that the Russian peace-
keeping force allow them to
inspect what they call “illegal
mining” in Artsakh.

Artsakh authorities have
said that the mining industry

operates “in line with the high-
est international standards.”
Yet on December 28, the gov-
ernment of Artsakh announced
that it would temporarily sus-
pend its mining operations.
“Taking into consideration the
unhealthy environment created
by the ‘eco-activists”” and “their
attempt to mislead the inter-
national community,” the local
authorities decided to close the
mines until an international in-
spection is conducted.

The government of Azerbai-
jan has denied that the protests
are preventing travel along the
Lachin corridor or precipitat-
ing a humanitarian crisis. The
Azerbaijani Foreign Ministry

Pashinyan continues kindergarten level politics

GOVERNMENT INVITES ONLY PRO-GOVERNMENT PARLIAMENTARIANS
TO NEW YEAR'S RECEPTION

YEREVAN—Breaking with a
political tradition, the Armen-
ian government has invited
only pro-government parlia-
mentarians to its annual New
Year’s Reception held at the
presidential palace in Yerevan.

Lawmakers from the two op-
position alliances represented in
the National Assembly confirmed
on December 29 that they had not
received invitations from Prime
Minister Nikol Pashinyan or
President Vahagn Khachaturian.

“This shows their atti-
tude towards the National As-
sembly, a political institution,”
said Taguhi Tovmasian of the
Pativ Unem alliance. “It means
that the end of the year will be
marked not in the Republic of
Armenia but in Nikol’s republic.”

Tovmasian, who chairs the
Armenian parliament’s stand-
ing committee on human rights,
said that Pashinyan broke state
protocol even though she and

her opposition colleagues would
have hardly attended the event.

“They think that this state
is only the [ruling] Civil Con-
tract party’s state,” said Lilit
Galstian, a parliament deputy
from the Hayastan alliance.
“This testifies to their low polit-
ical and human qualities. Once
again they are proving that
they are the founders of divid-
ing lines in this country.”

“Never before has there
been so much internal hatred,
intolerance and division in Ar-
menia,” Galstian told RFE/RL’s
Armenian Service.

The government’s press of-
fice declined to comment on the
snub. For its part, Khachaturi-
an’s office denied responsibility
for the choice of the reception
guests, arguing that the event
is organized by the government.

Khachaturian pledged to be
“the president of all citizens”
when he was sworn in March

2022 after being elected by the
parliament. He has largely cer-
emonial powers.

Armenia’s former govern-
ments routinely invited all par-
liament members to their New
Year’s receptions. Pashinyan also
received such invitations when
he was an outspoken opposition
lawmaker from 2012-2018.

“When I was an opposition
deputy [in the past] I even got
birthday congratulations and
flowers from the government
and the president [Serzh Sarki-
sian,]” said Galstian.

Galstian had previously held
a parliament seat from 2007-
2012. Her Dashnaktsutyun party
was in opposition to Sarkisian
during most of that period.

Both Hayastan and Pativ
Unem are highly critical of Pash-
inyan and his track record, hav-
ing tried to topple him through
street protests earlier this year.

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CANADA TO INVEST IN PROTECTION OF SPECIES AT RISK

The Government of Canada has released a press statement
in regard to the current unprecedented biodiversity crisis.On
behalf of the Federal government, the Minister of Environ-
ment and Climate Change Steven Guilbeault has announced
$34.1-million of funding that will be part of the Enhanced Na-
ture Legacy initiative. This funding will see the creation of 13
new and ongoing projects that will focus one the protection
and recovery of Canada’s most iconic and at risk animals.

Minister Guilbeault said: “The world and our country are
facing an unprecedented biodiversity crisis. But it is not too
late to change course. Nature is part of our identity. It’s who
we are, what we love, what Canadians are known for. When we
support nature, nature supports us. The Government of Can-
ada is committed to working to halt and reverse nature loss
by 2030. We can only achieve this goal by working together,
and it’s why our government supports on-the-ground initia-
tives for species at risk protection across the country.”

