WHAT, WHO, WHERE IS
THE HOLY SPIRIT?

Since the early centuries of Christianity, the identity of the Holy Spirit has
been misunderstood and strongly debatable. Macedonius, a 4th-century church lead-
er, was anathematized for his heretical doctrine, rejecting the deity of the Holy Spirit
(henceforth “HS”). His pneumatology (the theology of the Holy
Spirit) was refuted by the great theologians of the early church, such as St. Athana-
sius of Alexandria and St. Basil of Caesarea, and the doctrine of the deity of the Holy
Spirit was established and affirmed during the first Ecumenical Council of Nicaea (325
A.D.).

The main misconception is that the HS is some kind of vague, mysterious and
impersonal power, whereas the biblical teaching and the teaching of the early Church
is that the HS is God, a DIVINE PERSON, the third person of the Holy Trinity, equally
divine with the Father and the Son. The divine attributes of the HS derive from the
Holy Bible itself, such as omnipresent (Psalm 139.7-8) and omniscient (1 Corinthians
2:10-11). The HS is also known as “the Spirit of God” (Romans 8:16), “the Spirit
of Christ” (1 peter 1:11), and “the Spirit of the Lord” (Isaiah 11:2). As a person, the
HS possesses a mind, emotions, and a will; the HS thinks and knows (1 Corinthians
2:10), can be grieved (Ephesians 4:30), intercedes for us (Romans 8:26-27), makes
decisions and empowers the believers for ministry (1 Corinthians 12:7-11), decorates
the believers with the seven-fold gifts of wisdom, understanding, counsel, fortitude,
knowledge, piety, and fear of the Lord (Isaiah 11:2-3). The HS grows beautiful fruits of
“love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control”
(Galatians 5:22-23) in the hearts of the believers. The HS “will convict the world of its
sin, and of God’s righteousness, and of the coming judgement” (John 16:8) and will
instruct and teach the followers of Christ (John 14:26). All these characteristics and
activities of personhood exclude the “What?” question; we don’t ask “WHAT is the
HS?”, the correct question would be, “WHO is the HS?

We see the role of the HS in the creation narrative: “The earth was formless
and empty, and darkness covered the deep waters. And the Spirit of God was hover-
ing over the surface of the waters.” (Genesis 1:2).

We see the deprivation of humanity of the HS: “ My Spirit will not remain in
humans forever, for they are corrupt.” (Gen 6:3).

We also see the return of the HS during the day of the Pentecost: “They were
all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled
them.” (Acts 2:4). The bestowal of the HS to the disciples became the inauguration,
the starting point of the Christian Church.

In the sacrament of the Baptism, according to the rituals of the Armenian
Apostolic Church, the newly baptized person is pronounced as “the temple of the HS,”
and thus we are adopted by God and become heirs with Christ; “You are his sons, God
sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, the Spirit who calls out, ‘Abba, Father.” So,
you are no longer a slave but God’s child, and since you are his child, God has made
you also an heir.” (Galatians 4:6-7).

In short, there would be no Christian Church without the HS; there could
be no salvation without the HS; Christians wouldn’t be able to do ministry without
first being empowered by the HS. Moreover, the key to Christian Spirituality and
access to God’s wisdom is the HS. Here’s how the apostle Paul explains the role and
the importance of the HS in our lives: “No one can know a person’s thoughts except
that person’s own spirit, and no one can know God’s thoughts except God’s own
Spirit. And we have received God’s Spirit (not the world’s spirit), so we can know the
wonderful things God has freely given us. [...] But people who aren’t spiritual can’t
receive these truths from God’s Spirit. It all sounds foolish to them, and they can’t
understand it, for only those who are spiritual can understand what the Spirit means.
(1 Corinthians 2:11-12,14).

Ask God to fill you with his Holy Spirit, and your spiritual journey will begin that
very moment. Shallow, pale and routine life will become multi-dimensional, colourful
and miraculous; a Christ-like life, a Christ-in-you life, a genuinely CHRIST-ian life.

