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WHAT IS YOUR SIN NUMBER?

When | first came to Canada, | juggled my pastoral duties, theological studies, and govern-
mental paperwork in the first few months. One day, my head so heavy and my brain hazy, | went to
this office to apply for my OHIP card, the lady at the counter asked about my occupation; | said, “I'm
a pastor,” and immediately after, she said, “what is your sin number”; with my hazy brain, | thought
she is humouring me and asking me if |, as a pastor, have committed sins, so | returned the humour
and said; “oh my sins are too many.” With her glasses down her nose, she gazed at me and said: “Sir,
your Social Insurance Number”; no need to describe my embarrassment...

Yes, we all have SIN numbers or rather a number of sins, and yet it’s so hard for us to admit
it. We either put the responsibility of our sin on others, or we justify ourselves by rationalizing our sin
and saying, “Well, eveyrbody does it”. | know “sin” is not a pleasant word ad that’s why we try to justify
it, sugar-coat it, or live in denial about it, but we need to understand that there’s a destructive power
to it; sin destroys our mind, our body and our soul. It destroys families and friendships, and couriers.
It is the worst enemy of humanity and the root cause of everything evil around us.

What is “sin”?

The Biblical understanding of sin is as a transgression of the law of God (1 John 3:4) and
rebellion against God (Deuteronomy 9:7; Joshua 1:18). It goes back to the story of Adam and Eve.

Most of all, sin is the loss of and the divergence from the purpose and meaning of life; the
word for “sin” in the New Testament original Greek language is “Hamartia” (greek aupaptia), which
carries within it the covert meaning of “missing the mark”.

Sin can have its influence on our lives through the three main temptations, which are: the
desire of the eyes, the lust of the flesh, and the pride of the spirit; these were the things Adam and
Eve were tempted with and fell (see: Genesis 3), and these are the same temptations Jesus faced and
overcame (see: Matthew 4).

Sin was not exclusively the problem of Adam and Eve; Apostle Paul writes: “For everyone
has sinned; we all fall short of God’s glorious standard.” (Romans 3:23). The main argument that the
original sin has affected all of humanity is that “the wages of sin is death” (Romans 6:23) and we all
are mere mortals; hence, the sin “virus” is in all of us.

So, why do we keep sinning if sin is such a bad thing? Because there’s pleasure attached to
it! But why doesn’t God remove sin from the world? Removing sin would mean eliminating all the
sinners, and that would be destroying humanity in general.

Since we are born in sin, we must be born again and from above, from God, a spiritual
birth through the sacrament of Baptism (See: John 3:1-8). It is like rebooting our computers; some-
times, all we can do is just shut it off and restart it all over again, and there you go, all is good and
functioning correctly.

Is there hope?

“The heart of the matter is a matter of the heart”; we need to start there; our hearts are
corrupted by sin (Jeremiah 17.9-10). How to get rid of that corruption? The process is called “repen-
tance”; it’s like making a U-turn, turning back on sin and toward a loving, merciful, and understand-
ing heavenly Father.

Yes, we have inherited the original sin of our ancestors; yes, corruption has been imputed to
us; yes, we sin every day, by our own will, but now we also have the power to resist sinning because
the power of the Holy Spirit, who dwells within us, will assist and strengthen and comfort us. Yet, if
we sin again, we should not hesitate and immediately confess our sins to God and ask for forgiveness,
and thus restore our fellowship and communion with Him. “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and
just to forgive us and cleanse us from all unrighteousness.” (1 John 1:9).

There’s this touching story in the gospel of John. Pharisees bring an adulterer woman to Jesus
to see if he will condemn her to death by stoning, according to the Mosaic law. Jesus responded, “‘Let
the one who has never sinned throw the first stone!’ [...] When the accusers heard this, they slipped
away one by one [...]. Then, Jesus stood up again and said to the woman, ‘Where are your accusers?
Didn’t even one of them condemn you?’ ‘No, Lord, she said. And Jesus said, ‘Neither do |. Go and sin
no more.” (Full story: John 8:1-11).

Have you been struggling with sin and losing the battle lately? Have you been condemning
you for a specific sin? Do you feel you've lost your path, purpose, and peace? Jesus does not condemn
you. He is closer to you than ever and ready to strengthen and comfort you with his Holy Spirit. He’s
your fierce advocate and will set you free and tell you the same thing: “Neither do | [condemn you].
Go and sin no more.”

Coming back to my embarrassing story, what is your SIN number? Besides your social insur-
ance number, do you have the assurance of the forgiveness of your sins? Do you know Christ? And |
don’t mean if you've heard about him, do you KNOW him? If not yet, it’s never too late; go to him in
prayer; only he has the antidote to our sins.

The more we stay in sin, the easier it becomes; the longer we remain in sin, the farther we
stray from God. Make that U-Turn!

Arayik Harutyunyan resigns as
president of Artsakh

STEPANAKERT—Arayik Har-
utyunyan has announced his de-
cision to resign as the president
of the Republic of Artsakh.

Harutyunyan said the global
“unstable geopolitical situation”
and “Artsakh’s internal political
and social environments” require
flexibility and a change in ap-
proach in governance. “A change
in the primary actors is needed
in Artsakh, starting with me,”
Harutyunyan said in a message
posted on Facebook on August 31.

