WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:

Deuteronomy is a record of three big sermons given by Moses to
a new generation of Israelites who were preparing to enter the
Promised Land. The first is found in chapters 1-4 and is about how
the Israelites’ disobedience led to their wandering in the desert; it
teaches the importance of obedience. The second sermon is found
in chapters 5-26 and is about the commandments and the law.
The third in chapters 29-33 and is a reminder of God’s blessings;
it also describes how a new leader, Joshua, is to take over from
Moses.

WHY READ IT?
Deuteronomy shows us the last words of Moses before he dies,
and in it we see much more about God’s tenderness and care than
in the other first books of the Bible. We know that God disciplines
us and wants us to live correctly, but Moses teaches that this is
because he loves us and wants what is best for us.

your attention on what you are for, which is to educate and feed people, thus your compassion leads you to a loving solution
rather than an angry reaction.

As Shakespeare says in this inspiring piece, mercy is “mightiest in the mightiest.” That is, the more powerful you are as a per-
son, the more power you will display through your mercy, and the less need you will have to display your symbols of authority.
Put the ideas of this passage by one of the world’s greatest wordsmiths into your life by practicing the following:

When you find yourself facing a situation in which you are going to apportion justice, see the two sides of your own person-
ality very clearly. The one side is the king who has the power of retribution, the other side is the mercy merchant who sends
love and compassion first and foremost. By all means seek justice, but season it well with mercy.

Give yourself the compassion you deserve for any and all past actions. Stop judging yourself harshly. All those errors and
wrong actions were necessary for you to get beyond that place in your life. Be kind to yourself and eliminate any ill feelings
Once you have stated how you feel, and justice has been done, then let go. | mean let go now! Don’t hold on to grudges and

use constant reminders to keep others in a state of guilt while maintaining your own dissonance as well. Let it go.

There are lots of different ways to share our faith. It can be
through sharing our own story of what God has done in our lives,
or telling people that they are loved by God, or showing them a
video about the Christian message. Evangelism can also be done
through the way we live our lives — for example, not stealing, not
swearing and being different from the world around us.

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Prominent Istanbul Armenian
attacked in apparent hate crime

ISTANBUL—A well-known
member of the Armenian com-
munity in Istanbul was at-
tacked while at a market in an
apparent hate crime.

Garo Kaprielian, a promin-
ent figure in the Istanbul Armen-
ian community, was attacked by
employees of a market in Istan-
bul, the Agos Armenian news-
paper reported on August 2.

During the attack, the as-
sailants shouted racially-charged
and discriminatory insults, ac-

cording to Kaprielian, who re-
counted the incident to Agos.

He told the Istanbul-based
newspaper that he suffered a
broken finger and bruises to his
face.

Law enforcement said that
the case would be referred to
the prosecutor’s office for a
pending investigation.

In a statement, the Istan-
bul Armenian Patriarchate con-
demned the incident, calling it an
“unacceptable and racist attack.”

Kremlin tells Yerevan to not
‘repeat Ukraine scenario’

MOSCOW—The Kremlin re-
acted to last week’s allocation
of 10 million euros in military
assistance to Armenia by the
European Union by expressing
hope that Yerevan will not ‘re-
peat the Ukraine scenario.

Saying that Russia considers
Armenia a “brotherly country,”
the Kremlin spokesperson, Dmitry
Peskov, said that Yerevan does not
follow the path chosen by the Kyiv
regime, in its aspirations to deepen
ties with the EU and the West.

“Armenia is a sovereign
country that chooses its own pri-
ority areas of interaction. At the

same time, for Russia, Armenia
remains our ally, a brotherly
country,” Peskov emphasized.

“We respect such searches,
but only we would not want
these searches to be carried out
in the manner that the Kiev re-
gime once chose,” Peskov added.

In addition to the EU’s pledge
for military assistance, the bloc
also announced that it will begin
visa liberalization talks with
Yerevan. At the same time, the
United States announced that it
was embedding a U.S. Army rep-
resentative inside Armenia’s de-
fence ministry.

