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Azerbaijan is appropriating
Artsakh’s iconic ‘We Are Our
Mountains’ monument

YEREVAN—In their quest
to destroy and reframe the
Armenian identity of historic
cultural and religious monu-
ments in occupied Artsakh, the
authorities in Azerbaijan have
begun the process of appropri-
ating the iconic “Are Our Moun-
tains” monument located in the
outskirts of Stepanakert.

The watchdog group Monu-
ment Watch on August 26 raised
a red flag by sharing a recent
post from Culture of Azerbaijan,
which posted a picture of the
monument with a tag line that
read, ““We Are Our Mountain’
was built in 1967 in Kankhendi,
Azerbaijan,” referring to the
Azerbaijani name used to refer
to Stepanakert.

The Azerbaijan Culture
post continued to say, “The
monument is a sign of Azerbai-
jan’s multi-cultural and ethnic
and religious tolerance, among
many other examples.”

It is a well known fact that
the monument is one of the
contemporary symbols of Art-
sakh Armenians and that it was
created as symbol and longev-
ity of Armenian identity. The
monument, also known as “Ma-
mik and Papa,” was created by
sculptor Sarkis Baghdasaryan
and architect Yuri Hakobyan.
It depicts an old married couple
in traditional Armenian garb
perched atop a hill overlooking
all of Artsakh and is a testa-
ment to the historical past and

future hopes of Artsakh Ar-
menians. The tufa used to cre-
ate the monument was espe-
cially brought in from Armenia.

“Azerbaijan’s policy toward
the monument is an attempt to
usurp heritage, when it not only
separates itself from the Armen-
ian affiliation, but also creates
the image of a multicultural and
tolerant country for Azerbaijan.
With such a policy, Azerbaijan
violates the 2005 UN Convention
on the Protection and Promo-
tion of the Diversity of Cultural
Expressions adopted in Paris,”
Monuments Watch, a group that
monitors Artsakh’s Armenian
cultural heritage, said.

Azerbaijan will be host-
ing the United Nations Climate
Summit, known as COP29, in
Baku in November. Human
rights advocates, among them
the first and former prosecu-
tor general of the International
Criminal Court, Luis Moreno
Ocampo, have warned that
Azerbaijan will use the inter-
national forum to whitewash its
policies of hatred, human rights
violations and ethnic cleansing
against Armenians.

Ocampo, along with the
Armenian National Committee
International, has called on all
Armenians to raise their voices
against Azerbaijan’s attempt to
blatantly alter history, includ-
ing its campaign of appropriat-
ing Armenian religious, historic
and cultural monuments.

BBC's sheds light on Jerusalem
Armenian crisis

LONDON—The latest epi-
sode of BBC’s “The Documen-
tary Podcast” sheds light on the
challenges facing the Armenian
Quarter in Jerusalem’s Old City.

“This small patch of land is
of vital importance to Christians,
Muslims and Jews alike. But, amid
accusations of dodgy deals, cor-
ruption and trickery, there are
concerns that the Old City’s his-
toric multi-ethnic and multi-re-
ligious identity is being altered.
In the Armenian Quarter a battle
is going on for the control of land
which the local community says
is essential to its well-being and
even its survival,” said BBC cor-
respondent and video journalist
Emily Wither.

Dating back to the 4th cen-
tury, the Armenian presence in
Jerusalem holds deep histor-
ical significance. However, this
historic quarter is currently
under threat due to aggressive
actions by extremists, settlers,
and businesspeople, seeking to
appropriate the land. Recent in-
cidents, including an attack led
by individuals associated with
Israeli-Australian businessman
Danny Rubenstein, have target-
ed the Armenian community,
resulting in injuries and arrests

among Armenian residents.

The conflict escalated fol-
lowing the revelation that
the Armenian Patriarchate of
Jerusalem had struck a previ-
ously undisclosed land lease
deal with Xana Gardens, a real
estate company, to develop a
luxury hotel in the “Cows’ Gar-
den” area, which encompasses
crucial parts of the Armenian
Quarter. The community re-
acted with outrage upon learn-
ing about the details of the deal.

