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Statement by Minister Joly one year
after Azerbaijan’s military operation in
the Nagorno-Karabagh region

OTTAWA — On September 22 Mélanie Joly, Minister of Foreign
Affairs, issued the following statement:

Last week marked one year
since Azerbaijan launched its
military operation in Nagorno-
Karabagh, a region populated by
ethnic Armenians for centuries.

The consequences of this
operation were significant: More
than 100,000 civilians, including
30,000 children, were forcibly
displaced to Armenia as a result
of this military operation, caus-
ing a rapid increase in humani-
tarian need in the country.

The unjustified military
operation by Azerbaijan followed
a nine-month blockade of hu-
manitarian goods to the Lachin
corridor, in violation of the Inter-
national Court of Justice provi-
sional measures orders.

Canada stands in solidarity
with the people affected by this
crisis and is grateful to Armenia
for opening its doors. That is
why, in 2023, we dedicated more
than $3.9 million in humanitar-
ian assistance to address urgent
needs stemming from the situa-
tion in Nagorno-Karabagh.

Canada continues to call for,
and support, meaningful nego-
tiations toward a comprehensive
peace treaty between Armenia
and Azerbaijan, and the continua-
tion of dialogue and confidence-
building measures between the
parties for a just and durable
peace for the people of this region.

Canada has repeatedly called
for the unconditional release of all
Armenian prisoners of war from
the 2020 Karabagh war. We also
continue to call for the release of
all arbitrarily detained ethnic Ar-
menians from Azerbaijan.

Canada supports a negoti-
ated political solution to the
Nagorno-Karabagh issue and
promotes the principles of non-
use of force, the respect of the
territorial integrity and the
right for self-determination in
the negotiation of a just and
durable peace for the people of
this region. This should entail
a safe and dignified right of
return of Armenian civilians,
guarantees for the protection
of human rights and civic liveli-
hoods, and the preservation of
Armenian cultural and histor-
ical sites in the territory.

UN Official urges International
community to address crisis of forcibly
displaced Armenians of Artsakh

YEREVAN — The United
Nations Special Rapporteur on
the Promotion of Truth, Justice,
Reparation, and Guarantees of
Non-Recurrence, Fabidn Salvi-
oli, has published new report,
in which he has addressed the
ethnic cleansing carried out by
Azerbaijan in Artsakh and the
forced displacement of its Ar-
menian population.

The Human Rights Union
of Nagorno-Karabagh Refugees
presented Salvioli’s report,
which was compiled during his
visit to Armenia from Novem-
ber 16 to 24, 2023.

In the report, Salvioli noted
that his visit coincided with the
forced deportation of thousands
of Armenians from Nagorno-
Karabagh. He noted that he
witnessed the pain and urgent
needs of the forcibly displaced
population.

Salvioli emphasized that
access to documents remaining
in Nagorno-Karabagh, the pro-
tection of relatives’ cemeteries,
and the preservation of cultural
heritage are urgent issues for
Artsakh Armenians.

The UN special rapporteur
urged the international com-
munity to amplify the voices of

forcibly displaced people from
Nagorno-Karabagh.

He called on the inter-
national community and nego-
tiating parties involved in this
process to ensure that any dis-
cussions or agreements related
to Nagorno-Karabagh include the
establishment of truth mechan-
isms, the application of criminal
accountability for perpetrators,
compensation for damages, the
preservation of archives and cul-
tural heritage of displaced popu-
lations, as well as guarantees to
prevent recurrence.

Salvioli stressed that such
mechanisms should be estab-
lished under international
guarantees to ensure the im-
partiality and trust of all par-
ties and to prevent the recur-
rence of violence. He called on
the international community,
reminding them that inter-
national standards of tran-
sitional justice should be re-
flected in all discussions and
future agreements.

The Human Rights Union of
Nagorno-Karabagh Refugees wel-
comed the report and expressed
hope that these statements will
serve as a foundation for a fair
resolution to the process.

