GRIEF AS A BLESSING

[...] Grief, when it is only an inner experience of sadness and sorrow, will keep you down in
the very depths of the plunge itself. It will immobilize you and weigh you down with guilt and anguish. But
when you know that this despair has within it some sweet blessing, you disrupt the grief/sorrow partner-
ship, and the fall helps you regain your footing and soar above the devastating potholes of life on earth.

Here are some alternatives to the grief/sorrow dilemma:

Stop yourself in the middle of a sorrowful moment and very deliberately say, “Do | have to suf-
fer now, inside as well as outside, over this loss, which | will ultimately come to see as a blessing?” Listen
and follow your response. No matter what, you are introducing to yourself the possibility of an improved
response to despair.

Practice being able to honestly express your feelings of loss without believing that you must be
filled with sorrow as well. It is possible to feel the loss, express it, and still know within the blessing in all
of this. Do not demand instant change. Allow what is there to be there at the same time that you allow the
possibility of different behavior.

You may have accepted grief and sorrow as inseparable because you have been taught that it is
cold and inhuman to be otherwise. When you know that all falls are blessings and all losses are in divine
order, you will gradually sweeten the sorrow and you will gain the energy to soar to a higher altitude in
all areas of your life.

MENTAL HEALTH

Mental health is something we all have. Positive mental health
being able to cope with day-to-day life and having a healthy self-esteem
and belief in our abilities. Mental ill-health is the opposite- it's when we
find everyday demands hard to cope with and lack a positive sense of
self. We all have ups and downs, but when our mental health negatively
impacts our lives and relationships with others, it can become a problem.
This is when someone may have a mental illness.

You’ve probably heard of some of the more common problems,
such as eating disorders, depression and anxiety, but there’s a wide range
of issues which can look different for each person. Just like someone who's
get the flue, people with mental health problems need help and support to
get better.

Most importantly, God wants us to know that he’s right in the
middle of every situation, and it’s important for us to talk to God about

our issues.

If you, or someone you know, struggles with their mental health,
you may want to talk to someone you trust about it.

THE APOSTLES

And he called unto him his twelve disciples, and gave them
power over unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all manner
of disease and all manner of sickness. Now the names of the twelve
apostles are these: The first, Simon, who is called Peter, and Andrew
his brother; James the son of Zebedee, and John his brother; Philip,
and Bartholomew; Thomas and Matthew the publican; James the son of
Alphaeeus, and Thaddeus; Simon the Cananaean, and Judas Iscariot,
who also betrayed him. (Matt. 10.1-4)

THE PRAYER has been heard. The Father has revealed his
will to the Son. Jesus calls his twelve disciples and sends them into
the harvest. He makes them his “apostles,” his messengers and fel-
low-workers. “And gave them power,” for the power is all-important. It
is not a word or a doctrine they receive, but effective power, without
which the work could not be done. They need power stronger than that
of the Prince of this world, the devil. The disciples know the devil’s
power well enough, although it is his cleverest trick to deny his power
and to pretend that he does not exist. It is just this supreme cunning of
his that must be countered: he must be brought to light and overcome
through the power of the Christ. In this work the apostles stand by the
side of Christ himself and help him to do his work. So, Jesus imparts to
them a share in the highest gift he possesses, his power over unclean
spirits, and over the devil who has taken possession of the human race.
In virtue of his commission the disciples have become like Christ. They
do the works of Christ.

The names of the first messengers are preserved for all
time. Just as the people of God has consisted of twelve tribes, so it is
twelve messengers who are to complete the work of Christ towards
that people. Twelve thrones will be prepared for them in the Kingdom
of God, and they will sit on them judging the twelve tribes of Israel
(Matt. 19.28). The heavenly Jerusalem will have twelve gates through
which the holy nation will enter in, with the names of the twelve tribes
inscribed on them, and the walls of the city have twelve foundations
bearing the names of the twelve apostles (Rev. 21.12, 14).

The only bond of unity between the twelve is their choice and
call. Simon the Rock-man, Matthew the publican, Simon the Zealot,
the champion of law and justice against the oppression of the Gentiles,
John the beloved disciple, who lay on Jesus’ breast, and the others, of
whom we know nothing expect their names, then lastly Judas Iscariot,
who betrayed him. No power in the world could have united these men
for a common task, save the call of Jesus. But that call transcended all
their previous divisions, and established a new and steadfast fellowship
in Jesus. Even Judas went forth to the Christ-work, and the fact that he
did so will always be dark riddle and an awful warning.

THE BOOK OF
1 SAMUEL

(USING STORIES FROM A MUCH EARLIER TIME)

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:

This book is set between the time of the judges and the time when kings
began to rule in Israel. Here we are introduced to Samuel, who was the
final judge and a prophet (someone used by God to speak to the nation).
The Israelites went to Samuel to ask for a king. Neither Samuel nor God
was keen on this idea, as God was intended to be Israel’s only king. How-
ever, God allowed their request, and Saul became their first king.

