THE BOOK OF
1 CHRONICLES

WRITTEN: LATER THAN 1 AND 2 KINGS (PROBABLY 350-300BC)

WHY READ IT?

This book is a cherry recap of Israel’s history, up to the death of King Da-
vid. It opens with a long list of names, but this is to give some context to the
people’s story. It’s an encouragement to see God’s faithfulness to people
who keep going even when things go wrong.

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:

1 and 2 Chronicles were originally one book, thought to have been written
after the Jews had returned from exile in Babylon. This book is more inter-
ested in story than historical accuracy, intended as an encouragement to
the Jewish people. It highlights the times when people did follow God rath-
er than when they weren’t faithful to him, and shows the lessons learned
from history. The writer focuses on God’s promises, people’s achievements
and the origin of worship and the Temple.

KEY CHARACTER:

Chapter 11 gives the names of David’s most trusted soldiers — ‘The Three’
and another ‘Famous Thirty. These were his elite fighters who he kept
close to him because he knew that they would lay down their lives for him.
They showed strength, bravery and commitment, and were willing to give
everything for what they believed in.

THE LETTERS
1 THESSALONIANS

WRITTEN: AROUND AD 50-51

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:

This letter was written to the church in Thessalonica, in northern Greece.
Some theologians think that this is Paul’s earliest letter and therefore the
oldest book in the New Testament. Lots of people became Christians when
Paul visited Thessalonica, but many more people were unhappy about this,
so they kicked Paul out of the city. This meant that there were lots of fresh
but immature Christians left behind, who needed guidance. Paul wrote
this letter in response to questions that the believers were asking about
what will happen when Jesus returns, and what happens when we die. He
also reminded them to live a holy life meanwhile.

WHY READ IT?

This letter contains discussion about some of life’s bigger questions. It
reminds us that even though we have questions, we can be sure about
what Jesus has done, and we can live for Jesus until he comes again. It’s a
great read for anyone who has recently become a Christian, as that’s the
audience it was written for.

SPOTLIGHT:
The city of Thessalonica was one of a number of important places that

made up the Roman province of Macedonia (northern Greece). It was the
leading seaport of Macedonia and the second biggest city in Greece.

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Catholicos Aram I congratulates

In his official letter, Cath-
olicos Aram I conveyed heart-
felt commendations and ex-
pressed hope that the election
of Pope Leo XIV would mark the
beginning of a transformative
new chapter in the life of the
Catholic Church.

Addressing the critical chal-
lenges facing today’s world, His
Holiness underscored the need
for a renewed commitment to the
Church’s mission and a reimagin-
ing of its evangelization efforts.
He affirmed that Pope Leo X1V,
with his deep pastoral experi-
ence and longstanding service,
is uniquely positioned to lead the
Church with wisdom and vision
during this pivotal time.

Catholicos Aram I also re-
flected on the enduring rela-
tionship between the Holy See
of Cilicia and the Vatican—one
that dates back to the Cilician
era and has been actively culti-
vated in recent decades through
ongoing ecumenical cooper-
ation and theological dialogue.

Concluding his message,
the Catholicos offered prayers
for God’s guidance and strength
to support Pope Leo XIV as he
undertakes the sacred and de-
manding responsibilities of his

new ministry.

The next day, with the
blessing of Catholicos Aram I,
an ordination ceremony was
held on Sunday, May 11 during
the Divine Liturgy at St. Greg-
ory the Illuminator Cathedral.
13 seminarians were ordained
as acolytes, and 6 received the
rank of subdeacon.

Archbishop Shahan Sark-
issian officiated the ceremony,
with Very Rev. Fr. Azad Filikian
serving as the sponsor priest
and Very Rev. Fr. Oshin Tch-
valertanian as the celebrant of
the Divine Liturgy.

Fr. Azad led the seminarians
to the chancel, where Archbishop
Shahan conferred the four minor
ranks of the Armenian Church—
reader, porter, torchbearer, and
exorcist—upon the acolytes. He
then bestowed the subdeaconry,
placing the sacred vestment on
the left hand of each newly or-
dained subdeacon.

