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Aliev insiste sur le «retour des
azéris occidentaux en Arménie»

BAKOU — Le président
azerbaidjanais Ilham Aliev a de
nouveau exigé le 4 juillet que
I’Arménie assure le retour des
azerbaidjanais qui y vivaient
jusqu’a la fin des années 1980,
alors qu’il accueillait les diri-
geants de la Turquie, de I'Iran et
de plusieurs autres Ftats musul-
mans au Haut-Karabagh.

Ils se sont réunis a Ste-
panakert pour un sommet de
I’Organisation de coopération
économique (ECO), environ
deux ans apres que la ville soit
devenue une ville fantéme a la
suite d’une offensive militaire
azerbaidjanaise qui a contraint
la population ethnique du Kara-
bagh a fuir vers '’Arménie et a
rétabli le contrdle total de Ba-
kou sur le territoire.

Dans son discours lors du
sommet, Aliev n’a fait aucune
mention de I'exode et a plutdt af-
firmé «le droit au retour des azer-
baidjanais expulsés de force du
territoire de 'Arménie moderne».

«Les efforts visant a as-
surer le retour pacifique des
azerbaidjanais occidentaux sur
leurs terres ancestrales, en Ar-
ménie, se poursuivront a I’ave-
niry, a-t-il déclaré.

Aliev a félicité les nations
musulmanes membres de ['Or-
ganisation de coopération isla-
mique (OCI) pour avoir soutenu
ses revendications dans une
déclaration commune adoptée
par leurs ministres des Affaires
étrangeres le 21 juin lors d’une
réunion a Istanbul. La déclara-
tion, condamnée par Erevan,
déplorait «le refus de ’Arménie
d’engager un dialogue avec la

communauté azerbaidjanaise
occidentale».

Quelques jours seulement
aprés la réunion d’Istanbul, le
ministére iranien des Affaires
étrangeres a clairement indiqué
qu’il désapprouvait la formula-
tion pro-azerbaidjanaise de la
déclaration, affirmant qu’elle
«pourrait susciter un désir de
changements géopolitiques».
Pour sa part, ’'ambassadeur
iranien en Arménie, Mehdi Sob-
hani, a rejeté la description per-
sistante par les dirigeants azer-
baidjanais d’'une grande partie
du territoire arménien comme
«Azerbaidjan occidental». Tou-
tefois, le président iranien Mas-
soud Pezeshkian, qui était éga-
lement présent au sommet de
Stepanakert, ne s’est pas ouver-
tement opposé aux derniéres
déclarations d’Aliev.

La déclaration de 1’0CI sti-
pule également que I’Arménie
doit «cesser de porter atteinte
a la souveraineté et a I'intégrité
territoriale de ’Azerbaidjan» et
«lever les obstacles juridiques et
politiques qui subsistent» a un
accord de paix entre ’Arménie
et ’Azerbaidjan. Elle a ainsi ef-
fectivement soutenu les condi-
tions préalables posées par
I’Azerbaidjan pour la signature
d’un tel traité finalisé par les
deux parties en mars. Celles-ci
comprennent une modification
de la constitution arménienne.

Aliyev n’a fait aucune dé-
claration au sujet de cet accord.
Il devrait rencontrer le Premier
ministre arménien Nikol Pashi-
nian dans le courant du mois.

Plus de la moitié des attaques contre
les chrétiens en Israél visent les
arméniens selon un rapport

JERUSALEM — Cette année,
entre avril et juin, 50 incidents
motivés par la haine envers les
chrétiens ont été recensés en
Israél, selon un rapport publié
par le Centre pour la liberté
religieuse. Les attaques ciblées
dans la Vieille Ville de Jérusa-
lem sont particulierement in-
quiétantes.

Plus de la moitié de ces at-
taques ont eu lieu dans le quar-
tier arménien ou autour du Pa-
triarcat de I'Eglise arménienne.

Les principaux incidents
en dehors de la Vieille Ville ont
été recensés sur le Mont Sion, a
Jérusalem-Ouest.

Le clergé et les habitants
chrétiens ont principalement été
victimes de crachats, de harcéle-
ment, d’insultes, de profanation
de lieux saints et d’intrusions.
Dautres actes de vandalisme ont
également été signalés.

Les principales cibles de la
haine étaient le clergé arménien,
franciscain catholique, ortho-

1l fait également allusion, dans la suite de son
message, a la ville sainte d’Etchmiadzine, siege
du Saint-Siege de I'’Eglise arménienne, en affir-
mant que « rien ne saurait interdire I’acces des
forces de l'ordre a un territoire quelconque de
élargie de Vagharchapat [nom
administratif d’Etchmiadzine] ».

