NEHEMIAH

WRITTEN: AROUND 400-300BC

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:

The book of Nehemiah is set in Jerusalem shortly after
the rebuilding of the temple, which is described in the
book of Ezra. Many of God’s people were still in ex-
ile in Babylon, under the rule of the Persian empire.
This book tells how Nehemiah, cupbearer to the Persian
King, asked for permission to rebuild the broken-down
walls of Jerusalem. Permission was granted, and we see
the walls being rebuilt, as well as God’s people rededi-
cating themselves to God.

WHY READ IT?

There are many teams throughout this book that can
link up with our lives today, including working with oth-
ers, social action and looking out for those who are less
fortunate. It also lets us know that we can always return
to God, and it shows us an example of people standing
firm when facing opposition and discouragement.

City walls were a sign of protection. They were the first
defence against any potential invaders, so the fact that
Jerusalem’s walls were broken down showed that the
city was vulnerable. Jerusalem was believed to be God’s
holy city, so the broken walls also suggested that God
was weak and could be defeated. Nehemiah knew this
was not true of God, and he wanted to restore Jerusa-
lem as a respectable city once again.

TITUS

WRITTEN: AD80
(OR POSSIBLY LATER IN THE SECOND CENTURY)

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:

this letter was written to Titus. Like Timothy, he was a
young leader who had been converted to Christianity by
Paul. Titus was based in Crete, leading a church there,
but Crete was a tough place in which to lead. He was
having a rough time, as the Cretans didn’t respect au-
thority and were a bit wild. This letter was written not
only to help Titus address these issues and to persevere,
but also to help him communicate the great truths of
the gospel.

WHY READ IT?

This letter is all about faith and actions, and how, when
we live for Jesus, our lives need to be in sync with his.
It includes themes of leadership, living with integrity,
and following Jesus - things that many of us struggle to
improve upon. The letter also features a lovely summary
of the good news of Jesus (check out Titus 2.11-14).
