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Artsakh issue remains unresolved,
leader insists

\YEREVAN — Artsakh
President Samvel Shahraman-
yan has reiterated that the Art-
sakh issue cannot be considered
resolved as long as its people are
deprived of their homeland and
sacred sites.

Speaking to reporters at
Yerevan’s Yerablur Military Pan-
theon on the fifth anniversary of
the 2020 war, Shahramanyan re-
called that Azerbaijan launched
a large-scale offensive to seize
Artsakh early on September 27.

Asked whether the war could
have been avoided, he pointed to
the years of negotiations under
the OSCE Minsk Group and as-
surances that the conflict had
no military solution. “Unfortu-
nately, the situation in the world

has changed, and today many
conflicts are being resolved by
force,” he said, adding he could
not definitively answer whether
the war was preventable.
Shahramanyan stressed that
Artsakh authorities welcome any
initiative aimed at peace, but in-
sisted that the rights and fate of
Artsakh Armenians must be ad-
dressed. “The Artsakh issue can-
not be considered resolved when
Artsakh Armenians are cut off
from their homeland, the graves
of their loved ones and their
sanctities,” he said.
Shahramanyan dismissed
criticism that the Artsakh
people should have stayed and
fought, calling it unserious and
unworthy of consideration.

Conference in France’s Parliament
calls attention to ethnic cleansing
in Artsakh

PARIS — France’s National
Assembly hosted a conference
two years after the ethnic cleans-
ing of Artsakh, which saw the
forced displacement of its entire
Armenian population as a result
of an aggressive military attack
by Azerbaijan in September 2023.

The conference, which was
held on September 18, was an
initiative by the Vice-President
of the parliament’s France-Ar-
menia Friendship Group, law-
maker Emmanuel Mandon.

The event was attended by
lawmakers from France, Switz-
erland, and Belgium, as well as
Members of the European Parlia-
ment. They were joined by dip-
lomats, experts, university stu-
dents, academicians, journalists,
and high-ranking representatives
of local government bodies, all of
whom reaffirmed their readiness
to provide practical support for
the right of return of the forcibly
displaced people of Artsakh.

During the first session of
the conference, the participants
addressed the ongoing geopolit-
ical changes in the South Cau-
casus and their consequences
for the Artsakh Armenians.

The participants empha-
sized that impunity for forced
displacement threatens the
foundations of international
norms. To this end, it was noted
that French and European law-
makers have pledged to not for-

get the ethnic cleansing carried
out against the people of Art-
sakh and will continue to urge
their governments to take prac-
tical steps to ensure respect for
international law.

The second session was dedi-
cated to parliamentary diplo-
macy. The importance of estab-
lishing contacts and cooperation
between European lawmakers
and their counterparts of the
Republic of Artsakh was empha-
sized, as means to raise the right
of return of Artsakh Armenias
within the international arena
and demand the immediate re-
lease of Armenian prisoners of
war and political prisoners.

Special emphasis was also
placed on an initiative by the
France-Artsakh Friendship
Group, which issued a call to
collect signatures from French
lawmakers to defend the right of
return of the forcibly displaced
population of Artsakh and to de-
mand the release of Armenian
prisoners of war held in Baku.

The conference ended with
remarks by Hovhannes Gevorg-
yan, the representative of Art-
sakh in France.

“Politics is the powerful
force that is capable of changing
reality through decisive action,
so I suggest that we dare to fight
to ensure the victory of justice
over violence,” Gevorgyan said
in his message.

Malkhas Amoyan secures
second world title

ZAGREB—Armenian Greco-Roman wrestler Malkhas Amoyan,
Olympic bronze medalist and four-time European champion, won
his second world title at the 2025 World Wrestling Championships

in Zagreb, Croatia.

Amoyan (77 kg weight category) defeated Nao Kusaka, the
Olympic champion representing Japan, with a score of 10:1.

In 2024, Amoyan won an Olympic bronze in Paris. He became a
European champion in 2022, 2023, 2024, 2025, and won his first gold
at the World Championship in 2021.

