pion, and a real inspiration.”

Following his devastat-
ing injuries, Major Stepanyan
turned to sports as a way to re-
build his life and spirit, ultim-
ately becoming a world-class
arm-wrestling champion and
advocate for veterans with dis-
abilities. His life story stands as
a testament to human endur-
ance and faith in the face of un-
imaginable hardship.

During his recent visit to
Canada, Major Stepanyan met
with members of the Armen-
ian community, including local
organizations and institutions,
to share his journey of cour-
age, faith, and determination.
His story continues to inspire
countless Armenians and Can-
adians alike, reminding all that
the spirit of resilience tran-
scends borders and circum-
stances.

Brother, nephew Of Karekin II
arrested as church-state standoff
deepens in Armenia

YEREVAN — Armenian law
- enforcement authorities have
arrested the brother and nephew
of Catholicos of All Armenians
Karekin II on suspicion of com-
mitting a crime amid mounting
tensions between the govern-
ment and the Armenian Apostolic
Church.

Attorney Ara Zohrabyan
said that a decision had been
made to detain the Catholicos’s
brother, Gevorg Nersisyan, and
his son. The Investigative Com-
mittee’s spokesperson, Kima
Avdalyan, confirmed to RFE/
RLs Armenian Service that a
public criminal prosecution was
launched against the two indi-

viduals under Article 211 of the
Criminal Code, which deals with
coercing someone to conduct or
refrain from conducting cam-
paign activities or otherwise
obstructing such activities.
Zohrabyan also said that
in the enlarged community of
Vagharshapat where a campaign
ahead of alocal election is under-
way, a candidate from a pro-gov-
ernment political party claimed
on Facebook that on November 1,
the Catholicos’s brother, Gevorg
Nersisyan, together with his sons,
allegedly obstructed his election
campaign. Zohrabyan rejected
the claim.

Baku Court says Artsakh leaders are guilty, calls
Artsakh movement ‘criminal enterprise’

BAKU—The lead prosecutor of the case
against 15 former Artsakh leaders concluded
that the defendants are guilty and went on to
call the entire Artsakh Movement and Artsakh
itself “criminal” entities, blaming Armenia in
abetting its creation.

A Baku military court on November 10 said
the sham trials have proven the guilt of the 15
former Artsakh leaders, taking into considera-
tion their indirect participation in alleged crimes
committed against Azerbaijan at different times.

In his statement, the lead prosecutor re-
ferred in detail to the Artsakh movement, also
qualifying it as a “criminal enterprise.”

“They united against the people of Azer-
baijan around the idea of national hatred and
enmity, within the framework of a criminal
organization, which they called ‘Miatsum
(Unity),” the prosecutor said in his conclusion.

The prosecutor argued that the goal of the
leaders of the “criminal organization” was to sep-
arate Karabagh from Azerbaijan at all costs and
occupy the sovereign territories of Azerbaijan.

Speaking about the ideology of the Artsakh
movement, the court also published a list of pol-
itical and public figures in its conclusion, accus-
ing them of spreading “criminal ideology.”

Among the names mentioned in the docu-
ment include writer and academician Zori Ba-
layan, famous Armenian poetess Silva Kapu-
tikyan, political activist Igor Muradyan, Vazgen
Manukyan, Robert Kocharian, Serzh Sargsian
and Jirair Sefilyan.

However, when discussing the Artsakh
movement, the assistant to Azerbaijan’s Pros-
ecutor General did not mention the name of
Armenia’s former president, Levon Ter-Petro-
sian, who headed the Karabagh Committee.

While saying that the court had proven
that the former leaders of Artsakh committed
“serious crimes,” the prosecutor has not yet
announced the type of sentence he is seeking
from the court.

The indictment of the 15 Artsakh leaders
specifically referred to the liberation of Shushi
in 1992. The Azerbaijani prosecutor noted that
the order and instructions for the attack on
Shushi from four directions were given by Ar-
menia and carried out under the leadership of
Arkady Ter-Tadevosyan.

