This is not a book of
instructions or enforced rules; instead, it is a collection of guide-
lines and thoughts on how to live in a way that pleases God, loving
God’s path and making wise decisions.

There’s loads of great advice and wisdom in this book that is still
applicable to us today. The book helps us to think about how to be
wise in our own lives. The proverbs cover things like speaking well
of others, not being greedy, being calm, loving God and putting
others first.

You can read about an example of Solomon’s wisdom in 1 Kings
3.16-28, which tells the story of two women and their argument.

THE LETTERS
1 PETER

WRITTEN: PROBABLY TOWARDS THE END OF THE FIRST
CENTUARY AD

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:

This is the first of two letters said to have been written by Peter,
a disciple of Jesus. The letter was written to believers suffering
severe persecution, which was happening wherever there were
Christians at the time. Believers were being treated horrendously
because of their Christian faith by both the Jews and the Romans.
They were oppressed and sometimes even killed. Peter writes
about encouragement in the face of opposition to motivate believ-
ers to stand firm and pursue holiness.

WHY READ IT?

1 Peter gives us encouragement in the times when it feels difficult
to be a Christian — when we are made fun of, people treat us badly,
or we feel scared about how people might react to us as Chris-
tians. The letter is filled with the recognition that Jesus suffered
and said we would have trouble in our lives too, but that Jesus gives
us comfort in our struggles.

KEY CHARACTER:

Simon Peter was one of Jesus’ 12 disciples and was an uneducated
fisherman from Galilee. ‘Peter’ means ‘rock’, and was a nickname
given to him by Jesus. We read many stories about him in the four
Gospels, including his attempt to walk on water and his denial of
Jesus. In the end, Peter stuck to his beliefs and was killed by the
Romans for his faith.

Socialist International adopts resolution

MALTA—The Council of the Socialist Inter-
national, which from November 28 to 30 con-
vened a session in Saint Julian’s, Malta, adopt-
ed a resolution on Artsakh.

When the international community hoped
and declared that the 21st century should be a
century free of genocides, the UN Special Rap-
porteur on the Prevention of Genocide, Alice
Nderitu, announced in 2023 — on the 75th an-
niversary of the Genocide Convention — that
six genocides were underway: in Myanmar,
Sudan, Ethiopia, Artsakh, Gaza, and Israel. To
this day, no perpetrators have been held ac-
countable,” he added.

“When speaking about Human Rights, I
must also mention the shameful and fabricated
‘Baku Trials’ targeting Armenian prisoners of
war and civilian hostages, conducted without
the minimum guarantees required by inter-
national law, without international observers,

Armenian government publishes Karabagh files;

YEREVAN—The Armenian
Apostolic Church strongly con-
demned the Armenian author-
ities on December 5 for arrest-
ing and bringing “baseless char-
ges” against another of its bish-
ops amid Prime Minister Nikol
Pashinyan’s continuing drive to
depose Catholicos Karekin II.

“This action is a manifesta-
tion of the recent repression un-
leashed against the Church and a
continuation of the political per-
secution of clergy,” read a state-
ment released by the church’s
Mother See in Echmiadzin.

It demanded the immediate
release of Archbishop Arshak Kha-
chatryan and three other senior
clerics arrested earlier this year.

Khachatryan was arrested
on December 4 on drug-related
charges strongly denied by him.
Armenia’s Investigative Commit-
tee claims that in 2018 he had a
deacon subordinate to him and a
“still unidentified person” plant
marijuana in the backpack of a
protester demanding Karekin II's
resignation.

Khachatrian’s lawyers

said that the law-enforcement
agency has not come up with
any incriminating testimony
against him or other evidence
in support of the accusation.

“This case is not only fab-
ricated but also ridiculous and
absurd,” one of them, Sergei Ha-
rutiunyan, told reporters.

Harutiunyan spoke after a
judge in Yerevan allowed inves-
tigators to hold Khachatrian in
pre-trial detention for the next
two months. The same judge,
Masis Melkonyan, sanctioned
the earlier arrests of Arch-
bishops Bagrat Galstanyan and
Mikael Ajapahyan facing dif-
ferent charges also rejected by
them as politically motivated.

