WHY READ IT?
This book honestly addresses some big questions in a poetic way.
Looking at life, death and purpose, the writer puts life in perspec-
tive while giving us words to say to God when everything feels
hopeless. It can be seen as a book about the meaninglessness of
life without God.

2 PETER

WRITTEN: PROBABLY THE FIRST HALF OF THE SECOND
CENTURY

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:

This is the second letter said to have been written by Peter. In it, he
writes to the church about how Jesus transforms lives, and he chal-
lenges his readers to be holy. The letter was written in response to
some false teachings about the Christian faith. Some people were
spreading the belief that salvation was fully experienced in this life,
so there would be no eternal life, and there would be no second
coming of Jesus. In this letter, the writer voices his concerns about
this teaching and speaks against it.

WHY READ IT?
We live in a culture where everything is fast-paced and where we
have access to pretty much anything we want, immediately. This
letter reminds us that God’s timing is different from ours - he is
not part of our ‘have it now’ culture. Peter spurs us on to keep our
eyes fixed on Jesus.

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Court changes Samvel Karapetian's
detention from jail to house arrest

YEREVAN—A Yerevan court
on December 30 decided to
change the pre-trial detention
of businessman Samvel Karapet-
ian to house arrest, a move that
came unexpectedly after earlier
rulings had kept him in custody.

Karapetian, a Russian Ar-
menian billionaire, had been held
since June following his arrest in
Yerevan. The Office of the Pros-
ecutor General announced that it
will appeal the decision. Just over
a month earlier, the same court
had extended his detention by two
months, a ruling that was upheld
by an appeals court last week.

Karapetian’s lawyer, Aram
Vartevanian, said his client will
post bail before being trans-
ferred to house arrest, without
disclosing the amount set by the
court. Karapetian was released
from a central Yerevan prison
later in the evening.

He was arrested shortly
after publicly criticizing Prime
Minister Nikol Pashinian over
his stance toward the Armenian

Apostolic Church and declaring
his intention to oppose the cur-
rent authorities politically. Law
enforcement bodies have ac-
cused Karapetian of calling for
the violent overthrow of the gov-
ernment, along with allegations
of tax evasion, fraud and money
laundering, which he has denied.
In recent months, Karapet-
ian has announced the forma-
tion of a new political movement,
Mer Dzevov, which is expected
to participate in the parliament-
ary elections scheduled for 2026.
From detention, he stated that
the movement aims to challenge
Armenia’s current ruling circle.
Born in Armenia and based
largely in Russia since the early
1990s, Karapetian is known for
extensive charitable activities in
Armenia and Artsakh, as well as
for his financial support of the
Armenian Church. His change
of detention status comes amid
continued political debate both
domestically and internationally
surrounding his case.

Armenia and Turkey announce
visa facilitation

YEREVAN — Armenia and
Turkey have announced an
agreement to simplify visa
procedures for holders of dip-
lomatic, service and special
passports, presenting the move
as part of ongoing efforts to ad-
vance the normalization pro-
cess between the two countries.

According to official state-
ments released on December 29,
the new arrangement will allow
eligible passport holders from
both sides to obtain electronic
visas free of charge beginning
January 1. The measure is in-
tended to ease official travel and
facilitate contacts between gov-
ernment representatives as talks
between Yerevan and Ankara
continue.

The visa facilitation agree-
ment comes against the back-
drop of a long and uneven nor-
malization process launched in
2021, when both sides appointed
special envoys to explore ways
to restore relations without for-
mal diplomatic ties. Armenia and
Turkey have no embassies in each
other’s capitals, and the land bor-
der between the two states has
remained closed since 1993.

While the announcement
was framed as a confidence
building step, the scope of the
measure remains limited and
does not apply to ordinary pass-
port holders or broader cross bor-
der movement. The agreement
also leaves unaddressed a range
of unresolved political and secur-
ity issues that continue to shape
Armenian Turkish relations.

Armenia’s security en-
vironment has remained fragile
in recent years, particularly fol-
lowing Azerbaijan’s military ac-

tions against Artsakh and the
subsequent forced displacement
of its Armenian population.
Turkey’s consistent political
and military backing of Azer-
baijan, including during and
after the 2020 war, continues to
be a central concern for Armen-
ian observers assessing the nor-
malization track.

