WRITTEN: PROBABLY IN THREE
PARTS, THE EARLIEST BETWEEN 800
AND 700BC

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:

Isaiah is the first of the Bible’s ‘Major
Prophets’ (meaning ‘longest’ rather than
‘most important’). A prophet is some-
one who is specially gifted and inspired
to speak words from God. Prophecy is
more than just predicting the future; it
is about revealing God’s love and plans
for his people. As the kings of Israel and
Judah pulled people further and further
away from God, God sent prophets to
warn his people of what would happen
if they continued to live apart from him.
Isaiah prophesied about the kingdoms of
Judah and Israel, as well as the surround-
ing powerful nations.

The book of Isaiah is divided into three
main parts. It starts with messages of
judgment and warning (chapters 1-39)
but then switches to words of love and
hope (chapters 40-55 and 56-66). In
several chapters throughout the book, we
hear Isaiah speaking of a coming saviour,
a Messiah who will save the Israelites
from their sinful ways.

WHY READ IT?

Isaiah is a great book to read to under-
stand the calling and purpose of a proph-
et. Chapter 6 shows God’s call on Isaiah.
Then came several messages from God
to the Israelites and their neighbours.
Although there are some harsh words in
the first half of the book, the second half
- containing the prophecies of hope and
of a coming Messiah - is life-giving and
hopeful for us today, too.

2 JOHN
WRITTEN: AD90s

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW:

This letter was written to a ‘dear Lady’
and her family at a time when the early
church was struggling with some serious
divisions over beliefs that stemmed from
false (untrue) teaching. Some people
were teaching that Jesus had not really
been human, so John aims to combat
these rumours in his letter. As in John’s
first letter, there is a big emphasis on the
command to love one another and to live

according to the words of Jesus.

WHY READ IT?

This letter shows us that it can be easy to
get hold of some wrong ideas about Je-
sus. It’s important for us to stick to what
we learn about him from the Gospels and
the New Testament letters. John’s letter
challenges us to hold on to that truth -
and to always come back to loving one
another.

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Israel bombs apartment near
Beirut’'s Armenian neighbourhood

BOURDJ HAMMOUD — In
the early hours of March 13,
Israel bombed an apartment
building on the border between
the Nappa-Mirna Shaluhi dis-
tricts. These districts are also
very close to the Armenian-
populated Bourdj Hammoud
neighbourhood, which fortun-
ately suffered no material or
human losses. Some of the resi-
dents there heard the explo-
sions from the bombing attack.

Shahan Kandaharian,
editor-in-chief of our sister
publication the Aztag news-
paper, reported on the incident,
noting that it is very worrying
that the area near Bourdj Ham-
moud has been targeted.

According to reports, the
target of the Israeli side was the
apartment where a member of
Hezbollah allegedly lived.

Kandaharian assured that
there is no panic, but there is
uncertainty that causes great
concern to the residents.

The Armenian National
Committee of America has
called on the Trump/Vance
Administration to condemn
and hold Israel accountable for
drone striking a residential
apartment building in Beirut’s
Armenian Bourdj Hammoud
district — “a neighbourhood

populated by descendants of
Armenian Genocide survivors.”

The attacks unleashed
by Israel against Lebanon are
gradually revealing Israel’s
true goals in the region and
against Lebanon, starting from
the southern suburbs of Beirut
to the border towns of south-
ern Lebanon and the Bekaa and
Baalbek areas.

Lebanon had initiated dir-
ect negotiations with Israel,
in an attempt to prevent new
attacks against Lebanon. Re-
ports indicate that Lebanon
has formed its own committee
called to participate in the ne-
gotiations planned in Cyprus.

For his part, French
President Emmanuel Macron
has been in close contact with
Lebanese and Israeli officials,
urging them to stop the mil-
itary operations.

However, it seems that Is-
rael only wants to impose its
point of view. Israeli forces have
already penetrated the south-
ern borders and are positioned
in 18 centres, expanding the
scope of their aggression.

Israeli sources have re-
vealed that Israel is planning to
launch a large-scale offensive
within a week and penetrate
deep into southern Lebanon.

