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Scholars who resigned from
Armenian Genocide Museum-
Institute Board issue statement

Following Prime Minister Nikol Pashinyan’s highly controver-
sial decision to force the resignation of the Armenian Genocide Mu-
seum-Institute Director Dr. Edita Gzoyan last month, several board
members also resigned in protest. They issued a statement, which

we are providing below:

We, the undersigned, have re-
signed from the Board of Trustees
of the Armenian Genocide Museum-
Institute due to the forced resigna-
tion of Director Dr. Edita Gzoyan.
Considering the significant contro-
versy and public reaction caused
by this event, we find it appropriate
to explain why we individually re-
signed at different times.

On March 2, 2026, one day be-
fore our Board meeting, the Minis-
ter of Education, Science, Culture
and Sports of the Republic of Ar-
menia informed, for the first time,
the Chairman of the Board of Trust-
ees, Harutyun Raymond Gevorg-
yan, that in the Ministry’s opinion,
Director E. Gzoyan had shortcom-
ings in managing the institution
and that it was necessary to replace
her with another director.

First, we declare that this came
as a surprise to us. In previous years,
we had not heard any complaints re-
garding Dr. Gzoyan’s work—neither
from the Ministry, nor from any
Board member, nor from the AGMI
staff. On the contrary, the Board had
evaluated her work as excellent.

Second, the justification pre-
sented on March 2 to the Chairman,
and on March 3 to the Board mem-
bers, claiming that Dr. Gzoyan failed
to properly oversee the renovation
works of the Tsitsernakaberd Memor-
ial Complex, is unfounded. At a prior
Board meeting, it had been clearly
stated that oversight and manage-
ment of the renovation works were the
responsibility of the Ministry.

Third, the AGMI charter clearly
stipulates that the dismissal of the
Director is the exclusive authority
of the Board of Trustees. Our Board
had neither reason nor intention to
dismiss Dr. Gzoyan. Requesting her
to submit a resignation letter was
not within the authority of either
the Minister or, especially, the
Prime Minister. Notably, the agen-
da of the March 3 Board meeting
included only one item: “Presenta-
tion and discussion of the landscap-
ing and improvement project of the
Dzidzernagapert park.” The issue
of the Director’s resignation was
introduced unexpectedly after dis-
cussion of the agenda item.

On March 5, the media reported
the forced resignation of the AGMI
Director, which was followed by vari-
ous explanations and conflicting
public discussions. Shortly after-
ward, on March 12, the Prime Min-
ister revealed that he himself had
demanded Dr. Gzoyan’s resignation.

The reason was connected to a
private visit by U.S. Vice President
J.D. Vance to the AGMI and memor-
ial complex. Dr. Gzoyan had spoken
with him about the massacres of
Armenians in the South Caucasus
and later in Azerbaijan during the
early and late 20th century, the
ethnic cleansing of Armenians in

Nagorno-Karabagh/Artsakh, and
the Armenian Genocide. She also
presented him with five books, one
of which was a collection of Amer-
ican newspaper articles about the
massacres of 1905-1921.

This was part of the traditional
protocol for hosting official delega-
tions visiting AGML However, the
Prime Minister characterized it as a
“provocative” action contradicting
the foreign policy of his government.
State officials, he stated, must align
with Armenia’s foreign policy, and
since he had determined that there is
no such thing as a “Karabagh move-
ment,” giving a book related to the
Artsakh issue was unacceptable.

Following the Prime Minister’s
statement, the real reason for Dr.
Gzoyan'’s forced resignation became
clear. His remarks also revealed that
the initial justification was merely a
diversion (a false pretext) to conceal
the true reason.

The immediate reactions follow-
ing the Prime Minister’s remarks were
far from positive. Therefore, a new
“explanation” for the forced resigna-
tion was put forward by members of
the ruling party in the National As-
sembly (for example, Lusine Badalyan
and Maria Karapetyan) during tele-
vision interviews, and later by the
Vice Speaker of the National Assem-
bly, Ruben Rubinyan.

Lusine Badalyan’s interview
appears to have been the first in
this series, given on the night of the
Prime Minister’s comments to the
press. According to her, the reason
for the forced resignation was not
Artsakh or the content of the book
gifted to the U.S. Vice President, but
rather the “protocol.”

Here is the idea she expressed
in her interview with Factor.TV:

Badalyan insisted that the issue
was not the content of the book, but
specifically a breach of protocol.
“This is not about the book, not
about the topic. This is a deviation
from protocol.”