“The Yukon has participated in the national recovery
effort for wood bison since 1980 and is home to three bison
populations. The Aishihik bison herd is one of only a few free-
range, disease-free bison herds in the world and represents
a unique and important opportunity for conserving this
threatened species. As such, Yukoners are global stewards of
bison. Data collected through the Yukon’s bison-monitoring
program will be used to implement the national recovery of
the species, and to inform bison conservation and manage-
ment across Canada and Alaska,” said Nils Clarke, Yukon’s
Minister of Environment.

CANADA INVESTS $1.5-MILLION IN TS

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said in a January 4 statement
that vehicles belonging to the
International Committee of the
Red Cross “pass through the
road without hindrance.”

Only one shipment of
humanitarian aid along the
Lachin Corridor has been con-
firmed. The ICRC delivered 10
tons of humanitarian cargo to
Artsakh from Armenia on De-
cember 25. Artsakh authorities
said that the aid would suffice
for 10 days. Meanwhile, about a
dozen patients, accompanied by
the ICRC or by Russian peace-
keepers, have been transferred
from Artsakh to Armenia for
treatment since the start of the
blockade.

Families have also been
separated by the road closure.
About 1,000 people have been
stranded along the Lachin Cor-
ridor and prevented from re-
turning home to Artsakh since
December 12.

According to the ceasefire
agreement ending the 2020
Artsakh War, Azerbaijan “guar-
antees traffic safety along the
Lachin Corridor of citizens,
vehicles and goods in both dir-
ections.” Russian peacekeepers
were deployed to the Lachin
Corridor to ensure its security
under the agreement.

The Russian peacekeeping
mission has faced criticism for
failing to reopen the corridor
or remove the Azerbaijani pro-
testers. Armenian Prime Min-
ister Nikol Pashinyan called the
peacekeeping force a “silent
witness to the depopulation of
the Nagorno-Karabagh region,
which is becoming more and

more visible.”

“If Russia is unable to en-
sure stability and security in
Nagorno-Karabagh for objective
or subjective reasons, I think it
should organize a discussion in
the UN Security Council and en-
dow the Russian peacekeeping
force in Nagorno-Karabagh with
a UN Security Council mandate
or raise the issue of sending
additional multinational peace-
keepers to Nagorno-Karabagh,”
Pashinyan said during a cabinet
meeting on December 29.

The Russian peacekeep-
ing mission has repeatedly
said that it is conducting ne-
gotiations with representatives
of Armenia and Azerbaijan to
reopen the corridor. No details
of these negotiations have been
released.

France and the United
States called on Azerbaijan to
reopen the corridor during a
UNSC session convened on De-
cember 20 at the request of the
government of Armenia.

Armenian and Azerbaijani
media outlets reported conflict-
ing accounts of the subsequent
negotiations on a statement.
Armenian media said that the
draft resolution failed after
Russia introduced amendments
at the last minute, “knowing
very well that they would not
be accepted by other members.”

Azerbaijani media said that
France tried to “push through
its pro-Armenian statement.”
Yet, in the 10 days after the
December 20 session, France
abandoned the statement after
it was opposed by Great Britain,
the United Arab Emirates, Rus-

sia and Albania.

“Today, France lost an-
other battle to Azerbaijan in
UN Security Council in a failed
attempt to push biased pro-
Armenian UNSC statement on
Lachin which triggered harsh
reaction from other UNSC mem-
bers,” Azerbaijan’s ambassador
to Belgium tweeted on Decem-
ber 30. “Words of gratitude go
to Albania, Russia, UAE & UK! A
great job of AZ diplomats!”

Russia denied that it was
responsible for the UNSC’s
failure to adopt a statement.
Dmitry Polyanskiy, the first
deputy Russian ambassador to
the United Nations, said that
France rejected the majority of
Russian proposals.