The Good Samaritan (Luke 10:25-37)

Who is my neighbour? A lawyer trying to test Jesus poses this question to him
with regards to the inheritance of eternal life. Our Lord responds with a question of
his own, asking the lawyer what is written in the law, and so in turn then, Jesus tests
the lawyer’s very own knowledge of the law. The lawyer correctly quotes the law from
Deuteronomy 6:5 by saying, “‘Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all
your soul and with all your strength and with all your mind’; and ‘Love your neighbor as
yourself.”” Jesus states that the lawyer is correct and then issues the first imperative in the
passage- “Do this and you will live.” The lawyer, embarrassed that he was not able to yield
a desirable response, aimed to justify himself by asking, “And who is my neighbour?” The
question posed by the lawyer here is not connected to the commandment, but rather to
those whom the commandment must be extended to. Following this question Jesus replies
with a parable about a man who has been attacked by robbers on the way from Jerusalem
to Jericho. This throughway was one of the most public roads in all of Judea during Jesus’
day and it was known for being rife with hordes of bandits. In the parable, Jesus mentions
two people that pass by and see the man, yet do not stop to offer any help. They simply
ignore him and continue their way. The first person was a priest and the second was a
Levite. Both individuals belonging to the priestly class would have been obliged to be most
merciful, and yet they do not extend a helping hand. Jesus then mentions a third person,
a Samaritan, who saw the man at the side of the road and stopped and took pity on him.

Much animosity existed between Jews and Samaritans in those days. Both Sa-
maritans and Jews claim to be the true inheritors of the promises to Abraham and Moses.
Unfortunately, this animosity continues to this day through the modern descendants of
Israel and Palestine. Although Jesus does not disclose the nationality of the man who has
been beaten and robbed, it can be presumed that he was a Jew, as the road led to the
Temple in Jerusalem. Thus, the Samaritan becomes the most unlikely person to help the
man due to the prejudice that persisted between these two peoples. Nevertheless, the
Samaritan does not only stop, but also pours oil and wine on the man’s wounds. At that
time, oil and wine were commonly mixed together and used to treat wounds. The use of
oil also has deeper biblical connotations. We see the use of oil for example in Matthew
26, when the woman pours oil on Jesus’ head from an alabaster jar, and in Exodus 30,
where oil bears significance with regards to anointing, sanctifying or consecrating. The
Samaritan then puts the man on his donkey and takes him to an inn, giving the innkeeper
enough money to have put the man up for about three weeks at that time, and ensures
the innkeeper that he will also repay any other debts he incurs while caring for the man.

Jesus concludes the parable by asking the lawyer, “Which one of these do you
think was a neighbour to the man who fell in the hands of the robbers?” To which the
lawyer, moved by his conscience to provide the right answer, answers not “the Samaritan”,
due to his prejudice against them, but rather says, “the one who had mercy on him”.

Today dear brothers and sisters, we are experiencing a noteworthy moment in
our collective modern history as Armenians. Just a few weeks ago, for the first time in
over thirty years, we witnessed the opening of the Turkish-Armenian border. The cata-
strophic earthquake which hit the countries of Turkey, Syria and parts of Lebanon, had
a devastating impact on infrastructure and human life. Armenia, along with several other
nations, was swift to provide aid to both Turkey and Syria, despite the immense challeng-
es it faces at this current moment. As we all know, Azerbaijan has blockaded the Lachin
Corridor through the guise of pseudo eco-activists that have prevented the movement
of our brothers and sisters between Armenia and Artsakh for more than 100 days now.
Yes, the Armenian Genocide is still actively denied by the perpetrator, and after losing
6000 of our young men in the treacherous 44-day war of 2020, suffering the loss of our
homes and villages, recalling Turkey’s blockade of aid when the earthquake struck Spitak
and took the lives of 25,000 Armenians in 1988, remembering the hurt when aid trucks
arrived with spoiled goods from Soviet Azerbaijan reading ‘Congratulations Pigs’, many of
us have posed the question, why send help to them?

Who is my neighbour? Dear believer, suppose you happened by somebody on
the side of the road who was injured and in immediate need of help. What would your
instincts tell you to do? How would you react?

Dear brothers and sisters, as the descendants of the first Christian nation of the
world, | invite you all to recall what our Lord Jesus Christ comes to reveal to us in this
parable of the Good Samaritan. As the lawyer struggles to humanize the Samaritan and
digest the revelation Jesus makes through his parable, we too are called to transcend our
own prejudice irrespective of injustice, to be the light God calls us as Christians to be in
this world.