“My background and Azer-
baijan’s attitude towards it are
artificially creating a number
of conditions generating signifi-
cant problems with regard to our
further steps and flexible policy.
Besides, the defeat in the war
and the resulting difficulties that
emerged in the country reduced
trust in the authorities and espe-
cially the president, which rep-
resents a very serious obstacle to
further good governance,” Har-
utyunyan said.

Harutyunyan said he will
present his official resignation to
the Artsakh National Assembly
on September 1. Artsakh State
Minister Gurgen Nersisyan also
resigned, and Secretary of the
Security Council Samvel Sergey
Shahramanyan has been ap-
pointed to replace him.

Harutyunyan assumed the
presidency in May of 2020. He
served as president of Artsakh
during the 44-day war waged
by Azerbaijan in the fall of 2020,
which resulted in Armenia’s de-
feat and the loss of the seven dis-
tricts adjacent to Artsakh as well
as a large part of Artsakh itself.

Rumours of Harutyunyan’s
resignation had already been
circulating in Armenian and
Artsakh media. He recently en-
acted a constitutional amend-
ment that would give the Na-
tional Assembly the power to
elect an interim president in
case of his resignation.

The former president has
also faced pressure from other
local politicians to step down.
His decision comes days after
former Artsakh State Minister
Ruben Vardanyan demanded

his resignation.

In a Facebook address on Au-
gust 19, Vardanyan said that Ha-
rutyunyan had promised to re-
sign by the start of that week and
several times previously. “Some
of the eight people present at
that meeting did not believe your
word. Another part said, ‘Maybe
he is telling the truth this time,”
Vardanyan said.

Vardanyan’s video address
came days after members of a
state-controlled volunteer mil-
itia entered the Artsakh par-
liament in a show of support
for Harutyunyan on August 16.
They demanded a meeting with
the head of the Artsakh par-
liament Davit Ishkhanyan and
other parliamentarians, which
did not take place.

The militia was created
during the 2020 war. It is made
up of civilian volunteers and is
under the control of the Art-
sakh Defence Ministry. The
head of the militia Karen Mat-
evosyan said that the militia
was created to save Artsakh
from “elimination” and did not
intervene in domestic politics.

At the time, Ishkhanyan
called for “vigilance and restraint.”
“Steps taken by some people who
have appeared on public platforms
under the guise of false unification
calls aimed at destroying the foun-
dations of our statehood are un-
acceptable,” Ishkhanyan said in a
statement, without specifying who
he was referring to.

Ishkhanyan, a member of
the ARF Bureau and opposition
parliamentarian, was elected
the speaker of the Artsakh Na-
tional Assembly in a secret bal-
lot on August 7. He was nomin-
ated by the “Free Motherland-
United Civic Alliance” ruling
coalition led by Harutyunyan.

Both the ruling leadership
and opposition in Artsakh have
been increasingly critical of Ar-
menian Prime Minister Nikol
Pashinyan’s administration since
the 2020 Artsakh War, especially
PM Pashinyan’s announcement
that he is ready to recognize Art-
sakh as part of Azerbaijan.

Luis Moreno Ocampo: Genocide is
being carried out in Artsakh

STEPANAKERT—Luis
Moreno Ocampo, the former
chief prosecutor of the Inter-
national Criminal Court, stated
in an interview with the VOA
Armenian Service that Geno-
cide is being carried out in Art-
sakh (Nagorno-Karabagh) to-
day, News.am informed.

At the request of the Armen-
ian side, he presented his expert
opinion on the blocking of the
Lachin corridor by Azerbaijan and
the resultant catastrophic hu-
manitarian situation in Nagorno-
Karabagh. Reflecting on the five
variants of the crime defined by
the 1948 Genocide Convention,
Ocampo singled out the creation

of conditions for the extermina-
tion of a group of people, which
does not even foresee the exist-
ence of casualties.

The 15 judges of the Inter-
national Court of Justice unani-
mously decided that blocking
the Lachin corridor poses an
immediate threat to the lives
of people living in Nagorno-
Karabagh, he said. In his opin-
ion, the intentions of the Azer-
baijani side are obvious. Baku
continues to reject calls from
the international community
to reopen the Lachine corridor,
ignoring the ruling of the Inter-
national Court of Justice.

Thousands rally in Yerevan in support of Artsakh

YEREVAN—Thousands of people rallied in
Yerevan’s “Freedom Square” on September 2
on the occasion of the Republic of Artsakh’s
Independence Day to express their solidarity
and support for Artsakh and its people, which
have been facing an 8 month long blockade im-
posed by Azerbaijan.

The rally was organized by a coalition
comprised of parliamentary and extra-parlia-
mentary opposition parties and leaders, and
included the participation of various public
figures. Among the speakers at the rally were
Vazgen Manukyan, the first Prime Minister
of Armenia and co-founder of the Karabagh
Committee, which spearheaded the original
Arstakh movement in 1988.