Ankara continues to hammer preconditions for
normalization with Armenia

ANKARA, YEREVAN — Turkey continued
to hammer preconditions for normalization of
relations with Armenia, despite a commitment
from the two countries, emphasized as recent-
ly as July 30, that the talks should progress
without preconditions.

Turkey’s Foreign Minister Hakan Fidan
said on August 1, that his country will open
its border with Armenia if Yerevan negotiates
a peace agreement with Baku—one that is fa-
vourable and acceptable to Azerbaijan.

“Meetings between Armenia and Azerbai-
jan continue, and we must prepare our scen-
ario in case of the normalization of Armenian-
Azerbaijani relations,” Fidan told the Turkish
daily Sabah.

“The work in that direction continues. We
could implement the positive scenario; that is,
open the border with Armenia.”

The statement comes two days after Ar-
menian and Turkish special envoys resumed
stalled talks Tuesday. The the representatives,
Ruben Rubinyan and Serdar Kilic, reaffirmed
their country’s commitment to continuing the
talks without preconditions and explored the
possibility of restoring a rail link on the bor-
der of the two countries.

Identical statements issued by Yerevan and
Ankara following the envoys’ meeting said that
“they reemphasized their agreement to con-
tinue the normalization process without any

preconditions towards achieving the ultimate
goal of full normalization between their re-
spective countries.”

Despite this, the Turkish government, and
its head, President Recep Tayyip Erdogan, have
set preconditions and have pressured Armenia
to agree to an Azerbaijani proposal to open a
“corridor” through Armenia to Nakhichevan.
As recently as last month, Erdogan reaffirmed
this precondition.

In July, 2022, the last time Rubinyan and
Kilic held talks on normalization of ties, Yere-
van and Ankara agreed to open the border to
holders of Armenian and Turkish diplomatic
passports, as well as citizens of third countries.

To this end, the Armenian government,
earlier this year, completed the renovation
of the Margara border crossing point, where
Rubinyan and Kilic reportedly met on Tuesday.

Armenia’s State Revenue Chair Rustam
Badasyan said that the Margara checkpoint is
ready and operational.

“The Margara checkpoint has long been
ready to serve citizens of third countries and
diplomatic passport holders,” Badasyan said
at a press briefing on August 1, the same day
Fidan, the Turkish foreign minister, continued
to insist on preconditions.

Asked when the checkpoint will be
opened, he said, “I don’t know. There must be
a political decision.”

Health Minister approves use of deadly stun
grenades deployed against opposition protesters

YEREVAN — Armenia’s
Health Minister Anahit Avanesyan
onJuly 25 defended her controver-
sial decision to allow riot police to
use more powerful stun grenades
which some experts say can kill
protesters.

Avanesyan formally added
the Russian-made Zarya-3 gren-
ades to a list of crowd control
equipment authorized by her
ministry on June 26, two weeks
after security forces clashed
outside the Armenian parlia-
ment building with protesters
demanding Prime Minister Nikol
Pashinian’s resignation.

The police fired an unpreced-
ented number of stun grenades
during those clashes, injuring at
least 83 protesters and 8 journal-
ists. According to the Ministry
of Health, 57 of them sustained
shrapnel wounds which experts
say could have been caused by
Zarya-3 but not other explosive
devices previously used against
protesters in Armenia. One pro-
tester had three of his fingers am-
putated as a result.

Research conducted by the

Yerevan-based Union of In-
formed Citizens (UIC) backed
opposition claims that the po-
lice used Zarya-3 without the
ministry’s permission. The po-
lice have not denied that.

“Life changes and there
emerge certain situations that
necessitate changes in our legal
acts,” Avanesyan told reporters,
commenting on her June 26 de-
cision.

Asked about possible life-
threatening consequences of
Zarya-3 explosions, the minister
said: “I'm not the one who evalu-
ates that. I said, there is a profes-
sional body which decides, based
on international experience and
possible health risks resulting
from the use of that equip-
ment, whether or not to add that
equipment to our list.”

The “professional body” con-
sists of officials from two agen-
cies subordinate to the Ministry
of Health. Its approval of Zarya-3
cited by Avanesyan is at odds with
statements made by two retired
police generals who used to be
heavily involved in crowd control.