On 26 October 2023, the
leader of the Armenian Patri-
archate of Jerusalem announced
the cancellation of the land lease
deal. Yet, tensions at the Cows’
Garden continue to remain high.
Representatives from Xana
Gardens have sent contractors,
armed settlers, and bulldozers
to seize the land — which, along
with the parking lot, includes
Armenian Church property and
the homes of five families. These
provocations have led to num-
erous confrontations, including
altercations between armed set-
tlers and Armenian residents.

‘Armenia’ Bloc reaffirms support for Arch.
Galstanyan and ‘Tavush for the Homeland’
movement

YEREVAN—A representative of the main
opposition Hayastan alliance said on August 26
that it remains allied to Archbishop Bagrat Gal-
stanyan, the leader of an anti-government move-
ment sparked by Prime Minister Nikol Pashin-
yan's territorial concessions to Azerbaijan.

Kritsine Vartanyan told RFE/RLs Armen-
ian Service that the alliance led by former
President Robert Kocharian will support fur-
ther protests planned by Galstanyan “with all
our tools, means and capabilities.”

Vartanyan and other Hayastan lawmakers
gathered n a resort outside Yerevan late last
week to discuss their further actions. Kochar-
ian also attended the meeting that apparently
lasted for two days. Few of its details were
made public.

Vartanyan said that the ex-president, who
has rarely made public statements for the last
two years, did not issue any orders to his loyal-
ists and only “exchanged views” with them.

“Our consensus-based approach is that
all the tools we have at the moment should be
used as actively as possible,” she said, adding
that this includes strong involvement in re-
newed demonstrations which Galstanyan has
pledged to launch next month.

The protests erupted in Armenia’s north-

ern Tavush province in April following Pashin-
yan’s decision to cede four local border areas
to Azerbaijan. Galstanyan, who headed the
provincial diocese of the Armenian Apostolic
Church, quickly emerged as their leader.

After failing to scuttle the land transfer,
Galstanyan shifted the protests to Yerevan in
early May to demand the prime minister’s re-
signation. His most recent rally in the capital
took place on June 17.

The outspoken cleric, whose inner circle
includes at least two other Hayastan parlia-
mentarians, has put a brave face on his failure
to topple Pashinyan so far. In recent weeks,
he has toured various parts of the country
in preparation for a renewed campaign for
Pashinyan’s removal from power. He has shed
little light on his further actions.

Vartanyan insisted that she believes there
is sufficient public support for regime change
in the country.

“I can say for certain that public mood has
changed dramatically compared with 2020,
2021 and 2022 and there is really a chance to
achieve change with the right steps and ac-
tions ... The question is what instruments
and approaches will be adopted,” added the
30-year-old lawmaker.

Around 1,000 Armenians still missing

VANADZOR—Around 1,000
Armenians are considered mis-
sing in action from the two
main Artsakh wars in the 1990s
and 2020, according to the
International Committee of the
Red Cross. The number includes
both civilians and military per-
sonnel.

ICRC Armenia Communica-
tions and Prevention Manager
Zara Amatuni, citing informa-
tion that has been submitted by
the families of those missing,
said that around 700 people are
missing from the first Artsakh
War in the 1990s, and around
300 are missing from the second
Artsakh War and the subse-
quent hostilities between 2020
and 2023, Armenpress reported.

Amatuni made the com-
ments during a photo exhib-
ition in Vanadzor on the occa-
sion of the International Day
of the Victims of Enforced Dis-
appearances.

ICRC representatives are
periodically visiting the Ar-
menian detainees held in
Azerbaijan. However, the ICRC
visits those who are officially

acknowledged by Azerbaijan as
detainees.