ANCC statement on the first-year anniversary of
Azerbaijan's genocidal aggression against Artsakh

OTTAWA — On September 19, the Armenian National Committee of Canada (ANCC) issued the
following statement in commemoration of the first-year anniversary of Azerbaijan’s genocidal

aggression against the Republic of Artsakh:

September 19, 2024, marks the solemn
one-year anniversary of Azerbaijan’s brutal
and genocidal attack against the Republic of
Artsakh, leading to the forcible displacement
of over 120,000 innocent indigenous Armen-
ians from their ancestral homeland. This tra-
gic event is a stark reminder of the horrors of
ethnic cleansing that the Armenian people
have endured throughout history, and we
must never forget the lives and livelihoods
shattered in the process. The Armenian Na-
tional Committee of Canada (ANCC) stands in
solidarity with the people of Artsakh as we
commemorate this day of loss and suffering.

The issue of Artsakh cannot be resolved
until a comprehensive political solution is
reached that respects the fundamental human
rights of the people of Artsakh, particularly
their right to self-determination and their
right to return to their ancestral homeland.
The future of Artsakh must be one that se-
cures the safety and dignity of its indigenous
Armenian population, free from aggression
and oppression.

We also call for the immediate and un-
conditional release of all Armenian political
prisoners who are being illegally held in Azer-

baijan. The inhumane treatment of these indi-
viduals, many of whom were captured during
the 2023 aggression, is a blatant violation of
international law and must end without delay.
Moreover, the destruction of Armenian cultur-
al heritage in Artsakh, a deliberate act aimed at
erasing the Armenian presence in the region,
must be halted. The international community
has a responsibility to safeguard the cultural
and historical sites that bear testimony to Ar-
menia’s rich history in the region.

The ANCC remains committed to working
with our partner organizations, the Government
of Canada, and all parliamentary parties to ad-
vocate for justice and peace for the people of
Artsakh. Until their fundamental human rights
are fully realized, we will not cease our efforts
to ensure that the indigenous Armenian popu-
lation of Artsakh can return to their homeland
and live in safety and peace. We call upon the
global community to take meaningful action to
address this humanitarian crisis and stand up
against Azerbaijan’s continued aggression.

Let us honour the memory of those lost,
reaffirm our commitment to justice, and con-
tinue to advocate for peace and dignity for the
people of Artsakh.

Archbishop Galstanyan renews
push for regime change

YEREVAN — Archbishop Bag-
rat Galstanyan vowed to resume
next week street protests aimed
at toppling Prime Minister Nikol
Pashinyan as he gathered thou-
sands of supporters at a concert
hall in Yerevan on September 22.

Galstanyan said that his anti-
government movement sparked
by Pashinyan’s territorial conces-
sions to Azerbaijan is entering an
“Intensive and consistent phase.”

“We must form a new gov-
ernment which will be merit-
based and will become a gov-
ernment of unity,” he told the
audience that included senior
representatives of Armenia’s
main opposition groups.

Galstanyan went on to an-
nounce that his next rally in Yere-

van's central Republic Square will
take place on October 2. He did not
say whether it will be followed by
the kind of daily protests which
he held in the Armenian capital
in May and June. He urged sup-
porters to gear up for a “patient
struggle” for regime change.

His opposition-backed move-
ment was generated by protests
that erupted in Armenia’s north-
ern Tavush province in April
following Pashinyan’s decision
to cede four local border areas
to Azerbaijan. Galstanyan, who
headed the provincial diocese of
the Armenian Apostolic Church,
quickly emerged as their leader.

After failing to scuttle the
land transfer, the outspoken arch-
bishop shifted the protests to

Yerevan in early May to demand
Pashinyan’s resignation. His ral-
lies held there attracted tens of
thousands of people. The most re-
cent of them took place on June 17.

Pashinyan alleged in May
that foreign intelligence “agents”
are involved in the protests. He
did not name them. Some of his
political allies branded Galstan-
yan as a Russian spy. The 53-year-
old clergyman, who also holds
Canadian citizenship, laughed off
the allegations.

Lawmakers representing
Armenia’s Civil Contract party
expressed confidence last month
that fresh protests planned by
Galstanyan will also fail to unseat
Pashinyan and his government.

‘Verelk’ program completes its 3rd edition,
empowering Artsakh youth

YEREVAN—The 3rd edition
of the “Verelk” program, aimed
at supporting forcibly displaced
Armenians from Artsakh and
curbing emigration, officially
concluded with a final event
on September 20 in Yerevan.
Launched in April 2024 by the
ARF Bureau’s Office of Youth Af-
fairs in collaboration with “Opti-
mize” Consulting, the program
focused on empowering young
people from Artsakh through
professional development.