The Israelites were a bit behind other nations in the way they lived at
this time — their main enemies, the Philistines, were cultured, had better
technology and were rich. But the most important thing is not money or
power but having a strong desire to follow God’s ways. When Saul messed
up, it was David, ‘the kind of man God wants’, who replaced him as king.

WHY READ IT?

There are some amazing stories in this book. Through them we see how
easily we can make decisions, one choice at a time, that take us away from
God. (For us, that might mean choices about who we spend the mot time
with, or what places we visit.) But there is always a way back to God. Here
we see that people who follow him closely can beat all the odds, whether
they’re up against power, wealth, birth , opportunity or even popular
opinion.

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:

Galatians is a letter to the church in the area of Galatia (modern-day Tur-
key). Like many other churches at the time, Galatia had been influenced
by false teachers who were saying that all Christians, Jewish or Gentile,
had to obey Jewish laws, such as not eating certain kinds of meat. Paul
wrote this fiery letter to put them straight. He displayed his anger that
the way of freedom that Jesus came to bring had been turned back to a
message of law-keeping.

WHY READ IT?
Galatians really drives it home that we are not saved (or in a right rela-
tionship with God) because we follow rules or laws, but only because of
the grace and love of Jesus Christ. It’s a big reminder that we are saved by
grace, not by anything we do - and that’s so freeing!

GALATIA WAS ROMAN PROYINCE -
A big area that was home to the churches of Antioch, Lystra, Derbe and
Iconium. (Read Acts 13-15 to find out about Paul’s trips to these places.)
Galatia was the first location where Paul’s mission to the Gentiles really
took off.

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Women from Artsakh bake bread
and hope

YEREVAN — On December
15, in the heart of Yerevan, Tu-
manyan’s ART restaurant hosted
abread exhibition and sale, filling
the air with the aroma of freshly
baked bread. However, this is not
just any bread; it is a symbol of
hope for Armenian women who
have been forcibly displaced from
their homes in Artsakh.

Following the nearly 10
months of starvation, siege and
forced displacement in 2023,

Kristin Balayan, the head of
Milagri Foundation, has been
working with this community
in Yerevan. For the last four
months, the women have been
learning how to bake and sell a
variety of healthy breads using
different flours, including glu-
ten-free options, and infusing
them with unique flavours.
Choosing to bake bread

Ruben Vardanyan’s case sent to
Baku military court

BAKU — The trumped up
criminal case against former
Artsakh State Minister Ruben
Vardanyan, who was captured
by Azerbaijani forces soon after
the September, 2023 attack on
Artsakh, has been moved to the
Baku Military court.

Azerbaijan’s Prosecutor
General’s office announced the
decision on December 29.

Vardanyan has been
charged under several serious
articles related to Azerbaijan’s
“national security” and faces life
imprisonment. His lawyer, Jared
Genser, stated that the charges
are entirely politically motiv-
ated and are aimed at taking re-
venge on the people of Nagorno-
Karabagh and their leaders.

“These charges represent
a flagrant violation of Azerbai-
jan’s obligations under inter-
national law,” Genser said earli-
er this month when Azerbaijani
prosecutor tacked on more than
45 new charges to his case.

The new charges presented
against Vardanyan fall under 20
different articles of Azerbaijan’s
Criminal Code. Illustrating the
extent to which the regime is

desperate to justify its ethnic
cleansing of Nagorno-Karabagh
and illegal imprisonment of its
former leaders, the fabricated
evidence is presented in more
than 25,000 pages across 100
volumes, all written in Azeri.

The alleged evidence is
conveniently hidden both from
Vardanyan’s and public view,
based on claims the charges re-
late to the “national security of
Azerbaijan.”

“The laundry list of char-
ges — a transparently brazen at-
tempt to blame everything that
the Azeri regime did in Nagorno-
Karabagh on Ruben — in addi-
tion to Azerbaijan’s refusal to
provide and make public all of
the charges and so-called evi-
dence against Ruben for review,
reaffirms that the charges are
politically motivated and that
the regime knows no objective
observer would conclude there
is any credible evidence to sup-
port its allegations. This ap-
proach is clearly designed for
Aliyev to justify holding a secret
trial before a tribunal that will
be neither independent nor im-
partial,” Genser added.

Baku summons Iran envoy to complain
about ‘anti-azerbaijani statements’

TEHRAN—Iran’s foreign
ministry on December 25 con-
firmed reports that Azerbaijan’s
foreign ministry has summoned
Tehran’s envoy to Baku in order
to lodge a complaint for what
was deemed “anti-Azerbaijani
statements.”

Azerbaijan’s Foreign
Ministry told Iran’s Chargé
d’affaires, Seyyed Jafar Aghai
Marian, that statements made
by Ayatollah Seyed Hasan
Ameli, the representative of
Iran’s Supreme Leader in Arde-
bil, at a local event on Sunday
were insulting to Azerbaijan
and that country’s president,
Ilham Aliyev.