In his sermon, Archbishop
Shahan reflected on the im-
portance of building one’s faith
on the solid foundation of God,
the “Rock.” Quoting John 6:38,
he emphasized Christ’s example
of fulfilling God’s will and en-
couraged the newly ordained
to do the same. He also called
on faithful families to consider
the Seminary as a path for their
children to serve God and the
Armenian Church.

Following the ceremony,
the newly ordained partici-
pated in the Divine Liturgy by
serving at the altar.

Yerevan yet to act on EU Accession
Bill passed in March

YEREVAN — Despite the Ar-
menian parliament’s approval
in March of a bill declaring the
start of the country’s accession
process to the European Union,
the government has not taken
any further action toward that
goal, a senior official confirmed
on May 9.

The symbolic one-sentence
law, passed by the National As-
sembly dominated by Prime
Minister Nikol Pashinyan’s Civil
Contract party, states the in-
tention to begin the process of
joining the EU. It was adopted
in the face of strong objections
from Russia, Armenia’s trad-
itional ally.

Officials in Yerevan have
insisted the bill does not con-
stitute a formal application for
EU membership. However, they
have yet to specify what con-
crete measures, if any, will fol-
low its passage.

The legislation originated
from several pro-Western civic
groups aligned with Pashinyan.
Last year, they gathered 60,000
signatures in support of hold-
ing a referendum on EU mem-

bership. In January, Pashinyan
stated that such a referendum
should only take place once Ar-
menia and the EU develop a for-
mal roadmap for accession.

So far, no EU member state
has publicly backed Armenia’s
potential membership. The
European Commission has also
remained noncommittal. EU
Enlargement Commissioner
Marta Kos remarked last week,
“We haven’t received the [mem-
bership] application yet, but
then we will see.”

Moscow has reacted sharp-
ly to Yerevan’s move. Russia’s
Security Council Secretary
Sergei Shoigu warned in March
that Armenia’s pursuit of EU
membership could trigger its
exit from the Eurasian Eco-
nomic Union (EEU), a Russia-
led trade bloc that grants Ar-
menia tariff-free access to the
Russian market. He threatened
retaliatory measures, includ-
ing high tariffs on Armenian
exports and the mass expulsion
of Armenian migrant workers,
which he claimed could slash
Armenia’s GDP by a third.

Opposition lawmakers condemn Pashinyan’s
threats, demand legal action

YEREVAN — Parliament deputies from the
main opposition Hayastan alliance demanded
on May 8 that Armenian law-enforcement au-
thorities take action against Prime Minister
Nikol Pashinyan over his latest threats to im-
prison them.

Pashinyan lost his temper and pledged
to “go after” the opposition lawmakers the
previous day after one of them accused him
of turning a blind eye to media allegations of
corruption among members of his entourage.

“You must be the first to go [to prison] and
you will go,” he told another lawmaker during
the Armenian government’s question-and-an-
swer session in the National Assembly.

“Sit down, you moron,” he screamed in an
ensuing shouting match with furious Hayas-
tan lawmakers.

The latter condemned Pashinyan’s threats
as illegal and challenged Prosecutor-General
Anna Vardapetyan to act on them when she
presented an annual report to the parliament
the following day. Vardapetyan, who previ-
ously worked as a legal aide to Pashinyan, re-
sponded by repeatedly saying that she does
not make “political statements.”

Hayastan’s Artsvik Minasyan denounced
her stance and insisted that prosecutors must

give a “legal evaluation” of Pashinyan’s state-
ments which he said amounted to a propa-
ganda of “violence and intolerance.”

“You are now not an assistant to the prime
minister but the prosecutor-general,” another
lawmaker, Aghvan Vartanyan, told vVarda-
petyan. “I would advise you to forget about
your previous position because the Criminal
Code has articles about [officials’] full or par-
tial failure to perform their duties.”