Pachinian va jusqu’a ironiser sur le carac-
tére « moralement neutre » de certains lieux,
insinuant que ceux qui dénoncent I'interven-
tion policiére seraient bien moins regardants
lorsqu’il s’agit de comportements jugés immo-
raux.

Le Patriarche Masalyan: «Nous avons exprimé notre
protestation silencieuse au Premier ministre Pachinian»

ISTANBUL — Selon un article
paru le 3 juillet dans Agos, le Pa-
triarche des arméniens de Tur-
quie, Sahak Masalyan, a tenu une
conférence de presse au Patriar-
cat d’Istanbul, en présence du
Pere supérieur Krikor Damadyan,
apres son retour des Etats-Unis.
Cette rencontre avec les médias
visait a clarifier la position du Pa-
triarcat face a la récente visite du
Premier ministre arménien Nikol
Pachinian a Istanbul.

Masalyan a d’abord évoqué
son séjour aux Ftats-Unis, souli-
gnant l'accueil chaleureux regu,
en particulier de la part des ar-
méniens originaires de Turquie.
Il a noté le contraste entre la vi-
talité de la diaspora arménienne
américaine et le déclin démogra-
phique des communautés chré-
tiennes du Moyen-Orient.

«Les arméniens s’évaporent
ici et deviennent nuages... ils
vont en Amérique et y portent du
fruit.»

Il a néanmoins alerté sur
le risque d’assimilation des
nouvelles générations, et salué
les efforts faits pour préserver
’identité arménienne (églises,

écoles) en Californie.

Le cceur de la conférence
concernait la non-participation
du Patriarcat a la visite de Pachi-
nian a Istanbul, marquée par
I’absence de représentants reli-
gieux lors de sa venue a I'église de
Kumkapi et par la fermeture sym-
bolique du batiment patriarcal.

Selon Masalyan, cette atti-
tude constituait une «protesta-
tion silencieuse», motivée par:

— L'absence de protocole:
aucune demande officielle
navait été adressée au Patriarcat
pour organiser une rencontre.

— Le conflit entre Pachi-
nian et le Catholicos Karékine
II: Masalyan déplore le ton irres-
pectueux adopté par Pachinian
a l’égard du chef spirituel de
I’Eglise apostolique arménienne.

— La volonté d’éviter une
instrumentalisation politique du
religieux.

Le Patriarche souligne une
erreur de la part du gouvernement
arménien: ne pas avoir engagé de
correspondance officielle avec
le Patriarcat, contrairement a ce
qui s'était fait lors de précédentes
visites, notamment celle du pré-

sident Levon Ter-Petrossian.

Il rappelle que le Patriar-
cat arménien de Turquie, vieux
de 500 ans, est une institution
a part entiére, qui ne peut étre
ignorée dans les relations armé-
no-arméniennes.

«La République d’Arménie
a 35 ans. Le Patriarcat, lui, a une
histoire de 500 ans».

Masalyan a justifié 1’ab-
sence d’un prétre lors de la vi-
site a Kumkapt:

«C’est une position
consciente, motivée par le lan-
gage agressif de M. Pachinian
envers le Catholicos».

1l a rappelé que d’autres au-
torités ecclésiastiques, comme le
Catholicos Aram Ier (Cilicie) et le
Patriarche arménien de Jérusa-
lem, avaient également exprimé
leur soutien a Karékine II et pris
leurs distances avec Pachinian.

1l réfute toute hostilité po-
litique, mais défend 'autonomie
et la dignité de I'Eglise:

«Nous ne voulons pas que
nos affaires ecclésiastiques
soient abordées avec un langage
irrespectueux».

L'Arménie souhaite rejoindre le groupe dirigé par la Chine

EREVAN — Prés de trois
mois aprés s'étre engagé a de-
mander I'adhésion de 'Arménie
a I’Union européenne, le gou-
vernement arménien a annoncé
le 3 juillet son intention de re-
joindre I'Organisation de coopé-
ration de Shanghai, un groupe
de dix Ftats eurasiatiques dirigé
par la Chine.

«Partageant les principes
fondateurs de I’Organisation
de coopération de Shanghai, a
savoir I'intégrité territoriale, le
non-recours a la force et I'invio-
labilité des frontiéres, la Répu-
blique d’Arménie a exprimé le
souhait de devenir membre de
1’0CS», a déclaré le ministére
arménien des Affaires étran-
geres dans un message publié
sur les réseaux sociaux.