Pashinyan to slash military spending by 15%

YEREVAN — While Azerbaijan continues
to announce massive increases in its military
spending, the government of Armenia on Sep-
tember 25 approved a draft budget that sees a 15
percent decrease in military spending in 2026.

Discussion to downsize the military
spending began circulating after Prime Min-
ister Nikol Pashinyan and President Ilham Ali-
yev of Azerbaijan met at the White House last
month and initialed an agreement to advance
peace in the region. Although no such cuts
were outlined in the official documents signed
in Washington, Pashinyan began to advance
the issue, with defence department officials
echoing the need for the steep cuts.

The draft budget approved by the govern-
ment on Thursday allocates 563 billion drams
($1.47 billion) in funding for Armenia’s Armed
Forces, down from 665 billion drams allocated
for this year. Instead, ahead of the 2026 par-
liamentary elections, there is a five percent
increase in overall public spending in 2026,
projected at 3.6 trillion drams ($9.5 billion).

“In line with the priorities of the Govern-
ment of the Republic of Armenia, a number of
measures of a social, educational, healthcare,
economic support, and infrastructure nature
will be implemented in 2026,” announced Fi-
nance Minister Vahe Hovhannisyan.

However, among the priorities listed by
the Finance Minister, there was no reference
to the defence sector. The Defence Minister,
who was present at the session, did not pro-
vide any justification.

While slashing the defence budget, the gov-
ernment is increasing the funding of the minis-
tries of territorial administration, health, and
economy in the pre-election year. More specific-
ally, steps will be taken to reduce poverty, and
government-funded subsidy programs will in-
crease. For this purpose, it is planned to spend 2
billion drams in 2026 instead of 1 billion in 2025.

“This budget is clearly oriented toward in-
vesting in people, with which, for example, at
the education ministry, thus GDP from 3.3 per-
cent to 3.5 percent. There will be an increase
increase from 1.5 percent to 1.8 percent in the
health ministry,” Hovhannisyan explained.

The government’s decision to reduce
defence spending was strongly criticized by
Tigran Abrahamyan, an opposition member of
the parliament’s Defence Committee. He said
this decision is unacceptable, especially when
Azerbaijan has already announced that it will
increase military spending next year.

“Azerbaijani troops continue to remain
in the sovereign territory of the Republic of
Armenia, a large number of issues in the ne-
gotiations with Armenia and Azerbaijan have
not yet been resolved in any way or are left
in limbo without deadlines, and Azerbaijan
is clearly declaring that it relies primarily on
use of force and acts from a position of force,”
Abrahamyan pointed out.

“Given this reality, such a significant reduc-
tion in Armenia’s military budget in itself indi-
cates that the Armenian authorities are clearly
threatening the negotiations of the Republic of
Armenia and are also putting the Armenia-Azer-
baijan negotiation process under a considerable
blow, giving Azerbaijan a trump card to act not
only from the position of a winner, but also from
the position of a strong and potentially powerful
state,” Abrahamyan emphasized.

“Who can expect peace, who can guaran-
tee that relations between Armenia and Azer-
baijan will end peacefully, where Armenia’s
positions will also be taken into consideration.
In this case, getting ahead of events and send-
ing a message to Azerbaijan that Armenia not
only lacks the political will to resist and fight,
but is immediately giving up its positions in
that regard, this is the best gift that can be
given to Azerbaijan,” Abrahamyan said.

Israeli scholars, public figures issue statement in
support of Jerusalem’s Armenian quarter

JERUSALEM — In an un-
precedented show of solidarity,
a group of 20 prominent Israeli
academics, jurists, and cultural
figures issued a public state-
ment backing the Armenian

community of Jerusalem in its
struggle to protect the historic
Armenian Quarter from what
they describe as “alarming de-
velopments,” Jerusalemite Ar-
menian journalist Kegham

Balian reported.

The signatories, including
some of Israel’s most respected
scholars and public intellec-

Opposition Mayor shot dead in Armenia’s Parakar

YEREVAN—The mayor of the
Parakar, a rural community com-
prised of nine villages near Yere-
van, was shot dead on the night
of September 25, Armenian law
enforcement authorities said.