Vazgen Manukyan, who is currently an
outspoken opposition activist in Armenia, was
once the defence minister of Armenia and one
of the co-founders of the Karabagh committee.

“The whole ideology of the movement
was to return Artsakh to Armenia through a
constitutional process, based on the principle
of self-determination of nations,” Manukyan
told Azatutyun.am, adding that the movement
served as mechanism to fulfill the will of the
people of Karabagh, which was to united Art-
sakh to Armenia.

As for the Baku court’s accusations that Ar-
menia organized and carried out a war against
Azerbaijan, Manukyan said, “Azerbaijan was the
one who incited and organized the war, the Ar-
menian people were engaged in self- defence.”

He said through the sham trial of the 15
former Artsakh leaders and the groundless ac-
cusations against Armenia, Azerbaijan is only
trying to justify the crimes it committed in
Karabagh, ultimately subjecting the Armen-
ians of Artsakh to ethnic cleansing.

“They drove a population from their
homeland. It is tantamount to genocide. Now
they can invent whatever they want to justify
that,” Manukyan emphasized.

The opposition leader also said that cur-
rent government of Armenia has not anything
to sufficiently address the issue of the Armen-
ian prisoners of war.

“I sometimes even get the impression that
their [the Armenian government’s] perception
of power was that they got rid of strong people
because those people could play a role in polit-
ical and election campaigns,” Manukyan said.

Pashinyan hesitates to answer Aliyev’s latest push
for return of Azerbaijani’s to Armenia

YEREVAN—Nikol Pashinyan
on November 4 hesitated to pro-
vide a straightforward response
to statements made by President
Ilham Aliyev of Azerbaijan the
previous day, who renewed calls
for Azerbaijanis to be allowed to
return to Armenia, claiming that
it was their historic homeland.

Addressing Azerbaijan’s
Academy of Sciences, Aliyev
said, “the return of Azerbaijanis
to modern-day Armenia should
not frighten the Armenian
people or state,” insisting that
parts of Armenia were historic-
ally the territory of Azerbaijan.

Aliyev justified his com-
ments by saying, “Azerbaijanis
have never pursued separatism.
On the contrary, our people have
contributed to the statehood of
the countries in which they live,
and today Azerbaijanis do not
cause problems in any country
and will not cause problems for
any state or people.”

But the most egregious
statement from Aliyev was when
he referred to Lake Sevan, Ar-
menia’s largest body of fresh
water, as “Goycha,” stressing that
this Azerbaijan name appeared
on early 20th-century Russian
imperial maps.

In his remarks, Aliyev also
described Azerbaijan’s victory
in the 2020 war as “brilliant,
complete, and absolute” and
again accused Armenia and its
diaspora of “distorting our his-
tory for years.”

“This propaganda con-
tinues. And we must confront it
with our scientific truths,” Ali-
yev said, repeating Baku’s nar-
rative about historical names of
place in modern-day Armenia.

“Early 20th-century Russian
imperial maps clearly show that
almost all place names in the
area — all regions of present-day
Armenia — are of Azerbaijani ori-
gin. Lake Sevan does not exist -
there is Goycha. We did not create
these maps, they were made by
Tsarist Russia, which brought Ar-
menians from Iran and Eastern
Anatolia and resettled them in
Karabagh to change the [region’s]
ethnic composition. These maps
reflect historical truth. We must
study and disseminate them,”
Aliyev added.

When asked by reporters
about Aliyev’s remarks, Pashin-
yan hesitated to answer dir-
ectly, instead saying that before
doing so he would need to clari-
fy what exactly Aliyev had said.

Pashinyan said during the
Tsarist era, names of cities in
both Armenia and Azerbaijan
were changed, as they were dur-
ing the Soviet era, essentially
downplaying Aliyev’s remarks,
which can be deemed as terri-
torial claims from Armenia, to
mere names being used at dif-
ferent junctures in history. “In
other words,” Pashinyan said,
“we must make a choice.”