Khachatryan, who is a
vocal critic of Prime Minister
Nikol Pashinyan, acknowledged
the possibility of his arrest at a
news conference held two days
prior. He said he is undaunted
by such a prospect and will not
resign or join a dozen other
bishops in calling for Karekin
IT’s resignation.

opposition says key documents still hidden

YEREVAN — The Armen-
ian government has released
13 documents related to the
Nagorno-Karabagh (Artsakh) ne-
gotiation process, including the
June 2019 proposal by the OSCE
Minsk Group co-chairs — long a
point of contention among for-
mer and current authorities.

The publication came on
Dec. 2, just one day after the
formal dissolution of the OSCE
Minsk Group, the body that
had mediated the Nagorno-
Karabagh conflict for over three
decades. The timing has drawn
attention, as the group’s dis-
mantling aligned with one of
President Aliyev’s key precondi-
tions for signing a peace treaty
with Armenia: removing the
last institutional framework
that preserved the conflict’s
international status.

The release immediately
triggered strong reactions from
opposition figures.

Artur Khachatryan, an MP
from the “Hayastan Alliance”
and a member of the Armenian

Revolutionary Federation (ARF),
sharply criticized the publication,
calling it misleading, incomplete
and politically motivated.

“The documents published
by Pashinyan allow us to draw
several conclusions,” Kha-
chatryan said. “Even a prelim-
inary review shows that any ne-
gotiation option included would
have been far more favourable
to Armenia than the outcome
his administration produced.”

He emphasized that the ma-
terials contradict Prime Minister
Nikol Pashinyan’s repeated claim
that international negotiations
focused solely on Azerbaijan’s
territorial integrity.

“Familiarize yourself with
proposals from 2006 to 2019,”
he wrote. “You will see that
the right of self-determination
for the people of Nagorno-
Karabagh was consistently
present in all working drafts,
including the Lavrov Plan. The
documents he published dis-
prove his claims regarding the
‘interim status,” as well.”

Khachatryan called the
release partial and selective,
noting omissions of historic-
ally significant proposals such
as those from the 1990s, the
1997 Russian-Finnish co-chair
package and even the 1988
Sakharov-Starovoitova plan. He
also accused the government of
misrepresenting UN Security
Council resolutions.

“Post-war, Pashinyan pre-
sented these resolutions as proof
that Nagorno-Karabagh had to
remain within Azerbaijan,” he
stated. “That is false. UNSC Reso-
lutions 874 and 884 were part of
a broader package and did not
dictate territorial outcomes.
They were aligned with the OSCE
Minsk Group’s comprehensive
proposals, which included the fu-
ture determination of Nagorno-
Karabagh'’s legal status.”

Khachatryan specifically
denounced the handling of the
1999 Key West agreement, call-
ing it one of the most critical

negotiation documents. “No
Key West document has been
released,” he said. “Instead,
Pashinyan presented a news-
paper article from Haykakan
Zhamanak, published in 2008
by Levon Ter-Petrosyan’s cam-
paign team, and called it a ‘ne-
gotiation document.” If they
didn’t have the document, how
could they make judgments
about its contents? If they did,
why not request copies from the
co-chair countries?”

He added that the 1999 OSCE
Istanbul Declaration was also
omitted: “In Istanbul, Armenia
did not recognize Nagorno-
Karabagh as part of Azerbaijan,
contrary to what the current ad-
ministration implies.”

Khachatryan further con-
demned the selective use of widely
known historical excerpts, includ-
ing from Vladimir Kazimirov’s
book. “Anyone familiar with the
Nagorno-Karabagh negotiations
has long known these proposals.
Presenting them now as ‘docu-
ments’ is almost a mockery of the
historical record,” he said. He con-
cluded, “The publication reveals
both the government’s failure to
defend Armenia’s position in ne-
gotiations and its systematic mis-
representation of facts.

Bagrat Mikoyan, head of
the office of former Armenian
President Robert Kocharyan,
also criticized the govern-
ment’s recent publication of
negotiation documents, calling
the compilation misleading and
incomplete.

Speaking to NEWS.am,
Mikoyan emphasized that sever-
al materials included are not of-
ficial negotiation documents. He

continued.

Mikoyan also addressed the
June 2019 proposal from the OSCE
Minsk Group co-chairs, which
previous Armenian presidents
had urged Pashinyan to release.
He urged the public to review
the original proposal to under-
stand what Pashinyan allegedly
rejected, contrasting it with the
prime minister’s claims that
Nagorno-Karabagh was irrevoc-
ably lost to Azerbaijan.