In parallel, Ankara has re-
peatedly linked progress in rela-
tions with Armenia to develop-
ments in the Armenia Azerbaijan
process, reinforcing perceptions
that normalization remains
conditioned by regional power
dynamics rather than bilateral
reconciliation alone. Armenian
officials, for their part, have em-
phasized the importance of pur-
suing dialogue while navigating
mounting external pressures and
unresolved security risks.

Previous steps in the nor-
malization process, including
agreements to open the border
to third country nationals and
allow direct cargo transporta-
tion, have yet to be implemented.
As a result, questions persist
regarding the practical impact
of new announcements and the
pace at which declared measures
translate into tangible change.

The visa facilitation agree-
ment adds to a series of incremen-
tal moves presented as progress,
even as the broader regional con-
text continues to raise concerns
about balance, reciprocity and
long term security implications
for Armenia. Observers note that
future steps will be closely scru-
tinized not only for their diplo-
matic symbolism, but for their
consequences within an increas-
ingly volatile regional landscape.

YEREVAN —The staged trial against for-
mer political and military leaders of Artsakh
resumed on December 26 at Azerbaijan’s Baku
Military Court, where David Ishkhanyan, for-
mer Speaker of the Artsakh National Assem-
bly, delivered what authorities termed a final
statement in a process widely condemned as
an illegal and politically motivated show trial.

According to Azerbaijan’s state-run
agency Azertag, Ishkhanyan presented
counterarguments rejecting the prosecution’s
accusations. Azerbaijani authorities once
again withheld any direct quotations or sub-
stantive details from his remarks, continuing
a pattern of tightly controlled information and
lack of transparency that has marked the pro-

The case forms part of a broader cam-
paign by the Azerbaijani regime targeting
former Artsakh officials who have been held
in prolonged detention without due process.
At the previous court session on December 25,
former Artsakh presidents Arkadi Ghukasyan
and Bako Sahakyan, along with former Art-

sakh Defence Army commander Levon Mnat-
sakanyan, categorically denied all charges,
dismissing them as politically fabricated and
legally baseless.

One day after addressing the court, Ish-
khanyan marked his birthday on December
27 while imprisoned in Baku, entering yet
another year of captivity. He has now been
held for more than two years, alongside other
former Artsakh leaders, in what has been re-
peatedly denounced as a sham judicial process
designed to legitimize Azerbaijan’s aggression
and erase Artsakh’s political leadership.

A senior member of the Armenian Revolu-
tionary Federation Bureau, Ishkhanyan served
for years as the party’s representative in Art-
sakh. His continued detention follows the Sep-
tember 2023 military assault by Azerbaijan
that forcibly displaced the entire Armenian
population of Artsakh, an act widely recog-
nized as ethnic cleansing. The ongoing trials
are viewed as a continuation of that campaign,
aimed at criminalizing Artsakh’s leadership
after the destruction of its institutions.

Armenian community in Aleppo reports calm after

ALEPPO — The Armenian
community of Aleppo emerged
unharmed following a night of
armed clashes in the Syrian city
on December 22, as fighting be-
tween Kurdish-led forces and
government troops briefly dis-
rupted daily life before subsiding.

Maria Gabrielian, spokes-
person for the Armenian Prel-
acy of Aleppo and a former
member of the Syrian Parlia-
ment, confirmed that no Ar-
menian casualties were record-
ed despite the proximity of the
fighting to Armenian populated
districts. Speaking to Armen-
press, Gabrielian said the clash-
es erupted around midday and
continued into the late evening
hours, creating widespread con-
cern among residents.

According to Gabrielian,

overnight clashes

the situation stabilized after
midnight, with calm returning
across the city. Shops reopened
the following morning and nor-
mal activity gradually resumed,
easing fears within the local Ar-
menian community.

“In spite of the tensions,
there are no victims among
Armenians,” Gabrielian stated,
noting that Kurdish neighbor-
hoods affected by the clashes are
located very close to Armenian
areas, heightening initial con-
cerns for community safety.

In response to the unrest,
Aleppo’s governor ordered the
closure of schools and govern-
ment offices as a precautionary
measure.