Pashinyan laments that ‘TRIPP is
not a priority for US today’
THE CONTINUING WAR BETWEEN THE UNITED

STATES AND ISRAEL AND IRAN WILL LIKELY
DELAY THE PLANNED OPENING, HE SAYS

YEREVAN—The continuing
war between the United States
and Israel and Iran will likely
delay the planned opening of a
U.S.-administered transit cor-
ridor for Azerbaijan through
Armenia, Prime Minister Nikol
Pashinyan said on March 12.

“It is obvious that the TRIPP
(Trump Route for International
Peace and Prosperity) is not a
priority for the US administra-
tion today, at least, because we
see what is happening and what
they are busy with,” he told re-
porters. “Unfortunately, there
is a high probability that it will
affect [relevant] processes in
terms of timelines because the
[U.S.] government is focused on
that issue.”

The TRIPP is due to con-
nect Azerbaijan to Nakhichevan
through Armenia’s strategic Syun-
ik region bordering Iran. U.S. Sec-
retary of State Marco Rubio and
Armenian Foreign Minister Ararat
Mirzoyan released the first major
details of the TRIPP after meeting
in Washington on January 13.

A joint U.S.-Armenian “im-
plementation framework” con-
firmed that a special company
controlled by the U.S. govern-
ment will build a railway, a road,

energy supply lines and other
infrastructure along Armenia’s
border with Iran and manage
them for at least 49 years. Pashin-
yan and Mirzoyan said late last
year that work on that infra-
structure will start this summer.

In the months leading up
to the ongoing war, Iranian of-
ficials, notably a top aide to the
late Supreme Leader Ayatollah
Ali Khamenei, spoke out against
the transit arrangement. They
feared that it could undermine
Armenian control of the border
and lead to U.S. security presence
there. Yerevan sought to allay
their concerns. Some observers
believe that Tehran will now be
even more opposed to the TRIPP
even if the war is stopped in the
coming days or weeks.

Iran is a major trading part-
ner of Armenia and one of the
landlocked country’s two con-
duits to the outside world. Al-
though the Armenian-Iranian
border has remained largely
open since the start of the U.S.-
Israeli air strikes on the Islamic
Republic on February 28, the
conflict has reportedly led to a
serious fall in cargo traffic be-
tween the two states.

Mario Nalpatian addresses UN Human Rights Council
on behalf of the ARF and Socialist International

GENEVA—Mario Nalbandian, the Armen-
ian Revolutionary Federation’s representative
to the Socialist International and one of its Vice
Presidents, delivered the following message to-
day during the 61st session of the United Nations
Human Rights Council in Geneva. Nalbandian
addressed the Council in his capacity as a repre-
sentative of the Socialist International.

Ladies and gentlemen,

It’s an honour for me to speak here on behalf of
the Socialist International.

At a time when the world is in turmoil, when
international relations are strained, and the rule of
law is too often ignored, the Socialist International
reaffirms its belief in a world that respects human
rights and the rights of peoples, is dedicated to pro-
tecting and reinforcing our democracies. We stand
for international relations grounded in principles,
not force, in multilateral cooperation, implementa-
tion of the global development goals, fight against
neocolonialist aspirations, and limitation of the
concentration of wealth, and for a global order in
which genocides—whether in Gaza/Palestine, Dar-
fur/Sudan, or Rohingya/Myanmar—are prevented,
halted, and punished. This vision is not naive: it is
grounded in the hard lessons of history and in the

enduring belief that human dignity must not be sac-
rificed to expediency or power politics.

It is in this spirit that the Council of the Social-
ist International, in its latest meeting in Malta, Nov-
ember 2025, adopted a resolution on the Situation in
and around Nagorno-Karabagh, asserting that the
conflict can not be resolved by military means and
for the process to be successful, it must include col-
lective, voluntary, safe, dignified, unhindered, and
internationally guaranteed return of all those dis-
placed from Nagorno-Karabagh since the 2020 war
and after September 19, 2023, ensuring full protec-
tion from any form of intimidation or coercion.

The Socialist International also calls for the im-
mediate release of the remaining Armenian detain-
ees in Baku, including former leaders of Nagorno-
Karabagh, and for the prevention of the destruction
or alteration of Armenian religious and cultural
heritage in and around Nagorno-Karabagh, and to
safeguard the region’s historical legacy.

The Socialist International, as a global organ-
ization, in these troubled and uncertain times, re-
iterates the need for respect for and compliance with
international law and the United Nations Charter,
and considers their violation and all unilateral acts
of war to be unacceptable.