If the issue was indeed proto-
col, then the officials responsible
for protocol in the Ministry of For-
eign Affairs or perhaps in the Prime
Minister’s office should bear re-
sponsibility for what Ms. Badalyan
considers a protocol violation.

If the initial justification for the
forced resignation was meant to con-
ceal something, then this new explan-
ation represents a diversion—aimed
at softening criticism of the Prime
Minister’s remarks and shifting atten-
tion away from the Artsakh issue.

However, the chain of “explana-
tions” did not end there. Given that
the situation had turned into a public
scandal, the Minister of Education,
Science, Culture and Sports, Zhanna
Andreasyan, presented a fourth ex-
planation for the forced resignation

‘Armenia’ alliance presents socio-economic
platform ahead of elections

YEREVAN—The Armenia Alliance presented
its socio-economic platform during an event held
on April 8 at the Congress Hotel in Yerevan,

The alliance, headed by former president
Robert Kocharian and including the Armenian
Revolutionary Federation, is running as an op-
position bloc in the upcoming June 7 elections.

The two lawmakers, Arthur Khachatryan
and Artsvik Minasyan, who made presenta-
tions said that if elected, the Armenia Alliance
will reduce taxes, create a more beneficial en-
vironment for the growth of the agriculture
sector and will increase pensions.

Khachatryan warned that the rosy eco-
nomic outlook depicted by the current regime
has largely relied on debt, arguing that if these
policies continue, future generations would
have to bear the burden of the mounting debt.

“The economic growth they [the current
regime] is showing is a result of debt. In eight
years, Armenia’s debt has doubled, reaching $15
billion,” Khachatryan said, adding that this bu-
rden will fall on everyone, including newborns,
with an average of $5,000 debt per citizen.

He noted that Armenia’s current economic
growth is largely based on services and retail
trade, while exports are mainly driven by gold,
diamonds, mining, brandy, and tobacco.

“Where is our industrial potential? Where
is the high-tech industry praised by this gov-
ernment?,” Khachatryan countered.

He said that beginning on June 8, the poli-
cies of the Armenia Alliance will focus on re-
viving industry, creating an economy by ele-
vating the tech sector and building on com-
petitive advantages.

Khachatryan then turned his attention to
what he deemed by the deterioration of the agri-
cultural sector under Prime Minister Nikol Pashin-
yan’s leadership, arguing that “Armenia needs a
competitive and prosperous agricultural sector.”

“We have gone back 25 years. With a single
stroke of a pen, the Ministry of Agriculture
was dismantled. More than half of our arable
land is not being cultivated. And yet they [the
government] proudly say we imported sub-
par wheat from Kazakhstan. This cannot con-
tinue,” he emphasized.

According to Khachatryan, the alliance’s
policies will aim to increase agricultural prof-
itability, ensure food security, and improve
quality of life in rural areas. “You can’t walk in
avillage without boots. People must remain in
villages and strengthen our borders,” he said.

He noted that land plots are currently too
small, making cultivation expensive and in-
efficient,

“We will promote cooperation and land
consolidation while preserving ownership

rights,” Khachatryan explained, adding that
the state will support farmers in acquiring
high-quality seeds, saplings, and livestock.
Since agriculture is knowledge-based, farm-
ers will also receive support to expand their
knowledge of the sector.

He explained that the Alliance’s program
will include up to 15 million drams in preferential
loans with zero interest, cheaper fuel and seeds,
improved water resource management, and sup-
port for sales and exports. Strategic products will
also be guaranteed favorable prices.

Minasyan, the other presenter and a cur-
rent lawmaker, focused on social aspects that,
he said, had hindered the economy.

“The current difficult social situation is
not only due to external factors or psycho-
logical conditions. It is also the result of deep
social problems that this government has cre-
ated and continues to reinforce. One of the
causes is the clearly unequal distribution of
income,” Minasyan explained.

He noted that incomes of vulnerable
groups are clearly lagging behind rising costs
of living.

“Not only are prices of essential food,
medicine, and utilities rising sharply, but prop-
erty taxes and public transport fares are also
increasing. Hundreds of thousands of citizens
are faced daily with difficult choices—whether
to pay for heating or essential medication with
their limited income,” Minasyan said.

He argued that these policies have created
social polarization, and vowed to eliminate it
under the Armenia Alliance programs.