Polyanskiy said that Rus-
sia “from the very beginning
was working constructively” on
drafting a statement, a process
that it said was coordinated by
France at Armenia’s request.

“We firmly believe that the
Council’s reaction should help
to find a compromise and re-
sume the peace process, with-
out labeling any of the parties,”
Polyanskiy wrote on Telegram.
“Westerners were more con-
cerned about adopting any Se-
curity Council product rather
than resolving the conflict situ-
ation.”

The Armenian Foreign
Ministry expressed gratitude
for the “publicly expressed
and clear calls by the vast ma-
jority of the Security Council
members to end the blockade
of the corridor by Azerbaijan”
in a January 3 statement. The
Foreign Ministry particularly
welcomed the efforts by France
to adopt a statement about the
corridor closure.

L’EUROPE REAPPREND LA NEGOCIATION A-LA-TURKA
La Turquie «veut des choses qu’on ne peut pas lui donner»

STOCKHOLM—La Turquie,
qui bloque depuis mai I’entrée
de la Suede et de la Finlande
dans 'Otan, a des exigences que
la Suéde ne peut ni ne veut at-
teindre, a dit le 8 janvier le Pre-
mier ministre suédois. «La Tur-
quie confirme aussi bien que nous
avons fait ce que nous avions dit
que nous ferions, mais elle dit aus-
si qu'elle veut des choses que nous
ne pouvons et ne voulons pas lui
donner, a affirmé Ulf Kristersson
en évoquant le processus d’adhé-
sion de son pays a I'Alliance atlan-
tique, lors d’une conférence sur la
défense et la sécurité en présence
du secrétaire général de I'Otan
Jens Stoltenberg,

«Nous sommes convaincus
que la Turquie va prendre une
décision, nous ne savons juste
pas quandy, a-t-il dit, avant
d’ajouter: «La décision est dans
le camp de la Turquie». Cette
décision dépend notamment de
plusieurs facteurs de politique

intérieure turque.

Fin décembre, Ankara avait
relevé des «mesures positives»
prises par Stockholm, mais
réclamait «d’autres pas impor-
tants» pour lever ses objections a
l'entrée de la Suede dans I'Otan,
avait alors indiqué le ministre
turc des Affaires étrangeres Me-
vlut Cavusoglu.

Pour le ministre des
Affaires étrangeres suédois, le
processus de mise en place du
mémorandum signé entre la
Turquie, la Suéde et la Finlande
est «en cours». «Je ne peux
pas donner de calendrier ici et
maintenant mais la réalisation

les azerbaidjanais, nuisent a
I’environnement]. Mais il n’y a
pas de réponse, et nous sommes
dans une situation ot il n'y a pas
de négociationsy, a-t-il déclaré.

Le ministre d’Ftat a déclaré
que la partie azerbaidjanaise exige
également le contrdle de la route
(corridor de Latchine — ndlr), ce
qui va a l'encontre de la déclara-
tion du 9 novembre 2022 qui sti-
pule clairement que «nous devons
pouvoir circuler librement le long
de la route sans demander la per-
mission de quiconque».

Vardanyan a également cri-
tiqué certains déclarations d’Ere-
van en déclarant qu'il y a 2000 sol-
dats de la paix russes stationnés
en Artsakh avec des droits tres
limités, et «ils font du mieux qu’ils
peuvent dans cette situation. «La
réalité est que les gens en Armé-
nie et en Artsakh, qui critiquent
les casques bleus russes pour leur
incapacité a assurer la libre circu-
lation entre I'Artsakh et 'Armé-

nie, ne réalisent pas — consciem-
ment ou inconsciemment — qu'ils
aident I’Azerbaidjan et font le jeu
de I’ennemi», a souligné le mi-
nistre d’Etat.