This does not imply to cease our just struggle for reparations, but rather to see
also beyond its earthly parameters, so that we may truly stand worthy of our God-given
vocation, to make ourselves neighbours and to recognize that to live in good Christian
character, despite the barbarity that aims to harden our hearts, is the true challenge in
living a Christ-like life today. In humanizing those who dehumanize us, we remain faithful
in upholding the message found in the Book of Genesis, that humankind was made in
God’s image and likeness. Through the parable of the Good Samaritan, Jesus challenges
us to show acts of kindness to any person, of whatever nation, religion or race, who re-
quire it. All those near and in distress should be the object of our most compassionate
regard.

In this way, Jesus, as trailblazer, comes to set the new standard for who should be
regarded as our neighbour. He transforms righteousness through the law to be achieved
through to the personal commandment of showing mercy. Thus, let us duly recall what
this parable echoes and what is written in Hosea 6:6 and Matthew 9:13, that “I desire
mercy, and not sacrifice.” True discipleship is no simple task. True discipleship requires us
to put aside our prejudice, our fears, legal and national bindings, to exit our comfort zone
and out the totality of our personhood in our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. As Christians,
we are not called to a life of comfort, but to a life of servitude, to be a living sacrifice,
as written in Romans 12, so that in this way, we may be truly worthy, as the world’s first
Christian people, to inherit eternal life.
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French region will try to organize
delivery of humanitarian aid to
Artsakh

YEREVAN—- Laurent Wau-
quiez, President of the Regional
Council of Auvergne-Rhone-
Alpes, France, says they will try
to deliver humanitarian aid to
Artsakh.

“I have long been a friend
of Armenia and Artsakh. I'm
shocked by everything happen-
ing here,” Mr. Wauquiez said
speaking alongsite Artsakh’s
Foreign Minister Sergey Ghaz-
aryan at the Representation of
Artsakh in Yerevan.

He said an agreement on
cooperation between Artsakh
and Auvergne-Rhone-Alpes re-
gion was signed back in 2019.
Laurent Wauquiez says his family
faced huge pressure on the part
of pan-Turkic organizations be-
cause of his stance on Artsakh.

“I'm here today, because
I know that the whole inter-
national attention is focused on
Ukraine, and there is a threat
that Armenia and Artsakh could
be forgotten amid all this. In our
region, the Armenian flag is fly-
ing alongside that of Ukraine
in the conference hall of the
Regional Council,” he said.

Earlier last week week Lau-

rent Wauquiez visited the en-
trance to the Lachin corridor. “I
did it for all my compatriots to
see and realize that the inter-
national law is being violated
here and that beyond that bor-
der, 120 000 people are deprived
of basis human rights,” he said.

“My duty as a politician
now is to act and try to help you
at this moment,” he added.

Mr Wauquiez said that
jointly with Armenian organiza-
tions of France they want to or-
ganize delivery of humanitarian
aid to Artsakh.

“The convoy will be organ-
ized with our region’s support
and will bear our region’s flag.
It will approach the Lachin Cor-
ridor, and we will demand pas-
sage to Artsakh. Either the con-
voy will pass and we will have
a ray of hope, or the convoy
will be barred and it will give
us the opportunity to present
this issue before international
and European organizations,
noting that that once again the
international law is being vio-
lated, and that actions must be
taken,” Wauquiez added.

Incident between ARF member
and Parliament speaker Alen
Simonyan raises concern about
behaviour of public officials

YEREVAN—Garen Megerdi-
chian, a member of the Armen-
ian Revolutionary Federation
(ARF), reported an altercation
that occurred between him and
the President of the National
Assembly of Armenia, Alen Si-
monyan, on April 2.

Megerdichian was walking
with his children in the Cascade
area when he noticed security
personnel and vehicles gathering
nearby. Upon realizing that Alen
Simonyan was present, Meger-
dichian expressed his opinion
of Simonyan being a sycophant,
multiple times. During the ex-
change, two police officers ap-
proached Megerdichian, grabbed
his hands, and Alen Simonyan
slapped Megerdichian face, ut-
tering a disrespectful remark
about his mother.

As a result of the incident,

Megerdichian sustained damage
to the area around his eye. He was
subsequently taken to the police
department, which he found sur-
prising, given that Simonyan was
the one who initiated the physical
confrontation.