The final speaker at the rally was ARF Su-
preme Body of Armenia Chairperson and Parlia-
ment Member from the “Armenia” faction Ish-
khan Saghatelyan. In his remarks, Saghatelyan
stated “today in Artsakh, an Armenian mother
with her hungry child in her arms refuses the
food offered by the enemy and declares that this
struggle is a struggle for identity, a struggle for
dignity, a struggle for living in the native land
and for self-determination. Long live Artsakh
Armenians, long live Artsakh. This rally is not
an ordinary rally, this gathering has an advan-
tage. Today, the nationwide voice of the Armen-
ian people is very important for our future steps
and actions. Today, the Diaspora clearly tell the
international community, our friendly allied
countries and our enemies that the agenda of
surrender brought by the RA authorities is not
the agenda of the Armenian people, the Armen-
ian people reject that agenda and are ready to
tight for their homeland.”

Addressing the people of Artsakh, he said
that with their endurance they are writing one
of the brightest pages in the recent history of
the Armenian people, that every Artsakh cit-

izen defends every village and city of Armenia
with his resistance. “Artsakh is the guarantor
of Armenia’s security, and therefore this is not
only the struggle of the people of Artsakh, this
is the struggle of the entire Armenian people,
and we express our full support and solidarity
to the struggle of Artsakh and the people of
Artsakh,” added Saghatelyan.

Addressing the international community
and actors, Saghatelyan first thanked all those
who gave a clear assessment of Azerbaijan’s ac-
tions and condemned those who apply double
standards and renounce their self-proclaimed
principles.

“Charles Michel says that the time has come
for brave compromises, referring also to yester-
day’s escalation by Azerbaijan. Mr. Michel, we
have nothing left to give in, we have something
to demand. The enemy is in the sovereign terri-
tory of the Republic of Armenia, our homeland
is occupied by Azerbaijan and is under siege, and
the Armenian people have no place to give up.
You and your puppet Nikol can no longer impose
new concessions on the Armenian people under
the threat of Azerbaijan’s power. All mediators,
international actors should clearly know that
the person who speaks on behalf of Armenia
does not represent the Armenian people and any
agreement reached with him is null and void.
Pashinyan has no legitimate right to recognize
Artsakh as a part of Azerbaijan according to the
Republic of Armenia’s legislation, its Constitu-
tion, and its Declaration of Independence. Art-
sakh will never be a part of Azerbaijan,” reiter-
ated Saghatelyan.

Saghatelyan concluded by saying that the
next rally will not be delayed, and noted that
active discussions are underway among the
opposition regarding steps to bring regime
change.

A devil in every detail:
The impossibility of the integration
of Artsakh into Azerbaijan

International and pan-Ar-
menian attention is currently
understandably focused on open-
ing the Lachin Corridor, since
that constitutes the immediate
and most visible mitigation of an
unsustainable situation for the
population of Nagorno Karabagh.
Nevertheless, it would be a dan-
gerous mistake to view the cur-
rent crisis in Nagorno Karabagh
merely as a humanitarian crisis.
The damage done by the blocking
of the Lachin Corridor by Azer-
baijan goes beyond the shortages
of food and medicine and other
necessities. An equally danger-
ous consequence of the block-
ade has been a shift in the focus
of international attention from
the right for self-determination,
autonomy, and independence of
the ethnic population of Nagorno
Karabagh, to humanitarian as-
sistance. This, and the concur-
rent shift of emphasis in the
international narrative around
Nagorno Karabagh, has created
the risk that international medi-
ators, once they “solve” the hu-
manitarian problem, will consid-
er the conflict resolved and their
job done.

What makes this risk real
and present is the fact that the
international mediators have
not yet shown the political will
to tackle the difficult challenge
and root cause of the blockade,
namely, Azerbaijan’s clearly
demonstrated intent for ethnic
cleansing and Genocide. There
seems to be a rush, perhaps even
a competition, among inter-

national mediators to achieve
(and then claim credit for) peace
between Armenia and Azerbai-
jan, at any cost, including turn-
ing the fate of the Armenians
of Nagorno Karabagh collateral
damage in the process.

Charles Michele, the
President of the EU, in his brief-
ing after the trilateral meet-
ings in Brussels in mid-July, was
deliberate in his exaggerated
optimism about the prospects
for peace between Armenia and
Azerbaijan; two points in his
briefing were telling: First, that
the two sides had accepted each
other’s territorial integrity with
specific square kilometers cited
as the area of each country, in
effect confirming Armenia’s rec-
ognition of Nagorno Karabagh,
as well as 8 Soviet era Azerbaijani
enclaves in Armenia proper, as
part of Azerbaijan; and second,
his praise of Azerbaijan’s willing-
ness to provide humanitarian
supplies to Nagorno Karabagh
through Aghdam. These two
points are significant because
they show total disregard for the
basic rights of the population of
Nagorno Karabagh.

In early July, the US Am-
bassador to Armenia, Christina
Quinn, was unambiguous in her
statement to the effect that Ar-
menians of Nagorno Karabagh
can live in peace as citizens of
Azerbaijan. Of course, the Gov-
ernment of Armenia itself has
formally and publicly accepted
that Nagorno Karabagh is part
of the territorial integrity of

Azerbaijan. And Russia is not far
behind, supporting the notion
that the Armenians of Nagorno
Karabagh have to accept Azer-
baijani rule.