One of them, former na-
tional police chief Valeri Osipyan,
insisted earlier this month that
protesters can potentially be
killed by Zarya-3 blasts. This is
why, he said, security forces had
previously used that type of stun
grenade only for “disarming
criminals and gangs.”

Levon Yeranosyan, a former
commander of Armenian interior
troops, likewise told RFE/RLs Ar-
menian Service last month that
Zarya-3 was never used against
protesters before Pashinian came
to power in 2018.

Earlier in June, Yeranosyan,
was sentenced to four years in
prison for ordering riot police
to fire less powerful Zarya-2
grenades at Pashinian-led pro-
testers in 2018. Yeranosyan
avoided imprisonment thanks
to a general amnesty.

According to Russia’s lead-
ing state arms exporter, Zarya-3
is “designed to temporarily sup-
press mental stability of armed
criminals with acoustic and
light effects.”

The making of Zoryan Institute: a National Research
Centre and Diaspora Studies

In the late 1970s, a small
group of Armenians absorbed
with questions about their his-
tory, their identity, and their
future as a nation, concluded
that there was a crucial need for
a place to think critically about
the Armenian reality. These in-
dividuals, propelled by deeply
felt intellectual concerns and
a strong desire for change, set
about to conceptualize an in-
stitution which would provide
a forum for free and critical
thinking about contemporary
issues affecting the Armenian
people, through a process which
would be analytical, scholarly,
and detached. This forum would
facilitate intellectuals and the

community at large to raise sub-
stantial questions about contem-
porary Armenian history, iden-
tity, and would help to develop
new perspectives on vital issues,
both current and future. Among
its primary goals would be for
the Armenian people to express
their history in their own voice
and to define themselves, to
understand the forces and fac-
tors that have brought them
to where they are today. The
founders of the Institute also
intended to help the education
and involvement of the people
at a higher level of discourse
without claiming to have all the
answers. This process would in-
clude the continuous, systematic

re-examination and re-evalua-
tion of their reality.

In 1982, this small group of
Armenians founded the Zoryan
Institute with the goal of carry-
ing out research and documen-
tation in three areas which
were either neglected or not
studied with sufficiently high
standards of scholarship. These
were Genocide, Diaspora, and
Armenian Studies.

The modern Armenian di-
aspora is shaped by key events
which caused waves of emigra-
tion, namely the 1915 Genocide
committed by the Ottoman
Empire, the events of WWII,

Les
Fruits de Mer Madeleine Inc. will use their portion of the fund-
ing to purchase and install a brand new sorter machine, for snow
crab, that will help the companies efficiently and aim to increase
production levels. The third company to receive funding is Re-
groupement des pécheurs professionnels des les-de-la-Madel-
eine. They will be using the funding to purchase a new fleet of
ropeless submersible buoys, that will be used to perform tests in
a designated commercial snow crab fishery.

“Today, we are announcing important funding for the
fishing industry in the Magdalen Islands. Investments made
under the Quebec Fisheries Fund will help stimulate our local,
provincial and national economies. It’s further proof that the
Government of Canada is there for our coastal communities
and our fish harvesters,” said Diane Lebouthillier, Minister of
Fisheries, Oceans and the Canadian Coast Guard.

and the collapse of the Soviet
Union. Today, over two-thirds
of Armenians live outside of Ar-
menia proper, dispersed across
North America, Latin Amer-
ica, Europe, and the Middle
East. With such a large diaspora,
it was critical to understand the
phenomenon of “diaspora” as
a foundational point of refer-
ence, the collective Armenian
diasporic concerns, and local
experiences across the various
diaspora centers. Issues such as
assimilation, loss of language,
intermarriage, preservation of
culture, and the struggle for
genocide recognition were all
shared concerns across the Ar-
menian diaspora.

A number of questions
emerged when examining iden-
tity within diaspora: What does
it mean for a diasporan Armen-
ian to be defined as an Armen-
ian when they have not lived in
Armenia for generations — in
some cases for centuries? What
are the markers of Armenian
identity — language, religion,
culture, a nation-state? Can one
have multiple cultural iden-
tities, and if so, how do they
interact? Is one cultural iden-
tity dominant, and if so, what
are the implications of this
dominance? Finally, what is the
role of the Armenians in dias-
pora towards Armenia’s future
as an independent nation and a
homeland?