Azerbaijan has officially
acknowledged that it is hold-
ing 23 Armenian captives. How-
ever, a senior Armenian law
enforcement official said ear-
lier this year that the number
of Armenian captives in Baku
is 55. The captives include for-
mer Artsakh presidents Arkady
Ghukasian, Bako Sahakian and
Arayik Harutyunyan, as well as
former Artsakh State Minister
Ruben Vardanyan, former Art-
sakh Foreign Minister David
Babayan, Artsakh Parliament
Speaker Davit Ishkhanyan and
other officials.

In January, Argishti
Kyaramyan, the Head of the
Investigative Committee of Ar-
menia, told First Channel News
that Azerbaijan has confirmed
holding 23 Armenians captives,
but they have evidence on the
forced disappearance of an-
other 32 persons after the 2020
war.

“At this moment 23 com-
patriots confirmed by Azerbai-
jan are being held there, 17 of

whom are persons captured as
a result of the 2023 aggression.
We have evidence regarding
the forced disappearance of 32
persons after the 44-day war,
which we have presented to
supranational organizations,”
Kyaramyan said in January.

Furthermore, even the
European Court of Human
Rights indicated interim meas-
ures regarding 22 of the pris-
oners, however Azerbaijan is
denying the fact that these per-
sons have been taken captive,
the Armenian official said ear-
lier this year.

Armenia’s Foreign Ministry
marked the International Day
of the Victims of Enforced Dis-
appearances in a social media
post.

“On International Day of
the Victims of Enforced Dis-
appearances, we honour those
unjustly taken and denied their
rights. Armenia knows the deep
pain of enforced disappear-
ances and remains committed
to seeking justice for all victims
and their families,” the min-
istry said in a post on X.

PACE President slams Baku for blacklisting 76

STRASBOURG — The Pre-
sident of the Parliamentary
Assembly of Council of Europe
slammed Azerbaijan for its gov-
ernment’s decision to place 76
delegates of the European body
on a “black list.”

Azerbaijan’s foreign min-
istry announced on August 29
that it had banned 76 politicians
from 26 European countries
from entering the country, de-
claring them persona non grata.
Baku said that it will only lift
the ban if its delegation’s man-
date to the European legislative
body is restored.

Earlier this year, the Par-
liamentary Assembly of the
Council of Europe decided not
to ratify the credentials of the

European delegates

Azerbaijani delegation, citing
the country’s failure to meet
key commitments. The Assem-
bly expressed serious concerns
regarding Azerbaijan’s ability
to conduct free and fair elec-
tions, the separation of powers,
the weakness of its legislature
in relation to the executive, the
independence of the judiciary,
and respect for human rights.
The resolution was adopt-
ed with 76 votes in favor, 10
against, and 4 abstentions.

The Assembly also high-
lighted the situation in
Nagorno-Karabagh, noting that
Azerbaijan’s leadership “did
not acknowledge the very ser-
ious humanitarian and human
rights consequences” resulting

from the lack of free and safe
access through the Lachin Cor-
ridor. The Assembly also re-
called its condemnation of the
September 2023 military oper-
ation, “which led to the flight
of the entire Armenian popu-
lation of Nagorno-Karabagh to
Armenia and to allegations of
ethnic cleansing.”

“This is more than a regret-
table signal which only renders
the current position of Azer-
baijan in the Council of Europe
more difficult. Member states
have undertaken to respect the
standards of democracy: black-
listing those who have voted ac-
cording to their conscience can
only backfire,” PACE President
Theodoros Rousopoulos said.

Vers une guerre des services en
Arménie?

EREVAN—Assiste-t-on a
une guerre des services en Ar-
ménie?

Si elle n’est pas encore dé-
clarée, il semble en tout cas que
les services de renseignements
extérieurs nouvellement créés
en Arménie fassent de l'ombre
au Service de sécurité nationale
(NSS), dont ils tendent a réduire
les pouvoirs et prérogatives en
cherchant a avoir un acces di-
rect aux secrets d’Etat.