During the first phase,
which spanned approximately
eight months, participants ac-
quired valuable professional
skills and knowledge through
12 specialized courses led by
top experts in various fields.

After a series of examina-
tions, 35 of the 87 selected par-
ticipants advanced to the next
round. They were grouped,
given specific tasks, and pre-
pared to present their business
plans to a jury.

In the first half of the event,
7 groups presented their busi-
ness plans to a jury composed of

ARF Bureau member Hovsep Der
Kevorkian, Chief Operating Dir-
ector of “Yerevan City” Super-
markets Vache Ter-Ghukasyan,
founder and CEO of “Optimize
Consulting” Hrayr Barsoumian,
and Alin Msrlian, founder of the
“Aleppo” store chain.

The program’s 9 benefici-
aries were determined based on
a combination of jury scores, in-
dividual and group performarnce,
attendance records, and exam
results. The top 9 participants
were identified, with the first 3
being recognized as winners and
awarded monetary prizes.

Additionally, 25 partici-
pants who successfully com-
pleted all three stages received
certificates. Verelk also pre-
sented letters of appreciation to
the trainers and jury members.

The second half of the
event included a program sum-
mary and a gift-giving cere-
mony, attended by Minister of
Social Development and Migra-
tion Vahram Arakelyan, mem-
bers of the “Armenia” faction
of the National Assembly, mem-

bers of the ARF Artsakh Central
Committee, Armenian Relief
Society Central and Regional
representatives, ARF Bureau
Youth Office representatives,
and Verelk trainers.

The selected beneficiaries
of the Verelk program are:
Mary Amirjanyan, Ani Hovhan-
nisyan, Anna Hakobyan, Angel-
ina Danielyan, Narek Hayriyan,
Manushak Danielyan, Anna
Aghasyan, Elina Gasparyan and
Marina Aleksanyan.

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FEDERAL GOVERNMENT INVESTS IN TRANSPORTATION
INFRASTRUCTURE IN RURAL SASKATCHEWAN

‘Largest Iranian trade centre in the world’ opens in

YEREVAN—Iranian and
Armenian officials cut ribbon
of new Iranian Trading Centre
outside of Yerevan, hailed as the
“largest” of its kind in the world
on September 30.

Iran’s Trade Minister Sey-
yed Mohammad Atabak and
Armenia’s Economy Minister
Gevork Papoyan were on hand
for the inauguration ceremony
of the centre, which is essen-
tially a shopping centre located
just outside of Yerevan.

The 18,000-square-meter
retail and wholesale facility
will consist of over 100 sections
selling mostly Iranian-made
consumer goods, chemicals and
other industrial products. It is
a joint venture set up by Iran’s
ParsHilal Caspian Group and
the Multi Group of Gagik Tsar-
ukyan, an Armenian business-
man and politician, Azatutyun
reported about the centre.

The establishment of an
Iranian trade centre in Armenia
will open a new chapter in the
relations between the two coun-
tries and mark the beginning of
further economic cooperation,
Atabak, Iran’s trade minister,
said during the ceremony.

“The interactions that
will take place in this centre
are highly significant, as they
will provide opportunities
and create bright prospects
for representatives of business
circles. One of the priorities of
the Iranian government is to
develop trade and economic
relations with neighbouring
countries, including Armenia.
This import-

ficials from Iran and Armenia,
have created favourable condi-
tions for the development of
bilateral relations, which will
continue in the future,” the
minister said.

“The leaders of our coun-
tries have strong political will
to further develop and deepen
cooperation,” Iran’s Ambassa-
dor to Armenia Mehdi Sobhani
said. “The leaders of our coun-
tries have outlined a threshold
of trade turnover of three bil-
lion dollars, thus we must make
all efforts to realize this goal.”

The opening of the trade
centre coincides with Yerevan
hosting a summit of the Eurasian
Economic Union, to which Iran
has been invited to participate.

At a forum related to the
EEU, Papoyan, Armenia’s econ-
omy minister said that Armenia is
ready to become a key transit link
between the EEU and Iran, as well
as between the West and the East.