“The Azerbaijani side ex-
pressed a strong complaint to
Iran in connection with this
incident, and also expressed
displeasure with the recent
inflaming of anti-Azerbaijani

sentiments among the popula-
tion of Iran,” Azerbaijan’s for-
eign ministry said in a state-
ment on Wednesday.

The Iranian diplomat
was told that anti-Azerbaijani
propaganda contradicts the
spirit of bilateral relations.

“Such actions are aimed at
sowing hatred and enmity and
do not contribute to the advan-
cment and deepening of inter-
state and interpersonal rela-
tions. Azerbaijan demands to
stop such provocations against
the country,” official Baku em-
phasized.

Mojtaba Damirchi, an as-
sistant to the foreign minister,
told the IRNA news agency that
“anti-Azerbaijani propaganda”
in the country “does not cor-
respond to the spirit of bilateral
relations,” as well as the goals
and tasks set for both countries.

European Parliament resolution condemns
Azerbaijan

STRASBOURG—The European Parliament
on December 19 overwhelmingly passed a
resolution condemning Azerbaijan’s ongoing
human rights violations, called for sanctions
against the country’s officials and demanded
the immediate release of Armenian captives
being held in Baku.

The resolution, which was adopted by a
whopping 434 votes in favour, with 30 votes
against and 89 abstentions, dealt with the
European Parliament’s larger concerns over
Azerbaijan’s human rights violations, but con-
tained sections that were devoted solely to Ar-
menians in the post 2020 War era.

“Members of the European Parliament
strongly condemned the repression of press
freedom and the crackdown on dissent by the
Aliyev regime and call on the EU executive to en-
act targeted sanctions against Azerbaijani offi-
cials violating human rights and suspending the
2022 Memorandum of Understanding on a Stra-
tegic Partnership in the Field of Energy, further
insisting that Azerbaijan must “uncondition-
ally release and drop all charges against human
rights defenders, journalists, political and other
activists prosecuted under fabricated and pol-
itically motivated charges,” the resolution said.

Crucially, the resolution mentioned the
23 Armenian prisoners of war currently be-
ing held in Baku, “including leaders of former
Nagorno-Karabagh Republic” and called for
their immediate release “along with all polit-
ical prisoners in the country.”

During a preliminary debate on the meas-
ure on Dec. 18, European lawmakers raised the
issue of the Armenian hostages as well as the

policies of aggression and violations of human
rights directed at the indigenous Armenian
population of Nagorno-Karabagh.

“This resolution highlights the necessity
for the EU Executive to enact comprehensive
and effective measures to dissuade the Aliyev
regime from its policies of repression and in-
justice,” said the president of the European
Federation for Justice and Democracy, Kaspar
Karampetian.

“The increasing crackdown on opposition
figures and journalists and the inhumane con-
ditions under which the political prisoners,
including the former leaders of the Nagorno-
Karabagh republic and other falsely imprisoned
Armenians are detained, represents a violation
of the fundamental principles and values of the
European Union,” Karampetian added.

“The EAFJD is committed to ensure that
these values, evident in the will of the EP with
this resolution, are defended and we will con-
tinue to highlight the international principles
of press freedom, justice and human rights in
our actions,” he explained.

The resolution also strongly condemns
the ongoing repression of civil society, in-
dependent media, and political opposition in
Azerbaijan. The resolution highlights the es-
calating crackdown since 2023, particularly
intensified around the United Nations Climate
Summit, known as COP29, which was held in
Baku last month. The resolution further high-
lighted the routine violation of prisoners” hu-
man rights, including inhumane detention
conditions, torture, and targeted harassment
of female political prisoners.

In rare unanimity, Armenia’s former Presidents blast
Pashinyan’s latest statements on Artsakh

YEREVAN—Armenia’s three
former presidents on December
23 again accused Prime Minister
Nikol Pashinyan of lying to try
to absolve himself of blame for
the fall of Nagorno-Karabagh fol-
lowing his renewed claims about
past peace proposals made by the
United States, Russia and France.

In a Facebook post, Pashin-
yan claimed that all peace plans
drafted by the three mediating
powers from 1994 onward were
about “returning Nagorno-
Karabagh to Azerbaijan.” He said
that his “big mistake” was not to
make this clear to Armenians
after coming to power in 2018.

The offices of former Pres-
idents Levon Ter-Petrosian, Rob-
ert Kocharian and Serzh Sark-
isian unanimously countered that
Pashinyan continues to distort the
history of the Armenian-Azerbai-
jani negotiation process that had
for decades been mediated by the
U.S., Russian and French co-chairs
of the OSCE Minsk Group.

“He uses every opportunity,
every speech to try to clear his
guilt for the destruction of Art-
sakh,” Levon Zurabyan, the dep-
uty chairman of Ter-Petrosian’s
Armenian National Congress
party, told RFE/RL's Armenian
Service.