Anna Grigoryan, the lawmaker whose ques-
tion incensed Pashinyan, also said that he must
be accountable for his threats and insults. She
did not rule out the possibility of filing a formal
complaint with law-enforcement authorities.

“If we were a normal country, he would
have to apologize ... But we understand what
country we live in. If the National Assem-
bly speaker can spit [at an anti-government
heckler] then [Pashinyan] can easily use the
vocabulary that I don’t even want to repeat,”
Grigoryan told reporters.

Meanwhile, parliament speaker Alen Si-
monyan said it is the opposition lawmakers
who must apologize to Pashinyan. He claimed
that the incident was the result of their “insol-
ent” behaviour.

Civil Contract accused of undermining press freedom

YEREVAN—In the shadow
of looming elections, Armenia’s
Ministry of Justice has quietly
unveiled a bill that would compel
online media to delete content
labelled as slanderous by the au-
thorities. The proposal, still in
draft form, hasn’t yet reached
parliament — but its message is
already loud and clear.

Two days before the bill was
circulated, Arayik Harutiunyan,
Prime Minister Nikol Pashin-
yan’s chief of staff, took to social
media with a warning. Media
outlets, he said, must “self-
regulate” or prepare for state
intervention — intervention he
admitted would be seen as a “re-
striction on freedom of speech.”

The amendments target
both the Civil Code and existing
media law. The justification —
protection of citizens’ “private
and family life, honour and
reputation” — leans on the lan-
guage of dignity, but the timing
and context suggest a differ-
ent motive. With parliament-
ary elections less than a year
away, the government appears
to be laying the groundwork for
a more sanitized public sphere,
one where criticism of those in
power is just another form of
defamation.

Journalists who don’t toe
the line see the writing on the
wall. Aram Abrahamyan, editor
of the long-running independ-
ent daily Aravot, dismisses the
bill’s stated goals. “They treat
every negative evaluation as
an insult,” he said. “That’s the

problem.”

He points to how even a
mundane observation — say, a
lawmaker losing their temper —
can be weaponized under vague
standards. “The boundaries of
insult are blurry. Any criticism
might be labelled defamatory,
and suddenly you're being told
to delete an article,” he added.

The law would even apply
to user comments, dragging
readers into the dragnet. Courts
in Armenia already have the
power to impose fines for def-
amation and demand retrac-
tions. What they cannot do — at
least not yet — is order entire
articles removed from the in-
ternet. This legislation would
change that.

Grisha Balasanyan of Hetq,
an investigative outlet, points to
the larger political stakes. “We
don’t have trustworthy courts,”
he said. “There’s no reason to
believe they won’t make politic-
ally motivated decisions.”

For him, the connection to
the 2026 elections is obvious. The
ruling party wants to curtail
media scrutiny while it still can.

Harutiunyan’s May 2nd
post, issued on the eve of World
Press Freedom Day, did little
to dispel that view. Without
naming names, he accused
the media of provoking hatred
under the guise of free speech,
and suggested that if they failed
to reform, the public would de-
mand state crackdowns. The
idea that “the people” might
ask for censorship is a familiar

deflection — power speaking in
the name of an imagined, ag-
grieved majority.

For Armine Ohanyan,
founder of the opposition-
leaning Hraparak, the signal
is unambiguous. “This is about
bullying outlets that challenge
the government or report on
its corruption,” she said. “Free-
dom of speech is one of the few
things we’ve actually won in
this country. We're not going to
let people like Arayik Harutiun-
yan crush it.”

Abrahamyan agrees. Hav-
ing steered Aravot through
three decades and multiple
regimes, he says Pashinyan’s
government is proving more
intolerant of dissent than its
predecessors. The irony is that
Pashinyan himself was once
a journalist and editor, regu-
larly accused by the old elite
of spreading misinformation
and inciting unrest. He came
to power in 2018 claiming to be
a champion of press freedom.
That promise has withered.