Cette décision a été an-
noncée une semaine apres la
visite du ministre des Affaires
étrangeres Ararat Mirzoyan
en Chine. M. Mirzoyan et son
homologue chinois Wang Yi

auraient convenu de s’efforcer
de faire passer les relations si-
no-arméniennes au niveau de
«partenariat stratégique».

«Nous avons souligné le ca-
ractére stratégique de nos rela-
tions et nous voyons un intérét
mutuel a officialiser le renforce-
ment de ces relations», a déclaré
M. Mirzoyan au journal South
China Morning Post.

L'Arménie a actuellement
le statut de «partenaire de dia-
logue» au sein de 1’0CS, qui lui
a été accordé en 2016. Parmi
les membres a part entiére de
cette organisation créée en
2001 figurent la Russie et quatre
autres anciens Etats soviétiques
qui composent I’'Organisation
du traité de sécurité collective
(OTSC), une alliance militaire
dirigée par la Russie.

Erevan a suspendu son
adhésion a ’0TSC début 2024,
accusant ses anciens alliés so-
viétiques de ne pas respecter
leurs engagements en matiére

de sécurité envers ’Arménie. Le
Premier ministre Nikol Pashi-
nian est allé jusqu’a déclarer
en septembre 2024 que ’0TSC
constituait une menace exis-
tentielle pour son pays.

Soulignant encore davan-
tage ses tensions accrues avec
Moscou, le gouvernement de
Pashinian a promulgué en
avril dernier une loi déclarant
«le début du processus d’adhé-
sion de I’Arménie a I’Union
européenne». La chef de la
diplomatie européenne, Kaja
Kallas, a salué cette initiative
lors de sa visite a Erevan en
début de semaine. Mirzoyan a
déclaré avoir discuté avec Kal-
las «des prochaines étapes réa-
listes possibles dans la mise en
ceuvre de cette loi».

L'UE et les Ftats-Unis ont
imposé des sanctions écono-
miques a trois des dix Etats
membres de 1’0OCS : la Russie, la
Biélorussie et I'Iran.

«C'est encore loin la signature?
Tais-toi et rame!»

Vu que le Premier ministre Nikol Pachinian a refusé en 2018 les
propositions de Lavrov de céder cinq des sept districts entourant le
Haut-Karabagh et ne garder que les deux districts mitoyens a I'’Armé-
nie; il a été délaissé par la Russie. De plus, persuadé qu'il est un chef de
guerre émérite, pouvant se dispenser de I'avis de ses généraux, il n'a pas
vu (ou voulait voir) ce qui se préparait en face. Bilan coté arménien de
la seconde guerre du Karabagh: 5.000 morts et plus de 10.000 blessés.

Pour le président Ilham Aliev, négocier avec le Premier ministre
arménien doit étre un vrai plaisir, pour ne pas dire un agréable
passe-temps. Pour obtentir, il suffit de demander, voire de menacer,
si réticence il y a. Il en est ainsi depuis sa victoire dans la guerre des
44 jours de 2020, le tout couronné par un accord de cessez-le-feu
signé sous I’égide de Moscou et qui fait la part belle a '’Azerbaidjan.
Logique puisque Cest le vainqueur.

Le compte tenu du caractére guerrier et vengeur du potentat azé-
ri, ce qui était prévisible arrive a grand pas. Pas de nouvelles agres-
sions d’envergure contre le territoire arménien, mais des grignotages
permanents. Sous la pression de I'UE et de Bakou, Pachinian lache
totalement le Karabagh se dirige vers un accord de paix avec Aliev.
Fort de sa supériorité, ce dernier ne se géne pas pour charger la mule
et poser ses conditions pour signer un accord de paix.

On connait les points 16 et 17 du texte de 'accord de paix, qui
posaient un probléme (a); c’est réglé. On connait également les deux
conditions a remplir avant la signature (b), c’est en cours de traite-
ment, bien qu’il ne soit pas dit que ce sera fait avant la fin du mandat
de Pachinian en avril prochain.

Il n’est pas dit que le parti de Nikol Pachinian obtienne comme
en juin 2021 la majorité des sieges et qu’il soit reconduit dans ses
fonctions. Sa vision d'une Arménie ‘réelle’ associée a une suite
d’abandons face au tandem turco-azéri, ont fait chuter sa popularité
a11,5% en mai dernier.