Armenia’s Interior Min-
istry said that a masked gun-
man opened fire on the Volodya
Grigoryan, the Parakar Mayor,
as he was standing in front of
his house in Merdzavan with
his friends, an off duty police
officer, Karen Abrahamyan and
a third person.

Grigoryan and Abrahamyan
were killed, while the third in-
dividual, later identified as Arts-
run Galstyan was injured. He was
later reported to be in stable yet
critical condition at a hospital.

Interior Ministry spokes-
person Narek Sargsyan told Ar-
menia’s Public Television that
the three victims left a house
and stood immediately in front
of the gate, talking for a few
seconds, before being shot at.

CCTV footage showing the
attack and published by News.am
shows the three victims standing
in an alleyway, with the assailant
firing from a distance. The vic-
tims, realizing they were being
shot at, are seen attempting to

flee from the attacker, who is then
seen rushing at them. After all
three victims fell to the ground,
the attacker is seen firing multiple
times at one of the victims — pre-
sumably Grigoryan — whom he
later approaches to check for vital
signs at least twice before fleeing
the scene of the crime.

Sargsyan, the ministry
spokesperson, also stated dur-
ing a press briefing on Wednes-
day that ‘hundreds of police
officers’ were working at the
crime scene amidst a nation-
wide search for the suspect.

“All border checkpoints are
being monitored, CCTV footage
is being reviewed, multiple in-
dividuals have been questioned,
and other investigative actions
are underway to identify and
apprehend the suspected gun-
man,” the Armepress news
agency quoted him as saying.

Interior Minister Arpine Sarg-
syan is reportedly supervising the
investigation personally.

Prime Minister Nikol Pashin-
yan was quick to condemn what
he called a “brazen armed at-
tack” in a Facebook post.

“A detailed study must
also be conducted into what
preventative measures should

have been taken in Parakar to
prevent this series of violent in-
cidents — who was responsible
for carrying them out, and why
they failed to do so. Necessary
conclusions will be drawn from
this investigation,” Pashinyan
wrote.

Grigoryan, a member of the
Aprelu Yerkir Party, was elected
mayor of Parakar in April 2025
as a candidate of the Unity Al-
liance. Snap elections were held
after former Mayor Ludwig
Gyulnazaryan, a member of the
ruling Civil Contract party, re-
signed following another fatal
shooting in the Parakar com-
munity in February.

The head of the Aprelu
Yerki Party, Mane Tandilyan,
who briefly served in Pashin-
yan’s first cabinet and resigned
in protest, told Azatutyun.am
that the death was a result of
“police inaction.”

“This is what happens when
the government is busy doc-
toring recordings, arresting an
18-year-old citizen, entering the
Patriarchate and taking revenge
on a benefactor, instead of foiling
real criminal plans,” said Kristine
Vartanian, a lawmaker from the
opposition Hayastan alliance.

Pashinyan says people of Armenia are guided by

YEREVAN—Prime Minister
Nikol Pashinyan on September
22 said he and his government
were sole “defenders” of democ-
racy in Armenia, while the rest
of Armenian society was guided
by a Stalinist worldview.

Pashinyan made the state-
ment at a panel for democracy
in Yerevan, while attempting
to tout his plans to amend Ar-
menia’s Constitution, a demand
being set by President Ilham
Aliyev of Azerbaijan as a pre-
condition for signing a peace
agreement with Armenia.

“Who is the leader and de-
fender of democracy and the
bearer of democratic values in
Armenia?” Pashinyan asked.
“The current government [of
Armenia] is the defender of
these values,” he emphasized.

Then he went of to claim
that the entire Armenian society
is living by a “patriotism mod-
el advanced by Stalin, [Nikita]
Khrushchev and [Leonid] Brezh-

nev, and the Stalinist worldview,”
referring to Soviet leaders who
succeeded the notorious Josef
Stalin, under whose rule Artsakh
was place within the Azerbaijan
SSR as an autonomous oblast.

“After all, we are guided by
the same theories that Stalin
formulated. Our thought pro-
cess is derived from the ex-
pressions and viewpoints that
he instilled. Today, there are
no democratic protections,”
Pashinyan said.