He then deferred to com-
ments he had made earlier at a

conference in Yerevan, where
he spoke about relations be-
tween Armenia and Azerbaijan.

At that conference, Pashin-
yan, again insisted that the
conflict between Armenia and
Azerbaijan had ended, and pon-
dered whether it is wiser “to
make history” or dwell on it.

“Do we want to be a con-
sumer of history, or do we want
to be a creator of history? The
experience of the last two years
tells us that we can be a creator of
history, which does not mean for-
getting history at all. But on the
other hand, not forgetting hist-
ory and being a creator of history
means at least not entering into
the controversial role of a repro-
ducer of history,” Pashinyan said
at the conference.

While tacitly cautioning
that Baku agenda agenda of
pursuing the return of Azer-
baijanis to Armenia was “dan-
gerous,” Pashinyan went on to
extol the virtues of the agree-
ments he and Aliyev had signed
in Washington in August.

The prime minister empha-
sized the need to treat history
carefully.

“If the Greeks start recalling
Alexander the Great, or Italians the
Roman empire, where would we all
end up? We have read that history,
and in my view, we have already
created a new one. Even two years
is already history. We must be able
to distinguish the past from the fu-
ture,” Pashinyan said.

70 % des arméniens ne croient pas
a une paix durable

EREVAN—Lidée d’une paix durable entre
I’Arménie et I’Azerbaidjan continue de sus-
citer la méfiance au sein de la population ar-
ménienne. Selon un sondage rendu publique
par le Fonds de recherche sur les civilisations
«ARAR» et repris par le quotidien Sputnik le
11 novembre, une large majorité des citoyens
ne croit pas a la possibilité d’un réglement
stable du conflit.

«Environ 30 % des personnes interrogées
estiment qu'une paix stable et durable avec
I’Azerbaidjan peut étre obtenue par la voie des
négociations. Les 70 % restants ne croient pas
en cette perspective», a déclaré Armen Kha-
chikyan, directeur du fonds, lors de la présen-
tation de I'enquéte, réalisés du 5 au 25 octobre
aupres de 1 123 personnes.

Les récents efforts diplomatiques, notam-
ment ceux menés sous 1’égide de Washington,
ne semblent pas avoir infléchi cette perception.
«Méme les accords conclus aux Etats-Unis n'ont
pas influencé les résultats», souligne M. Kha-
chikyan. Selon lui, «65 % a 70 % des personnes
interrogées restent sceptiques, méme lorsque
la médiation émane du président américain.

Le blé envoyé par le Kazakhstan est de qualité inférieure

EREVAN—Le vice-ministre
de I'Economie, Edgar Zakaryan,
a réagi avec un sourire a la dé-
claration du c6té kazakh selon
laquelle les mille tonnes de blé
envoyées en Arménie n’étaient
pas, pour le dire gentiment, de
haute qualité — il s’agirait seu-
lement de blé de 4¢ catégorie,
principalement utilisé pour
la production d’aliments pour
animaux. «Le blé, ce n’est pas du
blé 7 Si 'animal le mange, cela
ne nous donne-t-il pas quelque
chose ensuite?», a-t-il déclaré le
11 novembre aux journalistes.

Le principal opérateur na-
tional du grain du Kazakhstan
avait précédemment précisé:
«Le lot d’essai est composé de
blé alimentaire de 4¢ catégorie,
qui peut étre utilisé aussi bien
pour la production de farine a

usage général que pour la fa-
brication d’aliments composés
pour bétaily.

Quelques jours avant cette
déclaration, la partie armé-
nienne avait accueilli en grande
pompe l'arrivée du millier de
tonnes de blé kazakh, transpor-
té via le Kazakhstan, la Russie,
I’Azerbaidjan et la Géorgie, qua-
lifiant cet événement de «reflet
de la paix sur le terrain.