“People can read and see
that what we have now — war,
casualties, territorial losses and
continuous humiliation — was
all avoidable. The 2019 paper
offered a legitimate negotia-
tion path, unlike the so-called
‘Meghri exchange’ article pub-
lished in Haykakan Zhamanak,”
Mikoyan stated.

Responding to the govern-
ment’s assertion that there
was no viable way to maintain
Nagorno-Karabagh under Ar-
menian administration, Mikoy-
an argued that Pashinyan’s
administration consistently
ignored concrete solutions out-
lined in the 2019 proposal:

“They surrendered every-
thing, gave up territory and
endured losses, and only then
began speculating with ‘what
ifs’ about the proposals in that
paper. Nothing outlined in the
document was implemented
and, instead, Pashinyan repeat-
edly claimed he was negotiating
from scratch.”

Mikoyan further criticized
the selective nature of the pub-
lication, noting that widely
known materials such as the
Madrid Principles and excerpts
from Kazimirov were included,

while the Key West negotiation
papers — the most consequen-
tial documents — remain un-
published.

“If this is how the govern-
ment negotiates diplomatically,
it is no surprise we ended up in
the current catastrophic situa-
tion,” he said.

“There is every reason to
believe that in discussions with
international partners, includ-
ing Aliyev and the Minsk Group
co-chairs, Pashinyan substitut-
ed newspaper articles for actual
proposals. This is alarming.”

Mikoyan concluded that
the government’s omission of
the Key West documents sug-
gests a deliberate attempt to
conceal inconvenient truths.

“The prime minister can de-
bate with himself in the mirror
using Haykakan Zhamanak arti-
cles, but independent experts
say that a newspaper article, no
matter how convincing, cannot
be treated as an official nego-
tiation document. International
partners should ask: Are you
mocking us by presenting your
invention instead of our propos-
als? Such audacity has a cost in
international relations, and our
country is paying it systematic-
ally,” Mikoyan warned.

Levon Zurabyan, vice-chair
of the Armenian National Con-
gress, claimed the documents
validate the opposition’s long-
standing position that the 2019
proposal could have ensured
peace, unblocking of regional
routes and a de facto independ-
ent Artsakh. He argued that
Pashinyan must now disclose
the Armenian government’s of-
ficial written response, which
was not included in the pub-
lished package.

Des prétres expulsés de I'église de

Des lecons a méditer

A quelques mois de nouvelles échéances
électorales, 1’évolution autoritaire et anti-
démocratique du pouvoir en Arménie doit in-
terpeller tout un chacun et nous faire méditer
quelques legons.

Avec une police et une justice aux or-
dres et a double vitesse, hommes d’église, élus,
industriels, membres de partis d’opposition,
journalistes, comédiens, blogueurs, savent dé-
sormais que la prison nest pas une option mais
une certitude quand on soppose a Nikol Pachin-
ian. Peu importe la réalité des faits, leur impor-
tance ou la matérialisation du crime annoncé.
Un simple mot, une simple phrase, une discus-
sion privée, l'appel téléphonique d’un inconnu,
une conversation enregistrée a votre insu, des
notes sur un calepin peuvent vous conduire
a passer plusieurs mois entre quatre murs, le
temps que les élections se passent et que votre
crédibilité soit détruite. A ce rythme, et en util-
isant les mémes méthodes qu'Erdogan pour
gagner les prochaines présidentielles en Tur-
quie, I’Arménie de Nikol Pachinian aura bient6t
plus de prisonniers politiques que ’Azerbaidjan
d’Aliev, C’est dire ! Car la liste n'est pas close et va
certainement s'accroitre. Méme les partis poli-
tiques d’opposition ne sont pas a I’abri et il sera
facile de leur interdire de se présenter aux élec-
tions en ayant recours a des prétextes fallacieux.

Deuxiémement, tous les moyens seront utili-
sés par Contrat civil et le pouvoir pour gagner les
élections législatives. Comme I’a dit le Premier
ministre lui-méme, les élections de Vargashapat
étaient une bonne répétition : utilisation des
ressources publiques pour mener la campagne,
menaces sur les subventions ou les travaux al-
loués a chaque village si Contrat civil ne remporte
pas la majorité, distribution massive de cadeaux
et organisation de banquets somptueux offerts

par des donateurs inconnus sapparentant claire-
ment a des achats de voix, présence policiere mas-
sive, transport et accompagnement de personnes
agées jusqu’a l'urne par des militants Contrat
civil, vote de personnes ayant quitté 'Arménie
depuis plusieurs années, etc. Tout ce qui pour-
rait entrainer un candidat d’'opposition devant la
justice seffectue 1a en plein jour et en totale im-
punité pour Contrat civil. Et pour autant, aucune
enquéte na été ouverte a son encontre, ni sur son
financement pour le moins opaque.