The clashes involved Syr-
ian government forces and the
Kurdish-led Syrian Democratic

Forces, who have maintained an
armed presence in and around
Aleppo. A ceasefire was reported-
ly reached following the violence.
International media reports indi-
cated that the fighting spilled
into urban areas, with civilian
casualties reported elsewhere in
the city, including the deaths of a
woman and her child and injuries
to several others.

Armenian community in-
stitutions in Aleppo continued
to monitor developments closely,
emphasizing vigilance while re-
assuring residents that conditions
had returned to stability. Aleppo
remains home to one of the old-
est Armenian communities in the
Middle East, which has endured
years of conflict while striving to
preserve communal life amid on-
going instability in Syria.

Fuel shipment from Azerbaijan reaches Armenia for
first time since Soviet era

BAKU — Azerbaijan has de-
livered a shipment of petroleum
products to Armenia, marking
the first transfer of fuel be-
tween the two countries since
the dissolution of the Soviet
Union, Azerbaijani media out-
lets reported on December 18.

The shipment includes 22
rail tank cars carrying A1 95 gaso-
line produced by the state owned
oil company SOCAR. The cargo
was transported to Armenia by
rail through Georgian territory,
following discussions between
senior Armenian and Azerbaijani
officials late last month.

Talks addressing fuel ex-
ports took place on November
28 in Gabala during a meeting
between Azerbaijani Deputy
Prime Minister Shahin Mus-
tafayev and Armenian Deputy
Prime Minister Mher Grigoryan.
While both sides later acknow-
ledged that energy related ex-
ports were discussed, Armenian
officials stressed that any po-
tential transactions would de-
pend on agreements reached by
private companies rather than
government directives.

Deputy Prime Minister

Grigoryan confirmed that the
subject had been raised, stating
that discussions had occurred
without providing details on
volumes or contractual ar-
rangements. Azerbaijani presi-
dential aide Hikmet Hajiyev
also indicated that petroleum
exports were among several
economic issues considered
alongside negotiations on bor-
der related matters.

According to Azerbaijani
sources, the fuel shipment is be-
ing treated as a commercial sale,
with pricing based on inter-
national market rates. Georgian
authorities facilitated the tran-
sit, with Georgian Railways in-
structed to carry the cargo with-
out charge on a one time basis.

Armenia currently imports
more than 60 percent of its fuel
from Russia, including approxi-
mately 230,000 tonnes of petrol
and 175,000 tonnes of diesel in
2024. The remainder is sourced
from Iran, Romania, Malta and
Turkey. Armenian officials
have previously stated that di-
versification of supply remains
constrained by infrastructure,
pricing and geopolitical con-

siderations.

The fuel delivery follows
earlier cross border cargo
movements involving Armenia,
including the transit of Rus-
sian and Kazakh grain through
Georgian territory. Armenian
authorities have indicated that
additional wheat shipments re-
main in transit.

While Armenian author-
ities frame these developments
as technical measures to reopen
communications and trade, crit-
ics warn that deepening economic
engagement under existing con-
ditions may strengthen Azerbai-
jan’s leverage over Armenia. This
comes as Azerbaijan continues
to occupy internationally rec-
ognized Armenian territory and
detain Armenian prisoners, lead-
ing to concerns that commercial
arrangements are proceeding in
the absence of accountability, se-
curity guarantees or resolution of
ongoing violations.

Conclusive information has
not been released regarding fu-
ture fuel deliveries, long-term
supply arrangements, or Ar-
menian companies involved in
the shipment.
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FED INVESTS IN CHEAKAMUS CENTRE IN BC

According to a recent press declaration made by the Federal
Government and the Cheakamus Foundation for Environmental
Learning, a new joint investment of $145,000 will be delivered to
help construct a rain garden and an Indigenous food forest at the
Cheakamus Centre in British Columbia. The Cheakamus Centre is a
field school where outdoor environmental and Indigenous cultural
education takes place. The rain garden and Indigenous food forest
project is being developed on the territory of the Skwxwud7mesh
(Squamish) Nation and will see that stormwater runoffs is being col-
lected from the overnight cabins, to better protects the environment
that surrounds them. The food forest that will be built will include a
variety of different vegetation, such as canopy trees, shrubs, herbs,
groundcovers, roots, and vines. All these will grow harmoniously
and will be able to provide habitat for animals, food and medicine.