Report on the destruction of Artsakh cultural
heritage submitted to British Parliament

LONDON—A report docu-
menting the destruction and
alteration of Armenian cultural
heritage in Artsakh (Nagorno
Karabagh) has been submit-
ted to the British Parliament by
the Centre for International and
Comparative Law in collaboration
with the Armenian Legal Centre
for Justice and Human Rights.

The submission was made as
part of an inquiry organized by
the International Bar Associa-
tion’s Human Rights Institute and
held at the British Parliament in
January and February 2026. The
inquiry is being conducted jointly
with the All-Party Parliamentary
Group on International Law, Jus-
tice and Accountability and the
All-Party Parliamentary Group
on Armenia.

The report outlines numer-
ous cases of destruction, altera-
tion, and appropriation of Ar-
menian religious and cultural
monuments in Artsakh, par-
ticularly following the 2020 war
and the September 2023 Azer-
baijani military offensive that
led to the forced displacement
of more than 100,000 Armen-
ians from the region.

Among the examples cited
are the repeated bombing of
the Ghazanchetsots Cathedral
during the 2020 war and sub-
sequent structural alterations
carried out after Shushi came

under Azerbaijani control, in-
cluding the removal of key
Armenian religious symbols.
The report also documents the
destruction of the St. John the
Baptist Church (Kanach Zham)
after the war, along with at-
tempts by Azerbaijani officials
to deny its Armenian identity.

Other documented cases in-
clude damage to the Vankasar
Church, where Armenian inscrip-
tions and Christian symbols were
removed, and the complete demo-
lition of the St. Hambardzum
Church. Satellite imagery has
also revealed extensive destruc-
tion in Armenian villages such as
Mokhrenes and Karin Tak.

According to the Center’s
research, numerous churches,
monasteries, cemeteries, monu-
ments, and historic settlements
have been vandalized, structur-
ally altered, or destroyed since
2021. The findings are based
on high resolution satellite im-
agery, open source verification
methods, expert consultations,
analysis of official Azerbaijani
statements, and testimonies
from displaced residents.

The report also highlights
that forcibly displaced Artsakh
Armenians have been deprived
of access to their cultural and
religious sites, including family
graves, preventing them from
carrying out traditional me-

morial and mourning practices.

The authors stress that
international law places clear
obligations on states to protect
cultural heritage during armed
conflict. The report references
the 1954 Hague Convention for
the Protection of Cultural Prop-
erty in the Event of Armed Con-
flict, noting that the destruc-
tion or deliberate alteration of
cultural monuments may entail
both state responsibility and
individual criminal liability
under international law.

The report further em-
phasizes that the lack of ac-
cess to Nagorno Karabagh for
independent international
monitoring missions remains a
major obstacle to fully assess-
ing the condition of Armenian
cultural heritage in the region.

Calling for a coordinated
international response, the re-
port urges the deployment of
independent experts to mon-
itor heritage sites and stresses
the need to protect the cultural
rights of displaced Artsakh Ar-
menians. The Centre for Inter-
national and Comparative Law
stated that it will continue its
documentation and legal analy-
sis efforts to support the pres-
ervation of Armenian cultural
heritage and to advance mech-
anisms of accountability under
international law.

Pashinyan admits he forced Genocide Institute head
to resign for giving Vance a book on Artsakh

YEREVAN—After days of
speculation in the media, Prime
Minister Nikol Pashinyan ad-
mitted on Thursday that he had
forced the director of the Dz-
idzernagapert Armenian Geno-
cide Museum-Institute Dr. Edita
Gzoyan to resign because she
gave Vice-President JD Vance a
book on the Artsakh conflict.

Gzoyan gifted Vance the
book at the centre of the contro-
versy after he and the Second
Lady Usha Vance laid flowers
at the Armenian Genocide me-

morial on February 10. Gzoyan
also led a tour of the complex,
which includes the museum
and institute and escorted the
Second Couple to the cross
stones placed in memory of the
victims of Azerbaijani pogroms
from 1988 to 1990.

A press statement from the
AGMI about the Vance’s visit said
that Gzoyan emphasized “the
connection between those events
and the Armenian Genocide.”

Pashinyan confirmed that
Gzoyan tendered her resigna-

tion earlier this month “on my
instructions.”