“The minimum wage will be aligned with
the minimum living basket and will be in-
dexed—meaning it will automatically increase
each year at least in line with inflation, by law,
not political will. The basic pension will in-
crease by at least 50 percent and will also be
indexed to inflation. During winter months,
gas and electricity costs will be fully subsid-
ized for socially vulnerable single pensioners,
extremely poor families, and families with
children,” Minasyan said.

“We will reduce property tax. The exces-
sively high increase planned for 2026 will be
canceled, and a luxury tax will be introduced—
meaning the wealthy will pay more to ease the
burden on low- and middle-income citizens.
Social solidarity will be restored through fair
income redistribution,” he said, adding that uni-
versal income declaration will also be abolished.

He noted that Armenian capital world-
wide is estimated at around $400 billion, and
through a proposed “Multi-purpose Fund,”
attracting just five percent of it could signifi-
cantly contribute to national development.

Electoral Code amendments ahead of June elections
disadvantage country’s leading opposition party

YEREVAN — Recent amend-
ments to Armenia’s Electoral
Code adopted ahead of the June
2026 parliamentary elections
that prohibit the use of per-
sonal names appear designed
to disadvantage the “Strong
Armenia” political opposition
party and further undermine
a fair and competitive electoral
process, said the International
Observatory for Democracy in
Armenia. IODA urged the gov-
ernment to cancel or delay any
apparently politicized amend-
ments at least until after the
election of a new government.

“These hasty electoral
amendments smack of a naked
ploy to disadvantage Armenia’s
leading opposition political party,
‘Strong Armenia, by effectively
requiring them to change the
party’s well-known name just
months before the elections,”
said Sarah Leah Whitson. “The

government and the ruling party
have once again reached into
their bag of tricks to tilt the elec-
tion in its favour.”

On 7 April, the National
Assembly adopted the amend-
ments proposed by three
members of the Civil Contract
faction: Arusyak Julhakyan,
Alkhas Ghazaryan, and Artur
Hovhannisyan, restricting the
naming of electoral blocs. The
passed changes prohibit the use
of personal names, as well as
names or formulations resem-
bling state and local self-gov-
ernment bodies, in bloc titles.
The bill was adopted with 66
votes in favor, 16 against, and no
abstentions, with support com-
ing exclusively from members
of the ruling Civil Contract fac-
tion. While authors presented
the amendment as a technical
adjustment, the timing and
context of the amendment will

affect specific political parties,
including the “Strong Armenia
with Samvel Karapetyan” bloc.
In the pre-electoral period, any
changes that may be seen as
altering the conditions of pol-
itical competition warrant par-
ticular scrutiny.

The government passed
other problematic amend-
ments to the Electoral Code on
24 January 2026 authorizing
the Central Electoral Commis-
sion sole discretion to deny or
revoke accreditation for an
election observation mission
based on a determination that
the mission is not “politically
neutral.” Although ensuring
impartiality in election obser-
vation is a legitimate objective,
the absence of clearly defined
criteria for assessing such neu-
trality introduces a degree of
discretion that may give rise to
inconsistent application.
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CANADA INVESTING IN FUTURE PRODUCTIVITY
RESEARCH

In a recent press breefing made by the federal govern-
ment, in partnership with the Halifax Regional Municipality,
and Halifax Water, announced a joint investment of $6.4-mil-
lion that will be used to upgrade stormwater management
systems within the Upper Bissett Run watershed. These up-
grades will be necessary to help avoid the risk of road clos-
ures and basement and backyard flooding of homes around
the Halifax Regional Municipality. The investment will see
that existing stormwater pipes being upgraded around at Cole
Harbour Road and Bissett Run, as well as a section of Upper
Bissett Run will be restored as a natural watercourse.

Darren Fisher, MP for Dartmouth-Cole Harbour said: “I
know how important restoring natural watercourses is for
Dartmouth-Cole Harbour, especially when it comes to pro-
tecting our community from severe weather. That’s why we're
investing to help HRM daylight and restore this section of
Bissett Run, reducing the risk of flooding for residents in the
Cole Harbour Commons area. It shows how governments can
work together to better protect people and their homes from
climate change and natural disasters.”