Entre-temps, 120 000 per-
sonnes du Haut-Karabagh sont au
bord de la crise humanitaire, dont
30 000 enfants, 20 000 personnes
agées et environ 9 000 personnes
handicapées. Une personne est
morte en raison de 'impossibilité
de se rendre en Arménie, un bébé
de 4 mois gravement malade et 10
patients adultes ont été transpor-
tés en Arménie par le CICR, 10 000
tonnes de fret humanitaire ont
été transportées d’Arménie en Ar-
ménie par le CICR et 18 personnes
(dont 8 enfants) ont besoin d’une
assistance médicale en Arménie.

Les stocks de nourriture,
de médicaments et de carbu-
rant s’épuisent. Les magasins ne
regoivent des marchandises qu’a
partir de fonds gouvernementaux.

Vardanyan était aussi a la
messe traditionnelle de Noél
le 6 janvier aux cotés d’Arayik
Haroutiounian, le président de
la RHK, et de ses précedesseurs,
Bako Sahakian, et d’Arkadi
Ghoukassian.

«Toute période difficile est
passagere, nos valeurs, notre héri-
tage, notre foi sont permanents,
a-t-il déclaré dans un message
de Noél. «Cette année, nous célé-
brons Noél et I’Epiphanie en Art-
sakh dans des conditions extré-
mement inhabituelles. Mais notre
peuple ne peut pas étre déprimé
par les difficultés. Aucun blocus,
aucune pression, aucune menace
ne peut briser I'esprit, la volonté et
la détermination du peuple d’Art-
sakh a vivre sur sa terre natale».

«Nous avons connu des
périodes beaucoup plus diffi-
ciles dans notre histoire. Ceux
qui voulaient conquérir notre
patrie sont venus et sont repar-
tis, mais nous avons vécu sur
cette terre sainte pendant des
milliers d’années et nous conti-
nuerons a vivre», a ajouté le
ministre Vardanyan.

Aliev persiste et signe
GERARD MERDJANIAN

Le président Ilham Aliev, lecture faite des
déclarations de la communauté internationale,
persiste et signe son refus. Il ne débloquera pas le
couloir de Latchine, seule et unique voie de commu-
nication entre le Haut-Karabagh et l'extérieur — en
I'occurrence I’Arménie, verrouillant ainsi totale-
ment les 120.000 arméniens vivant sur leur terre.

C'est la facon du dictateur de souhaiter un
joyeux Noél ainsi qu'une bonne et chaleureuse
année aux arméniens; et au passage, faire un pied
de nez a la communauté internationale. Il est sou-
tenu en cela par le monde turcique et aidé objec-
tivement par la soi-disant neutralité de Poutine.

Un boulevard étant ouvert devant lui, quelles
seront les prochaines étapes?

Consolider les positions militaires tout au-
tour du Haut-Karabagh et de part et d’autre du
couloir de Latchine; Renforcer toutes les garni-
sons le long de la frontiére avec ’Arménie, y com-
pris dans les 140 km? de territoires arméniens
occupés depuis la fin de la guerre de 44 jours;
Augmenter la pression sur ’Arménie en faisant
feu sur les villages frontaliers, voire abattre au
passage quelques soldats.

Lacte le plus hypocrite, pour ne pas dire le plus
cynique, est de réclamer a ’Arménie la signature
d’un traité de paix a ses conditions, sans oublier
I’'octroi d’une liaison permanente Azerbaidjan-
Nakhitchevan a travers le sud de I’Arménie (Syunik).

Que font les occidentaux face a cela?

En fait, pas grand-chose, d’autant que les
événements se déroulent au Haut-Karabagh, un
Ftat autoproclamé, reconnu par personne et fai-
sant «officiellement» partie de ’Azerbaidjan.