In response to the situation,
Members of the National As-
sembly, Hayk Mamijanyan and
Aspram Krpeyan, have shown
their support for Mgerdichian.
They visited the Central Police
Department to meet with him
and discuss the matter further.

The incident has raised con-
cerns about the behaviour of pub-
lic officials and the treatment of
citizens who express dissenting
opinions. The ARF and the Nation-
al Assembly members involved in
this case are expected to address
the issue and ensure that appro-
priate actions are taken.

EU mission warns of new offensive after
Azerbaijani advance on Artsakh

YEREVAN—The head of the European Union
monitoring mission in Armenia has warned that
Armenians are fearful of a new military escala-
tion by Azerbaijan, days after Azerbaijani armed
forces crossed the line of contact in Artsakh.

“Many Armenians believe there’ll be a
spring offensive by Azerbaijan. If this doesn’t
happen, our mission is already a success,”
Markus Ritter told the German DW last week.
The EU deployed a two-year civilian mission in
January to routinely patrol the Armenian bor-
der and contribute to stability in the region.

Azerbaijan’s Foreign Ministry denounced
Ritter’s statement as “false and slanderous.” It
condemned any framing that presents the EU
mission’s main task as “protecting Armenia
from Azerbaijan.”

Ritter’s warning comes after several weeks of
heightened tensions in Artsakh and increasingly
bellicose rhetoric from Azerbaijan, with Armen-
ian and Azerbaijani observers warning of an im-
minent military offensive by Azerbaijan.

On March 27, Artsakh authorities accused
Azerbaijani armed forces of firing at civilians
working in their pomegranate orchard near
the town of Martakert. Artsakh previously
accused Azerbaijani armed forces of firing on
civilians on March 15, March 19 and March 22.

That same day, the Azerbaijani armed
forces attempted a second advance across the
line of contact near the Stepanakert-Lisagor
road in Artsakh. The incursion was repelled by
the Artsakh Defence Army.

On March 25, the Azerbaijani armed forces
crossed the line of contact and seized a height
near the Stepanakert-Lisagor road.

That same day, the Russian peacekeeping
mission in Artsakh confirmed that Azerbaijan
had violated the ceasefire in its daily bulletin.
Russian peacekeeping forces have been de-
ployed to the height and are negotiating with
the Azerbaijani side to retreat, according to
Artsakh authorities. Neither Russia nor Azer-
baijan have confirmed this.

“The authorities expect the peacekeeping
troops to take practical steps in order to elim-
inate the consequences of this violation and
prevent new ones,” the Artsakh information
headquarters said.

The Stepanakert-Lisagor road has been
used since the start of the Artsakh blockade
to transfer civilians and humanitarian goods.
The road is mountainous and difficult to travel
along and was rarely used before the start of

the blockade. Azerbaijan has closed the Lachin
Corridor, the main route connecting Artsakh
with Armenia and the outside world, since De-
cember 12, 2022.

The Stepanakert-Lisagor road also con-
nects Artsakh’s capital Stepanakert with Lis-
agor, Yeghtsahogh, Hin Shen and Mets Shen,
several villages near occupied Shushi. It is the
only route within Artsakh that bypasses the
blockaded highway.

“The authorities of Artsakh have stated sev-
eral times that under the conditions of the block-
ade that started on December 12, this mountain
road is used for the organization of civil and ur-
gent communication between Stepanakert and
the four communities of Shushi region, which is
carried out by tall vehicles, taking into account
the very difficult and dangerous terrain of the
area,” the Artsakh information headquarters
said in a statement in response to Azerbaijan’s
military advance.

Azerbaijan’s Defence Ministry justified its
provocation, stating that it had taken “neces-
sary local control measures” to “suppress the
use of dirt roads north of the Lachin road for
illegal activities.” It accused Artsakh officials
of using the road to convey soldiers, military
equipment and weapons from Armenia. It
also published footage of construction and
improvement work along the Stepanakert-
Lisagor road, which it called illegal.

Artsakh authorities said that Azerbaijan
falsely accuses Artsakh of transporting am-
munition along the Stepanakert-Lisagor road
as a “pretext for their next aggressive and de-
structive actions.”