Accepting that Nagorno
Karabagh is part of Azerbaijan
and that the Armenian popula-
tion there can be integrated in
and live comfortably as citizens
of Azerbaijan, has many un-
imaginable consequences that
make the premise simply impos-
sible. Those who advocate this as
a way forward have not thought
through these consequences.

This paper will not dwell on
the “territorial integrity” versus
“self-determination” debate, nor
will it delve into the complicated
history of the Nagorno Karabagh
conflict, nor on the lack of any
legal basis for Nagorno Karabagh
to be part of Azerbaijan. Instead,
it will highlight some of the
practical obstacles of integrat-
ing Nagorno Karabagh in the
Republic of Azerbaijan, a subject
generally absent from the inter-
national discourse on the region.

At the risk of repeating a
tired but true cliché, let me say
that in this case for sure the
devil is in the details. Some of
those details include, but are
not limited to, the following ob-
vious facts:

—Every able-bodied male
above 18 years of age has prob-
ably served in the Nagorno
Karabagh Defence Army. Ac-
cording to the regime in Baku,

FEDERAL INVESTMENT FOR EV CHARGERS IN QUEBEC

Canada is always looking for more opportunities to move
more and more to a greener future especially in the auto-
motive industry.

Making the switch to zero-emis-
sion vehicles leads to a greener, cleaner transportation sector
and brings us one step closer to achieving Canada’s target of
net-zero greenhouse gas emissions by 2050.”

THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT INVESTS IN
SNUNEYMUXW DAYCARE

During a joint press declaration made by Parm Bains, MP
for Steveston - Richmond East, and Michael Wyse, Chief of
Snuneymuxw First Nation (Xumtilum), a federal investment
of over $281,000 was announced to aid in the retrofitting of
the heating, ventilation, and air conditioning at the Snuney-
muxw Daycare in Nanaimo (BC).

This
important project aims to enhance our daycare’s air qual-
ity, lower energy usage, and improve overall operational ef-
ficiency,” said Chief Michael Wyse.

FEDERAL GOVERNMENT TEAMS UP WITH THE
NORTHERN ONTARIO ANGELS TO CREATE 750 JOBS

In a recent declaration made by Viviane Lapointe, MP
for Sudbury, and Marc G. Serré,MP for Nickel Belt and Par-
liamentary Secretary to the Minister of Official Languages,
a new investment from FedNor was announced consisting of
over $1-million for Northern Ontario Enterprise Gateway. This
investment for the not-for-profit organization will be used
to stimulate new investment opportunities in the region of
Northern Ontario.

these are terrorists. Thousands
of soldiers who defended their
homeland during past Karabagh
wars will be accused of terror-
ism and arrested, like the recent
case of Vagif Khachatryan, who
was abducted from a Red Cross
vehicle transporting him for
medical treatment, because the
Azerbaijan government mistook
him for his namesake, a former
soldier in the Nagorno Karabagh
Defence Army. Aliyev’s recent
promise of amnesty to Nagorno
Karabagh government officials
if they resigned and dissolved
the government, aside from be-
ing an utterly degrading offer
for the indigenous population
of Nagorno Karabagh, does not
inspire much hope that thou-
sands of soldiers in the Nagorno
Karabagh Defence Army will be
spared. Even if the Azerbaijan
government formulates some
kind of nominal umbrella “par-
don,” it will find enough loop-
holes for especially “grievous”
cases to arrest and try thou-
sands of military personnel.
—As citizens of Azerbaijan,
the Armenian men who some-
how do not get imprisoned or
executed, and the new genera-
tion coming of age, will be re-
quired to serve in Azerbaijan’s
army. These will be the young
men whose older brothers and
fathers fought in the Nagorno
Karabagh Defence Army, who
now would be forced to join the
very army their elders fought
against. Let that sink in for a
minute. And even if we imagine
that some of them somehow
manage to overcome this im-

pregnable psychological bar-
rier and do join the Azerbaijani
army, what will be waiting for
them in their military units? If
the treatment by Azerbaijan of
Armenian POWs is any indica-
tion, neither the safety nor the
life of Armenian conscripts in
the Azerbaijani army can be
guaranteed. Granted, conscripts
are not POWs; however, given
that they or their family mem-
bers have fought against the
Azerbaijani army in the past,
and given the widespread and
deep-rooted xenophobia against
Armenians in the Azerbaijani
army, they might as well be.

—The military pantheon in
Stepanakert, where the soldiers
who died defending Nagorno
Karabagh against Azerbaijan
are buried and revered as na-
tional heroes, will be desecrated
and eventually erased entirely.
The Armenian population, after
acquiring Azerbaijani citizen-
ship, is thus expected to simply
forget their heroes and accept
the erasure of their graves. This
is bound to happen, as destroy-
ing graves and entire cemeter-
ies is a well-established Azer-
baijani practice. The ethnic
cleansing of Nakhijevan did not
stop until every trace of past
Armenian life and heritage was
systematically erased.