In search of answers to
these questions, Zoryan’s dias-
pora studies division, engaged
its diaspora in several projects,
programs, and publications to
further expand the existing
scholarship on diaspora
through the comparative study
of other dias-

the opportunity, the Institute
would like to express their
gratitude and appreciation
to Professor Tololyan for his
unique intellectual contribu-
tion to the establishment and
success of the journal.

In dealing with contempor-
ary Armenian realities, it would
have been impossible not to deal
with the presence and influence
of Armenia on the diaspora. Arti-
cles such as “Between Ambiva-
lence and Intrusion: Politics and
Identity in Armenia-Diaspora
Relations”, “The Myth and Real-
ity of ‘Return’ — Diaspora in the
‘Homeland’”, and “We Are All
Armenian: Voices from the Dias-
pora” examined the complexities
of Armenia-Diaspora relations.

Unfortunately, Diaspora soon
faced financial challenges; the
deficit of the first two volumes of
Diaspora in 1991 and 1992 alone,
amounted to over $75,000. Low
subscribership due to the limited
market universe for the journal
and high operational costs further
impacted the viability of the jour-
nal, causing delays in publication
and production. This prompted
the Institute’s board to find a more
feasible arrangement. The found-
ing members of Zoryan Institute
and the University of Toronto
Press (UTP), entered into a 50/50
partnership in the publication and
production of Diaspora was moved
to its new home where the journal
continues to be published today.

For many Armenians, Ar-
menia has represented the con-
cept of a homeland — a cultural
and spiritual centre, and as a
state, a guarantor of Armenian
nationhood. However, Armenia
has also been a source of ser-
ious friction between various

elements within the Armenian
diaspora. There exist conflict-
ing views if whether the state
is providing the security, eco-
nomic viability, religious free-
dom, and finally if the cultural
identity is preserved in today’s
Armenia. The Institute strongly
felt that the Diaspora had a spe-
cial responsibility to help solve
problems and the filling of a
certain void in the homeland.

The Zoryan Institute has
come a long way over the past
42 years, owing to the dedica-
tion and efforts of its founders,
Academic Board of Directors,
associated scholars, editors, the
staff, and numerous committed
volunteers and donor-support-
ers worldwide. Zoryan’s work
is not just an intellectual exer-
cise - it is designed to serve as
a forum for research, analysis,
raising awareness, and creating
discourse for the purpose of de-
veloping and planning practical
concepts related to the nation’s
future progress and diaspora-
homeland relations.

Reflecting on where the
nation was at the time Zoryan
was established compared to to-
day, it is evident that the global
landscape has radically trans-
formed. The Soviet Union is
gone, and Armenia is independ-
ent, with a prosperous and vi-
brant Diaspora.

As a nation-state, Armenia
once again has the opportunity
to define its identity, to shape
its future, and to make its place
among the family of nations
within international norms. As
it has in the past, the Zoryan In-
stitute will continue its pursuits
to contribute to the intellectual
frameworks that support Ar-
menia’s development and en-
hance diaspora engagement.

Les conditions d’Ankara pour le dialogue
«sans préconditions»

EREVAN, ANKARA — Deux jours apres la
rencontre, le 30 juillet, des envoyés spéciaux
turc et arménien sur un point de la frontiere
arméno-turque qui accueillait le 5e tour de
pourparlers en vue de la réouverture de cette
frontiere et d’une normalisation des relations
entre la Turquie et ’Arménie, la Turquie a une
fois encore réitéré ses conditions pour le suc-
ces d’un dialogue qu’elle présente par ailleurs
comme «sans préconditions». La Turquie n'ou-
vrira sa frontiére avec I’Arménie, qu’elle avait
définitivement fermée en 1993 en solidarité
avec I’Azerbaidjan qui était en passe de perdre
la premiere guerre du Karabagh contre les ar-
méniens, qu'a la condition que ’Arménie négo-
cie un accord de paix avec I’Azerbaidjan, en po-
sition de force depuis qu’il a remporté la guerre
sur ’Arménie en 2020 puis repris le contréle du
Karabagh arménien en octobre 2023.