En vertu de la législation
arménienne, le NSS dispose de
I’habilitation exclusive a partager
de telles informations classifiées
avec d’autres instances de ’Etat,
dont le Service de renseignement
extérieur (FIS). Un texte mis en
avant par le FIS permettrait a ce
dernier d’avoir acces aux secrets
d’Etat sans demander 'autori-
sation ou le concours du NSS. Le
texte précise qu'une telle habi-
litation renforcerait les capaci-
tés d’action et ne serait utilisée
que pour le recueil de rensei-
gnements. Le texte doit encore
étre discuté et approuvé par le
gouvernement arménien avant
d’étre envoyé devant le Parle-
ment pour y étre débattu.

Les observateurs estiment
qu’il est peu probable que le
gouvernement s’y oppose. Le
gouvernement a déja réduit les
pouvoirs du NSS au cours des
deux dernieres années. A la fin
2022, il avait notamment sous-
trait a 'autorité du NSS une
agence fournissant des gardes
du corps aux hauts responsables
de I’Etat pour la placer sous le
contréle direct du premier mi-
nistre Nikol Pachinian. Et en
début d’année, le NSS a perdu
un département enquétant sur
des affaires importantes de cor-
ruption et de trafic de drogue.
Ses pouvoirs ont été transférés
au Comité d’enquéte d’Arménie.

Le FIS a officiellement com-
mencé ses activités a peu pres a
la méme époque. Les leaders de
I'opposition et autres détrac-
teurs du pouvoir estiment que
sa création est un autre coup
porté au NSS, qui est le succes-
seur de la branche arménienne
du KGB soviétique. LArménie a
déja des services de renseigne-
ments opérant au sein du NSS et
du ministeére de la défense. Cer-
tains opposants a Pachinian ont
lié la création du FIS a ses efforts
visant a soustraire le pays du
Sud Caucase a I'influence russe
et a l'aligner sur I’'Occident.

Une députée proche du
pouvoir a confirmé a la fin de
I’'année derniere que la direc-
trice du FIS, Kristine Grigorian,
avait suivi une formation a
I’étranger avant d’assumer ses
fonctions. Selon des informa-
tions publiées dans la presse
arménienne, Grigorian aurait
suivi un entrainement dans des
«services de renseignements
occidentaux» apreés avoir, a
I’étonnement de tous, renoncé
a ses fonctions d’'ombudswoman
en charge des droits de ’homme
en janvier 2023. Le chef des ser-
vices de renseignements britan-
niques, Richard Moore, avait
effectué une visite a Erevan ol
il avait rencontré Pachinian
quelques jours avant que le Par-
lement arménien n’approuve un
amendement du gouvernement
relatif au FIS en décembre 2022.
Les deux hommes se sont ren-
contrés a nouveau a Munich en
tévrier dernier en marge de la
conférence internationale sur la
sécurité. Le directeur de I'U.S.
Central Intelligence Agency,
William Burns, et son adjoint,
David Cohen, ont aussi visité
I’Arménie respectivement en
juillet 2022 et en mai 2024.

Pachinian s’interroge sur Ruben Vardanyan

EREVAN—Tout en déclarant dans sa confé-
rence de presse du 31 ao(it que le gouverne-
ment arménien «oeuvrait quotidiennement au
retour des prisonniers, otages et autres per-
sonnes détenues illégalement en Azerbaidjany,
Nikol Pachinian a posé une série de questions
pour le moins ambigiies a I’égard de Ruben
Vardanyan. «Comment se fait-il que Ruben
Vardanyan ait renoncé a sa citoyenneté russe?
Qui I'a conseillé ou lui a demandé de prendre
cette mesure? Qui I’a envoyé en Arménie, qui
I’a envoyé au Haut-Karabagh, dans quel but,
avec quelles garanties, quelles assurances,
quelles promesses? Et qui a dit a la fin: «Vous
savez quoi, nous ne savons pas vraiment qui il
est, parce que c'est un citoyen d’un autre pays.
Voulons-nous des réponses a ces questions ou
non? C’est un probléme treés sérieux auquel
nous sommes confrontés», a déclaré Nikol
Pashinyan lors de sa conférence de presse.