The minister emphasized
that the development of eco-
nomic relations with Iran is an
integral part of Armenia’s eco-
nomic policy, aimed at improv-
ing and strengthening Ar-
menia’s international position.

“The deepening of trade
and economic ties will contrib-
ute to the sustainable develop-
ment of not only our countries
but also the countries of the
region. Together, we can build
a stronger economic base that
will provide our peoples with a
better future,” Papoyan said.

Iran’s trade minister Ata-
bak also took part in the forum

and announced that expanding
trade and economic relations
with neighbouring countries is
one of Iran’s priorities.

The minister emphasized
the development of logistics
and noted the limitations im-
posed by financial mechanisms.
Atabak stressed the importance
of creating a free economic
zone, adding that many Iran-
ian entrepreneurs have shown
their willingness to join the
EEU markets.

The minister said that after
the signing of an agreement on
the establishment of a free-trade
zone, Iran’s trade with Armenia
increased two and a half times.
According to him, this indicator is
good, but far from the goals set by
the leaders of the two countries:
$3 billion dollars. The current level
of trade does not meet the inter-
ests of either Iran or Armenia, and
it is necessary to ensure that the
two countries know each other’s
markets better, Atabak said.

The Iranian official also
hailed Yerevan’s proposal to
connect with Iran’s Chabahar
Port, a large operation located
in the southeastern Iranian
Province of Baluchistan, on the
Gulf of Oman, neighbouring
India and Pakistan.

Officials announced that an
Armenian representation office
would open at the Chabahar Port.

Atabak said that the Cha-
bahar Port is ready to work
with all EEU countries. Also,
the minister noted the need to
revise the legislation on transit
transportation.

Une «paix partielle» avec
I’'Arménie n'est «pas une option»

NATIONS UNIES — Une
«paix partielle» avec '’Arménie
n’est «pas une option», a décla-
ré le 28 septembre le ministre
azerbaidjanais des Affaires
étrangeres a I’'ONU, apres le
message d’optimisme porté plus
tot dans la semaine par Erevan.

«Une paix partielle n’est
pas une option apres tant de
souffrances infligées par I'irré-
dentisme et les revendications
territoriales contre un voisiny,
a déclaré Jeyhun Bayramov a la
tribune de ’Assemblée générale,
insistant en particulier pour un
changement de la Constitution
arménienne, qui fait référence a
la «réunification» avec le Haut-
Karabagh.

Il y a tout juste un an,
I’Azerbaidjan venait de re-
prendre le Haut-Karabagh, une
enclave montagneuse sous sou-
veraineté azerbaidjanaise qui
était majoritairement peuplée
d’Arméniens.

Loffensive navait duré que
quelques jours et s’était dérou-
lée pendant la grand-messe an-
nuelle de I’Assemblée générale
de 'ONU, créant la stupéfaction
parmi les diplomates occiden-
taux, en particulier américains
et francais alors trés impliqués
dans la médiation.

Deux jours auparavent, a la
tribune de I'ONU, le Premier mi-
nistre arménien Nikol Pachinian
avait porté un message d’opti-

encore a portée de mainy.

Estimant que les deux par-
ties sont d’accord sur 80% des
points d’un potentiel traité, il
avait souligné qu'Erevan aime-
rait signer I’accord sur la base
des points déja approuvés.

Mais Bakou s’y oppose, es-

timant qu’il n’y a pas d’accord
possible tant que tous les points
ne sont pas réglés.

«Pour la finalisation du
processus de normalisation,
I’Arménie doit encore aban-
donner légalement toutes ses
revendications territoriales
sur I’Azerbaidjan, une fois pour
toutes, par I'intermédiaire d'un
amendement de sa Constitu-
tion», a insisté le chef de la
diplomatie azerbaidjanaise,
jugeant que la souveraineté de
son pays ne pouvait demeurer
dans «un flou juridique».

Il a également accusé I’Ar-
ménie d’avoir «largement aug-
menté son budget de défensen.

Reconnaissant toutefois
des «progres importants» dans
le processus de normalisation
entre les deux voisins depuis
un an, il a appelé, «a ce moment
critique», a «des démarches
rapides pour régler les derniers
obstacles vers la finalisation».