“The blood of our fallen sol-
diers is on his hands and the loss
of all of Artsakh is also on him,”
said Zurabyan. “This guilt, this
responsibility will haunt him for
the rest of his life.”

“Every [settlement] variant
that had been put on the table
since 1991... was much bet-
ter than the situation we have
now,” said Artur Khachatryan, a
senior member of the Hayastan
alliance led by Kocharian.

Khachatryan repeated op-
position claims that Pashinyan
precipitated the 2020 war with
Azerbaijan with his erratic poli-
cies and reckless statements on
the Karabagh conflict.

Most of the Karabagh peace
proposals were based on so-
called Madrid Principles which
the U.S., Russian and French
mediators originally put forward
2007. This framework agree-
ment, repeatedly modified in
the following decade, upheld the
Karabagh Armenians’ right to
self-determination while calling
for their withdrawal from Azer-
baijani districts around Karabagh
occupied in the early 1990s.

Pashinyan has repeatedly
criticized the Madrid Principles
since the 2020 war. In particu-
lar, he claimed in 2021 that

the mediating powers sought a
“surrender of lands” to Azerbai-
jan and offered the Armenian
side nothing in return.

The Russian Foreign Ministry
bluntly denied the claim at the
time. It argued that the proposed
deal stipulated that Karabagh'’s
internationally recognized status
would be determined through a
future referendum and envisaged
firm security guarantees for its
ethnic Armenian population,

Armenian opposition lead-
ers say that Pashinyan made
the disastrous war inevitable by
rejecting the last version of the
Madrid Principles. In 2021, Serzh
Sarkisian publicized the secretly
recorded audio of a 2019 meet-
ing during which Pashinyan said
he opposes that peace plan be-
cause it would not immediately
formalize Karabagh’s secession
from Azerbaijan. The premier
said he is ready to “play the fool
or look a bit insane” in order to
avoid such a settlement.

The opposition also holds
him responsible for Armenia’s de-
feat in the six-week war and Azer-
baijan’s recapture of Karabagh in
September 2023. Pashinyan has
put the blame on ex-Presidents
Sarkisian and Kocharian.

Armenian guards assume control of Armenia-Iran border

YEREVAN—Armenian Bor-
der Guards assumed the control
of the Armenia-Iran border,
after Russian guards completed
their withdrawals as was antici-
pated after an agreement be-
tween Yerevan and Moscow.

“Starting today, only the
Border Guard Troops of the Re-
public of Armenia will carry out
border control at the Agarak
border crossing point on the Ar-

menia-Iran state border,” Prime
Minister Nikol Pashinyan wrote
on Facebook on December 30.
Pashinyan thanked the
Russian Border Guard Troops
who had been carrying out bor-
der control at the Iran border
crossing point in Agarak since
Armenia’s independence.
Pashinyan and President
Vladimir Putin of Russia agreed to
this arrangement in October, two

moths after Russian border guards
withdrew from the Zvartnots
International Airport, per a similar
agreement reached in 2023.

Under another agreement
reported by Yerevan in October,
starting from 2025, Armenian
border guards “will also par-
ticipate in the protection” of
their country’s borders with
Iran and Turkey, together with
their Russian colleagues.
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FEDERAL GOVERNMENT TO ALLOCATE $103.8
BILLION FOR PROVINCES AND TERRITORIES

In a recent press briefing made by Dominic LeBlanc, Minister
of Finance and Intergovernmental Affairs, the federal government
announced that they will be allocating $103.8-billion and will be
transferring them to provinces and territories in 2025-2025, and
will be in addition to other significant financial support. This
funding allocation will result in an approximate 4.4 percent in-
crease from transfers made in 2024-2025 respectively.

Some of the transfers that will be seeing an increase will
first off be the Canada Health Transfer, which will see an increase
of around $2.6-billion, totalling $54.7-billion. This increase in the
top-up payment is a result of the federal government’s 5 percent
annual increaser guarantee, that was announced as part of the
10-year health care package. Some additional transfers also in-
clude Canada Social Transfer, Equalization, and Territorial For-
mula Financing, that the provinces and territories will receive.

“A cornerstone of our economic plan is a robust social safety
net and effective public health care. This year, we are provid-
ing nearly $104 billion in transfers to provinces and territories.
That’s close to $2 billion per week, every week, to help ensure
that Canadians receive the public services—including health
care, post-secondary education, social services and early learn-
ing and child care—that they need. Our government will con-
tinue to play its part in building a stronger, healthier nation for
Canadians from coast to coast to coast,” The Honourable Dom-
inic LeBlanc, Minister of Finance and Intergovernmental Affairs.