In 2021, his administration
tripled fines for slander and
criminalized “serious insults”
directed at officials — only to
decriminalize defamation a
year later under international
pressure. Still, the overall tra-
jectory is hard to miss: a shrink-
ing space for criticism, a grow-
ing appetite for control, and a
ruling class increasingly un-
able to distinguish between ac-
countability and attack.

Artsakh authorities against Minsk Group dissolution

YEREVAN — Artsakh
President Samvel Shahramnyan
said that the Artsakh authorities
are against the dissolution of the
OSCE Minsk Group, a condition
pushed by President Ilham Aliyev
of Azerbaijan and one that Ar-
menia’s authorities are inclined to
pursue.

Prime Minister Nikol
Pashinyan last week proposed

to Azerbaijan that he will back
the dissolution of the Minsk
Group if Baku agrees to sign the
peace accord simultaneously.
During a briefing with re-
porters on April 18 in Yerevan,
President Shahramanyan said
that the OSCE Minsk Group is
“the only international platform
that was created specifically to
resolve the [Karabagh] conflict.

These decisions to close the
‘Artsakh page, to dissolve the
Minsk Group, are announced by
the authorities of Armenia. And
I expect also the reaction of the
citizens of Armenia.”

Foreign Minister Ararat
Mirzoyan angrily declared on
April 16 that Yerevan will not

It will create new opportunities for economic growth and job
creation and position Whitehorse as a premier destination for
conferences, events, and tourism.”

FEDERAL GOVERNMENT WANTS TO EXTEND
AGRISTABILITY ENROLMENT DEADLINE

According to a recent press declaration made in Saskatchewan
by the provincial Agriculture Minister Daryl Harrison, along with
federal, provincial, and territorial governments, the deadline for the
currently existing 2025 enrolment program for AgriStability is set to
receive an extension. This proposed extension for the deadline will
be for the AgriStability Program which is the current margin-based
program was set in place to help support producers, with the pro-
gram responding to producers when their whole farm profitability
is impacted, included but not limited to rising costs and declining
market prices. In recent months tariffs have also posed a potential
threat to producers and their potential impact to the prices they
would received for sold agricultural goods. The government encour-
ages farmers that are expecting losses for these and many similar
reasons to apply for the program to receive these payments.

“Managing risk is crucial for the success of agriculture in
our province. The uncertainty of current market disruptions
and tariffs reinforces the importance of our business risk man-
agement programs. Saskatchewan supports extending the enrol-
ment deadline for the existing AgriStability Program. It provides
producers with additional time to evaluate their risk manage-
ment options. I advocated for this change, along with my prov-
incial and territorial counterparts; and I remain committed to
furthering this dialogue regarding any potential proposed chan-

ges,” said Minister Harrison.

ARMENIA

Justice Minister Srbuhi Galyan has announced
that a draft of Armenia’s new Constitution will be
completed within 10 months. Multiple versions are
under review, but no final decisions have been made
regarding content or structure. Galyan clarified
that removing the reference to the 1990 Declara-
tion of Independence — raised by Prime Minister
Nikol Pashinyan in recent months — has not been
formally discussed. The Declaration affirms Ar-
menia’s goal of reunification with Artsakh, a clause
that Baku has repeatedly demanded be removed.

In March, PM Pashinyan proposed a national
referendum for 2027, though he also floated the
possibility of holding the vote alongside the 2026
parliamentary elections. While stating that con-
stitutional reform is a domestic issue, Pashin-
yan acknowledged its potential implications for
regional and international relations.

ARTSAKH

Trials of former Artsakh leaders continue
in Baku, sparking concerns over lack of due pro-
cess. On May 5, former parliament speaker and
ARF member Davit Ishkhanyan was interrogated,
and archival video footage was shown featur-
ing prominent Armenian figures such as for-
mer President Serzh Sargsyan and national hero
Monte Melkonyan. On May 6, former State Min-
ister Ruben Vardanyan’s trial resumed. His legal
team sought to recuse the judges, citing bias and
denied motions, but the request was denied.