Voila quapparaissent deux nouvelles exigences, qui n‘ont pas
encore le label officiel ‘conditions’, mais cela ne saurait plus tard.

1 - Le retour sur leur terre ancestrale — I’Azerbaidjan occiden-
tal, de 300.000 azerbaidjanais, chassés de force par les arméniens,
dans les derniers mois de I’'Union soviétique.

2 - La mise en ouvre d’une voie de communication sans entrave
— le couloir du Zanguézour, entre I’Azerbaidjan et sa république
autonome, le Nakhitchevan.

Le dictateur azéri, comme un trés grand nombre de dirigeants, a
une mémoire sélective. Il omet volontairement de parler du sort des
arméniens qui ont fui ’Azerbaidjan a partir de 1988, suite aux pogroms
anti-arméniens — Soumgait (février 1988), Kirovabad (novembre 1988),
Bakou (janvier 1990). Pour éviter de nouveaux massacres, les derniers
arméniens du Karabagh, environ 120.000 personnes, ont préféré fuir
devant la soldatesque azérie. En contradiction avec les termes de 'ac-
cord tripartite de cessez-le-feu du 9 novembre 2020, les soldats russes
de la paix avaient recu l'ordre de ne pas s’interposer.

En avril, la porte-parole du ministére arménien des Affaires
étrangéres (MAE), Ani Badalian, avait réagi aux propositions des diri-
geants azéris en déclarant qu«il n'existe pas d’Azerbaidjan occiden-
tal sur le territoire de '’Arménie; ’Azerbaidjan occidental désigne
la région occidentale de I’Azerbaidjan, c'est-a-dire les districts atte-
nants a la frontiére arménienne ainsi que la république autonome
du Nakhitchevany. Elle a souligné que les autorités azerbaidjanaises
utilisaient le terme «Azerbaidjan occidental» pour désigner une par-
tie du territoire souverain de '’Arménie — le Syunik. Le ministre des
Affaires étrangeres, Ararat Mirzoyan, avait précédemment décrit le
discours azerbaidjanais sur I'«Azerbaidjan occidental» comme une
revendication territoriale contre ’Arménie.

Le 23 juin, un nouveau communiqué du MAE rappelle ces mises
au point.

Lorsque la premiére guerre Arménie-Azerbaidjan a éclaté en
1991, tous les azerbaidjanais qui habitaient en Arménie, environ
200,000 personnes, ont quitté — et non chassés, le pays. Cet exode
a été poursuivi jusqu'en 1994 par les 400.000 azerbaidjanais qui ont
fui le Haut-Karabagh et les sept districts mitoyens devant I'avancée
des troupes arméniennes.

Notons, a contrario, que depuis le début des hostilités en 1988
jusqu'au nettoyage ethnique de septembre 2023, plus de 250.000
arméniens ont fui — et non quitté, ’Azerbaidjan, de gré ou de force.

La visite du Premier ministre arménien en Turquie, n’a fait que
confirmer I’état d’esprit d’Erdogan envers Nikol Pachinian. Ce nest
pas parce que l'on sourit ou qu'on se serre la main que les négocia-
tions progressent. Si sur le papier on se met d’accord, en pratique
les décisions prises ne sont pas appliquées, comme ouvrir la fron-
tiere pour les diplomates ou pour les étrangers. Quant aux voies de
communications, routiéres ou ferrées, elles sont loin d’étre prétes.

Le blocus de '’Arménie mis en place en 1993 par Ankara est tou-
jours opérationnel, s'ajoute a cela la demande réitérée d’Erdogan
d’ouvrir la liaison Nakhitchevan-Azerbaidjan de maniére extrater-
ritoriale, sous contrdle non-arménien.

Nikol Pachinian devrait cogiter la citation d’Eve Curie: «La paix
an’importe quel prix, ce n'est plus la paix».

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Swiss-led delegation visits
Washington to promote peace
initiative on Nagorno-Karabagh

WASHINGTON — A high-
level delegation consisting of
Swiss lawmakers is in Wash-
ington this week to present
the Swiss Peace Initiative on
Nagorno-Karabagh and advocate
for stronger U.S. engagement in
promoting justice and long-term
stability in the South Caucasus.

The delegation includes
Erich Vontobel (Democratic
Federal Union) and Lukas Rei-
mann (Swiss People’s Party),
Dr. John Eibner, International
President of Christian Solidar-
ity International (CSI), and Var-
tan Oskanian, a former Foreign
Minister of Armenia

In March 2025, the Swiss
Parliament passed a landmark
resolution mandating the Fed-
eral Council to convene an
international peace forum.
This forum aims to facilitate
direct dialogue — under inter-

national supervision — be-
tween Azerbaijani authorities
and representatives of the dis-
placed Armenian population
of Nagorno-Karabagh, with the
goal of negotiating a voluntary,
collective, and dignified return.