In the same presentation,
Pashinyan again railed against
the opposition and his predeces-
sors, Levon Ter-Petrosian, Robert
Kocharian and Serzh Sarkisian,
He continued his crusade against
the Armenian Church and Cath-
olicos Karekin I, despite not hav-
ing any Constitutional authority
to meddle in Church matters.

Pashinyan had announced
over the weekend that a referen-

dum for a new Constitution will
be held after the scheduled par-

‘stalinist’ worldview

liamentary election in June, 2026.

Speaking at a democracy
forum, Pashinyan said that Ar-
menia’s new constitution must
create a legal connection be-
tween the people and the legal
order.

He said that the current
various constitutions in Armenia
have never enjoyed the support
of the majority of the popula-
tion, and they were, in essence,
unpopular, saying the law of the
land in Armenia is oppressive.

“The current constitution
and legal order in Armenia are
as hateful to the people as those
adopted by the Soviet Union, the
Russian Empire, and the Ottoman
Empire; this is an imposed agen-
da,” Pashinyan declared.

He went on to say that the
adoption of a new constitution
will enable the country to over-
come the main problem of Ar-
menia’s democracy, in particu-
lar, the disconnect between the
judicial system and the people.

La réunion a débuté par
une priere, et les responsables
patriarcaux ont appelé les par-
ticipants a «rester fidélement
attachés au Saint-Siége avec un
amour inébranlable et une soli-
darité fraternelle, et a faire face
a tous les défis dans ['unité.

REEXAMEN DU LITIGE
RELATIF AU BAIL

Lassemblée sest principale-
ment penchée sur le contrat de
bail de 2021 concernant la pro-
priété connue sous le nom de «Jar-
din des vaches». Lévéque Koryun
Baghdasaryan, directeur de I'im-
mobilier, et le conseiller juridique
du Patriarcat ont présenté un
historique détaillé du contrat de
2021, des procédures judiciaires
qui ont suivi et de I'avenant de
réglement négocié par le biais de
la médiation.

Au cours d’une session noc-
turne, les participants ont dis-
cuté de nouveaux détails sur le
processus juridique, les impli-
cations pour la communauté
arménienne et la structure de
l'autorité canonique.

8 juillet 2021, est considéré comme
illégal, non canonique et nul, car il
a été exécuté sans lapprobation de
'Assemblée générale.

3. LAssemblée rejette formel-
lement l'addendum et l'accord de
réglement issus de la médiation.

4, Un comité de cing ecclésias-
tiques a été nommé, travaillant de
concert avec le conseiller juridique du
Patriarcat, pour poursuivre le procés en
annulation intenté contre «Xana Gar-
dens» Ltd.

Les conclusions de I’As-
semblée réaffirment l'autorité
canonique et exclusive de I’As-
semblée générale de la Frater-
nité sur ces transactions.

Le communiqué de presse a
été signé par 1'évéque Theodoros
Zakaryan (vice-président de I'as-
semblée générale) et le pére Sero-
vbe Antonyan (vice-secrétaire).

Le Canada soutient 'EUMM de-
puis le premier jour et compte ac-
tuellement un conseiller au sein
de la mission», peut-on lire dans
le communiqué de la mission des
Observateurs de 'UE déployée
aux frontiéres de '’Arménie.

110e anniversaire de la bataille du
Musa Dagh

Le 110e anniversaire de la
bataille héroique du Musa Dagh a
été commémoré le 21 septembre
en Arménie, a l'occasion d’une
cérémonie qui coincidait avec la
féte nationale de I'indépendance.

Selon Armenpress, 1’événe-
ment s’est déroulé en présence
de I'ambassadeur de France en
Arménie, Olivier Decottignies,
et du sénateur francais Gil-
bert-Luc Devinaz, président du
groupe d’amitié France-Armé-
nie. Une gerbe a été déposée au
mémorial du Musa Dagh, avant
I’exécution des hymnes armé-
nien et francais.

Le sénateur Devinaz a salué

la décision du vice-amiral fran-
cais Louis Dartige du Fournet, qui
sauva en 1915 pres de 4 000 habi-
tants du Musa Dagh : «Ce jour-13,
la Méditerranée fut témoin d’'un
grand acte de justice.» Uambas-
sadeur Decottignies a, lui, rap-
pelé que I'amiral avait agi «<non
pas contre un ordre, mais en
I’absence d’instructions, guidé
par son honneur.