Mais dans cette ambiance
de réjouissance, les responsables
n'ont pas précisé quel type de blé
avait été importé. Une rapide re-
cherche sur Internet montre que
le blé de 4° catégorie est un blé
de qualité inférieure, contenant
peu de protéines et de gluten, et
donc peu adapté a la fabrication
du pain.

Il est généralement utilisé

pour produire de la nourriture
animale, ou parfois, mélangé a
d’autres variétés, pour obtenir
des farines de qualité moindre
ou des produits techniques
comme 1’alcool, ’'amidon ou
d’autres dérivés glucidiques.

Certes, il est possible de
faire du pain avec du blé de 4¢
catégorie, mais le résultat est de
tres faible qualité.

Le ministere de I’Economie
était-il au courant? Le vice-
ministre s’est montré surpris:
«Méme s'’ils le savaient, pour-
quoi auraient-ils di le dire?

Bien sfir que non. On nous a dit

La compagnie d’électricité arménienne risque de

EREVAN—La compagnie de
distribution d’électricité armé-
nienne, Electric Networks of
Armenia (ENA), détenue par le
milliardaire emprisonné Samvel
Karapetian, risque de se voir reti-
rer sa licence d’exploitation, selon
un projet de résolution publié le
10 novembre par un organisme de
réglementation nommé par I'Ftat.

La décision devrait étre fina-
lisée lors de la session du 13 no-
vembre de la Commission de régu-
lation des services publics (PSRC).

La PSRC a invoqué plusieurs
raisons pour justifier la révo-
cation proposée de la licence.
Les documents soumis par le
directeur temporaire de I'ENA,
Romanos Petrosian, indiquent
que le systéme de comptage
automatisé de |’électricité de
la société a été perturbé en jan-
vier 2025, effacant les données
remontant a 2018.

Le régulateur a également
souligné la sous-déclaration et la
surdéclaration de la consomma-

perdre sa licence

tion d’électricité dans plusieurs
succursales de 'ENA. M. Petro-
sian, un allié politique du Premier
ministre Nikol Pashinian qui a
occupé des postes clés dans ses
gouvernements successifs avant
sa nomination en juillet, a affirmé
que les directeurs de succursale
avaient recu pour instruction de
comptabiliser les pertes d’énergie
a des taux variables, suggérant
une manipulation délibérée des
registres de consommation.

Un troisieme facteur cité
dans le projet de décision de
la PSRC concerne la fourniture
par 'ENA de garanties finan-
ciéres pour des préts contractés
par d’autres sociétés du groupe
Tashir de Karapetian. Le régu-
lateur a averti que de telles pra-
tiques pourraient «mettre en
danger 'approvisionnement en
électricité et créer des risques
financiers et sécuritaires pour
les consommateurs».

La PSRC a également accu-
sé I'ENA d’avoir soumis a plu-

sieurs reprises des informations
inexactes a 'autorité de régula-
tion, ce qui a entrainé «des erreurs
d’appréciation concernant 1’état
du réseau de distribution d’élec-
tricité, la fréquence des coupures
et lampleur des pertes».

Selon le projet de décision,
Petrosian restera directeur tem-
poraire de 'ENA méme si la li-
cence de la société est révoquée.

En vertu des modifications
apportées a la loi arménienne sur
I’énergie par le parti au pouvoir,
le Contrat civil, en juillet, 'ENA
pourrait étre désignée comme
une entreprise «d’intérét public
prépondérant», ce qui permet-
trait au gouvernement d’évaluer
savaleur et d’'indemniser ses pro-
priétaires actuels avant le rachat
complet de I'entreprise.

Pashinian a précédem-
ment déclaré que I’ENA ne res-
terait plus sous la propriété de
Tashir, qualifiant le processus
d’«irréversible».