Troisiémement, ne comptez pas sur le
soutien des démocraties occidentales, des ONG
de défense des droits de 'Homme ou sur les
médias internationaux pour contester le pou-
voir en place. Depuis la guerre en Ukraine, le
constat est limpide. Tout doit étre fait pour ar-
racher ’Arménie a l'orbite russe et s'il le faut,
applaudir a une réélection de Nikol Pachinian
en jugeant marginales les irrégularités majeures
constatées dans la campagne et dans le résul-
tat des élections. Cette attitude, on la connaft,
elle n’est pas nouvelle. Serge Sarksian en a bé-
néficié en 2012 face a Raffi Hovanissian aprés
avoir signé les protocoles arménoturcs. En sig-
nant I'accord de Prague, par lequel la France et
I’Europe consacrent I’abandon de I’Artsakh et
apres avoir signé les accords de Washington, qui
consacrent la perte de contrdle de la frontiere
iranienne et la pax americana, sans aucune ga-
rantie de paix réelle, Nikol Pachinian a, en fait,
acheté a I'Occident son totem d’immunité pour
conserver son fauteuil et poursuivre sa politique
dite de '’Arménie réelle, qui nest rien de plus que
sa soumission au tandem turco-azéri agissant
par délégation de I'Europe et des Etats-Unis.

A méditer, surtout pour faire en sorte que
I'inéluctable soit remplacé par le rétablissement
d’une démocratie réelle, plus soucieuse de son
intérét national que de sa prospérité a court
terme. Il reste six mois pour sauver ’Arménie.

Kocharian rejette les appels a se retirer de la politique

EREVAN—Lancien président
Robert Kocharian a réaffirmé
cette fin de semaine son intention
de se présenter aux élections lég-
islatives de I'année prochaine, re-
jetant les appels d’un autre leader
de l'opposition qui lui demandait
de se retirer de la course.

Arman Tatoyan, ancien mé-
diateur des droits de ’homme
en Arménie a la téte d’un
groupe d’opposition nouvelle-
ment formé, a affirmé a la fin
du mois dernier que Kocharian
et un autre ancien président,
Serzh Sarkisian, aideraient le
Premier ministre Nikol Pashin-
ian a conserver le pouvoir s’ils
se lancaient dans la course. Il a
déclaré que Pashinian exploit-
erait a nouveau leurs antécé-
dents controversés pour con-
vaincre la plupart des électeurs
de soutenir le parti au pouvoir,
le Contrat civil.

Kocharian a riposté a
Tatoyan et a vu des motivations
cachées derriére les appels de ce

dernier lorsqu’il a rencontré ses
partisans a Erevan.

«La rhétorique opposant les
anciens et les actuels dirigeants
de 'Arménie est I'une des prin-
cipales armes de Nikol Pashin-
ian depuis 2018», a-t-il déclaré.
«Elle a servi a diviser la société
et a semer la discorde en son
sein. Il est évident que cet outil
a aujourd’hui perdu beaucoup
de son efficacité. Selon tous les
sondages d’opinion, Pashinian
affiche désormais le taux de
popularité le plus bas, et cette
tendance est irréversible.»

«Les gens pensent qu’ils
peuvent ainsi nous prendre une
partie de nos voix», a poursuivi
Kocharian. «D’accord, supposons
que vous en preniez 2 % et que
vous entriez a I’Assemblée na-
tionale. Mais [dans ce cas], vous
naurez pas contribué davantage
au changement de régime, si tel
est vraiment votre objectif. Je
doute que [le changement de ré-
gime] soit vraiment l'objectif.»

Lalliance Hayastan de Koch-
arian, qui comprend la Fédéra-
tion révolutionnaire arménienne
(Dashnaktsutyun) et un autre
parti d’opposition, est arrivée
en deuxiéme position lors des
derniéres élections législatives
organisées en 2021. L'ancien
président, 4gé de 71 ans, qui a
dirigé '’Arménie de 1998 a 2008,
a indiqué le mois dernier qu’il
se présenterait aux élections de
2026 avec une équipe politique
remaniée. Il a déclaré qu’il n’y
avait toujours pas de «décision fi-
nale sur le format» de sa partici-
pation au scrutin.