Patrick Weiler, MP for West Vancouver-Sunshine Coast-Sea
to Sky Country said: “the Cheakamus Centre has long been a place
where people connect with the land, learn from nature, and gain
a deeper understanding of our shared responsibility to care for it.
The Ch’iyakmesh food forest and rain gardens project builds on that
legacy in a profound way — led by Indigenous knowledge, rooted in
restoration, and creating a living classroom for generations to come.
Our government is supporting this important work to restore local
ecosystems, strengthen climate resilience, and honour the trad-
itional stewardship of the land.”

“This project is more than gardens. It’s a living classroom where
our students and visitors can explore, learn and see sustainability in
action, and take ideas for nature-based climate solutions home for
their own communities,” said Cathy Jenkins, Director, Cheakamus
Foundation for Environmental Learning.

CITY OF BURLINGTON AND FEDERAL GOVERNMENT
INVESTING IN CYCLING INFRASTRUCTURE

As declared in a recent announcement made by the Federal
Government, a new investment of more than $3.8-million will be
provided to the City of Burlington to help upgrade approximately
six kilometres of Prospect Street and Graham’s Lane and construct
protected cycling facilities.

Canada records largest population decline on record
amid immigration reset

OTTAWA — Canada has re-
corded its largest quarterly popu-
lation decline since comparable
records began in 1946, marking
a sharp reversal from the rapid
growth seen in recent years.

According to Statistics
Canada, the country’s popula-
tion fell by 76,068 people, or 0.2
percent, between July 1 and Oc-
tober 1, 2025. Aside from a brief
and limited decline during the
COVID 19 pandemic, this repre-
sents the most significant popu-
lation contraction in modern
Canadian history.

The decline is almost en-
tirely the result of a steep re-
duction in non permanent resi-
dents following federal policy
changes aimed at tightening
immigration and easing pres-
sure on housing, infrastruc-
ture, and public services.

During the third quarter of
2025, the number of non perma-
nent residents fell by 176,479,
This drop was driven by a record
number of temporary permits
expiring, with 339,505 permits
lapsing compared to just 163,026
new permits being issued. The
largest decreases were recorded
among international students,
whose numbers fell by 73,682,
and individuals holding com-
bined work and study permits,
which declined by 67,616.

As a result, non permanent
residents now account for 6.8
percent of Canada’s population,
down from a peak of 7.6 percent
in 2024. The federal govern-
ment has stated that it aims to

further reduce this share to ap-
proximately 5 percent by 2027
as part of a shift toward more
sustainable population growth.
The population contraction
was felt across nearly the entire
country. Every province and ter-
ritory reported a decline or stag-
nation except for Alberta and
Nunavut, both of which posted
modest growth of 0.2 percent.
Ontario experienced the
largest absolute loss, with its
population shrinking by 66,888

people, or 0.4 percent, the biggest
quarterly decline in the prov-
ince’s history. British Columbia
followed with a decrease of 14,335
people, marking its first annual
population drop on record.
Economists say the demo-
graphic shift is already begin-
ning to reshape key sectors of
the economy. The slowdown
in newcomer arrivals is easing
pressure on the rental market,
particularly in student heavy
urban centers in Ontario and
British Columbia. Rental de-
mand has softened, vacancy
rates have risen in some areas,
and asking rents on new leases
are beginning to stabilize after

years of rapid increases.

In the labour market, job
vacancies were already trend-
ing downward, falling by 14,000
in the third quarter. While
slower population growth may
provide short term relief for
younger job seekers, analysts
warn that longer term labour
shortages could resurface, es-
pecially as Canada’s population
continues to age.

Canada’s natural popula-
tion increase remains weak.
Births exceeded deaths by
only 17,600 during the quar-
ter, underscoring the country’s
growing reliance on immi-
gration to sustain population
growth. With the last cohort of
baby boomers reaching retire-
ment age, demographic pres-
sures are expected to intensify
in the coming years.

Some economists argue
that the population correction
could improve real GDP per cap-
ita, which has struggled amid
rapid population growth in
recent years. However, weaker
overall consumer demand may
weigh on economic growth in
the near term.

As of October 1, 2025,
Canada’s population stood at
41,575,585. While permanent
immigration remained rela-
tively stable at approximately
103,000 arrivals during the
quarter, the federal govern-
ment’s policy pivot suggests
that the era of explosive post
pandemic population growth
has come to an end.