“Yes, I considered [the gift
to Vance] an action contrary to
the foreign policy pursued by
the government, I considered it
a provocative action and asked
her to write a resignation let-
ter,” Pashinyan told reporters on
March 12,

“When the country’s
prime minister says there is no
Karabagh movement, what does

it mean to present a book on
the Artsakh issue to a foreign
guest?... Foreign policy in Ar-
menia is conducted by the gov-
ernment of Armenia, and any
Armenian government official
who says anything that contra-
dicts the government’s foreign
policy should be fired,” Pashin-
yan doubled down.

After his visit to the Dz-
idzernagapert, Vance posted
about his experience on X. That
post was abruptly deleted and
replaced by a whitewashed ac-
count by the vice-president’s
press secretary, angering many
in Armenia and the United
States. Pashinyan and his gov-
ernment, however, remained
silent on the debacle.

“Today Vice President JD
Vance and the Second Lady
Usha Vance attended a wreath
laying ceremony at the Armen-
ian Genocide memorial to hon-
our the victims of the 1915 Ar-
menian genocide,” Vance said
in his initial post on X, which
was later deleted.

After that embarrassing in-
cident, he told reporters at the
Yerevan airport that he visited
the AGMI because it was im-
portant for Armenian “culture.”

Gzoyan has still not public-
ly commented on her resigna-
tion. The director of the geno-
cide memorial and its research
wing is appointed by its board
of trustees, rather than the
prime minister or even the Ar-
menia’s Education and Culture
Ministry. Pashinyan’s interven-
tion may therefore be portrayed
by his critics as abuse of power.

is every reason to believe that
this is less about museum ad-
ministration and more about
repositioning the AGMI to align
its work with geopolitical pri-
orities — especially a desire
to avoid honest discussion of
atrocities related to Azerbaijan
amid ongoing normalization
efforts,” said historian Bedross
Der Matossian, who is the Hy-
men Rosenberg Professor in Ju-
daic Studies at the University of
Nebraska, Lincoln in an email to
our sister publication Asbarez.
“The Armenian Genocide
Museum-Institute is not merely
a tourist site. It is a centre of
historical memory and scholar-
ship — a bulwark against denial
and distortion. Its leadership
should be protected from polit-
ical interference, not subjected
to it. Dr. Gzoyan’s forced exit
sends a chilling message to aca-
demics and historians every-
where: that rigorous inquiry
and truthful remembrance
can be displaced for diplomatic
comfort,” Der Matossian added.
In protest of Pashinyan’s
ouster of Gzoyan, the chairman
of the board, prominent French
Armenian historian Raymond
Kevorkian, resigned, followed
by board members Harutyun
Marutyan, Hranush Kharatyan,
and Stephan Astourian,
Kharatyan criticized
Pashinyan’s remarks as a threat
to academic freedom in Ar-
menia when she spoke with Az-
atutyun.am later on.
“It looks like our prime
minister ... wants to decide by
himself the scope of academic

freedoms and what research
centres can say,” she said.

Pashinyan promptly re-
placed Kharatyan and other
board members on March 6. He
was expected to install one of
his former aides, Hrachya Tash-
chyan, as the new AGMI direc-
tor on the morrow.

Tashchyan already occu-
pied Gzoyan'’s office on March
12. He denied that the prime
minister is exerting pressure on
the AGMI and its scholars.

Pashinyan has declared
the Artsakh issue closed and
recognized Azerbaijan’s sover-
eignty over Artsakh, perhaps
hastening Azerbaijan’s military
offensive in 2023 that forced
the displacement of the entire
Armenian population there. As
recently as March 11, Pashinyan
said, in a speech at the Euro-
pean Parliament, that Artsakh
Armenians should abandon any
hope or desire to return to their
homeland.

Pashinyan has also offered
far-reaching concessions to
Turkey, which provided Azer-
baijan with decisive military
support during the 2020 war
with Armenia. In particular, he
declared last year that Armen-
ians should “understand what
happened” in 1915 and what
prompted the subsequent cam-
paign for international recogni-
tion of the Armenian Genocide.
Armenian historians, oppos-
ition figures and retired diplo-
mats expressed outrage at the
remarks, saying that Pashinyan
cast doubt on the fact of the
genocide officially recognized
by over three dozen countries,
including the United States.