$15.5 MILLION INVESTMENT TO HELP STRENGTHEN

(Small Business and Tourism), along side Leslie Church, Par-
liamentary Secretary to the Secretaries of State for Labour,
for Seniors, and for Children and Youth, and to the Minister
of Jobs and Families (Persons with Disabilities), jointly an-
nounced a new $15.5-million investment to help strengthen
national women’s organizations across Canada.

five days after the Prime Minister’s re-
marks. Denying that she had ever told
the staff of the Genocide Museum-In-
stitute that Dr. Gzoyan’s dismissal was
related to poor organization of renova-
tion works at the memorial complex,
she instead pointed to “management”
as the reason for the resignation im-
posed “from above.”

Here is an excerpt from her
interview with Azatutyun.am:

“The Minister of Education
claims she did not tell the staff of
the Genocide Museum-Institute that
the director was being dismissed for
poorly organizing construction work
at the memorial complex.”

“I did not say such a thing,”
she emphasized.

Formally, the minister was
right — she presented the “shortcom-
ings” related to construction work
as grounds for resignation not to the
museum-institute staff, but to the
members of the Board of Trustees
during the extraordinary session on
March 3. In response to Azatutyun’s
question, the minister said that there
had been one meeting with the staff,
which took place the day before.

“We discussed all the issues in
great detail, and I conveyed the rel-
evant information to the staff and ad-
dressed the questions they had raised.
From the very beginning, I raised the
issue from a governance perspective
and continue to approach it from that
angle,” he noted.The Board of Trustees
has not only never identified such gov-
ernance problems, but has never even
been informed of their alleged exist-
ence. Moreover, some members of the
Board objected to the minister’s argu-
ments during the meeting. As for the
staff of the Armenian Genocide Mu-
seum-Institute, each of them signed a
letter supporting Dr. Gzoyan.(...)

Since the exclusive authority
to dismiss the director of the mu-
seum-institute belongs to the Board
of Trustees, institutional proced-
ures were bypassed, and the deci-
sion was imposed on that body.

The Prime Minister’s public reac-
tion and the dismissal of the museum
director for sharing historical facts
with the U.S. Vice President appear to
be part of a broader pattern aimed at
“reshaping” or “repackaging” histor-
ical facts to serve political expediency
and the reproduction of power. This
is not the place to list examples of the
superficial and careless interpreta-
tions of the origins of the Armenian
Genocide or Armenian-Azerbaijani
historical interactions that have re-
cently been voiced by the Prime Min-
ister or members of his ruling party.
What happened to Dr. Gzoyan, and the
way it was carried out, raises serious
concerns about academic freedom. If
the government has put an end to the
Karabagh movement and the issue of
Artsakh, does that mean that schol-
arly research into their history under-
mines foreign policy? Ultimately, most
academic and research centers in
Armenia are state non-commercial
organizations, and most universities
are state-run — does that make their
researchers public officials? If so, does
this mean that their research must
align with the Prime Minister’s foreign
policy? By what criteria and where
would such alignment be determined?
Finally, in what way was Dr. Gzoyan
advancing an alternative foreign
policy? Where is the evidence?

What happened to Dr. Gzoyan
and the manner in which it was
implemented also raise concerns
about tendencies toward authori-
tarianism. In no European country
would it be acceptable to require all

public officials to conform to and
support the government’s foreign
policy. Such demands are reminis-
cent of Soviet practices.

As former members of the Board
of Trustees and as scholars, we wish
to draw attention to several points:

Even the most persistent, state-
sponsored attempts to rewrite or erase
history—such as Turkish denial of the
Armenian Genocide—ultimately fail.

National memory and identity
are strategic assets, especially for
small nations; a blurred national
memory and identity constitute a
vulnerability that cannot be com-
pensated for by any weapon.

Finally, such abrupt and un-

Jjust decisions are unlikely to con-
tribute to the establishment of
genuine and lasting peace.

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Moscou fait fi des avertissements
d’Erevan

MOSCOU—Le 8 avril, le mi-
nistére russe des Affaires étran-
geéres a balayé d’un revers de
main les menaces des dirigeants
arméniens de quitter les blocs
de défense et de commerce
dirigés par la Russie, menaces
exprimées par le président du
Parlement, Alen Simonian.

M. Simonian, qui est 'un
des principaux membres du
parti au pouvoir, Contrat civil, a
répondu aux avertissements sé-
veres adressés par le président
russe Vladimir Poutine au Pre-
mier ministre Nikol Pachinian
lors de leur entretien du ler
avril a Moscou.