Ainsi, pour se donner bonne conscience, le
porte-parole du département d’Etat des Ftats-
Unis, Ned Price, vient de déclarer: «Les Etats-Unis,
fideles a leur politique, se contentent de continuer
de maintenir leur engagement a promouvoir un
avenir siir, stable, démocratique, prospére et paci-
fique pour la région du Caucase du Sud. Les Etats-
Unis sengagent avec des partenaires partageant les
mémes idées, comme 1'Union européenrie, et par le
biais d’organisations internationales comme I'OSCE
pour faciliter le dialogue direct entre ’Azerbaidjan
et 'Arménie afin de trouver des solutions a toutes
les questions en suspens liées ou résultant du conflit
du Haut-Karabaghn.

En termes familiers, cela s’appelle du «bla-
bla». Cest beau, et ca ne mange pas de pain. Ponce
Pilate peut dormir sur ses deux oreilles, il ne
manque pas de successeurs.

L'Union européenne, grande démocratie de-
vant I’Eternel, est certes plus engagée économi-
quement et financiérement, notamment dans le
cadre du partenariat de I’Est, mais politiquement
et surtout militairement, elle ne pése pas lourd

face aux grandes puissances comme les Ftats-
Unis ou la Russie. De plus, elle tient un discours
souvent critique envers les turco-azerbaidjanais
au parlement européen, mais au final, c’est la
Commission européenne qui met en ceuvre les
politiques et le budget de I'UE et spécialement la
politique étrangere et de sécurité commune de
I'UE. Hélas, il n’y a pas toujours concordance.

Cest ainsi que I'on voit Mme sofa — alias Ursu-
la Von der Leyen, faire des ronds de jambe devant
des autocrates comme Recep Yayyip Erdogan et/ou
Ilham Aliev. Le premier pour qu'il retienne les émi-
grés chez lui, moyennant finances; le second pour
qu'il livre plus de gaz a I'UE, en plus d’octroyer aux
pays européens de juteux marchés.

Dans la méme veine, pour aider a la résolution
du conflit arméno-azerbaidjanais, la cheffe de la
Commission a délégué: 1- le président du Conseil
européen — Charles Michel, pour aider les antago-
nistes a préparer un traité de paix; 2- le Haut repré-
sentant pour les Affaires étrangeres et la Politique
de sécurité, et vice-président de la Commission
européenne — Joseph Borrell, pour y voir plus clair
dans le conflit du Haut-Karabagh. Si le premier es-
saie d’appliquer les normes démocratiques face un
potentat qui n’en a strictement rien a faire, le se-
cond est la comme un politicien, totalement étran-
ger au probléme et qui seul ne sert a rien.

La notion du «droit des peuples a disposer d’eux-
mémesy, dont I'UE s'est souvent gargarisée, a com-
plétement disparu de leurs discours. Ftrange, non?

On notera toutefois que seule la France éléve
la voix pour essayer de défendre la population du
Haut-Karabagh.

Reste le troisiéme pays coprésident du groupe
de Minsk de I’OSCE, la Russie. Moscou a dit ce qu’il
y avait a dire par la voix de Maria Zakharova, la
porte-parole du ministére des Affaires étrangeres
ainsi que par Anna Evtigneeva, sa représentante
au conseil de sécurité de 'ONU. En résumé: on fait
le nécessaire pour résoudre les problémes qui se
présentent et plus particulierement le déblocage
du couloir de Latchine ou les diverses agressions
contre le territoire de ’Arménie.

En termes familiers: «Circulez, il n’y a rien a
voiry. 1l suffit de compter les nombreux coups de
téléphones passés par le premier ministre Nigol
Pachinian a son «ami» Vladimir Poutine et voir les
résultats obtenus, pour finalement se rendre compte
que depuis 2021, '’Arménie ne fait plus le poids face
al’Azerbaidjan, et que depuis le 24 février dernier, le
maitre du Kremlin a vraiment d’autres soucis en téte.

Le dirigeant arménien quant a lui ne peut ni
se brouiller avec Ilham Aliev et encore moins le
narguer. Ce dernier n’attends que cela pour lan-
cer massivement ses troupes contre I’Artsakh,
voire plus.