The Russian peacekeeping mission in Art-
sakh said that the “Azerbaijani side was in-
formed about the need to comply with the provi-
sions of the tripartite agreements of the heads
of state, take measures to stop engineering work
and withdraw units of the national armed forces
to their previously occupied positions.”

After a phone conversation with Azerbaijani
Foreign Minister Jeyhun Bayramov on March 27,
US Assistant Secretary for European and Eur-
asian Affairs Karen Donfried “expressed concern
over Azerbaijani military movements.”

In the days leading up to the Azerbaijani
advance, Azerbaijani authorities repeatedly
accused Artsakh of transporting military
equipment from Armenia. On March 24, the

Azeri troops hold on to

‘newly occupied Armenian territory’

YEREVAN—Azerbaijani
troops have not withdrawn from
community lands of an Armen-
ian border village occupied by
them last week, local residents
insisted on April 3, denying the
Armenian government’s implicit
claims to the contrary.

Azerbaijani army units re-
deployed by March 30 to more
parts of the Lachin district sand-
wiched between Armenia and
Artsakh (Nagorno-Karabagh),
completing a change in the
route of the Lachin corridor
which began last August. Ar-
menia’s National Security Ser-
vice (NSS) said hours later that
they advanced up to 300 meters
into Armenian territory at five
local sections of the Armenian-
Azerbaijani border adjacent to
the village of Tegh.

Local government officials
and farmers said Tegh lost a
large part of its agricultural
land and pastures. Some of
them said that the Azerbaijani
military made bigger territorial
gains than is admitted by offi-
cial Yerevan.

The Azerbaijani advance

also caused an uproar in Yere-
van, with Armenian opposition
leaders blaming Prime Minister
Nikol Pashinyan for the loss of yet
another part of Armenia’s inter-
nationally recognized territory.

In another statement re-
leased on April 1st, the NSS
claimed that the situation in
that border area “improved sig-
nificantly” as a result of nego-
tiations held by Armenian and
Azerbaijani officials. It did not
elaborate.

Tegh residents said after-
wards, however, that the Azer-
baijani troops remain stationed
in the newly occupied positions
just outside the village.

“They keep digging in ...
and haven’t retreated a single
inch,” said Masis Zeynalian,
a member of the local coun-
cil who no longer access to his
wheat field.

“They're staying put and con-
tinuing fortification works,” said
another Tegh councilor, Argam
Hovsepian. “Is this what they [the
NSS] call an improvement?”

Armenia’s Deputy Defence
Minister Arman Sargsian re-

fused to comment on that
“improvement” when he was
approached by journalists on
April 3.

“The Defence Ministry has
a press service that periodic-
ally and promptly reacts to any
issue,” Sargsian said vaguely.

The ministry has made no
statements on the situation
around Tegh so far. Speaking
right after the Azerbaijani ad-
vance on March 30, Pashinyan
said that from now on the area
will be patrolled and protected
by border guards subordinate
to the NSS, rather than the Ar-
menian army.

Opposition leaders also
blamed Pashinyan’s govern-
ment for much bigger territorial
losses suffered by Armenia dur-
ing border clashes with Azer-
baijan in May 2021 and Septem-
ber 2022. They regularly charge
that it cannot defend the coun-
try and rebuild its armed forces
after mishandling the disas-
trous 2020 war in Karabagh.
Pashinyan and his political al-
lies deny this.

Kukpi7 (Chief) Rosanne Casimir said: “The legacy of
residential schools is one that has tried to take our culture,
language, and identity from us, causing profound damage.
The healing house will provide culturally appropriate sup-
ports that will help to address these long-standing impacts.
It will support healing for our Survivors and those impacted
by Kamloops Indian Residential School, leading to healthier
futures for our children and those not yet born. We look for-
ward to working with the First Nations Health Authority on
the implementation of our healing house and providing op-
portunities for our people to thrive with resources that will
now be available. Trust goes a long way when words and ac-
tions are in sync. Following through with the commitment to
provide sustainable funding for the healing centre, which will
support the need of addressing the intergenerational mental
trauma caused by the experience at KIRS, is a step towards
that positive path forward.”