—Even if we assume that
the Armenian population of
Nagorno Karabagh, or a seg-
ment of it, somehow manages
to accept all of the above, they
are bound to be second-class
citizens in “their” new country.
This does not have to be for-

mal, as it was in the Ottoman
empire, where Christians were
obliged to pay the jizya tax. But
it will certainly take place, con-
sidering the years of hatred and
xenophobia and Armenophobia
that generations of Azerbaijanis
have been conditioned by. It can
manifest itself in the form of im-
punity for crimes by Azerbaijani
citizens against Armenians, as
well as deliberate government
neglect of key infrastructure
projects in Armenian villages.
There is considerable evidence of
this from Azerbaijan’s behavior
in Soviet times when the roads
leading to Armenian villages in
Nagorno Karabagh were in much
worse shape than the general
roads in Azerbaijan. This will
affect also all other public servi-
ces—Armenian villages will not
have the same access to irriga-
tion water, emergency, health
and security services as Azer-
baijani villages. It is a persistent
way of making the population
feel oppressed and second-class,
with the intention of forcing
them out.

Journée de commémoration a
Stepanakert

STEPANAKERT—Le 2 aofit,
la journée de I'Indépendance de
I’Artsakh a été marquée a Stepa-
nakert par plusieurs manifesta-
tions publiques : un office d’ac-
tions de grace en la cathédrale
de la Protection de la Sainte-
Meére de Dieu, un défilé des
forces villes de la région et un
dépdt de gerbes au mémorial des
victimes de toutes les guerres.

Trois soldats arméniens tués lors
de nouveaux affrontements

EREVAN—Trois soldats
arméniens ont été tués et deux
autres blessés le 1re septembre
dans ce que le ministére de la
Défense d’Erevan a qualifié de
nouvelles violations de la tréve
azerbaidjanaise a la frontiere
entre ’Arménie et I’Azerbaidjan.

Le ministere a signalé les
deux premiéres victimes dans
la matinée, lorsque ses troupes
déployées pres du village fron-
talier de Sotk, dans la province
de Gegharkunik, a I'est de I'Ar-
ménie, ont essuyé des tirs trans-
frontaliers «intensifs». La partie
azerbaidjanaise utilise égale-
ment des mortiers pour frapper
les positions de I'armée armé-
nienne a cet endroit, a indiqué
le ministere, ajoutant que «l’in-
tensité des tirs» s'est atténuée a
11 h 20, heure locale.

Le ministere a fait état de
nouveaux tirs de mortier et de tirs
automatiques azerbaidjanais en
début d’aprés-midi. Les troupes
azerbaidjanaises ciblent égale-
ment les positions arméniennes
prés de Norabak, un autre Gegha-
rkunik proche de Sotk.

«Les unités de I'armée ar-
ménienne prennent les mesures
défensives nécessaires», indique
un nouveau communiqué du
ministere.

L'armée azerbaidjanaise
a déclaré, quant a elle, quelle
prenait des «mesures de repré-
sailles» aprés que trois de ses

soldats ont été blessés par les
forces arméniennes. Le minis-
tére azerbaidjanais des affaires
étrangeéres a publié une décla-
ration accusant Erevan d’attiser
les tensions le long de la fron-
tiere pour tromper la commu-
nauté internationale.

Bakou a accusé a plusieurs
reprises la partie arménienne
d’avoir violé le cessez-le-feu dans
la méme zone la veille. Le minis-
tére arménien de la défense a
rejeté cette «désinformationy,
affirmant qu'elle visait a justifier
«une nouvelle provocation».

La région de Sotk est 'une
des sections les plus instables
de la longue frontiére entre
I’Arménie et ’Azerbaidjan de-
puis la guerre de 2020 dans le
Haut-Karabagh. Des combats
meurtriers y ont fait rage pen-
dant plusieurs jours consécutifs
au début du mois de mai.

La plus grande mine d’or
d’Arménie, située pres de Sotk,
a interrompu ses opérations de
production en avril en raison
de tirs transfrontaliers systé-
matiques visant ses travailleurs
et ses installations de produc-
tion. Le village a été bombardé
par 'armée azerbaidjanaise et
a subi de lourds dommages lors
d’affrontements a plus grande
échelle qui ont éclaté a cet en-
droit et dans d’autres sections de
la frontiére en septembre 2022.

Déclaration du ministére des Affaires étrangéres
d’Artsakh a I'occasion du jour de I'indépendance

Il y a 32 ans, le 2 septembre 1991, une
session conjointe des conseils des députés du
peuple de la région autonome du Haut-Kara-
bagh et de la région de Shahumyan a proclamé
la République du Haut-Karabagh.

Depuis le jour de I'assujettissement illégal
du Haut-Karabagh a I’Azerbaidjan, le 5 juillet
2021, et tout au long de son séjour au sein de
la RSS d’Azerbaidjan, la politique d’apartheid
et de discrimination s’est intensifiée dans le
Haut-Karabagh, une atmosphere de haine et
d’intolérance a été créée a I’égard du peuple
arménien autochtone, ce qui a entrainé des
affrontements armés, des pertes humaines et
la déportation massive de la population civile
des villages arméniens.