C’est ce qu’a souligné le ministre turc
des affaires Hakan Fidan dans une interview
publiée le ler aofit ler aolit. «Les rencontres
entre '’Arménie et ’Azerbaidjan continuent, et
nous devons préparer notre scenario en cas de
normalisation des relations arméno-azéries»,
a indiqué Fidan dans cet entretien accordé au
quotidien turc Sabah en ajoutant: «Le travail
dans cette direction continue. Nous pourrions
mettre en ceuvre le scenario positif; a savoir,
ouvrir la frontiére avec ’Arménie».

Depuis plus de trois décennies, Ankara a
conditionné l'ouverture de la frontiere turco-
arménienne et ’établissement de relations
diplomatiques avec Erevan a un réglement du
conflit arméno-azéri qui serait conforme aux
exigences de Bakou. Les dirigeants turcs s’en
sont tenus a cette condition méme apres le
lancement du dialogue de normalisation avec

Précisant la nature de cette condition, le
président turc Recep Tayyip Erdogan a réitéré
le mois dernier 'exigence d’Ankara relayant
celle de son allié azerbaidjanais selon laquelle
un accord de paix arméno-azéri devait prévoir
I’'aménagement d’un corridor terrestre via
I’Arménie reliant I’Azerbaidjan a son enclave
du Nakhitchevan.

Les envoyés spéciaux turc et arménien ont
repris leur dialogue le 30 juillet aprés une pause
de deux ans. Ils se sont montrés d’accord pour
explorer les modalités d’une restauration de la
liaison ferroviaire entre les deux Ftats voisins,
en déshérence depuis 1993, ont faits savoir les
ministeres des affaires étrangeres turc et armé-
nien dans des communiqués identiques.

Ceux-ci ne disent rien en revanche de
quelque calendrier pour la mise en application
de 'accord auquel sont parvenus le vice-pré-
sident du Parlement arménien Ruben Rubinian
et le haut diplomate turc Serdar Kilic en juillet
2022. Cet accord prévoit I'ouverture de la fron-
tiere aux détenteurs de passeports diploma-
tiques turcs et arméniens ainsi quaux ressortis-
sants de pays tiers, a commencer par les citoyens
de I’Azerbaidjan, qui devraient étre les princi-
paux bénéficiaires de cet accord. Rubinian avait
déploré en juin que la partie turque n’ait pris
aucune mesure en vue de le concrétiser.

Dans un message posté sur le réseau social
X, Rubinian a désigné pourtant sa derniére
rencontre avec Kilic comme «bonne «, un avis
que l'opposition arménienne, comme d’ail-
leurs les experts qui ne voient aucun progres
notable, sont loin de partager. Le négotiateur
turc, de son cbté, a écrit que la rencontre qui
s'est tenue de part et d’autre de la frontiere
arméno-turque a été «constructive «.

L'Azerbaidjan a détruit le village arménien de
Mokhrenes en Artsakh occupé

EREVAN—Selon des pho-
tos satellites, la partie azer-
baidjanaise a détruit le village
arménien de Mokhrenes dans la
région de Hadrout en Artsakh
occupé, qui est sous le controle
de I’Azerbaidjan depuis octobre
2020. Comme l'indique I'orga-
nisation Monument Watch, qui
surveille les monuments de
I’Artsakh, la plupart des mai-
sons du village, 1’école, la ma-
ternelle et diverses structures
publques ont été détruites.

Monument Watch indique
qu’en 2022, I’Azerbaidjan a
détruit I’église Saint-Sargis
dans le village. Le village de
Mokhrenes et ses environs sont
riches en monuments. Il y a plus
de 20 monuments sur le terri-
toire du village de Mokhrenes,
le célebre monastere «la porte
d’Okhten» est situé a proximité
du village. Suite aux opérations
de destruction, les monuments
autour du village sont directe-
ment en danger.