Faut-il rappeler que Ruben Vardanyan est
incarcéré en Azerbaidjan depuis la fin du mois
de septembre 2023, et qu'il n'est pas en situation
de répliquer a ce types de questionnement. Pour
information I’ancien ministre d’Etat de I'Art-
sakh avait déja répondu a certaines de ces «ques-
tions» dans les nombreuses interviews accordées
lorsqu'’il était a Stepanakert. Nos collégues pari-
siens de Nouvelles d’Arménie ont vite déterré une
longue une entrevue que Vartanian leur avait ac-
cordé (N°306 de NAM — mai 2023) quelques mois
avant l'opération de nettoyage ethnique du 19
septembre 2023 et en ont rappelé I'extrait suivant:

NAM : Aujourd’hui quelles sont vos relations
avec les dirigeants politiques de la Fédération de

Russie? Dés votre installation en Artsakh et votre
engagement politique, beaucoup de rumeurs ont cir-
culé sur la sincérité de votre démarche. On vous di-
sait envoyé en mission par Moscou. Comment avez-
vous vécu cela et que répondez-vous aujourd’hui a
vos détracteurs?

R. V. : Vous savez, tout au long de ma vie
j’ai 2 maintes reprises remarqué que les gens
sont suspicieux, ne veulent pas croire a des
choses trés simples, et c’est peut-étre normal,
probablement parce qu’ils ont peur d’étre
décus. Mais sur le long terme, tout devient
clair, ils voient ce qui est vrai, ce qui ne l'est
pas. Certains disaient que j’étais le représen-
tant de Moscou, d’autres insinuaient que je
représentais Londres, I’Occident. Les gens ne
voulaient pas admettre que Ruben Vardanian
puisse venir s’installer en Artsakh parce qu’il
est patriote et non pas parce qu'il existe des
facteurs qui le poussent a cette démarche. Cela
crée un souci pour tous ceux qui n‘ont pas pris
une décision semblable, ils doivent se dire si
Vardanian a fait ce pas, pourquoi n’ai-je pas
fait le méme? Et il est facile de trouver la ré-
ponse a cette question en affirmant étre siir a
100% qu’il poursuit d’autres objectifs. Vous sa-
vez, cela fait déja deux mois que je ne suis plus
ministre d’Etat, je suis resté en Artsakh et je
n’occupe aucun poste, je ne suis qu'un simple
citoyen. Donc jai I'impression que toutes ces
médisances sont devenues superflues. D’ail-
leurs, on trouvera toujours des gens qui cher-
cheront a décrédibiliser celui qui incarne
I’idée de patriotisme.

L'archevéque Galstanyan critique
I'offre d’Erevan a Bakou

EREVAN—Selon I’arche-
véque de Bagrat Galstanyan,
la proposition du Premier mi-
nistre Nikol Pashinyan a Bakou
ressemble beaucoup a la signa-
ture du document de Grenade,
sans le consentement de 'autre
partie.

«Qulest-ce que ce désir de se
précipiter, ce sentiment d’étre
un guide politique et moral di-

rect, ou cette exigence de faire
quelque chose?», a déclaré au-
jourd’hui le révérend lors d’une
réunion avec des partisans dans
la cour de I’église Sainte-Anne
a Erevan.

Un référendum sur la nouvelle constitution exigée
par I’Azerbaidjan aura probablement lieu en 2027

EREVAN—«Le référendum
constitutionnel, résultant d’'un
nouvel accord, est prévu pour
2027», a déclaré aux journalistes
le ministre arménien de la Jus-
tice. «Cela signifie que nous al-
lons travailler sur ce document
complexe en détail, avec des dis-
cussions publiques, en travaillant
également avec tous les spécia-
listes, mais pas dans l'urgence.

M. Minasian dirige le
Conseil de réforme constitu-
tionnelle, créé par le Premier
ministre Nikol Pachinian en
2022 dans le but initial de pro-
poser des amendements a I’ac-
tuelle constitution arménienne.
Il est composé de fonction-
naires, de politiciens pro-gou-
vernementaux et de dirigeants
de deux organisations non gou-
vernementales.