Concernant le changement
de la Constitution arménienne,
qui requiert l'organisation
d’un référendum — un proces-

Ruben Vardanyan et d’autres dirigeants
arméniens sont prisonniers politiques en
Azerbaidjan depuis 1 an

EREVAN — Le 27 septembre marque le pre-
mier anniversaire de ’arrestation illégale par
les autorités azerbaidjanaises de huit dirigeants
arméniens, en premier lieu desquels I'entrepre-
neur et philanthrope Ruben Vardanyan.

Ces huit dirigeants arméniens ont été il-
légalement arrétés en septembre et octobre
2023 apreés qu’'une offensive militaire azer-
baidjanaise dans la région du Haut-Karabagh a
contraint 120 000 arméniens a fuir.

«La détention arbitraire de mon pére sans
aucune preuve, ni procédure légale est une
violation flagrante de toutes les normes et lois
internationales», déclare David Vardanyan, fils
de Ruben Vardanyan. «Nous appelons la com-
munauté internationale a intensifier ses efforts
pour obtenir sa libération immédiate et incon-
ditionnelle, ainsi que celle des autres dirigeants
politiques illégalement détenus en Azerbaidjan.»

Malgré les appels de la part de chefs d’en-
treprises et de leaders communautaires, ainsi
que des membres du Parlement européen, de
I’Assemblée nationale francaise, de la Chambre
des communes et de la Chambre des lords du
Royaume-Uni, et du Congreés américain, Ruben
Vardanyan reste en détention provisoire sans
date de proces ni inculpation officielle.

«Un an de détention sans proces ni
preuves concrétes démontre la nature poli-
tique de cette affaire», explique Jared Genser,
avocat international représentant la famille
Vardanyan. «’Azerbaidjan doit respecter ses
obligations au titre du Pacte international re-
latif aux droits civils et politiques et libérer
immédiatement Ruben Vardanyan.»

Ruben Vardanyan a briévement servi en
tant que ministre d’Etat du Haut-Karabagh
et est depuis longtemps un critique virulent
du gouvernement azerbaidjanais, dénongant
notamment son traitement des arméniens et
ses violations du droit international.

Le bilan en matiére de droits humains
de ’Azerbaidjan se dégrade de plus en plus
et fait 'objet d’une attention particuliére a
I’approche de la COP29, la conférence annuelle
des Nations Unies consacrée a la lutte contre
le changement climatique, que le pays accueil-
lera en novembre. UAzerbaidjan a appelé a une

«tréve mondiale» et a une pause dans tous les
conflits en cours avant la conférence, ce qui a
été largement critiqué, beaucoup accusant le
pays d’hypocrisie en raison de la répression
accrue contre la société civile, des arrestations
de prisonniers politiques et de 'offensive mili-
taire contre les arméniens du Haut-Karabagh.

De nombreuses organisations de défense
des droits humains, notamment Freedom
House, affirment que les actions de ’Azer-
baidjan dans le Haut-Karabagh relévent du
nettoyage ethnique, les arméniens ayant été
«intentionnellement soumis a des attaques
régulieres, a I'intimidation, a la privation de
droits fondamentaux et de conditions de vie
adéquates, et a des déplacements forcés or-
chestrés par I’Etat azerbaidjanais.» D’autres,
dont Luis Moreno Ocampo, ancien procureur
a la Cour pénale internationale, attestent que
les actions de I’Azerbaidjan correspondent au
crime international de génocide.

«Nous devons envoyer des signaux au
gouvernement indiquant que nous attendons
des actions immédiates concernant les res-
trictions d’acceés a la [COP29], la liberté de la
presse, et la libération de ces prisonniers poli-
tiques», a déclaré Paul Polman, ancien vice-
président du Pacte mondial des Nations Unies
et ancien PDG d’Unilever.

Paul Polman a rejoint plus de 30 autres
leaders lors d’une table ronde sur I'impor-
tance des droits de I’homme dans I’action cli-
matique, tenue le 25 septembre en marge de
I’Assemblée générale des Nations Unies et de la
Semaine du climat de New York. La discussion
a réuni des experts de Freedom House, Trans-
parency International, Reporters sans fron-
tieres, et d’autres.