FEDERAL & TERRITORIAL INVESTMENTS TO HELP
YUKONERS REDUCE ENERGY COSTS

In a recent press briefing by MP Brendan Hanley, on be-
half of Ministers Jonathan Wilkinson and Steven Guilbeault, a
few investments were announced consisting of a $1.4-million
investment from the 0il to Heat Pump Affordability program
and a $287,000 investment into Canada’s Low Carbon Economy
Fund, all of which will provide the necessary support to low-
to-median-income homeowners to reduce their energy cost.
In addition to these federal investments, John Streicker, Yukon
Minister for Energy, Mines and Resources, announced an addi-
tional $700,000 in territorial funding toward these programs.

Jonathan Wilkinson, Minister of Energy and Natural Re-
sources, said: “Making the switch to more energy-efficient
heating systems can help Canadians save thousands on their
energy bills, reduce their energy use and decrease their car-
bon footprint. That’s why we are strengthening the 0il to
Heat Pump Affordability program and ensuring that families
in the Yukon are supported in making the switch from heat-
ing oil to an efficient heat pump.”

“Yukoners face some of the coldest temperatures in Canada
and need reliable, affordable heating systems to stay warm. This
is now truer than ever as climate change is making our weather
increasingly unpredictable. Heat pumps are an efficient way to
heat homes while reducing emissions, protecting the environ-
ment and helping Canadians save on their utility bills. That’s
why we are investing in programs like this that support the
transition and get us closer to our emission reduction goals,” said
Steven Guilbeault, Minister of Environment and Climate Change.

CANADA TO INVEST IN CRITICAL MINERAL
INFRASTRUCTURE

In a press announcement made by Jonathan Wilkinson,
Minister of Energy and Natural Resources, a new $10-million
fund was announced, pending final review, that will be used
to fund Torngat Metals for its Strange Lake Northern Trans-
portation Infrastructure Project. Sitting on massive amounts
of natural minerals, Canada is starting to take decisive action
to invest in mineral infrastructure, to aid in the Countries
economic growth, all while simultaneously creating countless
new jobs for Canadians. Canada could be a top producer of a
wide variety of critical minerals, that in this day are key for
powering the economy and strengthening national defence
capabilities that will ensure national and economic security.

“This project, under the Canadian Critical Minerals Strat-
egy’s flagship program, will help advance the development of
the necessary transportation infrastructure to expand Que-
bec and Newfoundland and Labrador’s sustainable critical
minerals production, notably rare earths that are used in
electronics, clean energy, aerospace, automotive and defence.
Developments like this help mines get built faster, and they
are a key element in seizing the generational opportunity
before us. The Government of Canada is supporting projects
that strengthen Canada’s supply chains and foster economic
growth while creating good jobs,” said Minister Wilkinson.

Anita Anand, President of the Treasury Board and Minister
of Transport, said: “this investment in critical minerals infra-
structure is vital for improving access to rare earth elements
mined in northern Quebec. We're supporting projects that will
increase clean energy production and grow our economy.”

was not an accident. “For us,
the idea of bread was especially
important during the block-
ade when there was a short-
age of [it]. When every kind of
food finished but there was still
bread, people did not break. But
when the bread ran out, people
broke,” Balayan told the Weekly.

This program is imple-
mented in partnership with
the Embassy of the Nether-
lands in Armenia and focuses
on human rights and gender
equality, particularly aimed at
engaging mothers of children
with developmental challen-
ges, who are considered doubly
vulnerable, as noted by Larisa
Harutyunyan, the political and
economic affairs officer at the
embassy.

Harutyunyan added that
they initially chose to bake
sourdough bread to ensure the
high quality of the food. The use
of sourdough reflects a commit-
ment to health and nutrition,
allowing participants to create
wholesome products that not
only nourish but also connect
them to their cultural roots.

The delicious and healthy
baked goods are made using
live sourdough. Sourdough, a
starter for dough preparation,
is a homogeneous mixture of
flour, water and yeast that has
been pre-fermented. This type
of bread-making is a longer pro-
cess involving several stages.

“My grandmother always
used to say, ‘Eat first, so that
you have enough strength to
take care of your children.
That’s how I understood that
we need to empower mothers
first, so they can care for their
children,” explained Balayan.
Along with bread, participants
have learned to bake traditional
gata and other pastries to pre-
serve the flavours and aromas
of Artsakh cuisine.

“I remember what I had to
use to get flour and bake bread
during the blockade. It was hard
to call it bread. I understood
that [it] is the most import-
ant thing; in every situation, a
mother must find bread for her
child,” said Balayan.

The Milagri Foundation
conducted programs for chil-
dren with disabilities and de-

velopmental issues in Artsakh,
but as Balayan explains, “We
realized that we need to help
mothers first, so that they can
create small businesses without
being separated from their chil-
dren and homes, to meet their
children’s special needs and
earn money.”

The participants of the pro-
gram not only bake bread but
also manage their business’ so-
cial media pages to learn about
marketing and photography.
They work with a psychologist,
as well.