AZERBAIJAN/RUSSIA

Russian authorities denied entry to Azerbai-
jani MP Azer Badamov on May 4, citing “Russo-
phobic” remarks. The decision was made under
Articles 26 and 27 of Russia’s federal law on entry

procedures. Badamov was part of an Azerbaijani
delegation invited to Astrakhan to attend events
marking the 102nd anniversary of Heydar Aliyev.
Badamov was detained at a Moscow airport with-
out prior notice and returned to Baku. Hajizade
called the move “an unfriendly step,” while Rus-
sia described it as a personal decision unrelated
to broader Russia-Azerbaijan relations.

IRAN

Iran’s Deputy Foreign Minister Abbas Aragh-
chi has accused Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu of attempting to manipulate U.S. policy
on Iran’s nuclear program. “The world has finally
seen how Netanyahu directly interferes with the
U.S. administration, dragging it into yet another
disaster in the Middle East,” Araghchi wrote on
X. He stressed that diplomacy “based on mutual
respect and mutual interests” remains the only
viable path toward resolving issues surrounding
Iran’s nuclear program. His comments come amid
reports of Israeli pressure on the U.S. to support
potential strikes on Iran’s nuclear sites. President
Donald Trump, however, has reportedly told Israeli
officials that he would not back military action.

TURKEY

Turkey has denied Israeli PM Netanyahu
airspace access for a planned visit to Azerbai-
jan. “The claims suggesting that permission was
granted for the Israeli Prime Minister’s flight
are completely unfounded,” said Turkish Foreign
Ministry spokesperson Oncii Kegeli. “No official
request was submitted to us in this regard.” The
trip was scheduled to take place from May 7 to
May 11, but has been postponed due to regional
and domestic developments.

AMSTERDAM — Le Parti des
Travailleurs du Kurdistan (PKK)
aannoncé lundi 12 mai sa disso-
lution et la fin de plus de quatre
décennies de lutte armée contre
I’Etat turc, a rapporté I’agence
prokurde ANF.

«Le 12e Congres du PKK a

Bakou réitere les conditions posées a I'’Arménie
pour la conclusion d’un accord de paix

EREVAN — Un mois presque jour pour
jour apres sa rencontre avec son homologue
arménien Ararat Mirzoyan en marge du Fo-
rum diplomatique international d’Antalya
en Turquie, le ministre azerbaidjanais des
affaires étrangeres Jeyhun Baytramov a réi-
téré le 11 mai les conditions posées par Bakou
ala conclusion d’un accord de paix global avec
I’Arménie, dont les termes avaient été pour-
tant acceptés officiellement par les deux par-
ties le 13 mars, aprés quelque quatre années de
laborieuses négociations.

Le chef de la diplomatie de I’Azerbaidjan a
ainsi souligné que I’Arménie devrait changer sa
Constitution, accepter la dissolution immédiate
du Groupe de Minsk de '0SCE en charge depuis
1992 du processus de réglement du conflit ar-
méno-azéri autour du Nagorno-Karabagh et
ouvrir un corridor terrestre reliant I’Azerbaid-
jan a son enclave du Nakhitchevan, via le sud
de 'Arménie, autant d’exigences dont aucune
ne figure au nombre des 17 points du plan de
paix sur lequel avaient planché les deux pays
ennemis du Sud Caucase et qui semblaient suf-
fisants, aux yeux de Bakou, pour sceller la paix.
«Nous attendons de I’Arménie qu’elle tienne
ses engagements a cet égard», a insisté Bayra-
mov dans sa nouvelle déclaration, en mettant
I’accent cette fois surtout sur le corridor ex-
traterritorial dit «du Zanguezour», que Bakou
réclame avec insistance depuis sa victoire sur
les Arméniens dans la guerre du Karabagh de
I’automne 2020, méme si d’'un commun accord,
le plan de paix bilatéral en gestation n'avait pas
intégré cette question comme, plus générale-
ment, la question de la restauration des axes
de communication et de transit, censée relever
d’un autre format de négociations.