On July 7, the delegation
met with Deputy Assistant Sec-
retaries of State Jake McGee
and Monica Ager Jacobsen at
the U.S. State Department. Dis-
cussions focused on the rights
of displaced Armenians and re-
cent developments in the South
Caucasus and the wider region.

The delegation will con-
tinue its meetings in Washing-
ton with Members of Congress,
human rights organizations, and
policy institutions to build sup-
port for the Swiss initiative and
ensure the ongoing plight of the
displaced population remains on
the international agenda.

Authorities step up crackdown on
jailed Russian-Armenian billionaire

YEREVAN — Law-enforce-
ment authorities raided the Yere-
van offices of jailed billionaire
Samvel Karapetyan'’s Tashir Group
on July 2 as the Armenian parlia-
ment approved a controversial
government bill paving the way
for the seizure of its biggest asset:
the national electric utility.

Officers of Armenia’s In-
vestigative Committee spent
nearly six hours searching the
Moscow-based holding com-
pany’s headquarters in the city
centre. They left the building
with computers and other elec-
tronic equipment confiscated
as part of what the committee
called a criminal investigation
into large-scale tax evasion and
money laundering.

The law-enforcement agency
did not give any details of the
probe. Nor did it immediately an-
nounce relevant criminal char-
ges against Karapetyan or senior
Tashir executives. One of Karapet-
yan’s lawyers, Armen Feroyan,
described the case as baseless and
politically motivated.

“This is a chain of illegal-
ities that was predictable and,
I think, will continue,” Feroyan
told journalists.

Two opposition lawmakers
who also spoke to the press
outside the Tashir building
similarly linked the raid to the
June 18 arrest and prosecution
of Karapetyan. The latter was
charged with calling for a vio-
lent regime change hours after
condemning Pashinyan’s efforts
to depose the top clergy of the
Armenian Apostolic Church
opposed to his concessions to
Azerbaijan and Turkey.

Shortly after Karapetyan’s

arrest, Pashinyan pledged to
“quickly” nationalize the Elec-
tric Networks of Armenia util-
ity owned by Tashir. He accused
the company of creating a “near
energy crisis” in Armenia with the
possible aim of increasing public
discontent with his government.

Armenian opposition lead-
ers and other government crit-
ics believe that Pashinyan is
simply keen to punish Karapet-
yan for challenging him. They
have warned that ENA’s seizure,
the first of its kind in Armenia’s
history, would scare away ma-
jor foreign investors who have
shown little interest in the
South Caucasus nation during
Pashinyan’s seven-year.

The Armenian parliament
controlled by the ruling Civil
Contract party ignored these
warnings when it hastily ap-
proved on Wednesday a govern-
ment bill empowering the au-
thorities to “temporarily” take
over ENA’s management before
forcing Tashir to sell it within
three months.

Such action will have to be
approved by the Public Services
Regulatory Commission. The sup-
posedly independent regulator is
headed by a former Civil Contract
member who formally termin-
ated his party affiliation just be-
fore being installed as commis-
sion chairman last November.

Karapetyan and his family
warned that they will file an
international lawsuit against
Pashinyan’s government if it
does seize ENA. In a statement,
they said such a move would be
“arbitrary, discriminatory and
politically motivated.”

Armenian parliament strips immunity of
opposition leaders after Pashinyan pledged to
purge legislature

YEREVAN—Armenia’s Parliament voted
on July 7 to strip two opposition leaders of
their immunity based on a request from the
country’s prosecutor-general that followed a
pledge by Prime Minister Nikol Pashinyan to
purge the legislature of opposition lawmakers.

The parliament vote targeted the head
of the opposition Hayastan alliance Seyran
Ohanyan and fellow faction member, Artsvik
Minasyan, who is also a member of the Armen-
ian Revolutionary Federation.

In the final count, 59 lawmakers voted
in favour of the motion, while the opposition
Hayastan and Pativ Unem factions boycotted
the vote.

The vote followed an appeal by Prosecu-
tor-General Anna Vardapetyan, who on July
4 asked lawmakers to strip the immunity of
the two lawmakers, in order for her office to
launch a criminal investigation.