Volodya Grigoryan, chef de
la communauté de Parakar (qui
serait assasiné 4 jours plus tard
— ndlr), a qualifié la bataille de
«symbole d’'unité et de dignité» du
mouvement national arménien.

L'opposition arménienne condamne la réduction
des dépenses de défense

EREVAN—Les députés de I'opposition ont
condamné vendredi les projets du gouverne-
ment arménien de réduire ses dépenses de dé-
fense de plus de 15 % I’année prochaine, affir-
mant qu'il s’agissait d’'une nouvelle concession
unilatérale a I’Azerbaidjan.

Le projet de budget 2026 du gouvernement,
dévoilé le 25 septembre, prévoit un finance-
ment de 563 milliards de drams (1,47 milliard
de dollars) pour les forces armées arméniennes,
contre 665 milliards de drams alloués cette an-
née. Cette réduction proposée contraste avec
les projets de I’Azerbaidjan de continuer a aug-
menter ses dépenses en matiére de défense et
de sécurité nationale, qui devraient atteindre 5
milliards de dollars en 2025.

Tigran Abrahamian, député du bloc d’op-
position Pativ Unem, a qualifié cette mesure
de «cadeau» a Bakou et de message signifiant
que «’Arménie n’a pas la volonté politique de
résister et de se battre».

«Les troupes azerbaidjanaises continuent de
rester sur le territoire souverain de ’Arménie,
un grand nombre de questions dans les négocia-
tions entre ’Arménie et I’Azerbaidjan n'ont tou-
jours pas été résolues ou sont laissées en suspens
sans délai, et ’Azerbaidjan déclare clairement
qu'il s'appuie principalement sur la force et agit
a partir d’une position de force», a déclaré M.
Abrahamian au service arménien de RFE/RL.

Artur Khachatrian, député représentant
le bloc d’opposition Hayastan, est allé plus loin
en déclarant qu'avec la réduction des dépenses
de défense, le Premier ministre Nikol Pashi-
nian «exécutait les ordres de ’Azerbaidjan». 1l
a cité les déclarations antérieures de respon-
sables azerbaidjanais selon lesquelles la «mili-
tarisation» de ’Arménie est 'un des obstacles
a la paix entre les deux pays.

«La réalité est que [le président azerbaid-
janais Ilham] Aliyev a [...] menacé a plusieurs
reprises de ne pas tolérer la croissance du po-
tentiel militaire de ’Arménie et a allégué une
«militarisation» de '’Arménie, alors qu’il n’y a
pas de militarisation et que ’Arménie ne fait
que restaurer son potentiel perdu», a déclaré
M. Khachatrian.

«Personne [en Azerbaidjan] n'a formulé une
telle demande que nous avons prise en compte
et sur laquelle nous nous sommes basés pour
prendre une telle décision», a rétorqué Alen
Simonian, président du Parlement et membre
éminent du parti Contrat civil de Pashinian.

Pour sa part, le vice-ministre de la Dé-
fense, Arman Sargsian, a minimisé la réduc-
tion des dépenses, affirmant quelle n’aura pas
d’incidence sur les «réformes» en cours dans
le domaine de la défense annoncées par le gou-
vernement. Mais il a refusé de dire si cela aura
un impact sur les futures acquisitions d’armes
pour 'armée arménienne.

Les dépenses de défense de I’Arménie
ont augmenté de maniére constante et signi-
ficative depuis la guerre de 2020 au Haut-Ka-
rabagh. Pashinian a signalé pour la premieére
fois son intention d’inverser cette tendance
environ deux semaines apres la signature d'un
traité de paix entre ’Arménie et ’Azerbaidjan,
lors de ses entretiens avec le président azer-
baidjanais Ilham Aliyev, organisés par le pré-
sident américain Donald Trump a Washington
le 8 aofit. Depuis, Pashinian a affirmé a plu-
sieurs reprises que cela mettait fin au conflit
entre ’Arménie et I’Azerbaidjan.