Objectif annoncé, tout le Zanguézour

Depuis qu’il a rencontré le président Donald Trump
en aolit dernier, le premier ministre Nigol Pachinian ne
s'est plus envoyé. Lhomme le plus puissant du monde,
lui a promis, lui, modeste dirigeant d’'un modeste pays,
‘monts et merveilles” en plus d’obliger le président Il-
ham Aliev a s'engager a signer un accord de paix sans
pré-conditions; «en principe» I'année prochaine.

Paralléelement, tout est fait pour que la jonction Azer-
baidjan-Nakhitchevan, appelée route Trump (TRIPP), soit
réalisée le plus rapidement possible; au mieux dans trois
ans pour la mise en service de la premiére tranche.

Dans ce contexte euphorique, des gestes de bonne
volonté commencent a voir le jour de part et d’autre,
comme l'autorisation de transit de marchandises pour
I’Arménie a travers I’Azerbaidjan, et, vis et versa, a tra-
vers I’Arménie. En attendant, le blocus de I’Arménie
mis en place par le tandem turco-azéri est toujours
en vigueur, pas question d’ouvrir les frontiéres. Leur
ouverture est prévue apres la signature du traité, aussi
bien c6té azéri que c6té turc. Si Pachinian est pressé, ce
n'est ni le cas d’Aliev, ni celui d’Erdogan.

On note que la Turquie calque sa démarche sur celle
de I’Azerbaidjan, c’est Bakou qui donne le «tempo». Cela
n’empéche pas les rencontres entre les négociateurs,
Serdar Kili¢ pour la Turquie et Ruben Rubinian pour
I’Arménie, de se poursuivre. On en est a la sixiéme de-
puis juillet 2022. Rencontres qui ne débouchent sur rien
de concret, si ce n'est prévoir ce qui se fera une fois la
frontiére ouverte. Pour I’Arménie «réelle» les événe-
ments de 1915 sont de I'histoire ancienne, pour ne pas
dire un sujet tabou.

Pour le tandem, il est important de bien se faire voir
par la communauté internationale, occidentale en pre-
mier lieu, car ce sont de grands pourvoyeurs de fond en-
vers les deux ennemis d’hier. Gestes «tres désintéressés»
comme il se doit.

D’ici a la signature du traité, il est fort probable que
nous verrons encore d’autres gestes de la part de 'Azer-

baidjan, par exemple concernant les 23 prisonniers armé-
niens enfermés a Bakou, ou les sentences prononcées dans
la parodie de proces des 15+1 dirigeants du Haut-Karabagh.
Ces 39 personnes sont en fait des moyens de pression dans
les mains de Bakou, «Tout indique qu'il s'agit d’un proces-
sus politique. Méme les décisions rendues par les tribu-
naux sont, elles aussi, de nature politique. Les tribunaux
ne sont que des instruments. Le but n’est pas la justice,
mais la transformation des tribunaux en un mécanisme
politique», comme 'indique la juriste internationale Sira-
nouche Sahakian.

Je cite 'Azerbaidjan, car 'Arménie «réelle» n’a rien
a donner pour accélérer le processus, si ce n'est les 208
km? occupés par I'’Azerbaidjan ou l'extraterritorialité de
la TRIPP. Nigol Pachinian ne cesse de faire des gestes de
bonne volonté envers le tandem turco-azéri, que réserve-
t-il encore a ses compatriotes d’ici la signature du traité?

En attendant, le vernis azerbaidjanais se craquele
par endroit. Comme je 'ai souvent indiqué: «Chassez le
naturel, il revient au galop». Les derniers propos d’Ilham
Aliev devant les étudiants de I’Académie nationale des
sciences d’Azerbaidjan, est on ne peut plus explicite: les
% de 'Arménie sont des territoires azerbaidjanais. A bon
entendeur, salut.

C'est vrai, qu’il n’est pas donné a tout le monde de
se trouver dans le bureau ovale du président améri-
cain. Suite a la cérémonie de signature du 8 ao(it der-
nier devant les caméras du monde entier, le dirigeant
arménien s'est senti pousser des ailes, et comme tout
politicien qui se respecte, il compte bien capitaliser ses
actions pour briguer un nouveau mandat aux élections
parlementaires de juin prochain.