Pour sa part, Sarkissian, qui
semble avoir moins de partisans,
n’a toujours pas précisé si son
Parti républicain se présenter-
ait également aux élections. 1l a
indiqué a plusieurs reprises qu’il
estimait que les manifestations
de rue et/ou un vote de défiance
parlementaire étaient le meilleur
moyen de destituer Pashinian.

Scandale de paris dans le football turc: 11 joueurs
professionnels placés en détention

ISTANBUL—Un tribunal
d’Istanbul a ordonné le 8 décem-
bre le placement en détention
provisoire de 11 footballeurs
de premiere et deuxieme divi-
sions turque accusés pour neuf
d’entre eux d’avoir parié sur des
matches de leur propre équipe,
ont rapporté les médias turcs.

Parmi les cing joueurs de
premiere division inculpés fig-
urent Metehan Baltaci, défenseur
de Galatasaray, Alassane Ndao,

ailier sénégalais de Konyaspor,
et Mert Hakan Yandas, milieu de
terrain de Fenerbahce, accusé lui
d’avoir parié sur des rencontres
via une tierce personne,

Les juges ont ordonné le
placement en détention provi-
soire de neuf autres suspects,
dont les présidents de deux
clubs de troisiéme division ac-
cusés de s’étre entendus sur le
résultat d’'une rencontre lors de
la saison 2023-2024.

Dix-neuf suspects ont eux
été remis en liberté sous con-
trole judiciaire, parmi lesquels
quatre joueurs de Siiper Lig, la
premiére division turque.

Une quarantaine de per-
sonnes avaient été arrétées au
total la semaine derniére dans
le cadre d’une vaste enquéte
du parquet d’Istanbul sur des
soupgons de paris illégaux et de
matches truqués.

Un militant de I'opposition
hospitalisé aprés avoir été agressé
en plein jour

EREVAN—Un militant
proche de 'opposition arméni-
enne a di étre hospitalisé le 8
décembre aprés avoir été agres-
sé et roué de coups en plein jour
devant un centre commercial
de Erevan. La victime, I’ancien
député Mihran Hakobian, aurait
confié a un ami, ’avocat Ruben
Melikian, qu’il avait été atta-
qué par un groupe d’hommes
masqués et cagoulés. «Ils lui ont
cassé le nez et 'ont frappé a la
téter, a indiqué Melikian devant
les journalistes en ajoutant :
«Nous ne savons pas encore
quelles seront les conséquences
de tout cela... Les Médecins ont
conseillé a Mihran Hakobian
de rester a ’hdpital au moins
un jour de plus». Hakobian, qui
est un détracteur déclaré du
premier ministre Nikol Pachin-
ian, n'a quant a lui fait aucune
déclaration publique concer-
nant cet incident.

Selon Melikian, les enqué-
teurs de la police lui auraient
rendu visite au Centre médical
Izmirlian de la capitale armé-
nienne ou il a été hospitalisé
pour ses blessures, et 'y au-
raient interrogé sur les circon-
stances de cette agression. Ni la
police arménienne, ni le Comité
d’enquéte n'ont toutefois ouvert
une enquéte en bonne et due
forme sur ’incident survenu
dans la soirée de lundi. Hakobian
était un membre de 'ancien Par-
lement d’Arménie, ou il siégeait
sur les bancs du Parti républic-
ain (HHK) de I'ex-président Serge
Sarkissian alors majoritaire. Ces
derniéres années, il s’était mis
quelque peu en retrait de la
scéne politique mais était actif
sur les réseaux sociaux ou il ne
se privait pas d’attaquer Pachin-
ian et sa politique.

Dans son dernier poste
sur Facebook, il avait tourné

par Pachinian ce weekend aux
prétres arméniens et aux cho-
rales des églises pour qu’ils
fassent précéder chaque office
religieux par I’hymne national.
«Ce n’est pas méme une mani-
festation d’inculture... c’est une
bouffonnerie primaire», écriv-
ait notamment Hakobian dans
son message.

Citant un obscure poste
sur un autre réseau social,
Telegram, le journal Hraparak
avait rapport un peu plus tard
I'information selon laquelle Ha-
kobian aurait publié un message
qu’il aurait tres vite supprimé
affirmant que le directeur du
Service de sécurité nationale
(NSS) Andranik Simonian entre-
tenait une liaison avec la procu-
reure-générale Anna Vardape-
tian. Ni le NSS, ni le bureau de
Vardapetian n'ont fait de com-
mentaire a ce sujet.