Poutine a notamment dé-
claré que les démarches d’Ere-
van en vue d’adhérer a terme a
I’Union européenne étaient «in-
compatibles» avec le maintien
de ’Arménie au sein de I’'Union
économique eurasienne (UEE),
qui accorde aux exportateurs
arméniens un acceés en fran-
chise de droits au marché russe.
Poutine a souligné que la Russie
restait le principal partenaire
commercial de ’Arménie et lui
fournissait du gaz naturel a un
prix nettement réduit.

A. Simonian a déclaré le 4
avril que 'Arménie se retirerait
de I'UEE et de I’Organisation
du traité de sécurité collective
(0TSC) si Moscou augmentait les
prix du gaz ou imposait d’autres
sanctions économiques a ce pays
du Caucase du Sud. La porte-pa-
role du ministére russe des Af-
faires étrangeres, Maria Zakha-
rova, a comparé cette déclara-
tion a «menacer un hérisson en
exhibant ses propres capacités».

«Je ne souhaite pas commen-
ter sérieusement les déclarations
de politiciens impulsifs, qui ont
déja tenu de nombreux propos
controversés, notamment sur le
sujet de 'OTSC», a déclaré Mme
Zakharova aux journalistes.

«Nous avons méme enten-
du ceci: ce n'est pas '’Arménie
qui quitte I’OTSC, mais ’0OTSC
qui quitte I’Arménie», a-t-elle
ajouté, citant des déclarations
passées de N. Pachinian. «Je ne
sais pas si ce processus est ache-
vé ou s'il est toujours en coursy.

Le chef du gouvernement a
insisté le 2 avril sur le fait que
ses entretiens avec Poutine
avaient été «tres fructueux».
Il a déclaré qu'’ils étaient par-
venus a des «accords concrets
dans tous les domaines de notre
agenday, sans préciser lesquels.

Au cours des entretiens, Pou-
tine a également mis en garde
Erevan contre I’exclusion des
groupes d’opposition pro-russes
des prochaines élections législa-
tives arméniennes. Zakharova a
réitéré cet avertissement.

«Nous ne pouvons ignorer

Le Parlement arménien adopte des
amendements «anti-Karapetian»

EREVAN—Alors que l'oppo-
sition dénoncait des manceuvres
déloyales, le parti au pouvoir en
Arménie a fait adopter a la hate
le 7 avril par le Parlement une loi
interdisant au milliardaire Samvel
Karapetian de donner son nom a
son alliance, qui devrait étre 'un
des principaux prétendants aux
prochaines élections législatives.

L'Assemblée nationale a
approuvé les amendements
pertinents au Code électoral
arménien en premiére lecture,
quelques heures seulement
apres leur publication par des
députés de haut rang repré-
sentant le parti Contrat civil
du Premier ministre.

Ce débat a eu lieu une
semaine apres que le parti «Ar-
ménie forte» de Karapetian et
deux autres partis d’opposition

peu connus aient officiellement
formé une alliance en vue des
élections prévues le 7 juin. Ils
I’ont baptisée «Arménie forte
avec Samvel Karapetiany.

Les députés de Contrat civil
ont nié tout lien entre cette évo-
lution et la modification de der-
niére minute du Code électoral.
Leurs collegues de 'opposition
ont rejeté ces assurances.

Pendant ce temps, les diri-
geants et militants d’Arménie
forte ont organisé un piquet
de gréve devant le batiment du
Parlement a Erevan pour protes-
ter contre ce qu'ils ont dénoncé
comme une tentative du gouver-
nement de rendre plus difficile
pour leur force d’opposition de
battre Contrat civil aux élections.

Lombudsman d’Arménie se joint, prudemment,
aux nombreux arméniens qui demandent la
libération du jeune lycéen Davit

EREVAN—Lombudsman d’Arménie semble
avoir joint sa voix, habituellement discréte, a
celle des arméniens de plus en plus nombreux,
qui appellent a la libération du lycéen qui
avait été arrété le 29 mars pour avoir tenu téte
lors d’'une messe dans une église de Erevan,
au premier ministre Nikol Pachinian et a son
escouade de gardes du corps.

Le sort du jeune homme de 18 ans, Davit Mi-
nasian, a ému le pays, d’autant qu'il est de santé
fragile. Apres deux aller-retours entre le centre de
détention ot il a été placé aussitdt apres son arres-
tation a la fin de l'office, il a dii étre une nouvelle
fois conduit a I’hdpital, ot il séjourne toujours, son
état étant préoccupant selon ses avocats.