GOVERNMENT ANNOUNCES $13-MILLION TO
HELP ADDRESS SUBSTANCE USE IN THE PRAIRIES,
NORTHWEST TERRITORIES AND YUKON

In a press announcement made by Carolyn Bennett, Min-
ister of Mental Health and Addictions and Associate Minister
of Health, new federal funding of $13-million was declared for
11 projects that will be taking place in the Prairies, Northwest
Territories and Yukon through Health Canada’s Substance Use
and Addictions Program (SUAP). This new finding that was an-
nounced will be used to support people living in the region by
helping provide them with access to greater prevention, harm
reduction and treatment services that also include access to safer
supply programs. This increased access will also provide people
that are disproportionately affected by substance use or people
that face barriers to access these services such as youth, equity-
deserving, and 2SLGBTQIA+ individuals. This investment builds
on the already historic announcement that the Government of
Canada made of investing over $198.6 billion over 10 years period
to help improve health care services for all Canadians.

“Every day in the Prairies, Northwest Territories and
Yukon, and across Canada, family members, friends, colleagues,
and neighbours from all walks of life endure the unspeakable
loss of losing a loved one to overdose. We are committed to
working with community-based organizations in addressing
the increasingly toxic illegal drug supply and overdose crisis.
Today’s funding will help people in accessing the life-saving
substance use resources they need. I thank all the organiza-
tions receiving funding for their life-saving work and dedica-
tion to reducing stigma,” said Minister Bennett.

CANADA AND BRITISH COLUMBIA INVEST IN NEW
CENTRALIZED PROVINCIAL TRANSIT DISTRIBUTION CENTRE

In a recent press release, the Minister of International De-
velopment and Minister responsible for the Pacific Economic De-
velopment Agency of Canada Harjit S. Sajjan, British Columbia’s
Minister of Transportation and Infrastructure Rob Fleming and
Erinn Pinkerton, President and CEO of BC Transit, announced a
newly joint investment of more than $20.6-million that will be
used towards the upgrades of a new central Provincial Distribu-
tion Centre in Colwood, British Columbia for transit bus fleet.

This major investment will see that the three warehouse
spaces that the city has acquired receive the much needed
upgrades to bring the city of Colwood its own bus fleet. This
new Provincial Distribution Centre will be located near two
major transit centres, where it will ensure that there is a high
availability of busses.

“Providing people with reliable public transit options
is essential to getting more cars off the road. Investing in a
provincial distribution centre in Colwood will help keep more
buses in service, encouraging residents to choose a lower-
emission mode of travel,” said Minister Sajjan.

Neck and neck race in Turkey

ISTANBUL — With Turkey’s
presidential and parliamentary
elections less than six weeks
away on May 14, public opinion
polls are showing a tight con-
test between the two dominant
candidates President Recep
Tayyip Erdogan and opposition
leader Kemal Kilicdaroglu.

Over the first weekend of
April, one of Turkey’s most re-
spected polling companies,
MetroPoll, revealed that its
March research on voters’ atti-
tudes showed a slender 2.6% lead
for Kilicdaroglu, who heads the
Republican People’s Party (CHP)
and is the candidate of the Na-
tion Alliance.

Results from MetroPoll’s re-
search since the start of the year
saw Kilicdaroglu closing the gap.
Support for Erdogan fell from
45.9% in January to 42% in March
— a period that saw Turkey hit
by devastating earthquakes,
leading to criticism of the gov-

ernment’s response — while
those backing Kilicdaroglu rose
from 43% to 44.6%.

However, further details show
amore nuanced picture in the race
between the two favourites.

Responding to the question
of whether Kilicdaroglu would
win the May 14 race, which
could go to a runoff two weeks
later if no candidate receives
more than half of the votes, 43%
said he would win while nearly
50% said he would not.

However, a growing num-
ber of people expect a Kilicdaro-
glu victory, up from nearly 32%
in December, when some 60%
said he would not win. “In three
months, the gap has closed to a
great extent,” MetroPoll direc-
tor Ozer Sencar said.

The same question about
Erdogan saw some 48% expect-
ing the president to cement his
third term of office while 45%
said he would lose.

Asked their likelihood of
voting for Kilicdaroglu, nearly
45% responded positively while
more than 49% said they would
not. Meanwhile, nearly 44% said
they would back Erdogan and 52%
refused to support his candidacy.

Commenting on Kilicdaro-
glu’s 2.6% lead, Sencar said the
data showed that “the fate of
the election will be determined
by Muharrem Ince and the un-
decided.” Ince is one of the four
presidential candidates. He
stood against Erdogan for the
CHP-led alliance in the 2018
election, when he was defeated
in the first round.