Pour empécher le cours désastreux des évé-
nements, le peuple du Haut-Karabagh a exercé son
droit consacré par la Constitution de I'URSS et les
lois en vigueur, en particulier la disposition de la
loi du Soviet supréme de I'URSS «Sur la sécession
des républiques de I'Union de 'URSS» datée du 3
avril 1990, selon laquelle «les peuples de I'Union
du Haut-Karabagh et du Haut-Karabagh ont le
droit de se séparer de I'URSS», 1990, selon laquelle
«les peuples des républiques autonomes et des
formations autonomes conservent le droit de ré-
soudre de maniére indépendante la question de
leur maintien dans ['URSS ou dans la république
de I'Union qui a fait sécession, ainsi que de sou-
lever la question de leur statut juridique d’Etat».

L'indépendance du Haut-Karabagh a été
réaffirmée par les résultats du référendum
national organisé le 10 décembre 1991 et par la
déclaration d’indépendance adoptée le 6 jan-
vier 1992 lors de la premiére session du Conseil
supréme de la République du Haut-Karabagh.

Trente ans plus tard, I’Azerbaidjan occu-
pait une partie importante du territoire de la
République d’Artsakh a la suite d’'une guerre

a grande échelle qu'il avait déclenchée. Dans
le but de parvenir a la désarménisation défini-
tive de I’Artsakh, ignorant les dispositions de
la Déclaration trilatérale du 9 novembre 2020,
les décisions juridiquement contraignantes de
la Cour internationale de justice et de la CEDH,
ainsi que les nombreux appels de la communau-
té internationale, ’Azerbaidjan a maintenu les
120 000 habitants de I’Artsakh en état de siege
total pendant environ 9 mois depuis décembre
2022, les privant de tous les droits et libertés
fondamentaux, créant des conditions de vie
insoutenables et les soumettant a la famine.

Compte tenu des faits susmentionnés,
ainsi que des menaces constantes contre le
peuple d’Artsakh et des appels aux représailles
lancés par les autorités azerbaidjanaises, la re-
connaissance internationale de la République
d’Artsakh peut devenir 'une des garanties
fondamentales et importantes de la préven-
tion de la politique génocidaire a I’encontre du
peuple d’Artsakh.

Exprimant notre gratitude a tous les fils
arméniens qui ont lutté pour le droit a I'auto-
détermination et a la liberté du peuple d’Art-
sakh, et nous inclinant devant la mémoire
de nos héros martyrisés au cours des trois
guerres d’Artsakh, nous réaffirmons que I'Art-
sakh a été et reste le noyau de l'unité pan-ar-
ménienne, poursuivant la voie qu’il a choisie et
luttant pour notre dignité.

Nous appelons tous les acteurs interna-
tionaux impliqués dans le processus de regle-
ment du conflit entre I’Azerbaidjan et le Ka-
rabagh a prendre des mesures immédiates et
efficaces pour empécher le nettoyage ethnique
de I’Artsakh et la déportation de son peuple
indigene hors de sa patrie.

L'Azerbaidjan s’arme activement:
qui I'arme et pourquoi?

EREVAN—Sous les yeux de
la communauté internationale,
I'’Azerbaidjan continue de se do-
ter d’armes offensives. Les infor-
mations proviennent de sources
ouvertes, sur lesquelles les ex-
perts militaires attirent I’atten-
tion. La fréquence des vols des
avions cargo azéris au cours du
mois dernier contient également
quelques indices. Ce n'est pas un
hasard si, au cours du mois der-
nier, I’Azerbaidjan a également
activé le flux de désinformation
sur les provocations frontaliéres.

Au moins quatre avions
cargo ont été envoyés d’Israél
vers I’Azerbaidjan le mois der-
nier. les 15, 16, 29 ao(it et 2 sep-
tembre. Les vols sont effectués
depuis la base aérienne israé-
lienne «Ovdany. Ces informations
obtenues a partir de sources
ouvertes sont suffisantes pour
comprendre de quel type de
vols nous parlons.

L'expert militaire Karen
Hovhannisyan affirme que la
base aérienne «Ovday, située
dans la partie sud et la plus dé-
sertique d’Israél, est le seul aé-
roport d’Israél ou des matieres
explosives sont transportées
par voie aérienne. Un nombre
limité de compagnies aériennes
peuvent atterrir sur cette base
aérienne, Parmi eux se trouve la

compagnie aérienne cargo azé-
rie «Silk Way Airlines».

«Soit des avions transpor-
tant des explosifs décollent de
cet aéroport, soit des avions
importent des explosifs vers le
territoire israélien. Cet aéroport
est utilisé exclusivement a des
fins militaires depuis les années
1980. En jugeant et en analysant
les vols intensifs de [’Azerbaid-
jan, en particulier les avions
cargo, on peut supposer que
I’Azerbaidjan est en réalité en-
gagé dans le transport d’armes
et de munitions.»

Le dernier vol de I’avion
azéri depuis la base aérienne
d’«Ovda» a été enregistré le 3
septembre. L'Azerbaidjan s'est
armé avec une telle intensité
aussi avant la guerre de 44 jours.
Selon I'analyste, cela indique que
la région se prépare a de nou-
velles opérations militaires.