Ala suite de la construction
de routes et de travaux d’infras-

tructure a grande échelle réali-
sés par la partie azerbaidjanaise
dans I’Artsakh occupé a partir
de 2021, de nombreux villages
de I’Artsakh occupé ont été
détruits a grande échelle. Les
villages de la région de Hadrout
et leurs environs sont particu-
lierement menacés, en raison
de la construction de deux nou-
velles routes menant a Chouchi,
de leurs infrastructures de ser-
vice, lorsque de vastes zones ont
été détruites pour la construc-
tion de routes, ainsi que pour
I’'accumulation de déchets de
matériel de construction. Sou-
vent, divers problémes tech-
niques ont été résolus au prix
de la destruction des villages
arméniens ou de leurs maisons.
La destruction du village de Mo-
khrenes est peut-étre le résultat
de ces actions délibérées.

En essayant de considérer la
destruction des infrastructures
et des monuments culturels du
village de Mokhranes dans le
cadre du concept large de patri-
moine culturel, il convient de

noter que dans ce cas, tant les
structures matérielles que le
patrimoine immatériel, y com-
pris les traditions, les histoires,
la culture vivante du peuple,
ont été attaqués.

Par conséquent, toute des-
truction du patrimoine culturel
de I’Artsakh entraine non seu-
lement la perte physique de la
valeur donnée, mais porte éga-
lement atteinte a I’identité, per-
turbe I’environnement naturel
et porte gravement atteinte au
droit a la culture des Arméniens
de I’Artsakh. L'éloignement for-
cé des habitants de ’Artsakh
de leur territoire natal, la neu-
tralisation de la possibilité de
communiquer avec leur propre
patrimoine, de contribuer a la
vie culturelle de leur commu-
nauté, de maintenir vivant le
patrimoine et de le transmettre
aux générations, ou encore de
I’arréter par des déplacements
forcés constitue un obstacle im-
portant a la préservation et a la
recréation de I'identité.

La Turquie sans Instagram

ANKARA — La Turquie sest
éveillée le 4 aolit toujours privée
d’Instagram pour la troisieme
journée consécutive, aprés des
accusations de censure pro-
venant d’un haut responsable
turc contre la plateforme amé-
ricaine, a constaté [’AFP.

La décision de fermer
I’acces a Instagram avait été
annoncée deux jours aupara-
vant sur son site par ’Auto-
rité turque des technologies de
I'information et des communi-
cations (BTK), sans explication.
Un responsable a fait ensuite

référence a une réglementa-
tion qui permet de bloquer des
«contenus criminels», sans don-
ner plus de détails.

«Notre pays a des valeurs
et des sensibilités. Malgré nos
avertissements, ils n’ont pas
pris en considération les conte-
nus criminels. Nous avons im-
posé une interdiction d’acces.
Lorsqu’ils respecteront nos
lois, I'interdiction sera levée»,
a affirmé le ministre des Trans-
ports et de 'Infrastructure Ab-
dulkadir Uraloglu.

Le directeur de la commu-

nication de la présidence turque,
Fahrettin Altun, avait vivement
critiqué Instagram, affirmant
que la plateforme «empéche les
gens de publier des messages
de condoléances pour le mar-
tyre du (chef du Hamas Ismail)
Haniyeh». «Il s’agit d’une tenta-
tive de censure tres claire et évi-
dentey, avait dénoncé M. Altun
sur le réseau social X.

Selon les médias turcs,
Instagram compte plus de 50
millions d’abonnés en Turquie,
parmi 85 millions d’habitants.

La déclaration de Khamenei sur le
corridor azéri: un avertissement a
Pachinian?

EREVAN — La derniére mise
en garde du guide supréme ira-
nien, l'ayatollah Ali Khamenei,
contre la création d’un corridor
terrestre a travers ’Arménie
vers ’enclave azerbaidjanaise
du Nakhitchevan, s’adressait
non seulement a Bakou mais
aussi a Erevan, ont déclaré des
analystes arméniens le 31 juillet.

Dans un communiqué, le
site officiel de M. Khamenei le
cite comme ayant dit au Pre-
mier ministre arménien Nikol
Pachinian a Téhéran le 30 juillet
que I'Iran «considére le corri-
dor de Zangezur comme préju-
diciable a 'Arménie».