En mai dernier, M. Pachi-
nian a modifié le mandat du
conseil, déclarant qu’il devait
rédiger une «nouvelle consti-
tution» a partir de zéro avant
janvier 2027. Cette décision a
été prise alors que I’Azerbaidjan
continuait a subordonner la si-
gnature d’un traité de paix avec
I’Arménie a une modification de
la constitution arménienne qui,

selon les dirigeants azerbaid-
janais, contient des revendica-
tions territoriales a 1’égard de
I’Azerbaidjan.

Bakou souhaite en particu-
lier qu'Erevan supprime un pré-
ambule de la constitution qui
mentionne la déclaration d’in-
dépendance de ’Arménie de
1990, laquelle cite a son tour un
acte d’unification de 1989 adop-
té par les organes législatifs
de ’Arménie soviétique et de
’Oblast autonome du Haut-Ka-
rabagh. La seule fagon légale de
le faire est d’adopter une consti-
tution entierement nouvelle par
le biais d’un référendum.

M. Pachinian et son équipe
politique réfutent les affirma-
tions de ['opposition selon les-
quelles il souhaite adopter une
nouvelle constitution sous la
pression de I’Azerbaidjan. Mais
le premier ministre a déclaré en
février que la paix avec I’Azer-
baidjan serait impossible tant
que la déclaration de 1990 serait
mentionnée dans la constitu-
tion arménienne.

Edmond Marukian, homme
politique et membre du Conseil
de la réforme constitutionnelle,
s’est publiquement exprimé le

ler aofit contre I'adoption de la
nouvelle constitution. M. Maru-
kian a déclaré que Bakou utili-
sait cette question pour éviter
de signer 'accord de paix et
qu’il «continuerait a poser de
nouvelles exigences a I’Armé-
nie» en tout état de cause.

Les deux activistes civiques
siégeant au conseil ont déclaré,
pour leur part, que la nouvelle
constitution, si elle est adoptée,
devrait également citer la décla-
ration de 1990. Mais Marukian
et eux sont moins nombreux que
les autres membres du groupe
gouvernemental, qui soutien-
dront probablement toute déci-
sion prise par Pachinian.

Le président azerbaidjanais
ITham Aliyev a renouvelé ses de-
mandes de changement consti-
tutionnel a la fin du mois d’avril,
apres avoir forcé le gouverne-
ment de M. Pachinian a céder a
I'’Azerbaidjan quatre zones fron-
talieres contestées. Les dirigeants
de l'opposition arménienne ont
fermement condamné le trans-
fert de terres, affirmant qu’il ne
ferait qu'encourager Bakou a exi-
ger davantage de concessions de
la part de 'Arménie.

Les prises de parole se suivent et se ressemblent. La
période estivale n’a fait que confirmer ce que chacun des
acteurs, directs concernés ou pas, avait déclaré de ma-
niere explicite. On notera toutefois que le non-dit com-
mence a occuper une place de plus en plus importante, et
que les menaces sont de moins en moins voilées.

Commengons par celui qui a été partie prenante
pendant des années, voire des décennies, et a commencé
a se désintéresser de '’Arménie avec l'arrivée au pouvoir
de I'ex-journaliste Nikol Pachinian, c’est-a-dire la Rus-
sie. La politique de «nettoyage» opérée par le nouveau
Premier ministre dans les sinécures gouvernementales,
suivi d’un rapprochement aux normes démocratiques
occidentales n’a pas eu lieu de plaire 8 Moscou.

Parmi les autres membres de l'organe de surveil-
lance des médias figure Ara Shirinian, le chef du Conseil
de la radiodiffusion publique, qui nomme les directeurs
de la télévision et de la radio d’Etat. M. Shirinian s’est
récusé lors de 'examen de la plainte de M. Beglarian
afin d’éviter tout conflit d’intéréts. M. Shirinian n’a pas
commenté les conclusions de I'organe de contrdle. 11 a
seulement indiqué qu’elles avaient été publiées sur le
site Internet de son conseil.