LAzerbaidjan a significativement chuté dans
le rapport «Freedom in the World» produit par
Freedom House depuis 2017, obtenant actuelle-
ment une note de 7 sur 100 points. Transparency
International classe [’Azerbaidjan au 154e rang
sur 180 pays dans son indice de perception de la
corruption, en raison de la corruption générali-
sée, de la répression des politiciens rivaux et de
la restriction de I'espace civique.

Ilham Aliyev prépare sa reléve

BAKOU—Le fils du pré-
sident azerbaidjanais Ilham
Aliyev, Heydar Aliyev Jr. 4gé de
27 ans, a participé a une réu-
nion du cabinet consacrée aux
questions économiques. Cette
apparition trés médiatisée a
suscité des questions sur sa pré-
sence politique croissante et sur
son réle futur dans la politique
azerbaidjanaise.

Bien quaucune déclaration
officielle n’ait été faite concer-
nant son réle dans la réunion, se-
lon Turan, certains rapports ont
suggéré qu'il occupait un poste
au ministere de I’Economie.

Sa présence a la réunion,
qui s’inscrit dans le contexte
d’une visibilité accrue cette an-
née lors d’événements publics
et officiels, a donné lieu a des
spéculations selon lesquelles il
serait en train de se préparer a
jouer un réle futur a la téte de
I’Azerbaidjan.

Avant qu’llham Aliev ne
devienne président, il a assis-
té  plusieurs réunions d’Etat
avec son pére et le président
de I’époque, Heydar Aliev. A
I’époque, lorsque les journa-
listes lui demandaient s’il allait
«céder le poste de président a
Ilham Aliev», Heydar Aliyev
refusait de répondre, qualifiant
ces déclarations de «ragots de

dirigeants de I'opposition».

Cependant, lorsque la santé
de Heydar Aliev s'est détériorée
en 2003, son fils Ilham a été nom-
mé Premier ministre. Lors de
I’élection présidentielle de cette
année-la, Ilham Aliev a obtenu
plus de 75 % des voix. Les obser-
vateurs électoraux ont affirmé
que "élection avait été marquée
par la fraude électorale.

Les récentes apparitions de
Heydar Aliev Jr. ont donné lieu
a des spéculations selon les-
quelles il pourrait également
étre préparé a prendre la place
de son peére.

Heydar Aliev Jr. est ap-
paru pour la premiére fois
sur la scéne publique en 2010,
alors qu’il était 4gé de 12 ans.
A I’époque, les médias locaux
et internationaux ont rap-
porté que 'année précédente,
en 2009, Aliev Jr. était devenu
propriétaire de neuf manoirs
en bord de mer a Dubai d ‘une
valeur d’environ 44 millions de
dollars, soit «environ 10 000 an-
nées de salaire pour le citoyen
moyen d’Azerbaidjan».

En 2017, Aliev Jr. a été di-
pldmé de 'université ADA, un
institut d’enseignement supé-
rieur connu pour avoir formé
de nombreux diplomates et
fonctionnaires azerbaidjanais

de premier plan. L'université
entretient également des liens
étroits avec la famille Aliev. Son
recteur fondateur et actuel est
Hafiz Pasheyev, qui est 'oncle
de Mehriban Alieva. Mme Alieva
elle-méme fait également partie
du conseil d’administration.

La présence de M. Aliev Jr.
a la réunion de jeudi 26 sep-
tembre s’inscrit dans le cadre
d’une visibilité croissante lors
d’événements gouvernemen-
taux et publics.

En janvier de cette année,
Aliev Jr. a rejoint son peére, le
président Ilham Aliev, pour
sentretenir en téte-a-téte avec
le chef des Emirats arabes unis,
le cheikh Mohammed bin Zayed
Al Nahyan. Cette réunion, a
laquelle assistaient de hauts
fonctionnaires des deux pays,
a été 'une des apparitions les
plus marquantes d’Aliev Jr. sur
la scéne internationale.

Le mois suivant, en février,
il a accompagné son pere lors
d’une série d’événements mili-
taires, notamment une visite
des installations de 'armée de
lair azerbaidjanaise.

Le pere et le fils ont égale-
ment participé récemment a la
cérémonie d’ouverture de l'uni-
versité du Karabagh.