“The dough and flour are
like pottery; they have an art
therapy effect. The fine motor
skills involved in baking release
tension and possess magical
qualities through their taste
and aroma,” said psychologist
Rouzanna Mkrtchyan. She em-
phasized the significance of this
activity for women who have
children with developmental
challenges, including intellec-
tual and mobility issues.

“These women face various
difficulties and are experien-
cing post-traumatic stress. They
navigate through unresolved
grief, anxiety and uncertainty,”
she said. “Bread is not only
a business; it also serves as a
means of integration, which is
crucial for those who are spe-
cialists in different fields and
are starting anew at an older
age,” she explained.

Mkrtchyan highlighted
that as these mothers engage
in baking, they regain faith in
their abilities. They have lost
not only their homeland and
loved ones but also face new
challenges in raising their chil-
dren. Many experience emo-
tional fluctuations and isola-
tion, making work a vital aspect
of their recovery. “In this con-
text, having a job is essential,”
she said.

“Perhaps many do not feel
its importance during times
of abundance, but during the
blockade, we understood what
bread truly means — standing
in line all night for just one loaf
and returning home empty-
handed without knowing how
to feed our children.”

One of these women, Anush
Sargsyan from Stepanakert, is

a psychologist who previously
worked in a school. After her
forced displacement, she de-
cided to pursue a different line
of work. For Sargsyan, baking
bread has become a healing pro-
cess. Her father owned a bakery
in Stepanakert starting in the
1990s, which operated even dur-
ing wars and blockades. Follow-
ing Sargsyan’s displacement,
Azerbaijani forces destroyed
not only her family home but
also the bakery and the entire
neighbourhood.

“Now, baking bread is also
my form of resistance. I oppose
my circumstances through
this,” Sargsyan said, with hope
that her small baking venture
might one day lead to reopen-
ing her family’s large bakery.

Another participant, Diana
Ghalayan, connects her return
to baking with the absence of
bread during the blockade. In
Artsakh, she worked at the Na-
tional Assembly, and now lives
in Echmiadzin with her family.
“Bread holds great significance
for us,” she said. “Perhaps many
do not feel its importance dur-
ing times of abundance, but
during the blockade, we under-
stood what bread truly means
— standing in line all night
for just one loaf and returning
home empty-handed without
knowing how to feed our chil-
dren.”

“You can endure any short-
age but not that of bread,”
Ghalayan continued.

For Svetlana Danielyan, an
accountant, bread represents
life itself. After the loss of Art-
sakh, she finds herself drawn
to baking as a means of coping
and creating anew. She bakes
bread using various ingredients
such as sunflower seeds, pump-
kin seeds and whole grain flour.
“Bread is life for me. You create
something from just flour and
water — you create life; you gain
energy,” she expressed passion-
ately.

After their forced displace-
ment, each woman copes in
her own way, demonstrating
bravery and resilience. These
unbreakable women face their
challenges head-on in a new
reality. What they need most is
a little support and encourage-
ment to give them the wings to
soar once again.

Turquie: lI'inflation ralentit a... 44,3%

ISTANBUL — L'inflation a
continué de ralentir en décem-
breen Turquie, a 44,3% sur un
an, contre 47,1% en novembre,
selon les chiffres officiels pu-
bliés le 3 janvier.

La hausse des prix a la
consommation, alimentée par
la faiblesse de la livre turque,
s'est établie a 1% sur un mois.

Linflation a baissé «de 20
points par rapport a la fin de
2022 et 2023y, a affirmé sur X
le ministre turc des Finances
Mehmet Simsek, exprimant sa
confiance dans le fait que la
baisse «se poursuivra» confor-
mément a l'objectif de la Banque
centrale d’atteindre, fin 2025,
une inflation de 21%.

«Résoudre les difficultés
financieres de nos citoyens est
notre priorité absolue. Nous avons
établi le cadre politique nécessaire
a cet égard et continuons a mettre
en oeuvre le programme de désin-
flation avec la plus grande déter-
minationy, a-t-il ajouté.

La semaine derniére, la
banque centrale turque avait
baissé son taux directeur pour
la premiere fois depuis février

2023, le ramenant a 47,5% (-2,5
points de pourcentage), face a
un ralentissement de I'inflation
dans le pays.

Les statistiques officielles
turques sur l'augmentation
des prix sont contestées par les
économistes indépendants du
Groupe de recherche sur I'infla-
tion (Enag), qui publie chaque
mois ses relevés. Pour eux, la
hausse des prix a la consom-
mation a atteint en décembre
83,4% en glissement annuel.

Prise dans une spirale dé-
valuation-inflation, la Turquie
connait une inflation a deux
chiffres sans discontinuer de-
puis fin 2019, rendant le colit de
la vie difficilement supportable
pour de nombreuses familles.