Les responsables azerbaidjanais accusent
régulierement Erevan de ne pas de conformer
aux termes de I'accord de cessez-le-feu conclu
entre les belligérants arméniens et azéris
sous 1’égide de la Russie qui mettait fin le 8
novembre 2020 a six semaines d’une guerre
sanglante autour du Nagorno-Karabagh, en
laissant en suspens une série de problémes, a
commencer par la question centrale du sta-
tut du Karabagh, que ’'armée de Bakou réglera
par la force, fin septembre 2023, en expulsant
vers ’Arménie toute la population du terri-
toire rebelle arménien. Les responsables azéris
invoquent une clause de cet accord trilatéral
en vertu de laquelle I’Arménie serait tenue
d’ouvrir des axes routiers et ferroviaires per-
mettant de relier le Nakhitchevan au reste de

I’Azerbaidjan. De son c6té, le gouvernement
arménien soutient que cet accord ne prévoit
pas que les personnes et les biens circulant
entre le Nakhitchevan et le reste de I’Azerbaid-
jan via la province méridionale arménienne
du Syounik soient exemptés de contrdles doua-
niers aux frontiéres de ’Arménie. Il précise
que Bakou a délibérément ignoré les propo-
sitions de compromis présentées par ’Armé-
nie ces derniers mois sur la question mais qui
n'ont pas été rendues publiques.

Revenant a la charge réguliérement sur
cette question présentée comme majeure, le pré-
sident azerbaidjanais [lham Aliyev avait menacé
en termes a peine voilés I’Arménie, lors d’une
intervention télévisée en janvier dernier, de per-
cer par la force un tel corridor. Bakou avait accru
la pression sur I’Arménie et attisé les craintes
d’une opération militaire en ce sens en mars
dernier, quelques jours seulement apres que les
deux parties eurent annoncé leur accord sur le
plan de paix, laissant espérer une sa signature
prochaine. Bayramov, sans surprise, a réitéré les
préconditions posées par Bakou pour la signa-
ture de ce traité: un changement de la Consti-
tution de I’Arménie coupable selon le régime
de Bakou, de renfermer des revendications ter-
ritoriales sur I’Azerbaidjan et la dissolution du
Groupe de Minsk qui est coprésidé depuis 1997
par les Etats-unis, la France et la Russie et qui a
tout d’une coquille vide depuis I'invasion russe
de I'Ukraine, qui a creusé le fossé entre Russes et
occidentaux et rendu impossible toute coopéra-

ETCHMIADZINE — Sa Sain-
teté Karékine II, Catholicos de
tous les arméniens, a regu le 9
mai les participants a la confé-
rence annuelle de I’Association
européenne des magistrats
(AEM), réunie cette année en
Arménie, Prés de 35 délégations
nationales ont été accueillies au
siége spirituel de I'Eglise apos-
tolique arménienne, a Etchmia-
dzine, a I'invitation de 1’'Union
des juges de la République d’Ar-
ménie.

Dans un climat de recueille-
ment, le président de 1'Union ar-
ménienne des juges, Alexandre
Azaryan, a présenté les délé-
gués au chef spirituel de I’Eglise
arménienne, lui demandant sa
bénédiction pour les travaux de
la conférence. Le Catholicos a sa-
lué la tenue de cette réunion en
Arménie et exprimé sa satisfac-
tion de recevoir ses participants
au cceur historique de I'identité
religieuse arménienne.

Dans son allocution, Karé-
kine II a rappelé I'importance
du réle des juges dans la pré-

servation de I’état de droit et
la protection des droits fonda-
mentaux. Il a évoqué la dimen-
sion morale du service judi-
ciaire, soulignant que «la jus-
tice véritable s'enracine dans la
foi, et se manifeste par I'amour
du prochain et la défense de
la dignité humaine». Il a ap-
pelé les magistrats a inscrire
leur action dans une exigence
éthique, au-dela des cadres
strictement juridiques.