Ohanyan was Armenia’s Defence Minis-
ter under President Serzh Sarkissian, while
Minasyan served as the country’s Environ-
mental Protection Minister.

The Prosecutor General has accused Oh-
anyan of unlawfully acquiring a a plot of land
near Lake Sevan, which has been designated
as a nature reserve within the Sevan National
Park. He was also accused of building a private
residence without approval and of not declar-
ing ownership of the house since becoming a
member of parliament in 2021.

Ohanyan was also accused of allegedly re-
ceiving 58 million drams ($151,000) in bribes
during his term as defence minister for “pro-
viding illegal advantages in the ministry’s
procurement processes.”

Minasyan was accused of allegedly facili-
tating Ohanyan’s land acquisition in his role as
environment minister.

Minasyan allegedly did not take measures
to “mitigate the consequences” of Ohanyan’s
violations, and did not “ensure the application
of legal accountability measures” against him,
thereby causing significant damage to the
state, the prosecutor-general said on Friday.

The two opposition leaders have denied

the accusations and have termed prosecu-
tor-general’s request as part of the ongoing
“purge” demanded by Pashinyan when he ad-
dressed parliament recently.

While addressing lawmakers in parlia-
ment in May, Pashinyan lost his temper after
opposition lawmakers accused him of lacking
the “political will” to discipline his own party
members for corruption.

In response he lashed out at opposition
lawmakers, accusing them of being corrupt
and called them “foreign agents.”

Both Ohanyan and Minasyan considered
the cases launched against them to be ‘crim-
inal instructions’ from Pashinyan.

Another member of the Hayastan faction
and the chair of the ARF Supreme Council of
Armenia Ishkhan Saghatelyan countered the
prosecutor-general’s accusations, telling re-
porters that her appeal was merely fulfilling
Pashinyan’s vendetta against the opposition.

“A month ago, Nikol Pashinyan gave very
succinct instructions to the prosecutor in the
chambers of the National Assembly, and this is
the consequence of that,” Saghatelyan told re-
porters. “And, today, the prosecutor-general,
in her capacity of his [Pashinyan’s] adviser, is
carrying out another illegal instruction from
Nikol Pashinyan.”

“The prosecutor-general continues to re-
main as Nikol Pashinyan’s adviser. Instead of
protecting state interests, she is exclusively
protecting Nikol Pashinyan and his govern-
ment. She should not have charged Artsvik
Minasyan, but should have proceeded with
Artsvik Minasyan’s report on Nikol Pashinyan’s
treason case,” Saghatelyan said on Friday.

Saghatelyan said that he is convinced that
the authorities will seek to widen the crack-
down against opposition activists and lead-
ers, vowing that none of the leaders, who were
charged and remanded last week, had com-
mitted illegal acts.

He called the efforts a “show” being staged by
the Pashinyan administration, in order to divert
the public’s attention from the more important
challenges and matters facing Armenia.

Pashinyan signals another police raid on Holy

YEREVAN — Security forces
must be able to again raid the
headquarters of the Armenian
Apostolic Church, Prime Min-
ister Nikol Pashinyan indicated
on Monday three days after its
top clergy called for the im-
mediate release of two out-
spoken archbishops arrested
late last month.

The arrests came amid
Pashinyan’s efforts to de-
pose Catholicos Karekin II, the
church’s supreme head highly
critical of his domestic and for-
eign policies. Archbishop Bagrat
Galstanyan and 14 of his support-
ers were charged on June 25 with
plotting to topple the govern-
ment through “terrorist acts.”

Two days later, police and
National Security Service offi-
cers raided the church’s Mother
See in Etchmiadzin in a bid to
arrest another archbishop, Mi-
kael Ajapahyan. But they failed
to do that after meeting with
fierce resistance from hun-
dreds of angry priests and lay-
men. Ajapahyan surrendered to
a law-enforcement agency sev-
eral hours after the unpreced-
ented raid condemned by the
Armenian opposition and many
public figures.

Etchmiadzin

Ajapahyan was charged
with calling for a violent re-
gime change. Both he and Gal-
stanyan have described the
separate criminal cases as pol-
itically motivated. Karekin II’s
office as well as the Armenian
opposition have echoed that as-
sessment.

In a Facebook post, Pashin-
yan said Karekin II's condemna-
tion of the arrests means that
he “shares” the jailed arch-
bishops’ plans to “carry out
a military coup” and “create
chaos in the country.” He went
on to state in that context that
in the town of Vagharshapat,
of which Etchmiadzin is a part,
“no area can be closed to law-
enforcement activities.”