Ses détracteurs nationaux affirment
qu'Aliyev n’a pas renoncé a ses conditions pré-
alables a la signature du traité. Ils ajoutent que
méme si l'accord de paix est signé, il n'empé-
chera pas de nouvelles attaques militaires
azerbaidjanaises contre ’Arménie.

Dans ce que les détracteurs considérent
comme un nouveau coup porté a la défense natio-
nale, le ministére arménien de la Défense a rédigé
au début du mois un projet de loi visant a réduire
la durée du service militaire obligatoire dans le
pays de deux ans a 18 mois. Si elle est approuvée
par le Parlement, cette mesure entrainera pro-
bablement une réduction des effectifs de I'armée
arménienne, qui repose sur la conscription et qui
est déja confrontée a des problémes de recrute-
ment. Pashinian a déclaré le 15 septembre que
I'armée devait étre I'outil le moins important
pour assurer la sécurité du pays.

L’envoye iranien souligne que des questions restent
sans réponse sur l'accord entre les Etats-Unis et
I’Arménie sur le corridor

EREVAN—Le 26 septembre,
I’'ambassadeur iranien sortant
en Arménie a fait part des pré-
occupations persistantes de
Téhéran concernant la décision
du gouvernement arménien de
laisser les Ftats-Unis gérer un
corridor de transit pour I’Azer-
baidjan adjacent a I'Iran.

Mehdi Sobhani a souligné le
manque de précisions dans les
déclarations des responsables
arméniens sur le sujet.

Le Premier ministre Nikol
Pachinian s’est engagé a accor-
der aux Ftats-Unis I'exclusivité
de cette liaison de transport
lors de pourparlers avec le pré-
sident azerbaidjanais Ilham
Aliev, organisés par le président
américain Donald Trump a la
Maison Blanche le 8 aofit. Ce
corridor relierait I’Azerbaidjan
a son enclave du Nakhitchevan
en passant par la province stra-
tégique de Siounik, en Arménie,
a la frontiere avec I'Iran,

Llran craint que cet accord
ne constitue une menace pour
la frontiére arméno-iranienne
et n’entraine une présence
sécuritaire américaine dans
la région. Le président iranien
Masoud Pezeshkian s’est pro-
noncé contre toute «externali-
sation des questions régionales»
a des puissances étrangeres lors

de sa visite a Erevan le 19 aofit.
M. Pezeshkian a déclaré par la
suite que les préoccupations ira-
niennes avaient été «largement
apaisées» au cours de ce voyage.
Les cercles dirigeants iraniens
plus conservateurs, proches du
guide supréme l'ayatollah Ali
Khamenei, semblent avoir été
moins optimistes a cet égard.

Les dirigeants arméniens
ont insisté sur le fait qu'Erevan
aurait le contrdle total sur ce
qui sera appelé la «<Route Trump
pour la paix et la prospérité in-
ternationales» (TRIPP). Mais ils
n'ont pas encore précisé les mo-
dalités pratiques du corridor de
transit. Ils ont seulement déclaré
quil serait géré par une coentre-
prise américano-arménienne.

«Les fonctions de 'opéra-
teur routier, les détails ne sont
pas clairs», a déclaré M. Sobhani
lors d’une conférence de presse
d’adieu a Erevan.

«Nous parlons de discus-
sions qui aboutiront a la création
d’une coentreprise qui attirera
également des investissements,
a déclaré ’envoyé. Mais aucun
détail n'est clair a ce sujet.»

M. Sobhani a également sou-
ligné I'importance de la «récipro-
cité» dans les liaisons de transport
entre 'Arménie et I'’Azerbaidjan.

«Si les citoyens azerbaidja-

nais peuvent se rendre en Azer-
baidjan via le territoire armé-
nien, la méme chose devrait
étre possible pour les citoyens
arméniens, afin qu’ils puissent
également se rendre en Iran via
le Nakhitchevany, a-t-il déclaré.

Les leaders de I'opposition
arménienne ont dénoncé cet
accord spécial de transit, affir-
mant qu’il mettrait en péril le
contrdle total de 'Arménie sur le
Siounik et sa frontiére commune
avec I'Iran. IIs soutiennent que
Pachinian a accepté d’ouvrir le
type de corridor extraterritorial
recherché par I'’Azerbaidjan.