Ainsi, la bonne volonté affichée par Pachinian ne
se limite pas uniquement envers ses deux voisins, mais
également envers la population arménienne. Comme
dit la publicité d’une célebre marque de Yaourts: «ce
quil fait a I'intérieur se voit a l'extérieur».

Ainsi, il ne cesse de faire valoir des lendemains en-

chanteurs aux yeux des indécis, et en profite pour tacler
les opposants de tout poil. Qu'ils soient arméniens ou pas,
nationaux ou diasporiques. Il a a ses ordres les appareils
répressif et judiciaire. Il en veut aux militaires, respon-
sables selon lui de la défaite de 2020, alors qu’il est le chef
des armées. On se souvient que durant la guerre de 44
jours, il avait envoyé sa femme a une réunion de 1’état-
major parce qu'il était occupé a autre chose!

En septembre 2023, un nouveau malheur frappe les
arméniens du Karabagh. Suite au laisser-faire de la Rus-
sie face aux comportements agressifs de Bakou - contre-
venant ainsi au mandat qui lui avait été confié lors de
I’accord tripartite de cessez-le-feu du 09/11/2020, les
karabaghis sont finalement chassés de leur terre par
la soldatesque azérie. Nettoyage ethnique qui permet a
Aliev de saccager les monuments arméniens, religieux
ou non. Rappelons-nous 'annihilation du cimetiere de
Djoulfa en 2006.

Si au début Nigol Pachinian s’est montré conciliant
et charitable envers les réfugiés, comme nombre de pays
occidental, dés le printemps 2025 son comportement a
changé du tout au tout envers ces compatriotes expatriés,
en vue de rentrer dans les bonnes grices du dictateur azé-
ri afin d’aboutir a un traité de paix. Le terme Karabagh est
d’ailleurs banni du vocabulaire gouvernemental.

Nouveauté depuis quelques mois, apres les mili-
taires et les magistrats, Nigol s’est trouvé une nouvelle
«téte de Turcy, si I'on peut dire: I'Eglise apostolique
arménienne — Une institution vieille de 17 siecles. Il
compte mettre au pas les hauts dignitaires ecclésias-
tiques, quitte & emprisonner certains d’entre eux et/ou
leurs proches, et de participer avec tout son gouverne-
ment aux messes d’un prétre excommunié et défroqué.
1l faut ce qu'il faut pour préparer sa réélection.

Comme disait un de mes camarades: «Quelle diffé-
rence y a-t-il entre un train et Nigol Pachinian? Quand
le train déraille, il sarréten».

Le député Artur Kha-
chatryan, du groupe d’oppo-
sition «Hayastany, avait déja
ironisé la veille sur Facebook:

«Par exemple, quel était le ‘prix’
politique de ce blé? U'Azerbaid-
jan a obtenu la promesse d’un
corridor, les sanctions prévues
par l'article 907 de la Loi sur
I’aide a la liberté ont été levées,
et le Groupe de Minsk a été dis-
sous. En échange, Bakou a seu-
lement promis d’autoriser un
transit a travers son territoire,
sans ouvrir de frontiére avec
I’Arménie. Par conséquent, les
affirmations du gouvernement
selon lesquelles le ‘blocus a été
brisé’ sont infondées».

Le représentant du gouver-
nement, le vice-ministre Zaka-
ryan, s’est demandé pourquoi
tant de polémique: «Pourquoi
tout ce bruit? Il faudrait plutét se
réjouir! Louverture de nouvelles
routes est une bonne chose. Si
aujourd’hui c’est du blé pour le
bétail, demain ce sera du blé de
meilleure qualité. La vie nous le
montreray. Aprés des décennies
de blocus, le premier chargement
a travers le territoire azerbaidja-
nais avait déja été du blé russe, de
haute qualité, a-t-il précisé.