«De toute évidence,
si quelqu’un s’engage pub-
liquement dans une activité
d’opposition... toute personne
sensée sera amenée a suspect-
er les agresseurs d’étre en lien
avec quelque faction du gouver-
nementy, a déclaré Melikian en
répondant aux questions sur
les motivations possibles de
cette agression. «Il n’y a tout
simplement pas d’autre rai-
son», a conclu I’avocat sur ce
point. Cavocat, lui-méme connu
pour ses positions critiques a
I’encontre du gouvernement
arménien a fait remarquer
qu'en 2021, une grenade a main
avait explosé sous la voiture
de Hakobian alors qu'elle était
garée devant son domicile. Ce
représentant de I'opposition
avait affirmé a ’époque que
I’explosion visait a I'intimider
et a le faire taire. 'incident
n’avait donné lieu a aucune ar-
restation...

Le Parlement arménien accepte de raccourcir la
durée du service militaire

EREVAN—Le 4 décembre,
le Parlement arménien a ap-
prouvé une proposition du gou-
vernement visant a raccourcir
la durée du service militaire
obligatoire dans le pays, ce que
I'opposition considére comme
une manceuvre préélectorale et
une grave menace pour la sécu-
rité nationale.

Le gouvernement a an-
noncé pour la premiere fois
ces projets début septembre,
avec un projet de loi rédigé
par le ministére arménien de
la Défense. Ce projet prévoit de
réduire la durée du service mili-
taire pour les citoyens de sexe
masculin de 24 2 18 mois.

Cette mesure devait ini-
tialement entrer en vigueur
I’été prochain. Cependant, le
Premier ministre Nikol Pashini-
an a annoncé par la suite quelle
s'appliquerait aux conscrits ap-
pelés a partir du ler janvier. Ses
détracteurs y ont vu une nou-
velle preuve que cette mesure
vise a permettre au parti au
pouvoir, Civil Contract, de rem-
porter davantage de voix lors
des élections générales prévues
en juin 2026.

Le ministre de la Défense,

Suren Papikian, et les députés du
Contrat civil ont de nouveau nié
cette affirmation lors d’'un débat
qui a précédé I'adoption du projet
de loi par I’Assemblée nationale.
M. Papikian a continué d’insister
sur le fait que la réduction de la
durée du service ne réduirait
pas les effectifs des forces ar-
mées arméniennes, qui sont déja
confrontées a des problemes de
personnel. La baisse du nombre
de conscrits qui en résultera sera
compensée par le recrutement
d’un plus grand nombre de sol-
dats contractuels ces derniéres
années, a-t-il déclaré.

Les législateurs de
I’opposition, notamment
I’ancien ministre de la Défense
Seyran Ohanian, ne se sont pas
laissés convaincre par ces as-
surances. Le service militaire
volontaire en Arménie n’est
toujours pas assez attractif,
ont-ils déclaré, appelant a une
augmentation significative de la
solde des soldats sous contrat.

L'opposition a également
fait valoir que I'armée armé-
nienne continue de recruter
régulierement des milliers
de réservistes pour un ser-
vice de combat d’un mois a la

frontiére entre I’Arménie et
I’Azerbaidjan. L'un des députés
de Papikian, Arman Sargsian, a
reconnu fin septembre une pén-
urie de personnel militaire. Il a
exhorté le Parlement a adopter
également un autre projet de
loi du ministére de la Défense
qui prévoit des sanctions plus
séveres pour les réservistes qui
se soustraient a I'appel sous les
drapeaux.

Les détracteurs ont égale-
ment accusé Pashinian de céder
aux exigences de I’Azerbaidjan
visant a réduire la taille de
I’armée arménienne. Les alliés
politiques du Premier minis-
tre ont nié cette accusation.
Néanmoins, deux législateurs
pro-gouvernementaux ont
déclaré lors du débat de jeudi
que le raccourcissement du
service militaire avait égale-
ment été rendu possible par la
«paix» établie entre ’Arménie
et ’Azerbaidjan.

Le gouvernement de
Pashinian prévoit de réduire
les dépenses de défense de
I’Arménie de plus de 15 %, pour
les ramener a 563 milliards de
drams (1,47 milliard de dollars)
I’'année prochaine.