Minasian avait été arrété sous l'accu-
sation de hooliganisme et d’obstruction aux
«activités politiques» de Pachinian a la suite
d’un incident survenu durant la messe des
Rameaux dans I’église Ste Anne de la capitale
arménienne. L'église était bondée de fideles et
I’office battait son plein lorsque Pachinian y
a fait une apparition surprise, forcant le pas-
sage dans la foule des croyants en priére avec
sa garde rapprochée. Visiblement trouble et
agacé, Minasian demanda aux arrivants de ne
pas le pousser en leur faisant savoir qu’il sou-
haitait «rester au centre» de I’église.

Le déploiement d'une équipe de réponse rapide hybride
(HRRT), qui coopére exclusivement avec le gouvernement,
lallocation de millions deuros de fonds publics européens sans
garanties minimales de neutralité, et la réforme opportuniste
du Code électoral visant a interdire lutilisation de noms de per-
sonnes dans les noms dalliances électorales — tout cela consti-
tue un schéma unique que nous avons déja observé ailleurs.

La modification du Code électoral est devenue un point
de rupture. Permettez-moi de souligner les doubles standards,
qui sont frappants. Lorsque jai écrit a la Présidente du Parle-
ment européen pour alerter sur les poursuites pénales contre
mon client, larrestation d’avocats et lemprisonnement de
membres du clergé, la réponse de la délégation de 'UE en Ar-
ménie fut qu’il sagissait de «questions relevant des autorités
arméniennesy. Aucune condamnation. Aucun signe d’'inquié-
tude. On nous a dit que cétaient des «affaires internes.

Cependant, lorsqu'il sagit de déployer une équipe pour
influencer lagenda électoral, d'injecter 27 millions deuros pour
«lutter contre la désinformation» (ce qui coincide opportuné-
ment avec le discours de lopposition), et d'exporter le «modéle
moldave» trois mois avant les élections, alors 'Arménie cesse
d’étre une affaire interne pour devenir une affaire européenne. La
criminalisation de lopposition est une affaire arménienne, mais
l'ingérence en faveur du gouvernement qui la criminalise devient
un projet européen. Voild le double standard de la Commission.

La Commission sait — ou devrait savoir — que la Répu-
blique d’Arménie est actuellement gouvernée par un régime
qui a systématiquement détruit les conditions nécessaires
a des élections libres et équitables. Sous ladministration du
Premier ministre Nikol Pachinian, les mesures suivantes ont
été prises: poursuites pénales contre le principal leader de

arméniens. Anahit Manasian, ’observatrice officielle
des droits humains, généralement peu critique a I’en-
contre des autorités actuelles qui I'ont placée a ce
poste, avait souligné qu'elle navait pas 'autorité légale
pour appeler aussi a la libération du jeune homme.
Mais dans un apparent changement de ton, 'ombuds-
man Manasian déclarait le lendemain: «Prenant en consi-
dération les documents disponibles relatifs aux conditions
de santé du suspect, les questions relatives a son droit a
I’éducation etc., j’ai moi-méme aussi proposé qu'une autre
mesure de dissuasion soit étudiée [pour le lycéen].
Pachinian et ses alliés politiques ont justifié I'arres-
tation du jeune Minasian, au prétexte que le lycéen aurait
agressé le premier ministre; en Turquie, pays dont les
autorités ne cachent pas leur sympathie pour Pachinian,
certains media ont rapporté I’événement en faisant état

d’une tentative d’assassinat déjouée contre le premier mi-
nistre arménien! Les représentants de l'opposition armé-
nienne, quant a eux, estiment que 'incident de I’église
n’est que le résultat du comportement provocateur de
Pachinian. Ils affirment que Pachinian a ordonné I'arres-
tation dans le but d’intimider les arméniens mécontents a
I'approche des législatives du 7 juin.

Pachinian a passé les derniers fins de semaine a
sillonner ’Arménie, visitant différentes régions du
pays pour aller a la rencontre de leurs habitants dans
ce qui ressemble fort a une tournée de campagne élec-
torale. Certains des citoyens croisés au détour de cette
tournée ont fait ressortir sa colere, voire sa hargne, en
dénoncgant ouvertement sa politique ou en se plaignant
du bilan de son gouvernement.

Par conséquent, nous demandons officiellement a la Com-
mission européenne:

(c) De procéder a une évaluation indépendante de l'im-
pact des financements ;

(d) De condamner publiquement les modifications du