Soner Cagaptay, director of
the Turkish Research Program
at the Washington Institute, said
Ince and the other candidate,
Sinan Ogan, could drain votes
from Kilicdaroglu, “divide the
opposition on May 14 and take
the race to a runoff on May 28.”

Azerbaijani Defence Ministry
said that a combat vehicle be-
longing to the Russian peace-
keeping force had escorted Ar-
menian military vehicles along
the Stepanakert-Lisagor road.
Azerbaijan has regularly
claimed that Armenia delivers
military equipment to Artsakh.
Azerbaijani authorities have in-
voked this claim to demand the
establishment of checkpoints
along the Lachin Corridor.
Azerbaijan’s Foreign Ministry
reiterated this demand after
the March 25 military advance,

stating that the “recent pro-
vocations by Armenia demon-
strate that in order to prevent
illegal activities in the sover-
eign territories of Azerbaijan, it
is necessary to establish a bor-
der control checkpoint between
Azerbaijan and Armenia at the
end point of the Lachin road.”
On March 8, three Artsakh
police officers traveling along the
Stepanakert-Lisagor road were
killed in an ambush by a dozen
Azerbaijani soldiers. Azerbaijan’s
Foreign Ministry said that its
armed forces had been sent to the

route to inspect the vehicle for
weapons, ammunition, military
personnel and landmines.

On February 22, the Inter-
national Court of Justice (IC]) re-
jected a request for provisional
measures ordering Armenia to
halt any efforts to plant mines in
territories that came under Azer-
baijani control at the end of the
2020 Artsakh War, including “the
use of the Lachin Corridor for this
purpose.” On the same day, the
ICJ ruled that Azerbaijan must
“take all measures at its disposal
to ensure unimpeded movement
of persons, vehicles and cargo
along the Lachin Corridor in both
directions.”

La session de lassemblée politique du PPE sest
tenue récemment a Helsinki. Le premier jour de travail,
dans la partie ouverte de la session, vous avez égale-
ment prononcé un discours et soulevé la question de
limposition de sanctions contre Azerbaidjan. Le public
aréagi chaleureusement a votre discours, mais les ora-

teurs, le président du PPE et le président du Parlement
européen n'ont pas encore répondu a vos questions.
Comment interprétez-vous cette situation?

— Tout d’abord, nous devrions agir davan-
tage et parler moins. Lorsque nous rentrons
chez nous apreés un procés international, I’es-
sentiel n'est pas de savoir ce qu'un individu ou
une partie a fait ; ce qui compte, c’est que nous
agissions.

Moscou souhaite mettre fin aux différends entre
I’Arménie et I'OTSC

MOSCOU—La Russie espere
mettre fin a I’éloignement crois-
sant de ’'Arménie de I’Organisa-
tion du traité de sécurité collec-
tive (OTSC), selon un diplomate
russe de haut rang. Le gouverne-
ment arménien a annulé un exer-
cice militaire de I'OTSC prévu en
Arménie et a refusé de nommer
un secrétaire général adjoint de
I’alliance militaire dirigée par
la Russie en raison de ce qu’il
considére comme un manque
de soutien dans le conflit avec
I’Azerbaidjan. Pour la méme rai-
son, elle a également rejeté l'offre
d’autres Etats membres de 'OTSC
de déployer une mission de sur-
veillance a la frontiére entre 'Ar-
ménie et 'Azerbaidjan.

Ces tensions sans précédent
ont remis en question le main-
tien de 'Arménie au sein de
I'organisation. Le Premier mi-
nistre Nikol Pachinian a déclaré
le 16 mars que c’est 'OTSC qui
pourrait «quitter 'Arménie».
La porte-parole du ministere
russe des Affaires étrangeres
s'est moquée de cette remarque,

Le ministre russe des Af-
faires étrangeres, Sergei Lavrov,
a également réaffirmé cette
offre lors de sa rencontre avec

son homologue arménien, Ara-
rat Mirzoyan, a Moscou le 20
mars. M. Lavrov a dénoncé «les
tentatives non déguisées des
pays occidentaux d’éloigner
I’Arménie de la Russie».