Ce n’est peut-étre pas une
coincidence si, au cours du mois
dernier, I’Azerbaidjan a égale-
ment activé le flux de désin-
formation sur les provocations
frontalieres. Au cours des der-
niers jours, le ministére armé-
nien de la Défense a démenti
plusieurs informations erronées.

«Nous continuons d’assis-
ter aux manifestations d’une
guerre hybride, dit I'expert.

Toutefois, les acteurs ont des
intéréts différents dans le Sud-
Caucase. Les objectifs de 'Azer-
baidjan et de la Turquie d’impli-
quer I’Arménie dans une nou-
velle guerre sont plus qu’évi-
dents, les objectifs d’Israél sont
plus ambitieux».

«En fait, Israél est bien plus
intéressé par la région et a des ob-
jectifs de grande envergure que
la Turquie. Si la Turquie et I'Azer-
baidjan s'intéressent au «corridor
de Zangezur, alors Israél s'inté-
resse a la République islamique
d’Iran. Pour Israél, ’Azerbaidjan
est un trés bon Etat allié qui lui
permet d’utiliser le territoire
azéri a long terme comme plate-
forme en cas d’éventuelles opé-
rations militaires contre la Répu-
blique islamique d’Iran.»

Et que devrait faire '’Armé-
nie avec cette information? A
partir du moment ot la Russie a
arrété ses livraisons d’armes en
raison de la guerre en Ukraine,
I’Arménie a commencé a cher-
cher des solutions alternatives.
Méme si I'Etat s’efforce de ne
pas ouvrir les parentheéses sur
la question du réapprovisionne-
ment en armements, des fuites
d’informations se produisent
régulierement, notamment de
la part de la presse indienne.

EREVAN—L'Azerbaidjan n’a
toujours pas répondu aux nou-
velles propositions de ’Arménie
sur un traité de paix, a déclaré
le 4 septembre a la presse le
vice-premier ministre armé-
nien Mher Grigoryan.

Le président du Karabagh s’explique sur les raisons de sa démission

Dans un contexte délétére de crise humanitaire aux ac-
cents génocidaires provoquée par le régime azerbaidjanais,
qui soumet depuis neuf mois les 120 000 arméniens du Haut-
Karabagh a un blocus drastique, le président du territoire
arménien disputé Arayik Haroutiounian a annoncé jeudi 31
aofit sa décision de démissionner d’'un poste qui est devenu, il
est vrai, difficilement tenable.

Le président du Karabagh, qui avait conservé ses fonc-
tions malgré la cinglante défaite militaire infligée par I'ar-
mée azérie lors de la guerre de 'automne 2020, passait pour
étre «I’homme de Nikol Pachinian» sur une scéne politique
locale plutdt hostile au premier ministre d’Arménie, jugé
trop prompt au compromis avec I’Azerbaidjan, dont il avait
ainsi reconnu en mai dernier la souveraineté sur le Kara-
bagh, suscitant un tollé dans la région comme au sein de
I'opposition en Arménie.

L'une des derniéres mesures fortes de Haroutiounian
aura été d’ailleurs de démettre de ses fonctions le milliar-
daire et philanthrope arménien de Russie Ruben Vardanyan,
qui devra quitter en février dernier le poste de premier
ministre du Karabagh auquel il avait été investi moins de
quatre mois auparavant, sous la double pression de Bakou
et de Erevan qui le désignaient plus ou moins ouvertement
comme «’homme de Moscou».

Depuis lors, le président du Karabagh a montré plutét pro-
fil bas, prétant certes sa voix aux appels lancés a la communauté
internationale dénongant le génocide qu'est en train de perpétrer
I'Azerbaidjan sur les arméniens du Karabagh en les affamant et
en les asphyxiant avec le blocage du corridor de Latchine, unique
route reliant le Karabagh a '’Arménie et au reste du monde, mais
critiqué pour ne pas se montrer a la hauteur de sa tiche et des défis
existentiels auxquels est confrontée la population du territoire
arménien, notamment lorsqu’il annonce se joindre a un sit in a
Stepanakert pour dénoncer la politique génocidaire de Bakou, un
geste minimal qui lui vaut les sarcasmes de ses détracteurs.

Dans ces conditions, la position de Haroutiounian était
devenue pour le moins inconfortable et sa démission iné-
luctable, méme si elle ne saurait étre mise sur le compte,
du moins on l'espére, d’'une manceuvre visant a éviter les
foudres du régime azéri qui avait annoncé, il y a quelques
semaines, sa disposition a ne pas poursuivre les respon-
sables du Haut-Karabagh et a leur garantir 'amnistie si
ceux-ci quittaient leurs fonctions, une déclaration qui
avait été saluée comme un geste de compromis et un élan
de magnanimité par la diplomatie américaine, au grand

dam des arméniens.

Le président du Karabagh, qui ne saurait d’ailleurs étre
couvert par les promesses d’impunité de Bakou, en raison de
I'importance de ses fonctions qui le désignaient comme le chef
de I'armée de défense du Karabagh durant la guerre sanglante
de 'automne 2020, s'est expliqué sur les raisons de cette démis-
sion dans une déclaration écrite le 30 aofit. Haroutiounian a
notamment indiqué que la région peuplée majoritairement
d’arméniens avait besoin d'une nouvelle direction en vue de
mieux relever les importants défis auxquels elle fait face prés
de trois ans apres la guerre désastreuses avec ’Azerbaidjan dont
elle n'a pas fini de solder les comptes.