«L'imam Khamenei a sou-
ligné que les puissances étran-
géres ne devaient pas imposer
de restrictions aux relations
entre les pays et leurs voisins»,
ajoute le communiqué.

Le «corridor de Zangezur»
relierait 'Azerbaidjan au Nakhit-
chevan ainsi qu’a la Turquie en
passant par Syunik, la seule ré-
gion arménienne limitrophe de
I'Iran. Les dirigeants iraniens ont
a plusieurs reprises mis en garde
contre les tentatives visant a pri-
ver la République islamique de la
frontiére commune et des liaisons
de transport avec ’'Arménie.

Erevan a rejeté, du moins
jusqu'a présent, les demandes de
Bakou pour que les personnes et
les marchandises circulant entre
le Nakhitchevan et le reste de
I’Azerbaidjan soient exemptées
des contréles frontaliers armé-
niens. Toutefois, M. Pachinian a
déclaré en septembre 2022 qu’il
était prét a confier 'administra-
tion des douanes et des frontiéres
a une société étrangere.

Certains experts arméniens
ont affirmé au début de I'année
que Bakou et Erevan discutaient
d’un tel arrangement dans le
cadre des pourparlers de paix
en cours. Les responsables armé-
niens n'ont ni confirmé ni infir-
mé cette information.

«ll existe des accords prélimi-

naires entre ’Arménie et I’Azer-
baidjan selon lesquels une orga-
nisation internationale privée
devrait contrdler le soi-disant cor-
ridor, a déclaré Sergei Melkonian,
analyste du groupe de réflexion
APRI Armenia, au service armé-
nien de RFE/RL. «Il ne s'agirait pas
d’un corridor, mais les Iraniens
comprennent tres bien qu'il s’agi-
ra d’un corridor.»

«Dans un premier temps,
une société privée internationale
le contrdlera. Ensuite, il y aura
une sorte de contrdle conjoint.
Puis, petit a petit, I'’Azerbaidjan
procédera a une réinstallation
[des azerbaidjanais ethniques] et
I'Iran perdra sa frontiére [avec
I’Arménie,]», a déclaré M. Melko-
nian, commentant la déclaration
de M. Khamenei.

Dzyunik Aghajanian, un
diplomate arménien a la retraite
qui a critiqué 'administration de
Pachinian, a également affirmé
que l'externalisation du contrdle
des frontiéres a Syunik serait la
premiére étape vers un éventuel
controle azerbaidjano-turc des liai-
sons de transport vers le Nakhit-
chevan et I’élimination effective
de la frontiére arméno-iranienne.

«Cela signifie [du point de
vue de Téhéran] étre encerclé
par des puissances ennemies,
ce que I'Iran ne peut évidem-
ment pas accepter», a déclaré
M. Aghajanian.

Le service de presse du gou-
vernement arménien n'a pas men-
tionné 'avertissement de Kha-
menei ni la question du corridor
dans son bref compte rendu de la
rencontre entre M. Pachinian et le
plus haut dirigeant iranien.

Les demandes azerbaidja-
naises concernant le corridor
extraterritorial sont fortement
soutenues par la Turquie. Le 13
juillet, le président turc Recep
Tayyip Erdogan a qualifié I'ou-
verture du corridor de «derniére
étape» vers un traité de paix
entre I'’Arménie et I'Azerbaidjan.

La politique américaine n’a pas changé. Le
discours du Département d’Etat reste identique a
lui-méme. Certes il y a eu des rencontres entre les
ministres des Affaires étrangeéres — américain,
arménien, azerbaidjanais, en format bilatéral et
trilatéral. Des échanges téléphoniques avec les
leaders azerbaidjanais et arménien. En fait une
série de monologues, chacun détaillant son point
de vue, ses griefs et ses exigences.

En clair, dans cette région du monde, seuls
comptent pour I’Oncle Sam, Israél et ses voisins,
I'Iran et ses acolytes, et bien siir le membre indis-
cipliné de 'OTAN, ne faisant qu’a sa téte, la Tur-
quie. Ajoutons a cette liste, 'adversaire permanent
depuis la seconde guerre mondiale, la Russie.