Pour redonner du pouvoir
d’achat aux ménages, le gou-
vernement turc a annoncé une
hausse du salaire minimum
au ler janvier, pour passer de
17.000 livres (467 euros) a 22.104
livres (607 euros). Cette revalo-
risation pourrait entrainer un
rebond de I'inflation, ont pré-
venu des économistes.

1- ACCORD DE NORMALISATION EREVAN-ANKARA

Les deux représentants, Serdar Kili¢ pour la Turquie
et Roupen Roupinian pour '’Arménie, ont commencé leurs
entrevues en janvier 2022 a Moscou. En juillet 2024, c’est sur
le pont frontiere d’Alican-Margara, ouvert pour 'occasion,
qu'ils ont entamé leur cinquiéme rencontre.

Si ’Arménie participe activement dans I’espoir d’abou-
tir rapidement a un accord, la Turquie a accepté de discuter
avec une réserve importante - alors qu’il ne devait y avoir
aucune condition préalable : elle ne signera I’accord que si
le traité de paix entre ’Arménie et I’Azerbaidjan satisfait
Ilham Aliev. Alors que la frontiere c6té arménien est préte
a s'ouvrir, coté turc elle reste hermétiquement fermée et le
blocus de '’Arménie maintenu.

En attendant le jour J, la discussion porte sur des sujets
tels quentrouvrir la frontiére aux titulaires de passeport
étranger et aux diplomates, ou débuter la remise en état de
la liaison ferroviaire Gumri- Akyaka/Akhurik. Il y a un sujet
tabou que l'actuel gouvernement arménien n’abordera pas
c’est la reconnaissance par Ankara du génocide des Armé-
niens de 1915, quant aux réparations qui en découlent, c'est
une notion abstraite pour Pachinian.

2 - ACCORD DE PAIX EREVAN-BAKOU

Le tandem turco-azerbaidjanais tient absolument a ce
que la négociation entre Erevan et Bakou se déroule sans la
présence de tiers. Surtout pas les occidentaux, ni les russes
méme si les relations avec le tandem sont au beau fixe. Quant
aux Etats-Unis, avec I’arrivée de Trump cela va devenir le
dernier de leurs soucis.

La faiblesse politique et militaire de Nigol Pachinian ne
fait pas le poids face au tandem. Avec la Turquie, c’est une
suite de promesses sous condition en attendant une levée
hypothétique des barriéres. Avec ’Azerbaidjan c’est pire, la
liste des revendications s’allonge avec le temps.

Officiellement, selon la déclaration d’Ilham Aliev lors de

—Suppression de la Constitution arménienne de toute
allusion au Haut-Karabagh;

— Louverture du couloir du Zanguézour et non simple-
ment un droit de passage;

— La dissolution du groupe de Minsk de ’0OSCE, vu que
le conflit du Haut-Karabagh est réglé;

— Le retour de dizaines de milliers d’azéris dans les
régions arméniennes limitrophes de la frontiere et notam-
ment dans le Zanguézour (Région du Syunik);

Aux quelles il faut ajouter:

— La non-restitution des territoires arméniens occupés
depuis 2021, soit 243 km? Ce qui est pris est pris, et ce n'est
pas fini (délimitation);

— Le paiement des dommages subis par I’Azerbaidjan
lors de la premiere guerre du Karabagh;

— Le paiement des dommages suite a l'occupation pen-
dant trente ans du Haut-Karabagh et des sept districts conti-
gus.

Pas un mot des vingt-trois prisonniers politiques et
militaires arméniens dont les procés sont en cours d’ins-
truction, les responsables encourent des dizaines d’années
de prison, voire perpétuité pour certains.

Pas un mot non plus des dizaines de milliers d’Armé-
niens qui ont fui et/ou quitté leurs foyers et laissé tout leurs
biens.

Le méme jour
en effet, Pachinian assistait au
sommet de la Communauté po-
litique européenne a Budapest
sous les auspices du tres «illibé-
ral» premier ministre hongrois
Victor Orban, dont le pays as-
sume depuis juillet et jusqu’en
décembre la présidence tour-
nante de 'Union européenne.
Si Orban ne boudait pas son
plaisir a 'annonce de la victoire
de Trump, qu’il avait appelée
de ses veeux et a qui il ne tient
nullement rigueur de I’avoir
confondu, lors d’'un meeting de
campagne dans le New Hamp-
shire le 23 octobre, avec son ami
Erdogan, en le saluant comme
«l’'un des hommes les plus forts
du monde, le président de Tur-
quiel», le sommet européen s'est
déroulé dans une atmospheére
pour le moins morose. FAché
avec les européens et plus par-
ticuliérement avec le président
Macron, et trop occupé de toute
maniére par la préparation de la
COP29, qui se tenait a Bakou du
11 au 12 novembre, le président
azerbaidjanais Ilham Aliev, qui
avait assisté au sommet inau-
gural de la Communauté poli-
tique européenne a Prague en
octobre 2022, en marge duquel
il avait conclu avec Pachinian
un accord majeur portant sur
la reconnaissance mutuelle de
I'intégrité territoriale de '’Azer-
baidjan et de I’Arménie, était
absent, comme il I’avait été au
sommet précédent a Grenade,
ou il avait été cette fois invité.
Pachinian a certes pu compter
sur le soutien renouvelé du pré-
sident francais, mais les pers-
pectives d’un rapprochement
avec 'UE, a laquelle ’Arménie
souhaiterait a terme adhérer,
s’assombrissent alors que le re-
tour de Trump met a mal la co-
hésion de la famille occidentale.