Pashinyan’s critics were
quick to construe the implicit
threat as a prelude to another
NSS and police raid on the
Mother See. Ajapahyan’s legal
team he thus ordered law-en-
forcement authorities to “carry
out a search or arrests” there. A
senior lawmaker representing
the ruling Civil Contract party
denied that.

The premier already
threatened on June 26 to for-
cibly remove Karekin II from

Etchmiadzin if the Catholicos
continues to ignore his de-
mands to resign. Pashinyan’s
detractors say that he declared
war on the church in an effort
to please Azerbaijan and/or
neutralize a key source of op-
position to his unilateral con-
cessions to Armenia’s arch-foe.

The heads of the Armenian
Church’s worldwide dioceses
and other bishops condemned
the “reprehensible campaign”
and reaffirmed their “alle-
giance” to Karekin II in a joint
statement issued late on July
4 following a meeting in Etch-
miadzin. They also deplored
the arrests of the archbishops
as well as Samvel Karapetian,
a Russian-Armenian billionaire
prosecuted right after pledging
to defend the top clergy. The au-
thorities, they said, are already
“declaring them guilty before
any court verdict.”

“We urge the authorities
of Armenia to immediately re-
lease our spiritual brothers, the
national benefactor, and their
associates, and to act strictly
within the law, ensuring their
right to a fair trial,” added their
statement.

Pashinyan admits State surveillance

YEREAN (Azatutyun.
am)—In what his critics call an
admission of abuse of power,
Prime Minister Nikol Pashin-
yan has said that his allegations
regarding the private lives of
senior clergymen are based on
information provided to him
by Armenia’s National Security
Service.

Pashinyan has been pres-
suring Catholicos Karekin II
and other high-ranking cler-
ics to resign, saying that they
have had secret sex affairs in
breach of their vows of celibacy.
He pledged on June 9 to set up a
body tasked with deposing the
supreme head of the Armenian
Apostolic Church accused by
him of having fathered a child.

Opposition and public fig-
ures have called the move un-
constitutional, arguing that the
church is legally separated from
the state. They say that the real
purpose of campaign, which has
involved profanities posted on
Pashinyan’s Facebook page, is
to please Azerbaijan and Turkey
and neutralize a key source of
opposition to far-reaching con-
cessions to Armenia’s arch-foes.

An RFE/RL correspond-
ent asked Pashinyan about the
sources of his allegations when
she attended at the weekend
his and his wife’s latest meet-
ing with supporters held as part
of their government-funded
campaign purportedly aimed
at helping Armenians become
more educated.

Pashinyan replied that
sensitive details of clerics’ pri-

vate lives have been contained
in intelligence briefings pre-
sented to him by the NSS, the
former Armenian branch of the
Soviet KGB, on a daily basis.

“Every day the National Se-
curity Service submits to me re-
ports about the operational situ-
ation in the country and in that
operational situation, naturally,
there are security-related issues
and related problems,” he said.
“Naturally, I cannot help but
know all of that. And my know-
ing is also absolutely legal.”

Pashinyan did not say
just how the alleged affairs of
Karekin II or any other priest
are connected to national secur-
ity. Civil rights activists insisted
that there is no such connection
and that the premier admitted
to serious breaches of privacy
protected by Armenian law.

“No one’s personal sex life
can be part of that operational
information,” Nina Karapetya-
nts, head of the Yerevan-based
Helsinki Association, told RFE/
RLUs Armenian Service.

The NSS or police are al-
lowed to spy on only individ-
uals suspected of crimes, she
said, adding that Pashinyan has
no right to access personal data
collected by them.,

“That data is confidential,
and he has no right to access it.
It is prohibited by law,” agreed
Arman Tatoyan, the country’s
former human rights ombuds-
man close to the Armenian op-
position.

Pashinyan broke the law by
not only accessing such data but

has also publicizing it for “polit-
ical purposes,” Tatoyan said in a
social media post.

Pashinyan reportedly ac-
knowledged the NSS surveil-
lance when he met with Yere-
van State University (YSU) stu-
dents and professors on June
2 to promote his controversial
policy towards Azerbaijan.

“He said he instructed spe-
cial services to find out whether
Karekin II II complies with his
vows of celibacy and that the
same checks must also be done
on the heads of the dioceses and
so on,” one of the students told
an Armenian TV channel after-
wards.