Le président azerbaidjanais
ITham Aliev a fait écho aux reven-
dications de l'opposition lorsqu’il
s'est adressé jeudi a I’Assemblée
générale des Nations unies a New
York. Il a déclaré que le TRIPP
donnerait a I’Azerbaidjan «un
passage sans entrave a travers le
corridor de Zangezur».

Le président du Parlement
arménien, Alen Simonian, un
proche allié de Pachinian, a
critiqué la déclaration d’Aliev,
affirmant quelle était «irrespec-
tueuse envers le président améri-
cainy. «Il est regrettable qu'Aliev
tienne ces propos», a déclaré
Simonian. «Mais je pense quavec
le temps, ce discours changera».

Lhomme qui ne voyait pas plus loin que le bout de son nez

Deux mois sest écoulé depuis le 8 aolit, qui a vu les si-
gnatures a Washington du paraphe de I’accord de paix Ar-
ménie-Azerbaidjan et la création de «La voie Trump pour
la paix et la prospérité internationales (TRIPP)». Si tous
les pays et/ou dirigeants applaudissent des deux mains, il
ne s’écoule pas un jour que des spécialistes ou des organi-
sations internationales mettent en avant les lacunes des
textes et les risques potentiels qui en découlent.

Cependant, il y a loin de la coupe aux lévres.

Parapher un accord de paix, ne signifie pas signer
un traité de paix, sauf peut-étre pour le Premier mi-
nistre arménien, qui ne voit exclusivement que le bon
c6té des choses, faisant fi de tous les points qui fAchent,
avec un flou qui n’a rien d’artistique. Ces sujets (pri-
sonniers politiques, délimitation exacte de la frontiére,
procés-spectacle des dirigeants Karabaghis, etc.), se-
ront, selon Pachinian, résolus une fois I’accord de paix
signé. Un tel angélisme (ou aveuglement?) revient a
«mettre la charrue avant les beeufs» et préter a [lham
Aliev des sentiments qu’il n’a pas.

Le président azerbaidjanais, qui a les deux pieds sur
terre, est encore plus optimiste que son interlocuteur ar-
ménien. Et il y a de quoi. Tout ce qu'il lui a proposé a été
accepté. Cerise sur le giteau, Pachinian a été plus loin, il
améme accepté ce qui n'est pas prévu dans les 17 points
de I'accord, cest-a-dire les deux pré-conditions: la modi-
fication de la constitution — en cours depuis le début de
I’année, — et la demande de dissolution du groupe de
Minsk de 'OSCE — qui devait avoir lieu lors de la signa-
ture de 'accord de paix. Ajoutons a cette injonction, un
cadeau de la maison Pachinian: la restitution de quatre
enclaves azéries, sans aucune contrepartie. Le dictateur
azéri a fait sienne la devise du président Donald Trump:
faire la paix par la force, surtout quand on a en face de
soi un faible et un piétre négociateur.

Le président turc partage également ’enthou-
siasme de son frére azéri, car il va enfin pouvoir com-
muniquer avec son pays au monde turcique de I’Asie
centrale et commencer a réaliser son réve de pantur-
quisme. Lui aussi a eu droit a une cerise sur le giteau,
puisque Nikol Pachinian, totalement tourné vers son
propre avenir qu’il considére «radieux», a jeté aux
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oubliettes les événements du passé, a commencer par
le Génocide de 1,5 million d’arméniens de 1915 et sa
reconnaissance par la Turquie. Quand on pense qu’ll-
ham Aliev a prévu de faire payer a ’Arménie les années
«d’occupation» du Haut-Karabagh, c’est vraiment deux
conceptions antinomiques des événements passés.

Toujours est-il que I’Arménie continue de réclamer
I'ouverture de la frontiére arméno-turque, ou a défaut
quAnkara met en ceuvre les décisions déja prises (auto-
riser les ressortissants de pays tiers et les titulaires de
passeports diplomatiques a franchir la frontiére armé-
no-turque). Les dirigeants arméniens oublient volontai-
rement qu'Erdogan ne fera rien tant que I'accord de paix
n'est pas signé et qu'Aliev ne lui a pas donné le feu vert
pour la normalisation des relations Turquie-Arménie.