Les tensions entre Moscou et
Erevan se sont encore aggravées
depuis. Le 22 mars, la Cour consti-
tutionnelle arménienne a donné
son feu vert a la ratification par-
lementaire du traité fondateur
de la Cour pénale internationale.

tira plus tard. Et j’ai fait en sorte
que vous fassiez déja votre tra-
vail; vous devriez bientdt avoir
des rapports consacrés a ['’Azer-
baidjan et a ’Arménie, mais ce
ne sont pas seulement des mots
et des paroles aimables qui de-
vraient résoudre cette question,
mais vous devriez également al-
ler plus loin en matiére de sanc-
tions.

dictatures, I’Azerbaidjan, la
Turquie. Le méme Azerbaidjan
qui prend le gaz reconditionné
de la Russie et vous le donne,
et certains de vos dirigeants,
membres du PPE, et le méme
président de la Commission eu-
ropéenne ont dit: «’Azerbaid-
jan est notre partenaire fiable».
Eh bien, décidez vous-méme:
quelle est la valeur européenne
de la sécurité a distance?
Comme la discussion n’était
pas consacrée aux problémes
du Caucase, a I'’Arménie, c’était
finalement un peu comme une
douche froide, qui n’impliquait
aucun enthousiasme,juste un
peu de confrontation pour I’Eu-
rope. Et le deuxiéme jour, j’ai
déja développé cette approche
dans mon discours, en met-
tant ’accent sur la démocratie
et nos problémes internes; il y
a quatre ans, un sursaut natio-
nal, un espoir de démocratie, a
aussi débarqué.

Rosatom aidera I’Arménie
a dépolluer l'usine de Nairit

MOSCOU—Rosatom (La
Corporation étatique russe de
I’énergie atomique) élabore un
projet d’élimination des déchets
chimiques dans 'entreprise Nai-
rit a Erevan, autrefois 'un des plus
grands producteurs de caout-
chouc synthétique, a déclaré le
22 mars a TASS un responsable de
Rosatom, Andrei Lebedev.

Il a déclaré qu'au début de
2023, des représentants des fi-
liales de Rosatom Federal Envi-
ronmental Operator et Rusatom
Greenway JSC ont visité I'usine
de Nairit a Erevan et I'usine de
Vanadzor-Khimprom dans la
troisieme plus grande ville d’Ar-
ménie, Vanadzor, pour recueillir
les premiéres informations.

«Apres des consultations
conjointes avec la partie armé-
nienne, une décision a été prise
d’examiner en détail l'usine de
Nairit en tant qu'objet ayant un
impact environnemental néga-
tif sur les habitants d’Erevany»,
a déclaré Lebedev.

Selon lui, actuellement,
les spécialistes russes et armé-
niens explorent activement les
sources les plus importantes
de risques environnementaux
et les étapes prioritaires clés
visant a éliminer les dommages
accumulés a Nairit.

«Nos collegues arméniens
nous ont proposé d’envisager de
participer a la liquidation des
dommages environnementaux
accumulés sur les territoires
des anciennes installations de
production des usines de Nairit
et Vanadzor-Khimprom. Consi-
dérant 'approche unique de la
conception des installations
de production chimique dans
I’ex-Union soviétique , ils sont
a bien des égards similaires aux
installations situées sur le ter-
ritoire de la Russie. Cela permet
de projeter les solutions appli-
quées par nos spécialistes pour
liquider les dommages écolo-
giques accumulés aux instal-
lations situées sur le territoire

de la République d’Arménie», a
conclu Lebedev.

Lun des fleurons de I'indus-
trie chimique de I’'URSS, Nairit
était a I’époque soviétique un
monopole dans la production
de caoutchouc synthétique. En
1989, sous la pression du mouve-
ment écologiste, Nairit a été fer-
mée et est tombée en décadence
; quelques années plus tard, le
gouvernement de I’Arménie
déja indépendante décida de
la relancer, mais les marchés
étaient déja perdus.

Au cours des derniéres
décennies, 'entreprise avait
changé de mains et accumulé
d’énormes dettes; a partir de
2010, il est devenu inactif et une
procédure de faillite a été enga-
gée. Nairit a été déclarée en fail-
lite par un tribunal d’Erevan en
2016 en raison de son défaut de
paiement de factures d’électri-
cité totalisant 1,24 milliard de
drams.