«Mon parcours personnel et I'attitude de 'Azerbaidjan le
concernant créent de maniére artificielle un certain nombre de
conditions a l'origine de problémes graves contrariant les pro-
chaines étapes et une politique plus flexible «, a expliqué le pré-
sident démissionnaire, laissant ainsi entendre qu'il serait un obs-
tacle au dialogue obligé avec les autorités de Bakou. «Par ailleurs,
la défaite dans la guerre et les difficultés quelle a fait naitre dans
le pays ont réduit la confiance dans les autorités et spécialement
dans le président, ce qui représente un obstacle trés important a
la mise en place d’une bonne gouvernance «, a ajouté Haroutiou-
nian. Celui-ci a précisé qu'il avait pris la décision de démissionner
apres deux jours d’analyse de ses «contacts avec tous les acteurs
intérieurs et extérieurs et avec I'opinion publique», en ajoutant
qu'il soumettrait officiellement sa démission au Parlement du
Karabagh le lendemain.

Haroutiounian a réguliérement alimenté les spéculations
sur sa démission depuis que 'Azerbaidjan a organisé, le 12 dé-
cembre, le blocage du corridor de Latchine. Ainsi, en mars, il
avait apporté son active contribution au vote d’un amendement
constitutionnel qui autorise le Parlement local a élire un pré-
sident par intérim au cas ol il démissionnerait. Selon les termes
de cet amendement, le président intérimaire ainsi élu assurerait
le mandat de cing ans de Haroutiounian jusqu'au terme prévu,
soit en mai 2025.

Le leader du Karabagh n’a toutefois pas fait connaitre le
nom de celui qu'il souhaiterait voir lui succéder a ce poste.
Selon certains media arméniens, cest le secrétaire de son
conseil de sécurité, Samvel Shahramanian, qui aurait sa
préférence et serait le mieux placé pour assurer 'intérim.
Shahramanian a d’ailleurs été désigné par Haroutiounian
au poste de ministre d’Etat, soit le numéro deux de I'exécu-
tif du Karabagh. Il figurait au nombre des représentants du
Karabagh qui avaient tenté un premier tour de pourparlers

directs avec les responsables azéris en début d’année au QG
du contingent des soldats de la paix russe, dans le Karabagh.

Haroutiounian conserve une influence non négligeable sur
la scéne politique locale, puisque son parti est celui qui contrdle le
plus grand nombre de siéges au Parlement de Stepanakert, méme
s'il ne détient pas la majorité absolue. Il ne s'était pas opposé a
la promotion d’une figure de proue de 'opposition locale, Davit
Ishkhanian, au poste de vice-président du Parlement en aofit. Et
cest donc a Ishkhanian qu'il reviendra d’assumer les fonctions
présidentielles jusqu'al’élection du successeur de Haroutiounian.

Si elle était attendue depuis plusieurs mois, la démission de
Haroutiounian semble avoir été précipitée par le durcissement,
alami-juin, du blocus du corridor de Latchine par 'Azerbaidjan,
qui interdit depuis tout trafic humanitaire sur cet axe vital, ag-
gravant les pénuries de denrées alimentaires, de médicaments et
d’autres produits de premiére nécessité dans le territoire armé-
nien assiégé. Les autorités arméniennes a Stepanakert ont admis
que larégion était a court de farine, et donc de pain, qui est deve-
nu une denrée rare provoquant des files d’attente interminables
devant les boulangeries. Elles ont fait savoir que dorénavant, le
pain sera drastiquement rationné lui aussi et chaque famille de
la capitale et des autres localités du Karabagh ne pourra acheter
plus d’un pain quotidien.

Pourtant, malgré cette crise humanitaire sans précé-
dent, les habitants du Karabagh résistent aux tentatives de
Bakou d’approvisionner la région depuis 1’Azerbaidjan, par
la route d’Akna (Aghdam), a I'est du Karabagh, ot les autori-
tés azéries, parfaitement conscientes des besoins des Armé-
niens du Karabagh qu’elles ont-elles mémes provoqués par
leur blocus, ont dépéché deux camions remplis de quarante
tonnes de farine.

Les habitants du Karabagh, mais aussi les soldats de la
paix russes, bloquent cet axe prétendument alternatif pro-
posé par Bakou, qui aurait pour seul objectif d’évincer le
corridor de Latchine et de couper de '’Arménie un Karabagh
qui serait soumis a l'autorité de I’Azerbaidjan, un scénario
que rejettent farouchement les arméniens du Karabagh. Les
principales formations politiques du Karabagh, dont le parti
de Haroutiounian, ont régulierement dénoncé la disposition
du premier ministre d’Arménie Nikol Pachinian a recon-
naitre la souveraineté de I’Azerbaidjan sur le Karabagh, un
engagement dont la Russie rappelait encore une fois qu'elle
avait changé la donne et les termes du mandat de la force de
paix russe dans la région.