L'Union européenne, a I'instar des Ftats-Unis,
ne cesse de caresser ’Arménie dans le sens du poil,
avec en plus des aides financieres substantielles. Ce
qui ne l'empéche pas de continuer et d’accroitre ses
échanges commerciaux avec ’Azerbaidjan. Lexécutif,
Cest-a-dire la Commission européenne, ne tient abso-
lument pas compte des décisions et des résolutions
votées par le 1égislatif, cest-a-dire le parlement euro-
péen. Toutefois, la décision de maintenir sur place
une mission d’'observation oblige Bakou a freiner ses
ardeurs militaires. Ce qui ne I'empéche pas de gonfler
ses exigences et proférer des menaces a peine voilées.

La France qui a délégué son mandat de copré-
sident du groupe de Minsk a I'UE, reste le meil-
leur soutien de I’Arménie. Consciente de 1’épée
de Damocles qui pend sur la téte des Arméniens,
elle a commencé, depuis le nettoyage ethnique
de septembre 2023, a livrer des armes de défense.
Bakou, qui n’apprécie pas que Paris dise tout haut
ce que nombre de pays pense tout bas, réplique en
soutenant les indépendantistes francais d’outre-
mer, au motif du droit des peuples a disposer eux-
mémes et a se défaire du joug colonial.

On notera au passage le ridicule de la situa-
tion, vu que ce faisant, il est en contradiction
avec lui-méme puisqu’il a chassé les karabaghis
de leur terre au motif qu’ils demandaient 'appli-
cation de méme droit.

lui et sa clique, toute la région est une terre azer-
baidjanaise que les arméniens occupent illégale-
ment depuis des siecles. Cest d’ailleurs ce qui est
enseigné dans les écoles publiques. Il poursuit ainsi
le réve séculaire des turcs, balayer les Arméniens et
éradiquer les vestiges. Quant aux monuments reli-
gieux, s'il ne peut pas les détruire, soit il les trans-
forme en mosquée, soit les déclare comme étant les
restes des ‘aghvans’ (albanais du Caucase).

La Russie n’a pas changé sa position depuis
la guerre des 44 jours. UArménie n'est plus pour
elle une place géostratégique de sa politique au
Sud-Caucase. L'arrivée au pouvoir de Pachinian
en 2018 et son désir de nettoyer les ‘écuries d’Au-
gias’ ont commencé a distendre les liens avec
Moscou. Le coup de grice russe a été donné avec
la défaite arménienne de 2020, suivie d’avantages
territoriaux obtenus par le potentat azéri lors de
l’accord de cessez-le-feu du 9 décembre 2020.

En pratique,
les accords passés avec le tandem turco-azéri depuis
la guerre russo-ukrainienne, sont beaucoup plus
profitables pour Moscou que soutenir Erevan. Au
Caucase, le Tsar semble nettement plus intéressé
par un rapprochement avec la Géorgie depuis que
Thilissi est dirigé par le pro-russe Irakli Kobakhidz,
a I'inverse d’un Pachinian qui est devenu un peu
trop pro-occidental a son gofit.

Avoir le soutien de 1’'Occident c’est bien, I'ennui
Clest que I'Union européenne n'est nullement pressée
d’ouvrir des négociations d’adhésion avec les pays
caucasiens, méme si en décembre Thilissi a obtenu le
statut de pays candidat a rejoindre I'UE. Pour Erevan,
Ceest tout juste si Bruxelles entrevoit 2 moyen terme
une libéralisation des visas pour les citoyens armé-
niens. De plus, on ne peut pas étre a la fois membre de
la CEE et obtenir un accord de libre-échange appro-
fondi et complet, ce qui est le cas de 'Arménie,

Pour ce qui est d'une éventuelle adhésion, en
plus d’une ouverture officielle des négociations,
il faut que tout candidat satisfasse a 35 chapitres.
Avant '’Arménie, il y a d’abord I’Ukraine, puis la
Moldavie, et enfin la Géorgie. U'Azerbaidjan n'est
pas du tout intéressé. Quant a la Biélorussie, elle
s'est retirée du partenariat oriental de I'UE.