DE L'INTERET POUR
LARMENIE...

Malgré les mises en garde
russes, Pachinian prenait son
téléphone le 16 novembre pour
appeler Trump et le féliciter de
vive voix, en exprimant I’'espoir
que la coopération entre les
Etats-Unis et '’Arménie sera éle-
vée au niveau d’un «partenariat
stratégique» comme convenu
avec 'administration de son
prédécesseur démocrate Joe
Biden. En écho, le vice-ministre
arménien des affaires étran-
géres Vahan Kostanian se disait
confiant dans la force et la sta-
bilité des institutions des Etats-
Unis, quel quen soit le gouver-
nement, et dans le respect des
valeurs communes de liberté,
de justice et de démocratie sur
lesquelles se développeront
les relations bilatérales entre

les Etats-Unis et I’Arménie. Il
est permis d’en douter... Car si,
dans la derniére ligne droite de
sa campagne électorale, Trump
avait manifesté un intérét sou-
dain pour '’Arménie, s'apitoyant
sur le sort des «arméniens chré-
tiens du Karabagh victimes du
nettoyage ethnique de I’Azer-
baidjan» qu’il accusait sa ri-
vale démocrate Kamala Harris
d’avoir laissé faire, se faisant
fort quant a lui de «protéger les
chrétiens persécutésy, il n'a pas
jugé bon de préciser comment
il entendait restaurer la paix
entre ’Arménie et I’Azerbaid-
jan, comme il sy est engagé.
Pachinian a fait I'expérience
du premier mandat de Trump
(2017-2021), qui n'avait manifes-
té qu'un intérét tres limité pour
la région du Sud Caucase, ou il
n’avait guére réagi a la guerre
décisive qu'avait livrée I’Azer-
baidjan a '’Arménie a 'automne
2020. Trump n'avait alors aucune
hostilité a I’encontre d’Aliev,
dont les entorses a la démocra-
tie ne I'avaient pas empéché de
lui livrer des armes, et il en est
proche a bien des égards, ne se-
rait-ce que pour son adulation
des combustibles fossiles, que
le leader azéri n’a pas hésité a
qualifier de «don, de Dieu» pour
son pays alors méme qu’il était
appelé a présider la conférence
internationale sur le climat.

DE LA BEORIENTATION
STRATEGIQUE

Trump est toujours aussi
imprévisible, mais on peut étre
certain qu'il reviendra au pro-
tectionnisme et a I’isolation-
nisme pour appliquer son mot
d’ordre: «redonner sa grandeur
a 'Amérique» dans un monde
multipolaire ou la polarisation
laisse la place a une dollarisa-
tion des relations internatio-
nales. Le Sud Caucase ne figure
pas au rang de ses priorités, sauf
peut-étre lorsqu’il est question
de I'Iran, pays partenaire de
I’Arménie comme de la Russie
d’ailleurs pour lequel, par soli-
darité indéfectible et prévisible
quant a elle avec Israél, il nourrit
une franche animosité. Si la nor-
malisation entre Washington et
Moscou venait a se confirmer, on
peut s’attendre a ce qu'il laisse le
champ libre dans la région, a la
Russie, dont se sont rapprochés
I'’Azerbaidjan comme la Géorgie,
ol les élections du 26 octobre ont
reconduit au pouvoir un gouver-
nement pro-russe, provoquant la
suspension de la procédure d’ad-
hésion du pays a I'Europe. Dans
ces conditions, menacée d’isole-
ment et contrainte de naviguer a
vue dans les eaux troubles d’une
nouvelle politique américaine
du chacun pour soi qui est de
nature a la désorienter, '’Armé-
nie n’a sans doute d’autre choix
que de mettre en veille la «réo-
rientation stratégique» quelle a
engagée et de pacifier ses rela-
tions avec la Russie de Poutine,
quelle pratique depuis bien plus
longtemps. Une séquence que
I’Arménie semblait avoir anti-
cipée d’ailleurs, puisqu’avant ce
retour remarqué de I'ambassa-
deur arménien a une réunion de
I’0TSC, Pachinian avait assisté
au sommet de la CEI le 8 octobre
puis a celui des BRICS du 22 au
24 octobre a Kazan en Russie,
en marge duquel il avait eu avec
Aliev des discussions qu'il a ju-
gées tres constructives pour la
paix a venir...