Late last year, Pashinyan
also controversially accessed
personal communication of Ho-
vik Aghazaryan, an Armenian
lawmaker who defied his order
to resign from the National As-
sembly. The data, which includ-
ed intimate details of Aghaz-
arian’s private life, was stored
in Aghazarian’s mobile phone
confiscated by another law-
enforcement agency. Pashin-
yan shared it with senior mem-
bers of his Civil Contract party
before they decided to expel
Aghazaryan from its ranks.

Aghazaryan protested
against the embarrassing leak
which he considers illegal.
Pashinyan denied breaking the
law, saying that law-enforcement
authorities passed Aghazarian’s
personal data on to him after
finding there “information con-
taining threats to state security.”

Pashinyan wants new constitution to conform to his
so-called ‘Real Armenia’ vision

YEREVAN — Prime Minis-
ter Nikol Pashinyan said that
a new Armenian Constitution
must confirm to his vision of a
so-called “real Armenia,” which
excludes Artsakh and calls for
“revisiting” Armenia’s contem-
porary history.

Speaking at an event mark-
ing the Constitution’s 30th anni-
versary at Yerevan's Opera House
onJuly 5, Pashinyan further went
on to say that all previous refer-
enda for Armenia’s Constitution,
including the first one 30 years
ago that saw the participation of
the majority of Armenian voters
at the time, were “imposed” on
them and did not reflect the “free
will” of the people.

Pashinyan justified the
need for a new constitution by
arguing that his proposed ideol-
ogy of a “Real Armenia” could
not take shape under the cur-
rent constitution.

“The Constitution, as I
see it, is an agreement among
citizens about their relation-
ships with each other, between
individuals, between citizens

and communities, commun-
ities and the government, and
more broadly, an agreement on
the legal order of the country,
which should be enshrined in
the Constitution,” Pashinyan
told the gathering on Saturday.

Pashinyan added that while
Armenia’s Constitution and legal
system were developed by “re-
spectable experts,” they did not
emerge through a transparent
and participatory democratic
process. “As a result, many cit-
izens continue to see the home-
land as a platform for resisting
the state rather than as a shared
civic project,” he said.

He argued that resistance
to the state has become a reflex
and that this mindset must be
overcome. In his view, many Ar-
menians continue to perceive
the legal system established in
the country over the past 35
years as something imposed on
them, rather than a framework
created by their own will for
governing life in Armenia.

Addressing the lack of the
public’s embrace of the legal

system, the Prime Minister said
he has come to a widely known
but rarely spoken conclusion:
“the Constitutions adopted
since 1995 have left open the
question of whether they were
truly the result of the people’s
free will and free voting.” In
his view, this ambiguity under-
mines public trust.

He emphasized that Ar-
menia now needs a new Consti-
tution — one that reflects the
current reality and is adopted
through the free will of the
people.

“That reality is this: The
Republic of Armenia tells its
citizens that the homeland and
the state are no longer separate.
Unlike the previous period of
our millennia-long history, our
message today must be clear.
And that message must be ar-
ticulated in a new Constitution
adopted through the free will of
the Armenian people. That Con-
stitution must say: citizen of the
Republic of Armenia, you are the
state, you are the Republic of Ar-
menia,” Pashinyan concluded.

Years later, the Persians conquered the Babylonians, and this
is where Ezra starts, The book tells how the Judeans were permitted to
return to Jerusalem to rebuild the temple (under the guidance of Zerub-
babel) but faced opposition when trying to do so. It goes on to show Ezra
reorganizing religious life and encouraging the people to place their
focus firmly back to God.

WHY READ IT?
Here, we can read all about the importance of putting God first and
coming back to him if we have fallen away. Ezra shows us how God re-
stores what has been broken and fulfils all his promises.

THE LETTERS
2 TIMOTHY

WRITTEN: AD61-64
(OR POSSIBLY LATER IN THE FIRST CENTURY)

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:
This letter is a bit different from the others, as it was written to a person
rather than a church. Timothy was a young leader who was put in charge
of a church in Ephesus after Paul became concerned about its original
leaders - so Timothy was mentored by Paul before going on to lead a
church himself. This is a letter in which the wisdom of age is speaking
to the passion of youth.

WHY READ IT?
Timothy was a young leader, and this letter gives advice for young peo-
ple about building good character and knowing the truth. There is also
some great advice on how to lead, both in general terms and specifically
about dealing with difficult church situations.

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:
Timothy was the son of a Greek father and a Jewish mother. He was men-
tored by Paul until he was entrusted with the leadership of the church in
Ephesus. In the letters that Paul wrote to him, Paul seems to be cheering
him on from afar.