Emballé qu’il est par une paix «prospére», Pachi-
nian ne voit que le bénéfice immédiat de cet accord: les
opportunités commerciales. Aliev a réussi le tour de
force de faire partager son point de vue a Pachinian, un
peu comme Poutine avec Trump, comme par exemple
sur I'inefficacité et 'inutilité du groupe de Minsk de
I’OSCE. Logique, puisque le mot Karabagh doit totale-
ment disparaitre non seulement du vocabulaire mais
également des écrits officiels de '’Arménie.

De son cbté, I’Azerbaidjan fait de méme en effacant
et/ou supprimant la trace des arméniens dans le Kara-
bagh, la continuité de ce qu’il a fait au Nakhitchevan
pendant des décennies. Quant aux édifices religieux,
lorsqu’ils sont célebres et/ou touristiques, Bakou les
attribue aux albanais (aghvans), que les arméniens au-
raient accaparé.

Le Premier ministre arménien n’a toujours pas
compris que ses interlocuteurs le prennent pour un
dirigeant fantoche, lui faisant miroiter des lendemains
radieux. Le pire, c’est quaucun de ses conseillers n'ose
lui en faire reproche, a croire que son premier cercle est
composé d’ignares.

Donald Trump, qui sait a peine situer '’Arménie sur
une carte et confond souvent '’Arménie et I’Albanie, se
frotte les mains avec les millions qu’il va rassembler
avec la Voie qui va porter son nom (TRIPP). Et Pachinian
de le proposer pour le prix Nobel de la paix. Un homme

qui ne se géne pas de bombarder I'Iran a la demande de
son ami et allié, Netanyahou, et de ’'alimenter militai-
rement, quel qu'en soit 'usage.

L'Union européenne, quant a elle, se limite au mini-
mum syndical, c’est a dire: caresser '’Arménie dans le
sens du poil, et faire juste ce qu’il faut pour ne pas se
mettre [’Azerbaidjan a dos. Autant le Parlement euro-
péen vote des résolutions mettant en avant les dérives
de Bakou, autant la Commission européenne freine des
quatre fers pour ne pas exécuter les décisions. Il y a
certes la mission de I'UE (UEMA) dans les zones sensibles
de ’Arménie, mais ce ne sont que des observateurs;
toutefois, ils devront partir dés la signature de I’accord
de paix conformément a I'article VIL. A ce jour, 'UE n’a
aucune envie de voir grossir le nombre de ses membres.
Certains comme la Turquie, négocie son adhésion de-
puis 2005. D’autres, bien qu'officiellement candidats, ne
sont pas préts d’y adhérer: Moldavie, Ukraine, Géorgie.
LArménie aimerait aussi y adhérer, mais I'UE a d’autres
chats a fouetter par les temps qui courent.

Le budget de la défense de 'Arménie pour 2026 est
prévu en baisse de 6%. UAzerbaidjan de son c6té prévoit
une augmentation de 2% pour 'année prochaine. Alors
que la paix est sensée régner entre les deux pays, trou-
ver lerreur.

Cependant, un probléme majeur demeure. Armé-
nie est déja membre de I'Union économique eurasiatique
(UEEA), et il y a une incompatibilité économique et po-
litique entre les deux Unions. Et comme cela ne suffi-
sait pas, Pachinian a déposé sa candidature pour étre
membre de ['Organisation de coopération de Shanghai
(0CS). Et pourquoi pas aux BRICS, pendant quon y est!

Il demeure également une question majeure. Si
I’Azerbaidjan ne respecte pas ses engagements (cela
s'est déja vu) et attaque ’Arménie pour une raison ou
une autre, qui va venir au secours de ’Arménie?

Au vu des prises de décision de Nigol Pachinian, on
se demande si la politique étrangere et la géopolitique
faisaient partie de son cursus universitaire? Il a été ex-
pulsé de I'Université d’Etat d’Erevan avant d’'obtenir son
dipléme de journaliste. Ceci explique peut-étre cela.
